Before the commencement of the meeting, members signed their Declaration of Acceptance of Office and the new members completed their Register of Members Interest.  Re-elected members were given the opportunity to up-date their Register of Members Interest.

It was reported that owing to a change in Lloyds Bank procedure only the new members are required to take a proof of identity into the Lloyds Bank before the next Parish Council meeting in order to become signatories on the Parish Council’s Accounts.  The signatures of the re-elected members are still valid with Lloyds Bank.  The procedure remains the same that two members of the Council sign all cheques and the Responsible Financial Officer and the Bank accept the instructions of the Clerk as authority to deliver deeds or other items the Bank holds in safe custody.

The outgoing Chairman, Dr. M. Trelinski, welcomed members to the Annual Parish Council Meeting mentioning particularly the new members who were attending their first meeting.  He thanked members, Clerk and Assistant Clerk for their support and help during his term of office.

Five members of the public and a representative from the Burton Mail were in attendance.

ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN


It was proposed by Mr. P. Taylor, seconded by Mrs. V. Trelinska for Mr. J. Morris to be elected Chairman.  It was also proposed by Mr. J. Hayes, seconded by Mrs. B. Toon for Mr. J. Westwood to be elected Chairman.  


Members voted seven members to three for Mr. J. Morris to be elected Chairman for the ensuing year.  Mr. J. Morris signed his Declaration of Acceptance of Office and thanked Members for their support.

ELECTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN


It was proposed by Dr. M. Trelinski, seconded by Mrs. V. Trelinska and unanimously agreed that Mr. W. Hodson Walker be elected Vice Chairman of the Parish Council for the ensuing year.  

Mr. W. Hodson Walker signed his Declaration of Acceptance of Office.

TO NOTE OR APPOINT REPRSENTATIVES ON OUTSIDE BODIES 

Dr. M. Trelinski informed members that he had been appointed as the Borough Council’s representative on the Rolleston Almshouse Trustees, which will leave a vacancy for a Parish Councillor.  It was proposed by Mr. K. Bradley, seconded by Mr. J. Hayes for Mrs. B. Toon.  It was also proposed by Mrs. V. Trelinska, seconded by Dr. M. Trelinski for Mr. W. Hodson Walker to fill this post.


Members voted six to four for Mr. W. Hodson Walker to be elected to represent the Parish Council of the Rolleston Almshouse Trustees.


It was proposed by Mr. W. Hodson Walker, seconded by Mr. P. Taylor that Mr. J. Winstone be elected to represent the Parish Council at John of Rolleston Primary School.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PRESENTATION OF PETITIONS

GRASS CUTTING – CHURCH ROAD (Clerk’s Report, Item 14)

Mr. B. Edwards showed photographs of the grass verges on Church Road shortly after the grass contractors had completed a cut.  The photographs showed a poor standard of mowing.  The Chairman and members agreed that this was not the standard they expected.  Members agreed that a letter should be written to the grass cutting contractors and Mr. Edwards agreed that his photographs could be used by the Parish Council to assist in this matter.

TRAFFIC CALMING – CHURCH ROAD 



Mr. Edwards asked why is there a speed check being compiled on Church Road at the moment and will this have any effect on the proposed Traffic Calming.



Mr. Hayes replied that he had written to the police to ask if a speed check had been done on Church Road and understood this is why it is being compiled now.

YOUTH NUISANCE (Clerk’s Report, Item 3)
Members have become increasingly concerned with the youth problems within the village.  As a result Youth and Community Officers were asked by the Parish Council to conduct a Youth Survey to ascertain what the requirements were of the youth of the village.  One project put forward by the Youth and Community Officers was for a Youth Shelter.  The police at their recent LPU meeting publicly supported this proposal.  A letter was sent out to all adjacent property owners to consult with them.  All replies received back did not support the Youth Shelter project.  It was decided by members that they most accept the residents opinion of this proposal and for this reason the project of a Youth Shelter is to be put on hold for six months in order to explore other ideas.

It was agreed that this item be included on the June Agenda.


It was reported that the Borough Council are looking into proceeding with Neighbourhood Wardens.  It was agreed that further enquires should be made.

If the application is granted them members would like an Archaeology Survey made on the site as this site is situated within the oldest part of the village, any ‘finds’ would then require to be recorded.  

Local knowledge has given members concern with the land levels as this area is well known for difficult terrain i.e. running sand.  

Members still have concerns that this proposed dwelling will cause loss of light to adjoining bungalows on Croft Close.  

Members acknowledge that the developer has made some attempt to address members concerns.
