PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PRESENTATION OF PETITIONS

FLOOD WARDENS

Mr. Blackshaw agreed to pass the Flood Wardens information over to the Clerk to pass on to the Environment Agency.

GRASS CUTTING

County Councillor. Bather suggested that the contractors are cutting too low and too much of the verges.  He stated that a lot of the ‘flora and forna’ is being lost and it was not necessary for the verges to be cut back so far.

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING


Minutes of the meetings held on 12th May 2003 and 2nd June 2003 were approved and signed by the Chairman.

PRESENTATION BY REV. I. WHITEHEAD


The Chairman welcomed Rev. I. Whitehead.  Rev. Whitehead made the following report: -


a.
DISABLED ACCESS

By the year 2004 the church will have to be accessible by wheel chair.  The church has looked into several options for a disabled access but have come up with two options that may be possible.

Option 1 would be for the disabled access to come off The Croft. This would mean that disabled parking would have to be provided on The Croft and be accessed via the Spread Eagle car park.

Option 2 would be for the disabled access to be located at the front of the church.  This would be in form of a ramp running along the right-hand side of the church wall and then coming up by the Lych Gate.

Members considered both options carefully.  Option 1 would prove difficult as it was pointed out that the Deeds to The Croft Open Space contain a clause which allows access to it by the Council for maintenance purposes only and therefore the Parish Council could not grant permission to the Church for the purpose required.  Members were concerned with the appearance of Option 2. 

Members voted for supporting Option 2.  Six members voted for and four voted against and one abstained.  It was agreed that a letter should be written supporting option 2.



b.
SCHOOL ROOM EXTENSION

Rev. Whitehead reported that the church was looking into extending the schoolroom.  The extension would be out towards The Croft.  The Clerk was asked to look at the deeds, as there was some question of the ownership of this piece of land. 

c.
LYCH GATE

Rev. Whitehead reported that the church was looking into moving the second set of step, to the Lych Gate further back.  

The Chairman thanked Rev. Whitehead for his report.

PRESENTATION BY MR. K. FRADLEY

The Chairman welcomed Mr. Fradley who is the Community and Safety Officer with East Staffordshire Borough Council.  Mr. Fradley made the following report: -


Mr. Fradley introduced himself and talked about his background and where he was from.  

Mr. Fradley reported that following the site meeting with the Chairman and P.C. Lear a letter had been sent out to all residents of Elizabeth Avenue and Beacon Road.  The next stage is to identify which youths are causing a nuisance.  They will then personally receive a letter.

If things don’t improve then the next step is to issue an acceptable behaviour contract liaising with Trent and Dove Housing.  If the contract is broken then they will be taken to court were an Anti-Social Behaviour Order will be placed on them.


Mr. Fradley said that members would have to wait and see if the letter has any affect on the behaviour problem within the village.  If things do not improve then with P.C. Lear's help individual letters will be issued.


The Chairman thanked Mr. Fradely for his report.

BOUNDARY COMMITTEE

Members discussed the draft recommendations for electoral arrangements in Staffordshire from the Boundary Committee.   Members agreed to write strongly supporting the proposals.

8.
JINNY NATURE TRAIL

Members noted that Mr. Burston and Mr. Bailey have kindly agreed to help on the Advisory Panel with regard to the Interpretation Board.  Members noted that a response is awaited from the Civic Trust and from Mr. Ballard, the designer.



Members noted that Sustrans have yet to reply to member’s questions.

Members noted that JMP Services have been instructed to commence with the alterations to the entrance of the Jinny Trail.

WESTBURY HOMES DEVELOPMENT

Members noted that a letter had been written to the East Staffordshire Borough Council asking for clarification with respect to a broken drain on the corner of the Westbury Homes development site.

A reply was received from Mr. Short, Principal Planning Officer East Staffordshire Borough Council, which was read out by the Chairman: -

“I refer to your letter of 30th May 2003 in respect of a broken drainage pipe on the above development.  I have discussed the matter with the Council’s drainage engineer who assure me that surface water drainage from the fields at the rear of the development is channeled into the off-site culvert that runs along the rear of property in Meadow View and then under the footpath link to Station Road.

The broken pipe revealed on the development site was probably part of the surface water drainage system for the site itself which will obviously be replaced by the new development”.

10.
STREET LIGHTS

It was reported that a letter has been received from ABB.  Members noted that the Clerk have sent a reply clarifying the Parish Council’s position.

Members noted that the street lights along Church Road which is hidden by tree growth have been reported to the County Council and that the street light on Brookside has been repaired.
