3.
SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES – DOVECLIFF ROAD


The following response has been received from Mr. Rayson, Divisional Highways Manager, SCC on this matter:-
“We have reviewed the current position here and investigations show that there is no accident data for this area, which would indicate that the current situation is not causing an increased risk of accidents.  The installation of yellow lines would also pose a problem to the adjacent property owners; where no off street parking exists.  In order to look at this matter in any greater depth there needs to be some form of off street parking provided to residents and I believe that this is something the Parish Council should be talking to residents and possibly the cricket club or adjacent land owners about.  I see very little point of adding this to our TRO request log at this time, as until the parking issues can be resolved, it will not receive any priority against similar TRO requests in the County.  I also suspect that once the issue of parked vehicles is resolved the perceived traffic issues will also be resolved”.

4.
SCC – FOOTWAYS
The following response has been received from Mr. Rayson, Divisional Highways Manager, SCC on this matter:-

“The footways identified by the ESBC wardens have been added to our scheme request log and assessed against other like schemes within the County.  At present they do not meet the criteria for their reconstruction.  However, I intend to add these roads to my preventative maintenance programme for slurry sealing in the next 12months”.

5.
SCC -CHURCH ROAD VERGES
The following response has been received from Mr. Rayson, Divisional Highways Manager, SCC on this matter:-


“The verges have been looked at and there are currently no proposals to do any further works here; however this area is inspected monthly as part of our inspection schedule and any works identified by the safety inspection will be attended to accordingly”.

6.
SCC – ROAD SIGNS – MARSTON LANE / HGV VEHICLES
The following response has been received from Mr. Rayson, Divisional Highways Manager, SCC on this matter:-

“Andrew has looked at this issue and we have issued a works instruction for an additional sign to be placed at the junction of Church Road”.
7.
SCC – KNOWLES HILL 

The following response has been received from Mr. Rayson, Divisional Highways Manager, SCC on this matter:-

“Having looked at the traffic data there does not appear to be either an accident history at this location or a speeding issue, with only 2 reported accidents in the last couple of years.  The installation of rumble strips and the recently added yellow backed chevrons also help to reduce speed.  Recent speed counts done by the County Council show that the 85% speed along Knowles Hill is around 33mph, I am aware that this may be different to those taken by local residents, however, I would point out that our survey is electronic and done over a 24hour period over a number of days, whereby your speed watch survey is done by local residents intermittently and it is likely that their presence does have an impact on the results found”.  
7.
SCC – KNOWLES HILL (continued)
“The use of speed cameras here would not be appropriate and if compared against other sites within the county which have been assessed for speed cameras I am afraid Knowles Hill would not come out very high on the priority list.  However, the County Council are to purchase a number of mobile vehicle actuated speed signs, to which I am happy to add Knowles Hill to the list of sites where these will visit”. 

8.
SCC -PARKING PROBLEMS – BURNSIDE

The following response has been received from Mr. Rayson, Divisional Highways Manager, SCC on this matter:-


“A programme of new Traffic Regulation Orders (TRO’s) has been identified within East Staffordshire for the 2007/08 year, to which option 3 at Knowles Hill is one of these.  Andrew will keep you updated on the progress of this, but as the Parish Council are likely to statutory consultees you will have the option to comment upon the proposals here”.


The Clerk has contacted Mr. Rayson to confirm that he means option 3 at Burnside, as his email states option 3 at Knowles Hill.

9.
SCC – BUS STOPS 
The following response has been received from Mr. Rayson, Divisional Highways Manager, SCC on this matter:-


“We have looked at the provision of a hard standing at Knowles Hill and agree that it would be a sensible solution.  A works instruction has been issued to my contractor to install this.  Realistically I would expect this to be done by August 2007”.


Members are advised that SCC is also aware that hard standing also needs to be installed at the bus stop just before the Hall Road junction.

