1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following application has been received:-

Tutbury Road Rural, Mr. & Mrs. Hudson

Members had no objections to this application.


b. HO/01870/016/JKM Conversion of part of existing detached garage to playroom, 93a Station Road, 
Mr. Ridgwick

Members had no objections to this application providing that the playroom is for personal use only.


c. HO/30325/002/JPM Erection of a single storey rear extension, 30 Shotwood Close, Mr. Homer & Ms. Croft
Members had no objections to this application.  Members would like it to be ensured that the same materials as existing are used for windows/doors and any new down piping and guttering.  Members note that the new extension means that there will be no window in the kitchen therefore there will be no natural ventilation in this room.


The following members commented on this application: - Mr. Taylor, Mrs. Redgrave, Mr. Edwards, Mr. Chinn, 
d. PA/04724/002/JKM Erection of a detached dwelling, Rear of Key House, South Hill, Mr. Evans.

Members object to this application. Members believe that the building would cause overdevelopment on the site. Members are concerned that there could be a potential visibility problem when emerging from the drive. The application form (item Q5c) requires details of spread and position of existing trees to be felled and proposed landscaping to be shown on the plan.  This has not been done. The Design and Access Statement states “additional tree and shrub planting would be proposed, but nothing is clearly defined.

The photographs attached (taken by the Parish Council) show the 1 metre high existing boundary wall that finishes at the right hand end of the metal field gate.  The proposed house is to be built 1 metre away from this wall and will be at least 7.6 metres high. This means the impact it will have on the rural concept of the Jinny Trail is totally unacceptable. The proposal will cause unnecessary disruption to the wildlife in the Jinny Trail both during construction and domestic usage once built.  The length of the rear garden is not in accordance with the adopted Local Plan.  The distance between principal facing windows (Key House to proposal) is less than the 22 metre that is recommended in the adopted Local Plan. In principal the Parish Council is against "back land development" and this is as bad an example as you get.  Members are concerned that this may be the first of similar “ribbon developments” adjoining the Jinny Trail.

PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued)
In the Design Statement that accompanies the application it states the height has been kept to a minimum by utilising a chalet type layout. In reality the roof line will have to increase substantially or the bathroom and en-suite will be seriously compromised in respect of headroom. Please see attached sketch which shows a section through the building, as proposed, and you can see it would be impractical for a normal sized man to wash his face in the wash basins.  Members are concerned that there may be additional security issues for the owner with only a 1 metre high wall. 

Members would like to request that the planning officer, if it is to be determined by delegated powers or members of the planning committee if it goes to committee should be asked to view the site from the Jinny Trail.

BOROUGH COUNCILLORS REPORT
Mr. Morris will be invited to make a report.

Arriva Bus Services Mr. Morris has received the following email from Jackie Hathaway, Chair Burton 50+ Forum and has asked it to be added to the agenda:-

“I have just returned from a meeting with Roy Godfrey, Area Manager (Central) for Arriva. In my role as chair of Burton 50+ Forum I presented him with several issues raised by my members regarding the changes made in the Arriva services”. 

 

“One of the issues was the lack of a hospital service from Rolleston following the withdrawal of the 15 bus service. He explained that it didn't make any money and it was unlikely to be re instated. The over view was that there was a regular service every 10 minutes from New Street to the hospital. New Street was a central hub where passengers could connect with other buses”. 

 

“He made it quite clear that it is most unlikely that a hospital service will be reinstated unless a case could be made that it would be used by residents. A clear case of 'you didn't use it so you lose it!’ I have a personal interest as my elderly mother volunteers twice weekly at the hospital and now has to take two buses”.

 

“You may want to take my comments back to the Parish Council who may want to start to make a case for a bus to the hospital - I asked for 1 an hour between 9 and 5. The contact is Roy Godfrey, Ascot Drive, Derby, DE24 8ND.  You may want to invite him to address the PC he assures me he wants to meet the clients”
4.
SCC – FOOTWAY OUTSIDE 24 BEACON ROAD
The Clerk received a complaint from Mrs. Eastbury following a recent accident that her husband had had along this stretch of footway.  The Clerk was advised that the manhole was slightly raised and that the footway was in a very poor condition.  Mr. Eastbury fell and smashed his glasses, hurt two fingers and suffered cuts and bruises.  The Clerk has reported the complaint to SCC via CLARENCE (15TH October Reference 165567) and asked them to look into it ASAP, Mr. Rayson has also been advised of the issue (31st October).
5.
SCC - ROAD SIGNS  
The no access to HGV signs have now been erected at the junction of Church Road and Marston Lane.

