Nine members of the public, Mr. P. Somerfield, ESBC and County Councillor Fraser were in attendance.




The Chairman welcomed all present to the meeting.  A minutes silence was held in respect of Mr. Frank Hall and Mr. Erl Thornewill.  

77.
PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

Mr. Gawthorpe advised that he had been made aware of a large pile of hard core and top soil on the land adjacent to the public footpath which runs from Walford Road to Craythorne Road.  The Chairman advised that the Parish Council were made aware of this a couple of months ago and it was understood that the hardcore had come from some contractors carrying out work in Stretton.  The Chairman advised that SCC had put a stop to the works as there was too much for it to be considered as use for agricultural purposes and that it was now in the hands of ESBC Enforcements Department.  The meeting was advised that the Clerk had spoken with ESBC as she understood that if they wished to continue dumping than they would need to apply for planning for change of use.  The meeting was also advised that SCC were advised that where the hard core was, is a public footpath.  Mr. Oates had also been made aware of the situation.  

Mrs. Galloway asked when the Parish Council received the Site Allocations Document from ESBC.  It was confirmed that it had only been formally received on the morning of 14th April.  Mr. Somerfield, ESBC apologised and advised that there had been a delay with the issuing of the document, but that the end date for the consultation is flexible.  Mr. Somerfield advised that the document was available on the ESBC website and an article had been in the ES news.


Mr. Jennings advised members that when he directs caravans to his site he directs them up the A511 down Bitham lane and to Rolleston Road but advised that sometimes the caravans miss the entrance to the Caravan Park and proceed into the centre of the village.  Mr. Jennings advised members that he was looking to have some signs erected and asked the Parish Council if they had any objections.  Members advised that they had no objections to Mr. Jennings proposals.

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER

Mr. Fraser advised the meeting that he had nothing specific to report, so he would recap over the last twelve months:-
Care Homes:  Mr. Fraser reported that there had been some success in the fight with the proposed closure of the care homes and that they had been successful in the fact that Hillfield House in Stretton had been retained.

County Farms:  Mr. Fraser reported that there was now a change in the plans, and although a few farms will still be closing, some will be retained.
Youth Centres:  Mr. Fraser reported on the proposed closure of Youth Centres and advised that they are not happy that they are being closed on block.

A511 roadworks:  Mr. Fraser reported that he had received lots of calls with regards to the roadworks and confirmed that the roadworks are necessary.  Mr. Fraser reported that he had been advised by SCC that the repairs to the surface have not been finished and that it is practice to leave it like this until the earth has settled and that SCC anticipate to re-surface the road in three months time.

Closure of Post Offices:  Mr. Fraser reported that so much noise had been made by the prospective parliamentary candidate with regards to this issue, that Janet Dean had rescinded her support on the closures.

Mr. Morris asked Mr. Fraser if he knew which farms are closing.  Mr. Fraser replied that a final decision had not yet been made by cabinet.
The Chairman asked Mr. Fraser if he could keep pursuing SCC with the outstanding issues within the village in relation to the state of the roads and footpaths.  Mr. Fraser replied that there a few budgetary issues with SCC but advised that if they have said they will do something then they will.  Mr. Fraser added that they were also looking pro-actively at road safety issues.

The Chairman thanked Mr. Fraser for his report.

REPORT OF MR. SOMERFIELD, ESBC


The Chairman welcomed Mr. Somerfield to the meeting and he apologised for the time it had taken him to attend a meeting.  Mr. Somerfield advised that the Parish Council had now been passed a whole host of documents relating to planning.  Mr. Somerfield began by talking about the proposed housing numbers and advised that ESBC support the preferred option of 12,900 new homes to be built in the Borough before 2026.  Mr. Somerfield advised that 80% of the proposed houses would be built in Burton and the remaining 20% within the rest of the surrounding area.  The meeting was advised that the full council had had a debate and agreed that the top amount the Borough would take would be 12,900 new homes.  


Mr. Somerfield advised that it was the longstanding policy of ESBC to avoid the coal essence of Rolleston and Stretton and advised that the Borough Council did not want to see the spread of Burton towards Rolleston.  The various sites that had been proposed for development within Rolleston were discussed and members asked Mr. Somerfield to provide more information on the proposals for H3 & H4, 19 hectares off Harehedge Lane as the map was not specific with regards to boundary lines.  Mr. Edwards advised Mr. Somerfield that the Parish Council wanted to be able to make an informed decision with regards to the proposals and advised that we couldn’t make proper comment unless we were in receipt of the physical boundaries of the proposed sites. Mr. Somerfield advised that two further site had been proposed being Craythorne Golf Club, and land off Orchard Barn, to the rear of Meadow View.  It was agreed that Mr. Somerfield would forward a further map outlining these two sites.  


Mr. Chinn advised Mr. Somerfield that he did not feel there was enough information available for the Parish Council to be able to respond to.  Mr. Somerfield replied that this is an evolving document, up until the point of it being submitted to the Secretary of State.  Mr. Fraser remarked that it will be difficult to identify sites for 11,000 houses and from a Rolleston point of view the land between Rolleston and Burton is viewed as Green belt.  Mr. Fraser also added that the proposals included a chunk of land behind the Beacon Pub.  Mr. Somerfield was asked if the Parish Council were consulted with regards to the proposals for suggested sites.  Mr. Edwards advised that the Parish Council were asked to identify possible sites, but that they did not suggest any sites for possible development.

