MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 


Item 81, Report of Mr. Somerfield.  Mr. Fitton asked if the Parish Council had been sent the information that Mr. Somerfield had agreed to forward on.  The Clerk advised that the maps outlining the proposed areas for Land at the rear of Meadow View and Craythorne Golf Club had been received, but that no map had been received outlining the land proposed for development off Harehedge Lane.

11. CLERKS REPORT DATED 7th MAY 2008
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS 
PA/02708/009 Use of land for recreational horses, erection of extension to South East and north west elevations of existing barn, and erection of 1.8 metre high fencing and gates, Dove Meadows, Off Station Road, Miss. Smith

Members have no objections to this application.  Members would like to see a condition attached to the application, restricting its future use, as to ensure the site does not become a commercial business.  

PA/26631/006/CLF Erection of a detached dormer bungalow and alterations to existing access, 59 Beacon Road, Mr. Pickering

Members object to this application.  Members feel that the proposals would be overdevelopment on the site.  Members are concerned with regards to the proposed access to the development, as they feel that it is dangerous and increased vehicular use could exacerbate the problems.

PA/20292/030/JPM Erection of a two storey detached dwelling including installation of three dormer windows to front elevation, Garden Lane rear of Orchard Barn, School Lane, Mrs. K. Owen (Amended plans 7/5/2008).

All previous objections with regards to this development still stand.  Members did not feel that there was sufficient information provided with regards to the amendments to be able to make further comment.  

PA/02887/025/JPM Conversion and alteration of existing building to form dependant relative accommodation, Cross Farm, Cross Lane, Mr. D. Jennings

Members have no objections to this application.

Members noted the planning decisions.

Members agreed that we should keep this item on the agenda to ensure that replanting takes place as advised by ESBC.

Members noted the letter that had been received from Mr. & Mrs. Bullivant with regards to PA/16197/014/JPM Erection of a detached dwelling and detached garage, change of use of land to form cricket and football pitches and formation of car parking area and associated vehicular access, Winterley Lodge, Dovecliff Road

The Clerk advised members that a letter had been received from Mr & Mrs. Bailey with regards to PA/200292/030/JPM Erection of a two storey detached dwelling including installation of three dormer windows to front elevation, Garden Lane rear of Orchard Barn, School Lane, Mrs. K. Owen

Planning Appeals

HO/30447/005/JPM Silvertrees, School Lane, Mr. & Mrs. Hardy – Section 78 Appeal 


Members agreed that the previous comments submitted by the Parish Council should still stand:-

Members object to this application.  Members had previously objected to this property being built as they felt it was too large for the plot.  Therefore any extension to the property they object to.  Members believe that any new extension would be detrimental to both the street scene and Conservation Area.  Members agreed that under any circumstances the Silver Birch tree must be replaced.  Members would like to request that this application is considered by the planning applications committee and is not decided by delegated powers.  
OU/24280/010/JPM Woodside House, Church Road, Mr & Mrs. Ahmet – Section 78 Appeal
Members agreed that the previous comments submitted by the Parish Council should still stand:-
Members object to this application.  Members are against the principal of development outside the village envelope.  Members are against the proposed access as the Cemetery/ Fiddlers Lane junction is already a dangerous junction with poor visibility.  Members believe that the visibility splay is not achievable.  Members would like to see this application reviewed by the planning applications committee and not decided by delegated powers.  


4. ESBC – 14/16 BURNSIDE
Members noted the details of this item.

5. ESBC – CONSERVATION AREA REVIEW DOCUMENTS (ongoing items)
Members noted the details of this item and that we were awaiting a response from ESBC with regards to the Urban Design Officer and Urban Design assistant positions.

6. ESBC – SITE ALLOCATIONS AND POLICIES DPD 
Members noted the details of this item.

11. CLERKS REPORT DATED 7th MAY 2008

7. ESBC – BEDDING PLANT / WINTER BULB GRANT 2008/09
Members noted the details of this item and that on previous occasions the grant has been divided between Rolleston Civic Trust and Mr. Starbuck for the plants/bulbs purchased for the village gateways.

