CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON 

MONDAY 14TH JULY 2008
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received:-

· PA/26631/006/CLF Erection of a detached dwelling and alterations to existing access (Amended plans), 59 Beacon Road, Mr. Pickering.
· TP/20766/011/JI Crown reduction of one Elm Tree (Group W21 of TPO1), Rolleston Spinney, East Staffordshire Borough Council


It was necessary to comment on the following application prior to this meeting.  Members who attended the Village Liaison meeting made the following comments:-

· HO/02041/005/JPM Erection of two storey side, two storey and single storey extensions, and alterations to front elevation, including front canopy. 29 Beacon Drive, Mr. Lawson 

Members object to this application.   Members would like the house to be clad to the floor in order for the property to be in keeping with the neighbouring properties.  The timber houses are an important feature in the area and members object to the property being brick built.  The proposed porch is not in keeping with the adjoining property and members would like to see the porches matching.  The area is already congested with vehicles and members believe that this size of property should have 3 car parking spaces or more.  

2. PLANNING DECISIONS
The following application has been refused:-

PA/16197/014/JPM Erection of a detached dwelling and detached garage, change of use of land to form cricket and football pitches and formation of car parking area and associated vehicular access, Winterley Lodge, Dovecliff Road, Stretton, Mr. & Mrs. Lindsay.

4.
ESBC – LEAP PROJECT 

The following letter has been received from Mr. Bird, Head of Environment Services, ESBC:-


“I am writing to confirm the reassessment is scheduled to be carried out over the next couple of weeks, and I should be able to provide you with some feedback for your meeting in July”.

5.
ESBC – TREE WARDEN SCHEME
It was agreed at the Village Liaison meeting that this item should be discussed again at this meeting.  It was agreed that it should be ascertained with ESBC if they were looking for someone to monitor all trees or just those with TPO’s.  The Clerk has contacted Mr. Eastaugh and the following response has been received:-
5.
ESBC – TREE WARDEN SCHEME (continued)
“The idea would be to informally monitor all trees in and around the village for example whilst walking the dog or just about your daily business the idea is to make people more aware of the trees in their communities”. 
The Clerk has obtained a copy of the literature from the tree council explaining the tree warden’s role, which must be handed back to ESBC if a Tree Warden cannot be found.
6.
ESBC – BROOK HOLLOWS

It was agreed at the Village Liaison meeting that Brook Hollows compared very badly with the rest of the village as it had become very overgrown and unsightly.  It was agreed at this meeting that the Clerk and the Civic Trust should follow up the issue with ESBC.  


Mr. Oates has confirmed that the site should be cut every 10 to 12 days, but there had been delays and logistical problems which had meant that this had not happened.  Mr. Oates has asked the Parish Council to keep him updated with regards to the site and has said that he would be happy to walk the site with members of the Parish Council if needed.

7.
EBSC – FOOTPATH 15

The Clerk has contacted ESBC and SCC with regards to the dumped hardcore/topsoil.  The following response has been received from Mr. Freeman, Senior Enforcement Officer, ESBC:-

 
“I have had this site on our books for some time. Vanessa Brown did submit a planning application for various trackways around Craythorne Farm about February/March time, which if approved would have used up the stockpile of material. Unfortunately, the application was incomplete and was returned to Ms Brown at the end of April. I wrote to her at the end of May to establish what her intentions were, but have not received a response to date. I am writing to her again today and if no response is received, I shall be putting the case forward for formal enforcement action either by ESBC or the County. I agree the pile of waste material is extremely unsightly and not acceptable in this rural location”.

8.
SCC – BROOKSIDE


A site meeting took place on Monday 23rd June and was attended by Mr. R. Rayson, SCC, Mr. R. Carr, SCC, Mrs. B. Toon PC, Mr. B. Toon PC, Mr. B. Edwards PC, Mr. B. Chinn PC, Mrs. C. Warren PC, Mrs. H. Light, Clerk to Parish Council.  Items 8 to 20 (inclusive) were discussed at this meeting:-


Cobbles/Setts:  The meeting discussed the proposals that had been put forward and SCC advised that if they were to remove the setts, they would replace them with Conservation kerbs.  They advised that Conservation kerbs have been installed in Abbots Bromley and Main Street, Barton.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should look at the Conservation Kerbs installed and then discuss the matter further.

Silver Birch Tree: SCC advised that they had had a tree arbarcultarist from ESBC look at the tree and he had advised that the tree is damaged and diseased, has dead growth within it and in his opinion should be removed.  SCC advised that as the Highways Authority, they re liable for the tree as it is on the highway.  SCC agreed that they would obtain a second opinion but that the tree would be removed.  Mr. Rayson has asked for the Parish Council to confirm in writing that they have agreed that the tree should be removed.
9.
SCC – CHURCH ROAD KERBS

SCC was asked to ascertain who was responsible for the cutting of the verges.  They were unable to confirm this at the meeting, but the verges have since been cut.  The possibility of installing extra bollards along the verges was also discussed.

