Footpath from Westbury to Craythorne Field: - The Clerk has chased this item with Mr. Oates and received the following response:-  

“Sorry, we have tried to get the developer to consider a hand rail on this section of path, but they say they have complied with the specification and as they don’t wish to honour even their legal obligations on other sites, I don’t think we will be able to get them to help on this one.  I felt that the conclusion reached with Councillor Morris was that we needed a rail, but that as the tarmac path finished at the muddy start of the grass path on Craythorne Fields, then there would never be full disabled access at this point”.  Mr. Oates has then copied the Clerk in on an email to a colleague requesting that a hand rail is installed out of ESBC budgets.

· Where any person or persons decide to call an extraordinary meeting of the Council, that decision shall be signified to the Clerk together with the business to be transacted by the person or persons concerned. The Clerk shall thereupon ensure that the notices and summonses giving three clear days' notice of the extraordinary meeting are published and sent as soon as practicable.
In accordance with Standing Order 68 a motion to permanently vary or revoke a Standing Order shall when proposed and seconded, stand adjourned without discussion to the next ordinary meeting of the Council.
The above needs to stand adjourned without discussion.

12. DOG FOULING BINS
Mr. Fitton raised this item at the last meeting and it was agreed that this item should be added to the September Clerks Report for further discussion.  
The following complaint has also been received from Mr. Hudd, Croft Close:-

“I am a Rolleston resident and would like to express my views on the dog fouling problem within the village.   I own 3 dogs, which I walk everyday along Station Road, Chapel Lane and Beacon Hill.  Despite being disabled I always pick up after my dogs (even though this can be tricky with 3 dogs!) and am disgusted at the constant amount of dog fouling along this route.  The stretch outside the school is particularly bad, even though there are bins provided here. I feel that this causes bad feeling amongst other residents and that it casts dog walkers in a bad light.  I sincerely hope that measures can be taken within the village to help remedy this situation”.

The Clerk has reported the incident to ESBC Dog Enforcements Team.

“The Policy and Resources Committee of 21 April considered your Council’s request to rescind the charges of £226.50 for membership to September 2007.  Although there might be matters of detail, on the level of contact with your Council, with which the Committee might wish to disagree, they nevertheless took the view that, as a concession to the special circumstances of this case, the payment should be rescinded”.

 
“The Committee wishes to put on record that it is especially disappointed by this souring of relations which was, in essence, not a disagreement between the Association and Rolleston and Dove Parish Council. However, the Committee would like to thank you for your past support and hopes that, at some point in the future, your Council may consider re-joining the Association”.

HGV’S


A letter has been received from Willi Betz offering their sincerest apologies for any inconvenience that has been caused as a result of Willi Betz lorries using the village.  A copy of the letter from the Parish Council has been passed onto all Willi Betz offices on the continent and to their depot in Hilton with instructions to brief all drivers on route to the Nestle Factory to remain on recommended roads.  Willi Betz has also agreed to meet with a representative of the Parish Council to discuss the matter in further detail.  Members are asked to confirm that they are happy with Mr. Chinn to attend on behalf of the Parish Council as it is Mr. Chinn that witnessed first hand the Willi Betz lorries and put forward the suggestion that we contact them.


A meeting has been arranged with Willi Betz for Tuesday 23rd September, 11am, meeting at the Spread Eagle Public House.


The following letter has been received from Inspector Oomer, Staffordshire Police:-


“Thank you for the letter you sent and for raising the issue around HGV vehicles in the village.  I have passed on this information to your Local Neighbourhood Officer PC Lear and ask that he looks into the matter.  I would be grateful if you could ask your members to keep a rough diary of times and dates they see the HGV’s in the village and that would allow me to carry out a joint targeted operation with the local authority at the relevant times.  I have also asked PC Lear to make sure that Nestle and Willi Betz are aware of the proposed tactics if things don’t change.  I hope this course of action will solve the issue and if it does not please feel free to contact me again”.

OUTDOOR ISSUES - VARIOUS
Spread Eagle Island:  The dead bush has now been removed.

Memorial Bench:  Mrs. Bradley has replied to say that she is truly delighted with the Parish Councils proposals to install a bench in memory of Mr. Bradley.

Footpath 14 fencing: This is due to be installed in September. 

Land adjacent to Spread Eagle Island:  Advice is being taken from SCC with regards to the registration of this land.
Repair of village benches: The following works are required: - The Croft, 4 benches: Bench next to the bin requires 2 slats replacing, 4th bench requires 5 slats, Meadow View, 1 bench: requires 5 new slats

Mr. Underhill has indicated that he would not really be interested in carrying out this work and has offered the following advice: - “Do you really want to change the slats? I have looked at all the seats. None of them look very smart and some particularly the ones you refer to look grotty but I would not think that any of the slats are in imminent danger of failing. I would suggest you need someone to give them a good clean up some wood preservative a protective coat and a plan for future maintenance. You could donate the saving to Ken Bradley¹s memorial.  If the decision is made to change the slats, I would suggest that on the affected seats all the slats are replaced with reclaimed solid plastic slats. (But may be 1.5x more expensive than wood)”.
