CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received:-

LB/14268/012/JPM Erection of a part two storey, part single storey rear extension and 1.8 meter high boundary wall, Wesley Cottage, Chapel Lane, Mr. Mawby.
HO/14268/011 Erection of a part two storey, part single storey rear extension and 1.8 meter high boundary wall, Wesley Cottage, Chapel Lane, Mr. Mawby.
HO/05678/008/CEH Erection of a single storey front extension and a first floor side extension including alteration to existing roof, 15 Walford Road, Mrs. N. Nicol.

LE/19427/007/JI Application for Certificate of Lawful use to condition to occupy the dwelling without complying with condition 2 of planning permission OU/19427/001 which restricts the occupation to a person solely, mainly or last employed in agriculture or forestry, Winterley Lodge, Dovecliff Road, Mr. & Mrs. Lindsay.
TN/22795/007/CEH Removal of 3 Hawthorn Trees, 1 Elderberry Tree, 1 Ash tree and a Hazel bush, The Croft open Space, Burnside, Rolleston on Dove Parish Council.

It was necessary to comment on the following application prior to this meeting, a planning applications sub committee meeting was held on Monday 3rd November and attended by Mr. J. Toon, Mrs. B. Toon, Mr. P. Taylor, Mr. B. Chinn. Members made the following comments:-

HO/13962/009/JPM Erection of a two storey side extension and detached double garage, The Cedar Cottage, Hall Grounds, Mr. S. Asbury, Miss. S. Bennett.

Mr. Taylor declared an interest in the above application and took no part in the discussions.

Members object to this application.  Members believe that the proposed development would lead to over development on the site.  Members believe that specialist advice should be sought from both the Conservation and Tree Officer.

 

Members are against the proposed velux roof light and would like to see a frosted gable window in place as they feel that this would be more in keeping with the property.

 

Members are concerned with regards to damage that may be caused to the Deodar Cedar and existing hedge by the proposed development.  Members would like it to be recommended that the garage could be built on a raft foundation so as not to disturb the ground in the general area more than necessary.

HO/15719/016/MA Erection of a detached double garage, Oaklea, Rolleston Road, Mr. Jones

Members object to this application.  Members object to the height of the proposed development and would like a condition attached to the planning permission if granted stating that the garage should only be used as a private domestic garage.
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued)

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to this application, but would like a condition attached to ensure that the new workshop is not used for a commercial development.
HO/10901/008/JPM Erection of a two storey side and rear extension and detached garage, Grace Cottage, Anslow Lane, Mr & Mrs. Brassington (Amended plans received – 23/10/08)

With regards to the amended application, members would like to re-iterate that all previous comments still stand.  Members would like this application to be considered by the planning applications committee and would like to re-emphasise that it is one of the oldest cottages in the village.
2. PLANNING DECISIONS
The following application has been permitted:-

HO/13248/005/JPM Erection of a one and half storey link extension to form ancillary living accommodation, The Plantation, Fiddlers Lane, Tutbury, Mr. & Mrs. Rogers.

3.
SCC - HIGHWAYS MATTERS 

SCC – HGV’s, the following information has been received from Mr. Rayson following our letter:- 
“A radar device can be fitted in areas to collect data on the speed and volume of vehicles in an area. I believe this can differentiate from light vehicles and heavy vehicles.  I order that we can collate this data, could you suggest the location you think would be most appropriate, I shall arrange this survey to be done”.
4.
ESBC – VARIOUS
Craythorne Sewage: In the hand of ESBC Enforcements Department.  The clerk spoke with Miss. Olive who confirmed that work was still ongoing and that an officer from ESBC was due to visit the Craythorne week commencing 3rd November.  Miss Olive confirmed that the initial leak had been stopped but that the whole pump house needed an overhaul and that they have had a camera investigation of the pipe work to try and establish what work needs to be carried out.  Miss. Olive advised that the works to be carried out would take a considerable amount of time and investment by the Craythorne and that she was confident that they were doing everything they could to resolve the problems.  Miss. Olive also advised that ESBC had spoken with the Environment Agency and that they had said they would only take the same approach as ESBC and that the law states that there must be a graduated approach to resolving the problem and that the business needs to be given time to deal with the problem.  Miss. Olive agreed that she would continue to liaise with the Clerk as and when she had updates to offer and it was resolved that the issue may take several months to resolve.   

Planning:  The following letter has been received from Mr. Short, Principal Planning Officer, ESBC:-

“National requirements state that all plans should include a scale bar.  Scale bars are designed to be used in conjunction with a scaling tool, at present our system does not have this facility, therefore paper copies which are to scale and therefore do not need a scale bar are sent out to all Parish Councils.  I hope this clarifies the situation”.

