HEALTH SCRUTINY COMMITTEE

Dr. Trelinski and Mrs. Trelinska declared an interest and took no part in the discussion thereon.  ( Dr. Trelinski and Mrs. Trelinska left the room while this item was being discussed.)

Members wish to put forward the following observations to the Health Scrutiny Committee at the Borough Council: -
The Parish Council has in the last year completed a Village Questionnaire that has resulted in a Parish Plan that the Parish Council aims to work with over the next five years.  In this Parish Plan residents have said that the village as a whole supports the need for the facilities of a Surgery and Chemist.  Many residents are elderly and find it difficult travelling to the neighbouring Tutbury and Stretton Practices.  If a Surgery and Chemist is not possible within the village then the public transport timetable should coincide with Surgery times to allow easier access.

Waiting times for GP’s should be kept to a minimum and it should be ensured that there are adequate doctors to cover an area.

Members expressed their concerns that there is not adequate information provided about GP’s and their Surgeries.  Surgery lists should be much more easy to obtain.
