REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER

County Councillor Fraser did not attend the meeting.

67. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Speed watch: Mr. Morris reported that the previous speed watch initiative had had mixed success and that the scheme was being looked at again.  The meeting was advised that the Heart of Burton Partnership has suggested that volunteers are trained and then they carry out speed watch duties in other areas.  Mr. Morris advised that some training would be taking place on Wednesday 1st and Wednesday 8th April, from 6pm – 8pm.


ESBC:  Mr. Morris advised the meeting that he had attended a briefing on next years budget and that despite there being a 3 ½ per cent rise thirty eight full time posts were to be cut, and these cuts were in addition to the thirty eight full time posts which were cut last year.  Mr. Morris advised that Mr. O’Brien had advised that some of the cuts last year were real savings as they had been in Revenue and Benefits where new software had been installed.  
Mr. Morris advised members that some of the proposed cuts were in the Environmental Health Department and the Tourist Information Centre.

PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members made the following comments on the recent planning applications:-

Members object to the proposed loss of trees and believe that the development will leave insufficient amenity space for the dwelling.  The house is sited in the Conservation Area and members feel that the proposed extension is large in comparison to the original footprint of the building.  

 

Members understand that a fitness business is run from the property and if the proposed extension is being built in relation to this believe that there will be implications with additional traffic on a narrow part of the road, which is on the "Walking Bus Route".

ENVIRONMENTAL OFFICERS REVIEW
Pesticide Spraying: Mr. Gould spoke to members with his concerns with regards to the request made by the Parish Council for him not to spray pesticide round the posts.  It was resolved that the spraying should take place earlier in the year and that the size of the nozzle should be reduced.  Members agreed that the matter should be reviewed again next year.
Elizabeth Avenue Hedge: Mr. Gould reported that the Hawthorn Hedge by the skateboard ramp would benefit from having the lower branches removed and that he would carry the work out at no charge to the Parish Council.  It was resolved that the work could be carried out, but that we should write to the School and notify them as the hedge belongs to them, even though it is on Parish Council land. (Clerks report, Item 13)
Village Benches:  Mr. Chinn asked when the painting would be carried out as the Alan Woodbine Memorial bench was deteriorating.  Mr. Gould advised that the painting would be carried out in the spring.
Dog Waste Bag Dispensers:  Mr. Fitton asked if Mr. Gould had been asked to stock the bins and the clerk advised that this had been organised.

Goal Posts:  Mr. Winstone advised Mr. Gould that the Football Club had said that the goal posts were coming loose and asked Mr. Gould to look into the issue. (Clerks Report, Item 7)

ESBC – VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 4)
Urban Design Officer/ Conservation Assistant: Members agreed that we should write again to ESBC with regards to the vacancies.
Monkey Puzzle Tree, 10 Beacon Road: Members noted that the specification is that the tree should be replanted in the next planting season after it was removed. It was agreed to contact ESBC with regards to this matter.

Spread Eagle Windows:  Members discussed the disgraceful state of the Spread Eagle including the fallen tiles from the roof, the broken windows on the side of the building, the broken window boxes which have nails sticking out of them.  It was agreed that we should write again to Vintage Inns. 
Winton Hall Grounds: Members noted the response from ESBC.
39 Knowles Hill: Members noted that this item had now been resolved.
Craythorne Sewage: Members noted the correspondence received and resolved that nothing further could be done until after 18th February.
Shotwood Hill Footpath: It was agreed that just because we haven’t had recent complaints doesn’t mean that we shouldn’t pursue the matter. Members agreed that we should ask Mr. Oates which British Standard the gate complies to. Members resolved that we should take advice from SCC.
Footpath from Westbury Homes to Craythorne Field: Members noted the correspondence that had been received from Mr. Oates and resolved that the Parish Council should not pay towards the handrail.
Brook Hollows:  Members noted the correspondence from Mr. Oates and that we had previously met Trudi on site to discuss the maintenance of Brook Hollows.

Meadow View Flooding: Members noted the quotation that had been received from Mr. Oates for the installation of a French drain.  It was resolved that the Parish Council should make a contribution of £200.00 towards the works and then pass the invoice to ESBC and ask them to forward it to Persimmon.  It was agreed that we should ask ESBC to notify us if Persimmon refuse to pay and then the Parish Council should pursue the matter through the small claims court.

6. PLAYBUILDER (Clerks Report, Item 6)
Mr. Winstone advised that he had spoken with the football club with regards to a letter of support for our playbuilder application and that they were having a committee meeting on 10th February.  The Clerk advised that she had also sent a copy of the proposals to Vicki Brearley, ESBC, Corinne O’Hare, ESBC, Lawrence Oates, ESBC.  The clerk also advised that she had emailed Inspector Oomer as we had not received an additional letter from the Police following the meeting held on 23rd January. Mr. Edwards advised members that he was concerned that we would be unable to demonstrate Partnership working with ESBC as they do not seem to be responding to us.  The Clerk advised that she had left two messages for Miss. Hulbert, Duke of Edinburgh Scheme and that she had also asked the Scouts and School to provide a letter of support for the playbuilder proposals.

Six members voted in favour of the climbing cube, two for the folly and two abstained from voting.  It was moved that the climbing cube should be included on the final proposal.

Craythorne Car Park: Mr. Edwards advised members that the proposals for Craythorne Car Park had been sent to SCC as the entrance crossed the highway.  Mr. Rayson had replied to say that the County Council do not allow concrete onto the highway so the proposals had now been changed to a tarmac surface.