10.
SCC – CEMETERY ROAD SIGNS
The following response has been received from Mr. Rayson, Divisional Highways Manager, SCC on this matter:-


“The use of mirrors on the public highway is not permitted as experience has shown that the provision of mirrors are unsafe, especially with the problems associated by headlamp dazzle and image distortion.  It is also believed that emerging drivers may place too much reliance upon these mirrors, particularly in adverse weather conditions, when condensation or water droplets could mislead drivers into thinking the road is clear, when in fact it is not.  By giving permission the County Council could find itself in a situation of being sued for negligence or malfeasance, if the mirror was shown to have had a contributory factor into any accidents that may occur.  Therefore I cannot authorize the use of a mirror on the highway at this, or any location”. 
11.
SCC - DOUBLE YELLOW LINES OLD POST OFFICE

The following response has been received from Mr. Rayson, Divisional Highways Manager, SCC on this matter:-


“An assessment of the lining system in this area has been undertaken and a lining machine is due to replace these lines during their next visit in June, at the same time I intend to undertake a programme of lining replacement to junctions, humps etc”.

12.
SCC - SHOTWOOD CLOSE
The following response has been received from Mr. Rayson, Divisional Highways Manager, SCC on this matter:-


“The issue of maintenance of the service strips is usually covered by the issuing of a section 142 license at the time of the purchaser buying the property; it is normally written into their deeds that although the service strip is not within their ownership, they maintain the grassed strip”. 

“From experience, although the residents often do not like this idea, they usually maintain the area as part of the usual upkeep of their own gardens. I visited the site this week and found the area to be very tidy and very well maintained and this is a credit to the owners of the properties along Shotwood Close. I believe that if the County Council maintained this grass, through the parish at a frequency of 8 cuts per year, the standard here would drop and I believe the residents should continue to maintain this area. As I am sure you are aware funds for any form of highway maintenance are very limited and it would be very difficult to justify adding this to the schedule at this time”.
13.
SCC – PUBLIC FOOTPATHS

Members are reminded that this year’s annual footpath walks are taking place on Tuesday 26th June and Tuesday 3rd July, commencing at 7pm and departing from the Spread Eagle Car Park.  £1400.00 has been awarded to us through Staffordshire County Councils Rights of Way Maintenance Budget for the works identified during the 2006 footpath walks. Burton Conservation Volunteers have been asked to carry out the work.  

14.
SCC – TRAFFIC CALMING SURVEY / SPEEDWATCH
The following response has been received from Mr. Rayson, Divisional Highways Manager, SCC on this matter:-

“Both Andrew’s team and I have given the Parish Council and Mr. Stamp a full explanation of the pre and post traffic calming results and they have shown that traffic speeds have reduced as a result of the traffic calming works on Church Road, and traffic speeds are not excessive on Knowles Hill.  There are no further works proposed on Church Road, in fact it can be seen that the traffic calming has worked.  I therefore do not intend to comment upon this any further”.

An email was received on 15th May from Mr. Essery, advising that as Mr. Topliss was going to be on holiday for two weeks, and with only two volunteers Rolleston Speedwatch will close down until June.  Mr. Essery has requested that it is brought to the attention of the Parish Council that two more volunteers are required in order to have an adequate degree of cover.  Members are advised that the need for Speedwatch Volunteers has been advertised in two recent additions of the Rollestonian.
Members are reminded that a reply is required to the letters received from Mr. Essery which were included with the previous months Clerks Reports and Agendas.   In addition, the Clerk wishes to advise members of the following correspondence received from Mr. Essery on 21st May with regards to Speedwatch and the Village Liaison meeting:-

“My report to the Liaison Committee would be enclosed, but it may be more prudent to tender my apologies for absence and to await a response from the Parish Council.  Therefore, I will not be at the coming meeting.  
14.
SCC – TRAFFIC CALMING SURVEY / SPEEDWATCH (continued)
“I could have come to represent Speedwatch but you have the most recent speeding summary and you 
have also said that the correspondence with Oakley has not been discussed by the Parish Council, therefore there is little point in my attending.  Before he went on holiday I spoke to Peter about the forward programme and he did not mention the 21st May meeting so I assume he had not been invited”.  
 “As the leader of Rolleston Speedwatch he should be advised about these meetings and matters that relate to Speedwacth, so that in future he can attend.  When he returns to Rolleston on Thursday I will advise him about this exchange of correspondence”.