It has been reported to SCC that the 30mph speed limit sign as you enter Anslow Lane from Tutbury Road is missing and therefore making the speed limit unforceable. 
6. SCC - DOUBLE YELLOW LINES – OLD POST OFFICE / LAWNS BRIDGE
Letters dated 12th September and 15th October have been sent to SCC with regards to this issue. To date no 
response has been received from SCC.


Following Mrs. Carlton being approached by the resident who lives on the far side of the co-op with regards to an “H” Line being instated along the road at the front of their property, this request has been forwarded to SCC (15th October).

7.
FOOTWAY ATHLESTAN WAY TO TOP KNOWLES HILL / BEACON ROAD JUNCTION

It has been reported to SCC via both the Clarence service and an email to Mr. Rayson that the above footway is in a very poor condition and that it is a frequently used footway which is used as part of our “Safer Routes to School” initiative.

8.
SCC - DOUBLE YELLOW LINES – DOVECLIFF ROAD 
Letters dated 12th September and 15th October have been sent to SCC with regards to this issue. To date no response has been received from SCC.

SCC has been asked to remove the yellow road markings outside of the Westbury Homes Development.
9.
SCC – HARDSTANDING AT BUS STOPS
Letters dated 12th September and 15th October have been sent to SCC with regards to this issue. To date no response has been received from SCC.

10.
SCC – CEMETERY ROAD SIGNS
Letters dated 12th September and 15th October have been sent to SCC with regards to this issue. To date no response has been received from SCC.

11.
SCC – SHOTWOOD CLOSE – GRASS CUTTING / ESBC – OPEN SPACE
The following has been received from Mr. Crossley, ESBC:- 
“Sorry re-reading my e-mail it was a bit confusing around the 10k.  This would fully go (normally also with index linked interest) to whichever organisation took on the land - ourselves or yourselves. When I mentioned it being released proportionately that was just how we would use the sum ourselves if we adopted the land - e.g. if the maintenance costs were £1000 per year we would use £1000 per year from the sum for 10 years until it runs out after 10 years then the costs have to be borne by the public - which is where in our case the special expense starts to raise the money. This is just how we use such sums. You don't have to use it exactly like that but the 106 agreement will specify that the sum is to be used for the maintenance of the open space and planning law  / precedent says it is for a limited time only (without specifying what time period!) and that the costs have to eventually be picked up by the community. What you can't really go and do is spend the 10k on e.g. a new village hall as a random example”.

11.
SCC – SHOTWOOD CLOSE – GRASS CUTTING / ESBC – OPEN SPACE (continued)
“I will be asking my planning colleagues to pick up the resolution of this issue with yourself and Barry and will make clear your willingness subject to those two conditions to still adopt the land.  If I haven't previously said - whilst I do believe it is for my Planning colleagues to resolve this and therefore respond to you it is also appropriate as I am leaving the Authority on the 17th to take up a post at Nuneaton - but if they (Planning) fail to contact you on the matter my colleague Lawrence Oates will be briefed on this in terms of Parks and Countryside's role as will my line manager Duncan Cowie (Head of Cultural Services) so if contact is not made with you - you could also then pursue it with Lawrence  / Duncan”
“Could I therefore take the opportunity to say big thanks for your and your Parish Councillors help and tolerance over past issues in Rolleston and wish yourself and the Parish all the best for the future”.
A letter dated 15th October has been sent to SCC re-iterating comments from our previous correspondence that members do not think it is acceptable that SCC are expecting residents to carry out the mowing of the service strips at the front of their properties.  To date no response has been received.