REPORT OF MR. SOMERFIELD, ESBC (continued)

Mr. Taylor asked Mr. Somerfield about the density of sites that were being considered and Mr. Somerfield replied that on average there would be 40 dwellings per hectare.  Mr. Taylor advised the meeting that this would be twice the density of the Westbury Homes Development.  Mr. Somerfield replied that the council were aware that apartments are often left unsold and that they were focussing towards “aspirational housing” and that that end of the market will be lower density.  Mr. Morris advised the meeting that it had been talked about at the Town Hall with regards to protecting open spaces.  Mr. Somerfield advised that there is a chance that the Environment Agency will not support some of the proposed sites and therefore this may give the opportunity for the land to be used as open space.


The meeting discussed the proposals with regards to industrial sites and Mr. Somerfield advised that 200 hectares is needed for development and so far only 140 hectares has been identified for potential employment sites.  Mr. Somerfield went on to advise that on this basis he was unable to give a clear indication as to where the employment was likely to go.  Mr. Fraser asked if the borough had looked at building sites not next to any existing housing and advised that there were already traffic problems within the area and why couldn’t a new dual carriageway be built with 12,000 houses along side it.  Mr. Somerfield replied that the government had passed a clear message that they are not into building roads.  

Mr. Underhill commented that on the proposals there is a school marked on the rear of the Westbury Homes site and advised that a majority of the village don’t want a single site school if it was to be in this location.  Mr. Underhill added that it would also leave two Brownfield sites available for development within the centre of the village.


The Chairman thanked Mr. Somerfield for attending the meeting.


It was concluded that a further meeting should be arranged for the Parish Council to review the document and pass comment on the proposed sites.  It was agreed that the VDSG and Civic Trust should also be invited to attend.  This meeting was arranged for Monday 28th April, commencing 7.30pm.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 

Mr. Edwards asked if it had been clarified who owned the boundary hedge between Craythorne Field and the College Field.  The clerk advised that the boundary hedge belonged to the college.
Page 113, 8 Mr. Morris advised that he did ask some people within the Borough and he was advised to get in touch with South Derbyshire District Council.  Mr. Morris advised that he had done this and was waiting to hear back from them.  Mr. Fraser advised the meeting that he had been contacted some time ago and asked to support the proposals.  Mr. Fraser advised that he did not support the proposals and he does not think that the bypass will take lorries out of Rolleston and that it is likely to increase lorries down Tutbury Road.  Mr. Fraser commented that he did not think the Parish Council should support the proposals as it will increase traffic in Rolleston.  Mr. Fraser added that the proposals were to take the Tutbury bypass to the other side of the Salt Box by taking the route round the back of Nestles.

Mr. Morris reported that ESBC have to provide a provision, and that they can say they are doing this as the planners can look at the issues.  Members agreed that we should write again to ESBC and advise that we are most disappointed and ask them to consider an outside consultancy.  Members also agreed that we should advise that ESBC are taking our money but not providing a service.

Mr. Edwards re-iterated that members needed to take a view on the matter and make a response to the proposals.

He commented that the paintwork on the bottom rail was damaged and some shrubbery had paint on it.  Mr. Chinn advised that in its current state the railings do not look as though they will take a top coat.  The Clerk advised members that she would contact Industrial Coating Services who were carrying out the work.

Members agreed that in the first instance we should proceed with a couple of small projects and agreed that these should be the installation of a picnic area in Craythorne Woods and a memorial bench in Brookside for Ken Bradley.  The issue of Craythorne car park was also discussed and Mr. Edwards advised that it would be possible to patch the existing car park if for example we were to purchase a lorry load of stone.  Mr. Morris advised that he had asked Mr. Oates with regards to the cost of stone as he had suggested that we may be able to get some at cost, but that Mr. Oates was having trouble getting hold of the gentleman. 

Members discussed the idea of a multi-use games area for Elizabeth Avenue Play Area and concluded that they felt this would be a worthwhile project.  It was agreed that contact should be made with the school to see if they agreed with the idea in principle and if they would use it.  Members also agreed that Mr. Edwards could draw up some proposals to be presented.   Members spoke with regards to grants that were available for this type of project and Mr. Edwards advised that there seemed to be lots of grants available and that it may be beneficial to speak to other Parish Councils to see where they had received funding from towards projects.  Mr. Edwards advised members that Stretton Parish Council had recently made major improvements to the Bitham Lane Play Area.  

Mr. Morris advised that when he was Chairman there used to be informal get togethers of the local Parish Council Chairman’s and Clerks where things like this were discussed.

Mr. Wyers advised members that he was looking for a small amount of finance to be made available from the Parish Council for funding of guest speakers etc in order to offer advice on items such as drug awareness, security marking of bikes, internet safety etc.  Members agreed that £100.00 should be made available from the precept for the NHW group.