8. SCC - DOUBLE YELLOW LINES – DOVECLIFF ROAD (Clerks Report, Item 13)
Members noted the response from SCC and that they had put the trial measures at the wrong end of Dovecliff Road.  It was agreed that we should send them a map highlighting the exact area where we would like the double yellow lines to be installed.  It was agreed that this issue should be discussed with Mr. Rayson on his forthcoming site visit to discuss various other issues within the village.
9. SCC – KNOWLES HILL SPEEDING CONCERNS  (Ongoing Items)
Members noted the email that had been received from Mr. Rayson and it was agreed that this item should be placed back on the July agenda if no further progress had been made by this time.
10. SCC – BUS SHELTER (Clerks Report, Item 15)
Members discussed the email from Mr. Rayson and it was agreed that we should arrange to meet with him.

11. BROOKSIDE – VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 16)


Cobbles:  Members discussed the email that had been received from Mr. Rayson and advised that SCC had not proposed to put in a scheme like the one that had been put forward by Mr. Edwards, but that they had proposed to remove the setts and install white kerb stones.  It was agreed that we should agree to meet with Mr. Rayson to discuss our proposals.
Silver Birch Tree:  Members discussed the letters that had been received from both the Civic Trust and VDSG with regards to retaining the tree.  The Chairman advised that she had received a letter from Mrs. Kershaw, Quaintways, Brookside also asking for the tree to be retained.  Members discussed that the Silver Birch is a common tree with a short lifespan and if it was removed, a replacement could be planted elsewhere.  Members agreed that this item should be referred back to the Highways as the tree is within the footway and that we should discuss the issue with Mr. Rayson on the forthcoming site visit.

Railings:  The Chairman reported that these had now been painted and that the gentleman painting the railings had spoken to Mr. Gould and advised that he would be willing to come back and paint the railings which are currently covered by shrubbery once it had been removed.  

Village Sign:  It was agreed that it should be clarified with Mr. Marshall if it was the post or the actual sign which was rotting and in need of replacement within the next twelve months.

12. SCC – CHURCH ROAD KERBS (Clerks Report, Item 14)
It was reported that the grass verges had not yet been cut along Church Road.  It was agreed that it should be clarified who was responsible for cutting these verges.

13. SCC – MARSTON LANE ROAD SIGNS (Clerks Report, Item 19)
The meeting was advised that a member had been told that the signs had been removed as they were not understood by foreign drivers and that SCC were to install a sign by the Spread Eagle saying “coffee factory straight up”.  The meeting was also advised that the signage had been changed at Clay Mills and some members considered the signage at Clay Mills to be in the wrong location.  

The Chairman reported that the corner of the footway by Glebe Close had once again been damaged by heavy goods vehicles doing u-turns.
11. CLERKS REPORT DATED 7th MAY 2008

14. SCC – ROAD SURFACING 
Members noted the email that had been received and advised that Mr. Fraser had said at the last meeting that the contractors would be back in three months time to resurface the road once the soil had settled.

15. CRAYTHORNE WOODS / FIELD (Clerks Report, Item 20)
Mr. Chinn reported that one of the dog fouling signs had been removed and that he had re-erected it.  

Members noted the emails that had been received from Mr. Brandon and the Clerk advised that she had forwarded the email with regards to the report of a gentleman in his car each morning to P.C. Lear for investigation.  The Chairman advised that she would ask Mr. Bloor for a quotation to remove the goal posts.    

Football Club:  Members agreed that the football club should be able to use the field without charge but that if there was any maintenance required they should be asked to make a contribution.

Horses: Members agreed that we should write to the local stables and advise them that the riding of horses on both Craythorne Field and Woods is forbidden.  

College Field:  Members noted the details of the registration of the field as a village green but that the usage of the field did not meet the registration criteria.  The Clerk reported that Mr. Morris had received a report on Saturday evening of someone on a quad bike on the field and that he was going to speak to the college on Monday morning.  

16. SPCA – AFFILIATION FEES 2007/08 (ongoing Items)
Members noted the details of this item.

17. CROSS FARM CARAVAN PARK
Members noted the details of Mr. Chinn’s report and concluded that the Parish Council should not deal with hearsay.

18. PROPOSAL TO REMOVE CERTAIN PUBLIC PAY PHONES (ongoing Items)
Members agreed that BT should be asked to provide us with usage figures and concluded that we should ask for the central box to be retained for emergency use.
19. YEAR END ACCOUNTS 2007/08
Members noted the details of the accounts.  The Clerk advised that one WASP payment had not been received and that she was chasing this with ESBC and that the second part of the Village Lengthsman/Grass Cutting payment had been received at the beginning of the 2008/09 financial year for the previous year.  Mr. Winstone asked if the Rollestonian contribution had increased due to the extra pages that the Parish Council had used.  The Clerk advised that the Rollestonian contribution was higher than anticipated as the payment had been missed in the previous financial year.