10.
SCC- HEAVY GOODS VEHICLES

Mr. Rayson advised that there is currently a team that works at Stafford who are looking at freight and the way it moves around Staffordshire.  The team liaises with the satellite navigation companies when a problem area has been identified.   Mr. Rayson advised that the outcome is dependant on the satellite navigation company and how often they update their maps, which can range from daily, to monthly to annually.  


The meeting discussed the new signage that had been erected and Mr. Rayson advised that SCC do not need to liaise with Parish Councils etc if signs they are erecting are informative or regulatory. 

11.
SCC – ROAD MARKINGS – HALL GROUNDS

Mr. Rayson has advised that the dotted line that is still visible in small sections will be reinstated next time the road markings machine is in the village.  Mr. Taylor also raised a query with regards to the ownership of the drive and Mr. Rayson has advised that he will look into this matter and get a definitive answer from the land charges department.
12.
SCC – BUS SHELTER

Mr. Rayson has advised that the County Council would be willing to install a Perspex bus shelter at the stop opposite Hall Road, free of charge to the Parish Council.  Members are asked to vote with regards to this item.  

13. SCC - FOOTWAY OUTSIDE CHERRY COTTAGE 
Mr. Rayson visited the site and agreed that SCC write again to all the properties who share the access.  Mr. Rayson advised that once SCC have made the owners aware of the problem, if there is an accident resulting in a claim, the claim is passed to the homeowners as they have been warned of the hazard.

14. SCC – DOUBLE YELLOW LINES – DOVECLIFF ROAD

Mr. Rayson has acknowledged that the scheme was trialed at the wrong end of Dovecliff Road, and they will now be carrying out the same assessments/trials at the opposite end of the road.

15. SCC – ATHLESTAN WAY – KNOWLES HILL FOOTWAY

Mr. Rayson has confirmed that this footway is down to be resurfaced in the 2008/09 financial year.

16. SCC – KNOWLES HILL SPEEDING CONCERNS

Mr. Rayson reported that SCC are still not in a position to purchase the mobile sid signs as they have not yet been approved for use in Staffordshire, and that SCC will not be in a position to purchase the signs until they have been collaborated.  Mr. Rayson confirmed that Knowles Hill is on the list to be visited by the fixed cameras which will be on site and collect data for a period of three weeks.

17. SCC – VILLAGE LENGTHSMAN MAPS

Mr. Rayson advised that the County Council is no further forwards with being able to produce these maps.

18. SCC- MARSTON LANE

The recent patching works were discussed and it was agreed that the verges have been made as passing points by traffic.  It was agreed that one of the discussed areas should be defined as a passing point and that SCC would reinstate the other verge with soil. 
19. SCC – SPREAD EAGLE FINGERPOST

This item was discussed with Mr. Rayson and Mr. Carr whilst on the site visit and Mr. Rayson advised that SCC pay somebody to maintain the fingerposts/milestone markers and that he will arrange for this fingerpost to be looked at.

20. SCC – OVERGROWN HEDGES / TREES OVERHANGING THE FOOTWAY

Mr. Carr, SCC advised at the meeting that the County Council will write to any residents with regards to overgrown hedges and trees.  The County Council gives them two weeks to carry out any works and if this is not done they contact them again two weeks later.  It was agreed that any offending properties should be reported through the CLARENCE system with details of the house number, street name etc.

21.
OUTDOOR MEETING/DISCUSSIONS 10TH JUNE 2008 


Mr. Edwards made the following report during the Annual Footpath Walks, and members are asked to approve the actions:-

Present :- Mrs. B Toon (Chairman) Mrs. R Carlton, Mrs. C Warren, Mr. J Morris, Mr. P Taylor, Mr. B Edwards. 

Spread Eagle Island: It was agreed that this important part of the village looks very untidy. It was agreed to ask Phil Gould to remove the undergrowth, ivy and self set trees then re-visit the site and agree which trees needed removing.

Action: Mrs. B Toon (chairman) to speak to Phil Gould

Fingerpost by Spread Eagle: It was agreed that the new finger should look like the existing fingers, i.e. it should be stiffened at the top or bottom depending where the half sleeve was positioned. It was also suggested that refurbishing this fingerpost could be undertaken by “Friends of Rolleston Open Spaces”.

Action: ask Mr. B Chinn to get a revised quotation from Leander Architectural.