5.
PARISH COUNCIL – EMERGENCY COMMITTEE


The Clerk contacted Society Local Council Clerks with regards to this matter who advised that they had no model standing order for an “Emergency Committee” and advised us to contact our regional advisor.  The following advice has been received:- 

“When you say your Council want to set up an Emergency Committee, the same principles apply for any Committee.  The Council would need to consider what functions will be delegated to the Committee to deal with, membership of the Committee, quorum, how often the Committee will meet etc.  The procedures for holding Committee meetings are the same as with a Council Meeting, e.g. the same notice period, published agenda, meetings held in public and minuted”.
 
The Clerk has also contacted Mr. Duckitt, ESBC and asked for advice on the matter but to date has received no response.
6.
RECREATIONAL

Playbuilder Grants: Mr. Edwards, Mrs. Warren and the Clerk attended the playbuilder workshop on 24th October.  Mr. Edwards has now drawn up some proposals and costings for the area and members are asked to review them for further discussion at our meeting.  The expressions of interest form needs to be submitted by 28th November with full proposals to be submitted by 13th March 2009.  If successful we should be informed by end April 2009 and the project must be up and running by 31st March 2010.  It is essential that consultations take place in order to support our application and planning permission should ideally be gained by the time the full application is submitted in March 2009.  Mr. Edwards has spoken to the planners who have advised that any item over 4 metres needs planning permission and the planning application process will take approximately 8 weeks.  The Clerk will provide further information on this project at the meeting.

MUGA:  The questionnaire was distributed to Year 9 students and several have been completed and returned, the clerk is now in the process of collating the results.
Tennis Courts:  It was agreed at the last meeting that the Parish Council supported the idea in principle of tennis courts within the village and agreed that Mr. Winstone would liaise directly with Mr. Jobson.  Mr. Winstone may wish to update members with regards to this item.

7. CRAYTHORNE - VARIOUS
Craythorne Car Park: It was agreed at the last meeting that this item should be deferred until this meeting as Mr. Morris had requested for the item to be added to the agenda.
The bins on Craythorne Car Park were destroyed twice by fireworks over a period of a few days.  The bins were replaced by ESBC on two occasions and then the decision was made by ESBC to remove them until after the fireworks weekend.  P.C. Lear has been advised of the matter.
Craythorne Picnic Area:  Two pieces of correspondence have been received from Mr. Underhill.  Attached for members is a copy of the correspondence. 
Mr. Morris was successful in his WASP application and the Parish Council has been awarded £600.00 towards the picnic benches.  Some photo’s have been taken of the area and forwarded to the Burton Mail.

OUTDOOR ISSUES - VARIOUS
Repair of village benches: A quote for this is in part 2 of the Clerks Report.
Jinny Nature Trail: Mr. Chinn advised at the last meeting that it would be necessary to clear the ditches in the coming months, and the item has been kept on the agenda so that the issue can be reviewed.

18. CLERKS SALARY – 2008 – 2009 PAY AWARD

The clerk’s salary is graded in accordance with Local Council Scale 1 – Spinal Column Points 15/21. The Clerks salary increased a pay scale in May 2008 in line with her employment terms & conditions.  At this time the pay scales had not been agreed for the 2008/09 financial year, so the clerk’s salary has been based on the pay scales from the 2007/08 financial year.  It has now been confirmed that a pay increase has been agreed at 2.45% backdated to 1st April 2008.  Therefore the increase will be calculated and added to the Clerks December Salary.

Monkey Puzzle Tree: 10 Beacon Road (to be monitored as to ensure replacement planting takes place). 

Spread Eagle Windows: in the hands of Enforcements Department.
ESBC - Winton Hall Grounds: in the hands of Enforcements Department.

ESBC - Shotwood Hill Footpath: Mr. Oates has been asked to widen the access.

ESBC / BT: Proposal to remove public pay phones (a letter has been sent requesting usage data and requesting that the central box is retained for emergencies).

SCC - COMMUNITY GANGS, The community gang is due to visit the village week commencing 17th November.

Spread Eagle Island Bench:  The bench is still in the process of being made.    

Footpath 14 fencing:  Mr. Gould has been reminded that the work still needs to be carried out.

The Croft:  A planning application has been submitted for the necessary tree works on The Croft.
Spread Eagle Island: A planning application needs to be submitted for the proposed works and Mr. Gould has been asked to provide a quotation for the removal of the trees.
Brookside Railings (adjacent to Spread Eagle Island): Industrial Coating Services have been chased with regards to painting the small section that was not completed on their previous visit due to the undergrowth covering the railings.