Members are advised that at previous meetings, Mr. Essery has always represented Speedwatch and therefore the agendas and Clerks Reports have always been sent to him.  However, an invitation to attend the meeting had been delivered to Mr. Topliss on this occasion (in addition to Mr. Essery), as he is also Chairman of Neighbourhood Watch.  The agenda to Mr. Topliss was hand delivered on 15th May and it was later in the day that the Clerk received an email from Mr. Essery advising that Speedwatch would be closing down for two weeks due to Mr. Topliss’s annual leave. 

Mr. Essery had emailed the Clerk after the last Parish Council meeting asking for a response from members with regards to Speedwatch.  The Clerk advised Mr. Essery that there was no comment passed as the Parish Council had been advised by Mr. Rayson that Mr. Oakley was out of the office until 23rd May, so the Parish Council were not in a position to respond until we had received comments back from SCC with regards to the Speedwatch Results in comparison with the Traffic Calming Survey.


The following letter has been received from a concerned resident with regards to Speedwatch:-


“I have been following with interest the activity of the community speed watch on Church Road.  However, I am increasingly concerned with the speed of traffic along Station Road, particularly between the traffic calming by the Jinny Trail and Walford Road”.


“As a school walking bus volunteer I walk along this stretch regularly with my two young children and suspect that many vehicles travelling into the village from the Stretton direction exceed the 30mph speed limit (particularly trade vans around 8.30am)”.


“I would very much welcome the speed watch volunteers on this stretch of road, not standing at the traffic calming give way, but actually on the bend at the bottom of South Hill, to get some realistic recordings, as speeding drivers immediately hit the brakes when they see the high vis jackets and hand held speedometer”.

15.
SCC - FOOTWAY OUTSIDE CHERRY COTTAGE (SCHOOL LANE)

The Clerk was contacted on Friday 18th May, by Mrs. Willetts and advised that her son had been involved in an accident on the way to School as a direct result of the large pebbles that were covering the footway and road, after being scattered from the above driveway.  The Clerk advised Mrs. Willetts that the Parish Council had been in contact with SCC in December of 2006 and again in January 2007, with regards to this issue. In January 2007, SCC advised that a Highways Inspector had been out and investigated and noted that there were pebbles covering the footway and that they would once again send letters to the owners of the driveway.  The Clerk has provided Mrs. Willetts with copies of the correspondence and reference numbers provided by SCC, as it is understood that Mr. Willetts wishes to pursue this matter with the Highways Authority.

16.
ESBC – BEDDING PLANT/WINTER BULB GRANT 2007/08


Notification has been received from ESBC advising that there will once again be offering financial assistance in the form of a grant towards the cost of bedding plants/bulbs based on £39.20 per 1000 population.  This means that Rolleston is entitled to a grant of £122.85.


Should members wish to take up this offer, receipts for reimbursement need to be submitted to ESBC before 31st January 2008.

17.
ESBC – EAST STAFFORDSHIRE STANDARDS COMMITTEE


The Following letter has been received from ESBC:-


The Standards Committee is required to have Parish Council representatives, to be co-opted as soon as possible after the May elections.   Following discussions with Staffordshire Parish Councils Association we are asking Parish Councils to nominate members to serve on the Standards Committee and, if there are more candidates than places, we will hold a ballot of Parish Councils to make the choice.  

Would you please consult with your Council and let me have any nominations by 15th June 2007.  Please do not nominate serving Borough Councillors.


Attached for members is a copy of the Constitution of the Standards Committee.

18.
ESBC – LAND ADJACENT 4 MARSTON LANE

The following letter has been received from the Senior Planning Enforcement Officer, ESBC:-


“With reference to your letter of 17th May 2007, I understand that the Parish Councillors are dissatisfied with the replacement planting and the state that the land has been left in.  I have discussed the planting with the Arboricultural Officer and he advises that birch trees need to be planted together to create the desired effect and that this is a landscape design feature that he has used successfully elsewhere.  The size of the trees planted is also specified by him”.



“As regards the “Monkey Puzzle” tree, this was not one of the trees that were unlawfully felled.  I have looked at the photos of the site taken before the offence was committed and there is no evidence of one on the site, nor can the Arboricultural Officer recall one”.  Since your members are concerned about the general appearance of the land, I will write to Mr. Naylor to request that he carries out some tidying of the front of the site, but make it clear that no living trees must be touched”. 