12.
SCC - BROOKSIDE – VARIOUS

The following email has been received from Mr. McKeown, SCC:-
 
(1)     Brookside drainage has been investigated and all gullies have been jetted and the inspection chamber checked and cleaned, so all is now running into brook ok. The inspection chamber in c/way will still surcharge when brook level is higher than invert level so I am investigating the possibility of fitting a flap to try to cure the problem.
(2)     The Birch tree in Brookside in my opinion needs removing but I gather from speaking to a colleague this was suggested in the past and rejected so I would welcome your thoughts on this matter.
A quotation for the painting of the railings adjacent to the Alderbrook is in part 2 of the Clerks Report.
13.
SCC - MEMORIAL BENCH

The following email has been received from Rolleston on Dove Village Design Statement Group:-

“I was asked at the VDS meeting last night (7th Oct) to write, on the groups behalf, to the Parish Council requesting that any action already agreed, to alter the new seat on the corner of Beacon Road and  Burnside, is held in abeyance until a wider assessment of village opinion has been obtained”. 
“The seat was not a subject on the agenda but it got mentioned during conversation and out of curiosity I asked what were individual’s reactions to it. They were all enthusiastic conservationists but everyone's comments were very similar and they liked it. Most had been taken a little aback by it initially particularly the colour and how it got to be approved but very quickly had decided it was good. It was unanimously agreed it was a good location, interesting construction, a warm friendly colour which was perfect for the background and altogether a cheerful visual benefit to the village”.
“Beryl Toon had declared an interest in the subject and had made no comment until the meeting's opinion had been agreed. She, as the only councilor at the meeting, was then asked how it had been approved and what the Parish Councils reaction to it was. This was information in the public domain and she explained it without comment”.

13.
SCC - MEMORIAL BENCH (continued)

 “The meeting immediately and again unanimously agreed that from a visual aspect there was no need to remove or change the seat in any way including its colour and that a decision to do so because of very limited objection to it was wrong. In particular we actually considered that against the grass bank yellow was a very good choice of colour. Darker browns or greens would emphasise the seat and black was perfect for drawing attention to it. We felt very strongly that general village opinion is probably in favour of the seat and a wider assessment of this should be sort before any action to change it is set in motion. When it first appeared I was curious about the reaction it would get and asked individuals including some living near by and with interest in the area and found they all rather approved of it”.
“From the separate more emotional point of view and why the seat was erected, what ever the process that got it there, as individuals we all felt that it would need to cause considerably more offence, than we could imagine any individual seeing in it, to justify asking for it to be changed”.

The following letter has also been received from a resident of Hall Road:-
“What a nice idea this was to have this seat situated near to the local shops in Rolleston.  I myself think that that the colour yellow is fine and fitting to the village.  The plaque is distinctive but this is facing towards the local church St Marys”. 

“Perhaps this gesture of the seat can be accepted as it is now because I know my parents who are senior citizens think it is a lovely seat.  I do hope that the seat is left in its present state.  Please note that this seat has not been vandalized which just shows it is appreciated.  I do hope that you will reply in due course”.

After consultation with Mr. Winstone, Vice-Chairman a letter has been sent to Mr. Bloor confirming that the agreement made at the last Parish Council meeting was that he would arrange for the bench to be re-painted black and that the memorial plaque would be changed with simpler wording “In memory of Luke Bloor, followed by his date of birth and date of death”.  It was agreed that a proof of the artwork for the plaque should be presented to the Parish Council and that the Parish Council would pay for the cost of a new plaque and then attempt to reclaim the money from SCC.
Another letter has been sent to SCC with Councillor Fraser being copied in asking them to pay for the plaque and re-iterating all of our previous comments.  To date no response has been received.
14.
ADVERTISEMENT OF ADOPTION OF NEW CODE OF CONDUCT
It is necessary to advertise in the local press that Rolleston on Dove Parish Council adopted the Code of Conduct at its May meeting, along with details of when and where the new code of conduct can be reviewed by the public.  The Clerk has been in touch with ESBC and has arranged for a joint advertisement to be placed with other Parish Councils.  The cost of the advert was £22.00 and members are asked to support the Clerk in her actions.   

15. ESBC – LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK CORE STRATEGY AND BURTON 

TOWN CENTRE AREA ACTION PLAN ISSUES & OPTIONS STAGE
ESBC are currently at the Issues and Options stage with both of the above documents and would welcome views on the action plans.  There is no deadline for response, but they would welcome any comments by the end of November so that they can prepare the next stage – preferred options – ready for consultation by March 2008.