The Chairman thanked the Clerk for the preparation of the accounts.

20. ANNUAL AUDIT RETURN FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31ST MARCH 2008 (Clerks Report, Item 21)
Members agreed that Mrs. Woodbine should be asked to carry out the internal audit of the Parish Councils accounts at a cost of £100.00.  It was agreed that this figure would need to be increased next year, as Mrs. Woodbine had been paid this amount for the past few years.
21. CLERK
Members agreed that in line with her terms and conditions of employment the Clerk should proceed up the Salary scale.
11. CLERKS REPORT DATED 7th MAY 2008

22. VILLAGE CLEAN UP DAY
Members noted that this had now taken place and was a huge success.  The Chairman thanked everyone who attended the day and asked for a thank-you to be put in the next issue of the Rollestonian.  Mrs. Redgrave was thanked for providing refreshments and Mr. Winstone suggested that the Parish Council should provide refreshments annually as a matter of course.  It was agreed that we should write and thank ESBC for providing the skip.

Members discussed that the grass had not yet been cut in Brook Hollows and Mr. Gawthorpe advised that there had been an oversight at ESBC but Mr. Oates was arranging for it to be carried out as soon as possible. 

It was agreed that we should write to the Spread Eagle and ask them to make a donation towards a local charity as extensive cutting back work had been carried out on the land by the Spread Eagle which belongs to them.
23. SPREAD EAGLE PUBLIC HOUSE (Ongoing Items)
Members unanimously agreed that we should write to Vintage Inns and advise that the current state of the window boxes and hanging baskets was unacceptable.  Members agreed that the Spread Eagle is in a focal point of the village and that Vintage Inns should be portraying the Spread Eagle as one of their flagship properties.  It was agreed that if the boxes were not to be re-planted they should be removed and the wall repainted as they looked very poor in their current state.
Members agreed that the suggestion that they would board up the windows was also unacceptable and that the Spread Eagle is a listed building.  

24. CPRE – MINUTES OF THE REGIONAL HOUSING CAMPAIGN MEETING 
(Clerks Report, Item 22)
Mr. Fitton advised that he had some questions that he would like to put forward to Mr. Morris with regards to the Borough Council and members agreed that this item should be added to the next agenda.  

25. HIGHWAYS SUB COMMITTEE MEETING
Friends of Rolleston Open Spaces:  Members discussed the proposals that had been put forwards with regards to the groups operating procedures and works lists.  It was concluded that some of the suggested works clashed with those that are on the Environmental Officers contract.  Mr. Fitton advised members that he needed to look into the operating procedures further as there should be necessary standards in place in order to qualify for grants.

Footpath 14: Mr. Fitton proposed, Mr. Chinn seconded and members unanimously agreed that the proposals with regards to Footpath 14 becoming an all weather path should be ceased as despite every effort to meet with the landowner no communication had been received from him for several months.
Picnic Area:  The meeting was advised that this needed to be looked into with regards to location etc and it was suggested that this could be done during the annual footpath walks.

26. PARISH MEETING RE THE EU CONSTITUTIONAL TREATY
Mr. Fitton advised that a sum of money had been donated and collected towards the cost of the Parish Poll and that he would like to pass this money to the Parish Council.  Mr. Fitton advised that the bill for the Parish Meeting had not yet been received by the Parish Council and suggested that if the bill is not received for payment in the coming months, then the money should be donated to a charitable cause.  

Members asked Mr. Fitton how the people that had made the donations would feel if the money was spent in this way and Mr. Fitton advised that some of the donors had remained anonymous but that he would try and find out what the general feeling was with regards to this and that he would liaise with the Clerk with regards to the deposit of the money into the Parish Councils account.

Mr. Chinn advised that he had also been told that a school may be interested in taking this on as an engineering project if the Parish Council paid for the expenses.  It was concluded that Burton College may be interested and Mr. Chinn agreed to investigate the options further.  

Multi-Use Games Area: Members discussed the recent site visit that had taken place and Mr. Winstone   advised that he had spoken with Corrine O’Hare at ESBC with regards to grant applications etc.  Ms. O’Hare had advised Mr. Winstone that she would be happy to come and talk to the Parish Council and that a multi-use games area had been recently installed at Tutbury and was a huge success.  It was agreed that the next stage should be to put the suggestion of a Multi-Use Games area out to consultation through the forthcoming Community Day.