The Croft: It was agreed that the appearance of The Croft would be improved if the existing Hawthorne tree adjacent to “the little croft” was removed and the new trees replanted on the boundary so that one large open space was created. It was agreed that existing nettles etc around the perimeter should be removed and the mound of earth left by the tree workers should be leveled off.

Action:  Clerk to obtain planning permission to remove Hawthorne tree. Once planning permission has been obtained “Friend of Rolleston Open Spaces” could undertake this work.

Grassed Area by village sign @ Spread Eagle Island: It was agreed to request permission from SCC to install bench in memory of Ken Bradley. When new bench installed old bench next to railings to be removed. 
Action: Clerk to write to SCC (The Clerk recommends that we should also write to the family of the late Mr. Bradley to check that they would be happy for a memorial bench to be installed). Mr. Martin has advised the Parish Council that the area is unregistered land and SCC has also confirmed that they are not the owners of the land.  It has been suggested that the Parish Council should register this land along with the Spread Eagle Island as either public open space or a village green.
Craythorne Woods Picnic Area: Position for Picnic Area agreed. Picnic Area to comprise 2 number tables to suit wheelchair users with integrated bench seating. It was also agreed that there should be a path constructed from limestone chippings from Craythorne Field car park to the Picnic Area.

Action:  Clerk to obtain prices for 2 number benches. B Edwards to produce plan of proposal. It was suggested that the construction of the Picnic Area could be undertaken by Friends of Rolleston Open Spaces.  Attached are two options for consideration.
21.
OUTDOOR MEETING/DISCUSSIONS 10TH JUNE 2008 (continued)
Craythorne Field car park: It was agreed that some of the potholes needed filling in very urgently. It was agreed that if Bryan Chinn can still get free use of the digger then we should buy 3 jumbo bags of M.O.T type 1 limestone from a local builder’s merchant.
Action: check with Bryan to see if digger is still available if so Clerk to purchase 3 bags of M.O.T and arrange a working party to undertake this work.

New fence on Footpath 14 at boundary of Craythorne Woods: It was noted that this fence has been vandalised again, this time the posts have been lifted out of the ground making the fence unsafe. This fence needs making good and re-aligning with the posts set in concrete as per quotation already submitted by Phil Gould.

Action:  Parish Council to approve works to be undertaken.

FRIENDS OF ROLLESTON OPEN SPACES

Members are asked how this group is to be progressed.

23.
ANNUAL PLAYGROUND INSPECTIONS

The annual inspections have now been carried out for both Meadow View and Elizabeth Avenue Play Areas.  The risk assessment summary for Meadow View Play Area identifies 1 low risk item and 5 very low risk items.  The risk assessment summary for Elizabeth Avenue Play Area identifies 8 low risk items and 6 very low risk items.  It is suggested that a meeting is arranged for the Recreational sub committee to meet and review the reports. 

24.
MULTI USE GAMES AREA

14 questionnaires were completed on the Community Day with regards to the proposals for a Multi-Use Games Area on Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field. The breakdown shows what facilities those questioned would like to see available: - 5 netball, 4 football, 4 tennis, 9 basketball.  Members are asked how they wish to proceed with this item.  When the questionnaires were completed with regards to the play equipment for Elizabeth Avenue play area, consultation went out to those in years 7, 8 and 9 at De Ferrers.  Due to the data protection act the Parish Council was unable to isolate just those children who lived in Rolleston and therefore the first question on the questionnaire was used to determine those who live in the village.  Only those who answered “yes” to the first question were included in the analysis of the results.  Members are advised that if they wish the questionnaire to be sent to De Ferrers this will need to wait until the start of the new school year in September.
25.
MEADOW VIEW PLAY AREA
The following email has been received from Mr. Rowley, who lives on Forest School Street:-

“I thought that this area of land could be developed into an allotment for use by maybe the primary school, scouts and any younger people in the village who may be interested. This could be supervised by some of the 'more experienced vegetable growers'! or any volunteers”. 

 

“The reason for this idea is that I believe there isn't enough for the younger children to do in or around the area, or there could always be more for them. Also, by growing vegetables it encourages children to eat healthy and gives them a sense of satisfaction by seeing what they have set, grow into something that they can then use”.

 

“By having the allotment situated on the park I thought it could be incorporated into the nature reserve and maybe an enclosed pond and other such features to encourage wildlife”.

MEADOW VIEW PLAY AREA (continued)
“These are only rough ideas, but I just wanted to know the possibility of a project like this happening. Thank you for your time in reading this e-mail and I hope it is relevant to you! My apologies if not. I would appreciate any feedback on this matter. My name is Martin Rowley, I have lived in Rolleston for 4 years now and work in Birmingham as a psychiatric nurse”.