Mr. Naylor the landowner has said to ESBC that he would be willing to meet a representative from the Parish Council on site, so a mutual agreement can be made with regards to the clearance of the site.   
Mr. Freeman, ESBC Enforcements had advised that he would be willing to attend any meeting between 
Mr. Naylor and the Parish Council.

19.
ESBC – RECYCLING INCENTIVE SCHEME

Members are advised that a cheque has been received for £24.00 from ESBC for the tonnage recycled in our area during October 2006 – March 2007.  Members are asked to confirm that the wish the money, as on previous occasions to be donated to St Marys Church Fabric Fund.

20.
ESBC – BRIGHTER BOROUGH GARDENING COMPETITION

Brighter Borough is East Staffordshire Borough Councils competition to help encourage an attractive and healthy environment through gardening, landscaping and environmentally friendly gardening practices.  Following the success of the Councillors Challenge Cup category, this year they are opening up the challenge to include Parish Councillors and County Councillors, with one award for Councillors from each type of Local Authority.


The Councillor Challenge Cups category is open to elected members, to enter their garden and to compete against other elected members.  The main purpose of the category is to try and encourage more residents within the Borough to enter the competition, partly be seeing Councillors of all authorities leading by example and by raising awareness amongst all Councillors of the wider competition to that Councillors can encourage further community and resident participation.  Applications must be submitted by Friday 29th June.

ANSLOW LANE

The following letter was received from Mr. Essery on 20th May:-


“Thank-you for your letter dated 17th May.  My understanding of what you have written is that the Parish Council cannot assist me to find the SCC plans for a footpath along Anslow Lane, which was planned c 1960 and cancelled in 1998 by Mr Mason”.  
26.
ANSLOW LANE (continued)

“The decision about the cancellation was given verbally to Mrs. Woodbine, then Clerk of the Parish Council and later confirmed to her in writing on the 1st February 1999.  Your letter appears to suggest that the new Parish Council are prepared to accept the refusal of the SCC to take any action to safeguard pedestrians who share the carriageway with motor traffic, often travelling over the speed limit”.


“If my understanding is correct then I would welcome confirmation so that I can advise the residents that the new Parish Council no longer support the object of providing a footpath along Anslow Lane.  My other question to the Parish Council concerns the safety of pedestrians.  The most dangerous section of the lane is between the junction of Burnside and Anslow House.  If you refer to the copy of the site plan for Brick Kiln Lodge, which I passed to the Parish Council, and then visit the site, you will see that the hedge has been allowed to grow beyond the permitted boundary and has made this section of the lane very dangerous for pedestrians.  During the site meting on 22nd November 2004 Mr Rayson made a number of statements, which were recorded and circulated: you will find that the Parish Council has copies.  One of the statements concerned the overgrown hedge. Rayson said that he would write to the owner and ask for it to be cut back”.  

“In reply to my question, what happens if he does not, I was told, I will arrange for it to be done.  Mr. Rayson returned to his office and nothing more was heard of the matter. Therefore, if we are not going to get a footpath, will the Parish Council ensure that the hedge along the Kiln Lodge boundary conforms to what was allowed when planning permission was given? When I have the answer to these questions I will be able to advise all residents of the current position”.


Members are advised that the letter by the Clerk was as follows, and that the letter was passed via your Chairman before it was sent to Mr. Essery.  


“Unfortunately members are unable to answer your questions relating to the planning application or the plans of Staffordshire County Council.  Any planning concerns or questions relating to the planning application need to be directed to ESBC Planning Department who may be able to assist you further.  Members understand that a definite refusal for the footway was given by Staffordshire County Council in 2006 and following this decision, feel that there is little more that can be done at this present time”.

SUB COMMITTEES

Mr. Winstone asked for this item to be added to the agenda.

28.
CRAYTHORNE CAR PARK

The following email has been received with regards to the re-surfacing of the Craythorne Car Park:-

1. The car park has been resurfaced with hard core however following the recent rain the ruts and puddles are starting to re appear, making the improvement in the car park surface potentially a waste of time and money. 