16. ESBC ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES ENFORCEMENT POLICY – POLICY REVIEW CONSULTATION

ESBC are currently undertaking a formal review of its revised Enforcement Policy.  The revised policy will set out the principles that the Local Authority will generally apply to its enforcement work when making decisions.  It will also improve consistency of enforcement action by the Council in the exercise of its functions.  The draft Enforcement Policy can be viewed at www.eaststaffsbc.gov.uk.  The consultation process will take place for six weeks from 12th October.  

17.
ESBC 14/16 BURNSIDE
The following update has been received via Mr. Morris:-

This has stalled because before they can do any more, by the planning consent, they need the bridge in place.  This is with the County Council.  Meanwhile the property is being inspected monthly by Borough Planning and I am assured that it is not deteriorating.

The Clerk received a complaint that there is evidence of rats running round by the property and that they have been seen on the footway both in the evenings and during the day.  This has been reported to ESBC.

18.
PROVISION OF BUS SHELTER - LODGE HILL / BURNSIDE
The following has been received from Mrs. Roberts, Engineering, ESBC with regards to the bus shelters and the Parish Councils query as to why ESBC were prepared to take on the installation of a bus shelter on Lodge Hill, but the request for a bus shelter along Burnside had been passed to the Parish Council.

“The initial request for the shelter came to me approximately 10 months ago from Cllr Liz Staples who had received the request from a resident of Lodge Hill. She informed the resident that she was not a councillor for that ward but formally asked me to consider the request. It is my error to not refer this initial request direct to your parish council for consideration upon receipt and I have been mistakenly making evaluations for this work on your patch for some weeks. I have written to the residents in this area to ask for their opinions on this proposal. I have had two letters in favour and one letter against the proposal, but this is on the basis that the existing Bus Stop is situated directly outside their house. I will gladly forward them on to you if required”.

 

“I should be interested to know if the Parish Council wish me to continue with this proposal, and come to agreement as to the ownership and maintenance of the installation. I would inform you that it was my intention to recycle an existing Borough Council Bus Shelter at this location, which though now obsolete in its current position due to route changes elsewhere, is structurally and aesthetically sound. The positioning of the shelter is under debate at present as the current positioning of the existing Bus Stop is blocking visibility to Fiddlers Lane when passengers are waiting for the bus. So I was about to consult with Staffordshire Highways Department to see if it can be relocated approx 30 metres north west of its current position on Lodge Hill. I.e. slightly nearer to Tutbury”
 

“If the Parish Council does not wish me to continue with this work I should be grateful if the request for a Bus Shelter at this location be considered as a matter of course so I can inform the residents who have already responded to my consultation”. 

19.
ESBC – PRECEPT REQUIREMENTS
A letter has been sent from ESBC to advise that the Parish Council’s Precept Requirements for the year 2008/09 must be forwarded to them by Friday 18th January 2007.  Members are asked to bring any items for inclusion to this meeting.  

20.
PSCO’S 


The Clerk received a telephone call from Inspector Burton who explained that the current situation with PCSO’s is as follows:-

There are currently 14 PCSO’s assigned to East Staffordshire, 11 of them are warder lines and 3 floating PCSO’s.  The Police were initially hoping to be able to recruit some more PCSO’s, but the government has decided to take away the funding.  There are fortnightly meetings held where the crime statistics for the area are reviewed and the floating PCSO’s are then assigned to various locations based on the crime statistics.  The statistics include incidents of crime, anti-social behaviour, unemployment levels and various other factors.  This information is placed in a league table of red, amber and green with red being a high priority area, so two PCSO’s being assigned to red areas, 1 to amber areas and none to green areas.  Rolleston is currently a green area and therefore no PCSO will be automatically assigned to our area.  Inspector Burton did assure me that these figures are reviewed fortnightly so if Rolleston did move up to amber, then a PCSO would be assigned as a supplementary support to P.C. Lear.
21. RECREATIONAL ISSUES

Elizabeth Avenue Play Area: The Clerk was contacted by Mr. Gould on 15th October and advised that a sofa had been dumped on Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field, near to the Skate Ramp.  The Clerk contacted ESBC and arranged to have it removed.  The Clerk visited the site on 16th October and noticed lots of broken glass around the skate ramp area, so contacted Mrs. Gregory for it to be removed.  It was also noted that there was a big problem with dog fouling across the paths at the field.