SLCC – FOR INFORMATION
For information, the Clerk wishes to advise members that she received the following email from Mr. Blount, Hon. Secretary/Treasurer, Staffordshire Branch, Society of Local Council Clerks

 “Sorry to bother you but I am just checking on my records.  I have got you down as not being a member of the SLCC. This seems amazing when Alan Woodbine was such a vigorous member and so proud of Rollaston. Can you tell me what the situation is please? Is Mrs. Woodbine still involved with Parish Councils?”

The Clerk has replied to the email advising that her decision not to be a member of SLCC has no reflection on her ability to carry out her role as Clerk, or makes her any less proud of Rolleston.  The Clerk advised that although she acknowledges that Mr. Woodbine was a very active member of SLCC this was a personal decision.

34. ESBC – HACKNEY CARRIAGE & PRIVATE HIRE LICENSING POLICY AND PROCEDURE MANUAL – ENVIRONMENT SERVICES – POLICY CONSULTATION
The following has been received from Mrs. Wooley, Senior Enforcement Officer, ESBC:-

“East Staffordshire Borough Council as the local authority wishes to carry out a formal consultation of its Hackney Carriage and Private Hire Licensing Policy and Procedure Manual.  As part of this process the council wishes to undertake formal consultation, with you, prior to finalise the document”.

“The policy sets out the principles that the Local Authority will generally apply to the Licensing and Enforcement function of Hackney Carriage and Private Hire Drivers, Vehicles, Proprietors and Operators.  The draft policy can be viewed on our website at www.eaststaffsbc.gov.uk”

“The Consultation process will take place for 28 days from 1st July 2008”.

WILLOW TREES - BURNSIDE

On Saturday 5th July, one of the Willow Trees on the Brook (opposite Rolleston Club) was hit by an HGV passing through the village.  Several of the branches fell into the road, blocking half the road.  The Tree Officer from ESBC was quickly on the scene, and arranged for the branches to be cleared and the tree made safe.

36.
ESBC – STANDARDS MATTERS

The following has been received from Mr. Duckitt, Head of Legal & Democratic Services, ESBC:-

“I thought that I should update you on a number of matters relating to Standards of Behaviour of members.  Firstly, may I remind you that all members of your respective councils should regularly review and update their entries in the register of members’ interests. I am sure that you will have procedures in place to make sure that this happens. We ensure that we remind members of this obligation in writing at least annually”.

“Secondly, as you will probably know, the responsibility for initially considering complaints about members’ conduct has transferred from the Standards Board for England to this Council’s Standards Committee. In future, if anyone wants to complain about the conduct of a Borough, Parish or Town Councillor they will need to complete a form available from the Borough Council’s website at www.eaststaffsbc.gov.uk or from myself. New procedures have been developed to enable the Standards Committee to deal with any such complaints”.

“Thirdly, to assist members to avoid complaints, we are running a free training session for members of parish/town councils. This training will be at the Town Hall, Burton upon Trent on 23rd July and repeated again on 21st August. On each occasion the training will commence at 6.30pm and will last for no more than 2 hours. We will look at a DVD issued by the Standards Board and consider various scenarios together. Please can you let us know the names of any of your members who wish to attend this training by emailing andrea.costley@eaststaffsbc.gov.uk or writing to me at the above address. Places will be limited so please reply early”.

DOG FOULING / LITTER BINS

The following complaints have been received via Mrs. Carlton:-

“I have been approached by 3 people this week - a resident from Forest School Street, and two who live on Meadow View”.

 

“They have complained to me about the amount of dog fouling on the pavements and jitties leading to the new play area on the Westbury Site and the two jitties leading from Meadow View.  The gentleman from Forest School Street stated that there is a constant flow of dog walkers and even though he has apprehended some people and asked them to clear up their mess, they are then using the litter bin which is located within the children's play area, and depositing it in there, which he feels is totally inappropriate and unhygienic.  I have also received the same complaint about the use of the same bin from one of the other residents from Meadow View”.

 

“Although the signage and bins were discussed at a recent Parish Council Meeting, and it was the opinion that we did not want signs everywhere.  I think a sign should be placed on the bin within the children's play area to deter people from depositing dog mess in it and erect another bin with a sign on it indicating that it can be used for dog excrement”.

 

“The two residents from Meadow View have also complained about the overhanging trees just before the new houses that have been built by the Jitty, which are so overgrown you have to walk on the road.  They have commented that the estate is used as a walkway to school and many parents park their cars by the jitty to walk their children from that area.  They feel it is very dangerous to have to walk their young children on the road to avoid this obstacle”.

38. WEBSITE FEES