2. A footpath has been put through from the play area fronting Meadow View with an access onto the playing fields fronting the car park. A new fence has been put between the college field and the recreation field at the side of the ditch, however the old wire fence has just been left in the wooded area being dangerous to children and animals and an eyesore. This area is getting overgrown with grasses as it does at this time of year making it difficult to see all the wire and concrete posts that have been left there. The little foot bridge is very nice but the path would have been better with tarmac or a more rustic treatment altogether, just being left as hardcore doesn’t work either aesthetically or practically.
29.
ROLLESTON FOOTBALL CLUB

You’re Chairman, Mrs. Redgrave, Mr. Edwards and the Clerk met with Mrs. Rhodes and Mr. Gopsill from Rolleston Football Club on 31st May. 

Rolleston Football Club asked for permission for a gate to be erected as the car park turns into a single track leading down to the portacabin.  This idea had already been discussed by members of the Parish Council during its May meeting, where it was agreed that quotations should be sought for the work.  The Football Club has advised that they are willing to pay for the gate and its installation and do not expect the Parish Council to pay.  Members agreed that they could proceed with the erection of a gate.  The Football Club advised that they are currently carrying out some repair works to the portacabin roof, and they are anticipating that a larger project needs to be carried out later this year at a cost of approximately £1500.00.  


Permission has been requested for the goal posts to be moved so that the pitches are to the right hand of the field more, which will allow the goal mouths etc to recover from the last few years’ wear and tear. Unfortunately the manager, who held the plans for the proposed changes, was unable to attend the meeting, so has been asked to attend the next Parish Council meeting and present members with a copy of the plans.   The Clerk has asked DSK engineering for a quote to move the three sets of goals, as they have carried out the work previously.  Quotes are in part 2 of the Clerks Report.
  
The Football club advised that last season they were unhappy with the mowing standards and on occasions had to take their own mowers to cut the pitches prior to a game.  It was advised that if a game is cancelled by the referee as the length of the grass on the pitch is deemed unsuitable, then the football club would be charged by the FA.  It was suggested that Mr. Gould should be asked to carry out less cuts in the summer and more in the winter and discussed that the length of the grass on the pitches should be no more than an inch long.  It was advised that it would probably be much more suitable for the field to be cut with a sit on mower, as opposed to a mower being pulled by a trailer.  It was suggested that Mr. Gould was contracting out the cut of the field.  Members are asked to consider arranging a meeting with Mr. Gould so the cutting schedule can be agreed and problems sorted before the start of the next season.

The drainage on the field was discussed, and Mr. Gopsill advised that during the year, both he and one of the other managers had cleared the ditches at one stage, as there was a lot of surface water on the pitch.  He advised that the water had started flowing much more easily once they had carried out the work.  Members were also advised that there are sandbags covering the drain leading to the Craythorne Road.  Those present advised that they did not recall any permission being given for sandbags to be put in the ditch, as it is considered that sandbags are a short term solution and that once they have been used, they become ineffective.  The Clerk has now checked the file and it appears that the sandbags were installed as a temporary measure by Rolleston Plant Hire in 2003.

The Clerk was presented with a list of training dates for the summer and advised that the fixtures list would be issued in September.  It was advised that A1 Taxis have been using the field for matches, and when they were approached by the football club, they advised that they had permission to use the field.  Members are asked to confirm that they wish a letter to be sent to A1 taxis advising that they do not have permission to use the field.
30.
“WYGGY FC”

The following request has been received:-


“We are a local Sunday League 'Senior' football team.  We have just completed our 1st season in the Burton & District Sunday League”.  

“Could you please advise us by return of email (ASAP) as to whom we need to contact to enquire about hiring the Craythorne Lane Pitch & Changing facilities for the forth coming season (2007-2008).We have strong local connections (My wife is a partner in 'Rolleston Kindergarten') and would ensure the facilities are not abused in any way”.
31.
COMMUNITY DIALOGUE FORUM

The following letter has been received from Mr. Ayaz of the above organisation:-


“The purpose of this letter is to briefly introduce the Community Dialogue Forum in Burton on Trent.  The Dialogue Forum is a dedicated platform whose sole aim is to provide a bridge of discussion and understanding between the Muslim community and the wider society regarding the contentious issues surrounding Islam and Muslims”


“The regular debate and discussion by politicians and sensationalist coverage in the media have in our view been one sided in terms of representing Islamic opinion.  The Forum will aim to enhance the understanding of the wide community of Islam and clear any possible misconceptions. The Forum is made up of local professionals representing many different fields these include Doctors, Businessman, Managers, IT Specialists, Teachers and Mosque committee members, who are all committed to making the forum a practical success”.