Quotes are in part 2 for the re-hanging of the gate and the replacement of the two missing railings surrounding the childrens play area on Elizabeth Avenue.


Craythorne Field: The Credit has now been received for the lock that was purchased for the Craythorne Field Gate but proved unsuitable for our needs.  

  Westbury Homes Play Area: A response to our letter has been received from Manorwood Ltd the consultants responsible for the installation of the Play Areas.  Attached is a copy of their response.  A letter has also been received from Persimmon Homes saying that they are investigating the complaint and will get back to us in due course.  

ESBC have been advised for a second time that members are concerned that the footpath leading from the rear of the Westbury Homes Development to Craythorne Field does not have a handrail, and as it is quite steep could prove hazardous in poor weather. 


Rolleston Football Club: A letter has been sent to Rolleston Football Club, asking for the annual rent for the portacabin, along with a copy of the insurance certificate.  It has also been requested that the Football Club give us an update with regards to the portacabin works as members are concerned that progress isn’t being made and that the portacabin is affecting the visual amenity and deteriorating.

Meadow View Play Area: Ideas for suggestions/recommendations for the potential use of the existing Meadow View Play Area have been requested via the Rollestonian (Winter Issue).  It is not therefore anticipated that any further update will be provided on this item until the January meeting.

Footpath 14: A letter has been sent to the adjacent landowner, suggesting that it may be beneficial for him to meet with the Parish Council so we can clearly define his requirements and move forward with obtaining quotations.

HIGHWAYS & FOOTWAYS SUB COMMITTEE MEETING

This meeting took place on Monday 29th October.

HIGHWAYS & FOOTWAYS SUB COMMITTEE MEETING (continued)
Jinny Nature Trail: A date has been set for the joint Jinny Trail meeting between Rolleston and Stretton Parish Council for Tuesday 13th November, commencing at 7.30pm, Methodist Chapel Schoolrooms, Rolleston.  Mr. Oates, Burton Conservation Volunteers has confirmed that both he and a colleague Mr. Tuck will be attending the meeting.
LEAP Report: Members of the sub committee each took on an area to review following the LEAP report produced by ESBC in 2006.  Some changes have been made, but many issues remain outstanding.  It is suggested that a letter is sent to ESBC asking for an update from them with regards to progress and asking them to apply pressure to the authorities that still have works outstanding.


A letter has been sent to Mr. Hart thanking him for all of his hard work and contribution he has made towards helping to clear the Jinny Trail.

24. SPCA – ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP
The following email was received from Vivien Evans, Chief Executive, SPCA.  The Clerk responded and asked what the fees referred to in the last paragraph of her email would be.  In response, Mrs. Evans has replied that NALC would be willing to meet with members of the Parish Council on 16th November, at SPCA offices to discuss the issues we experienced during the 2006/07 financial year with the Jinny Nature Trail public inquiry.

“It is disappointing, to say the least, that staff and organizational changes, revised the service offered by NALC.  I believe that the organisational changes were forced ones but there does seem to have been somewhat of a communication breakdown in your Council's case.  Not knowing the exact circumstances, I don't feel qualified to comment extensively”.


“However, I would urge your Council to retain the services and support of the Association for a variety of reasons, not least, the central Government Agenda for partnership working.  Being a part of the association will mean that you have access to the latest publications, relevant and economic training and, more importantly, the opportunity to feedback to Government via the NALC liaison officers. If your Council still wishes to leave the Association, please be advised that subscriptions to the point of formal notification will still fall due for this year”.

Attached for members is a copy of the letter sent to SPCA on 16th May 2007 from the Clerk, advising that due to the let-down in service received members and would give the subscription further consideration once SPCA had responded to our letter.  It appears that due to an oversight, the Clerk did not specifically request that we receive free membership for the 2007/08 financial year (Minute number 9:47 14th May 2007).  The Clerk wishes to advise members that she is unaware of any terms & conditions related to the annual renewal of subscriptions to SPCA.