“Accordingly, for the next step of the organisation, I would like to meet with you personally, to discuss the issues surrounding community cohesion and where we will be able to provide each other assistance.  I would like to arrange a meeting for this at your convenience: I propose to call you/your office in due course.  It is my hope that we will be able to arrange to meet before the end of the month/early next month”


“As the Community Dialogues Parish Representative, I believe that my paramount concern is how both Community Dialogue and I can build a permanent communication channel to understand issues surrounding community cohesion”.

DOCTORS SURGERY

The Clerk spoke with Mr. Paton,  Practice Manager, Tutbury Practice on 29th May with regards to making arrangements for the presentation of the petition, in return he then spoke to both the GP’s at the practice and the Primary Care Trust and advised as follows:-


“It was reported that following the 62 objections, the application was withdrawn, and soon after the application was withdrawn, plans were made for the PCT to be reconfigured.  As a result of the reconfiguration, the project was shelved.  The new PCT are currently recruiting an Estates Manager who will be looking at the whole of the area now covered by the PCT.  Mr. Paton advised that Tutbury have been told that they will not be getting the “go ahead” for a new surgery, as there are places that are in a more desperate need of premises facilities.

Mr. Paton went on to advise that after the withdrawal of the previous application, new sites were looked at with a new developer, and they did identify a much more suitable site within Tutbury.  Mr. Paton went on to re-iterate that there is however no funding for any new surgery at this time, and if and when the project does proceed it is not likely to be within the next few years.  Mr. Paton agreed to keep in touch with the Parish Council if and when any future developments occur.

BUS SERVICES


The following letter has been received from Mr. West, Commercial Manager, Midland Classic:-


“Many Thanks for your letter, contents of which have been carefully noted.  In reply I would advise that at the moment Midland Classic is unable to provide a service from Rolleston to Queens Hospital as being a small company all resources (especially during the afternoon) are fully committed”.


“I enclose herewith a few copies of the current timetable for service 21 and would also advise that there is an arrangement with Trent Barton (operators of Villager Services) whereby passengers from Rolleston can purchase through tickets to and from Queens Hospital changing buses to or from our service at Stretton Church.  I very much regret that I do not expect the situation with regard to additional services to change in the immediate future”.

THE CROFT

Mr. Gould reported to the Clerk that he was unhappy with the re-seeding that had taken place on The Croft by the Old Schoolrooms, and that he was dissatisfied with the amount of stones and rubble that were still lying on the surface.  Your Chairman, Mr. Edwards, Mrs. Redgrave and the Clerk visited the site after the recent meeting with the football club and members agreed that the area needs further levelling and more seed planting.

GIFTS FOR RETIRING MEMBERS

The clerk has identified that the members that retired in 2003 were presented with paperweights which were engraved with the Parish Council Crest, and these were purchased and engraved by Tutbury Crystal.  However, she has visited the Tutbury Crystal Shop and they are having trouble identifying the artwork required for the sandblasting.  It is understood that the original artwork for the crest was produced by Thomas Fattorini who produced the Chairman’s Badge.  However, Thomas Fattorini does not appear to have the artwork and have sent the proof of a different crest to that of the one on the Chairman’s badge.  Although the Clerk has a photocopy of the crest, it is not adequate for the use of the engraving.    


Members are asked to consider if they would like an alternative engraving, for example when Mr. & Mrs. Woodbine retired they were presented with a decanter with an engraving taken from one of the village postcards.  There are 5 retiring member’s, the standard paperweight is £3.75, with engraving an additional £3.75 per item with a one off fee of £17.75.  Your Chairman has advised that she is happy for her £75.00 Chairman’s allowance to be used for the purchase of the gifts.
