CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following application has been received:-

HO/32348/001/MA Erection of a rear conservatory and decking, 5 Ealand Street, Mr. & Mrs. Runacus.

It was necessary to comment on the following applications prior to this meeting:-

HO/26377/003/CEH Installation of three upvc windows to the rear elevation, 5 Shotwood Close, Mrs. Walker.

Members object to this application.  Members are against the use of UPVC in Shotwood Close as part of the original planning brief was that the properties should have timber framed windows.

HO/13962/010/CEH Erection of a two storey side extension and detached double garage, The Cedar Cottage, Hall Grounds, Mr. Asbury, Miss. Bennett.

All previous objections with regards to this application still stand.

Mr. Martin has asked to talk to members to explain the Trustees plans for the modernization of the Almshouses.  

4.
ESBC – VARIOUS
Urban Design Officer/ Conservation Assistant:  The following update has been received from Mr. Short, ESBC: - “The Council has decided to seek the appointment of consultants to advise on Conservation and Urban Design issues, following several attempts to secure full time posts.  This is included within next year’s budget and therefore I would anticipate a successful appointment as soon after April 1 as practicable”.
Monkey Puzzle Tree, 10 Beacon Road: A letter was sent to ESBC Planning Department on 11th February with regards to this item.  To date no response has been received.
4.
ESBC – VARIOUS
Shotwood Close Open Space: The following correspondence was received from Miss. Downes, ESBC 12th February.  “I can confirm that this matter was passed to our building control department for investigation and can also confirm that the Senior Building Control Surveyor has inspected the wall and concludes that it is weathered but does not appear to be immediately dangerous”.
Spread Eagle Windows: A letter was sent to Vintage Inns on 11th February with regards to the various concerns that were discussed by members at the last Parish Council meeting.  To date no response has been received. 
Winton Hall Grounds: No further update has been received with regards to this item.
Craythorne Sewage:   The following email was received from Samantha Olive, Environmental Health, ESBC on 18th February.  “I have today visited the Craythorne.  They have not yet started the works due to the poor weather.  I met the contractor on site this morning and works will begin at the end of this month.  It is envisaged they will take up to 2 weeks.  I will inform you when the works are completed”.
Shotwood Hill Footpath: A site meeting has taken place with Clive Cooper, Ranger for SCC.  In his view the pinch gate is perfectly acceptable and he considers the pinch to be superior to a stile which would be the only other realistic alternative. 
The Following email has been received from Lawrence Oates, Burton Conservation Volunteers with regards to the matter.  “The original gate that we replaced was not very stock proof and the access point is very limited in width, which is why we went for the pinch gate.  If it will save argument we will look at a different access structure altogether, but the narrowness of the gap does limit what will fit.  British Trust for Conservation Volunteers produce a book on footpaths and the pinch gate plans are from there I will see if I can get a copy over to you.
I have spoken to the County Rights of Way officer and he will see if he can find an alternative access point to an agreed standard”. 
Footpath from Westbury Homes to Craythorne Field:  The following email has been received from Lawrence Oates, ESBC with regards to the matter: - “John Rowland's will be carrying out the drain and handrail work, hopefully starting within the next 2 weeks.  I agree that it should be a developer issue (we are currently trying to sort out 5 major developments with Persimmon/Westbury and I will add this to the snagging list.  I however would like to move quickly on this one for the sake of local people and argue liability later”.
Brook Hollows:  The following email has been received from Lawrence Oates, ESBC with regards to the matter:-  “If Trudi is aware of what is required at Brook Hollows, I will link up with her and find out what is happening and get back to you on that one, but she is on annual leave at the moment”.
Meadow View Flooding:  The following email has been received from Lawrence Oates, ESBC with regards to the matter: - “John Rowland's will be carrying out the drain and handrail work, hopefully starting within the next 2 weeks.  I agree that it should be a developer issue (we are currently trying to sort out 5 major developments with Persimmon/Westbury and I will add this to the snagging list.  I however would like to move quickly on this one for the sake of local people and argue liability later”.
Rolleston Cemetery: A site visit was due to be carried out week commencing 23rd February by Mr. French, Cemetery Manager, ESBC to determine what works are required.

Forum meeting: Mr. Fitton attended this meeting on behalf of the Parish Council and may wish to update members with details of what was discussed.

Planning Applications Committee Meeting: Members agreed to consider this matter at the March meeting.

ESBC – VARIOUS
PA/25930/014/CEH: It was agreed that members should read the decision report and consider this matter at the March meeting.

Scale Bars on Planning Applications: No further update is available on this item.

14/16 Burnside: No further update is available on this item.

5. SCC - VARIOUS 

The following letter has been received from Mr. Rayson dated 17th February 2009.

Brookside:  Unfortunately the situation here remains as my previous letter.  We will not replace the existing setts like for like for the reasons I have explained recently.  The proposed solution here would be to replace these with a conservation type kerb with the verges built up behind.  This will then prevent the vehicles mounting the kerb and damaging the kerb.
The silver birch tree will be removed on the next visit by my tree Arborculturist as the tree is diseased and also damaging the adjacent footway.

Church Road:  I have added this into my programme; these will be looked at when funds become available.  However verge markers have been placed here to protect the adjacent properties.

Road Markings – Hall Grounds: This is noted and I apologise that these have not yet been completed.  I have asked that these are done on the next visit by my lining machine.

Bus Shelter: On our previous site visit, I was asked to agree a location for a new shelter; it was never the intention that we provide the shelter.  This is something you need to discuss with either the Borough Council or Staffs County Passenger Transport section.

Footway outside Cherry Cottage:  My Local Highway Officer tells me he has made contact with the property owner here over the loose gravel.  I will ask him to contact them again.

Double Yellow Lines, Dovecliff Road: This has been added to my scheme request log for Traffic Regulation Orders.  Unfortunately there are over 100 order requests here and as such it will take some time to get to look at this.

Knowles Hill Speeding Concerns:  The Speed indication device (SID) has recently been placed on Knowles Hill for a second time and I am awaiting the results of this second survey.  Once I have this data I shall update you accordingly.
Village Lengthsman Map: Please find maps enclosed as agreed.  
Marston Lane: I shall look again at your request here.

Spread Eagle Fingerpost:  I am in the process of gathering information on a number of fingerposts to which I hope to pass across to a special contractor for their restoration.

A letter was also written to Mr. Rayson dated 11th February with regards to the deterioration of Church Road surface.  
School lane hedges were reported again through CLARENCE on 11th February, reference E-0912299.  These were first reported by the Parish Council in August 2008 reference195045.
6. PLAYBUILDER 

A recreational sub committee meeting was held on Monday 16th February 2009 where the playbuilder application form was approved for submission.  The application pack has now been submitted to ESBC for the Endorsement process which is due to take place on Monday 9th March.  ESBC will then pass the applications to SCC and it is understood that successful applicants will be notified at the beginning of April.
7.
RECREATIONAL
Play Conference:  This is being held on Thursday 5th March.  The Clerk and Mr. Chinn are attending on behalf of the Parish Council. 

Goal Posts: Mr. Winstone reported at the last meeting that one of the goal posts on Craythorne Field had come loose in its footings.  The repairs have now been carried out by D.S.K. engineering at a cost of £95.00 + V.A.T. 



Trim Trail: Members are asked if they wish to proceed with this request or to consider it again when the Playbuilder application has been determined.
8.
BROOK BY THE FORD

Mr. Morris has asked for this item to be added to the agenda.


Your Chairman has received complaints with regards to the large potholes by the Ford and these have been reported through CLARENCE.

9.
PLASTIC MATTING

Mr. Winstone has asked for this item to be added to the agenda.

10.
JINNY NATURE TRAIL


Mr. Morris has received a complaint from Mrs. Anderson that it is not possible to walk along the Jinny Trail
due to flooding and deep mud.  This is apparently mainly around the part where the field drain comes in. 

The following email has been received from Mrs. Barnett with regards to the trail:-

“I walked along the Jinnie Trail this morning.   I would just like to express my opinion to the PC that they don't consider surfacing this end, as Stretton have done.  In my opinion it is totally out of keeping, especially as it is such a contrast to the natural colour.  I met a father and young daughter.  She was perhaps 5 or 6 and is obviously a budding Swampy.  She is incensed that they have done the work to a Nature Trail.  Her view is that it should be left as natural; she even showed me some unusual mushrooms that are prevalent there.  So it's not just my opinion”.

  

“I do however have one suggestion for the Rolleston end.  There is one very muddy patch, just this side of the dividing gate.  To make the Trail relatively clean to walk could something be done here.  Perhaps some drainage or just a narrow raised track through (from the local soil or even ash). I like to walk to Stretton - it would be good to be able to do so without getting covered in mud, but equally without going to the extreme of surfacing”.

 

It was agreed that the issue with regards to the clearance of the ditches would be reviewed again in the spring.

11.
FOROS MEETING
It was agreed by the Parish Council that some money should be set aside in the precept for grass cutting equipment for the FOROS group.  The works to be carried out by the FOROS group needs to be determined so that the equipment required can be sourced and priced.  The next meeting for FOROS is being held on Monday 16th March, commencing 7.30pm, Old Grammar School Rooms.

COMMUNITY PATHS INITIATIVE

There is an opportunity to submit a grant application to SCC of up to £2,000.00 under the Community Paths Initiative Scheme for 2009/10.  The deadline for applications is 31st March 2009.  Members are asked to consider if they wish to submit an application for the full amount available towards the works on the footpath from Elizabeth Avenue to Beacon Road (quotations are in part 2 of the clerks report).

OUTDOOR ISSUES - VARIOUS

Memorial Bench:  The foundations for the bench have now been completed.  The Clerk was speaking to Mr. Starbuck with regards to the new bench and he thinks that it is a wonderful gesture in a lovely location.  He did advise however that the other bench is very well used by cyclists etc and suggested that the Parish Council should consider leaving it in place.

Repair of village benches:  The delivery of the materials for the benches is still pending and the clerk has chased the order with Reformed plastics.
Craythorne Car Park: Quotations are in part 2 of the Clerks Report.
Footpath from Elizabeth Avenue to Beacon Road: Quotations are in part 2 of the Clerks Report.
Elizabeth Avenue Hedge:  Mr. Gould advised at the last meeting that he wished to remove some of the lower branches of the boundary hedge adjacent to the Skate ramp.  The clerk contacted Mr. Bateman and he advised that he had no objections to the work as long as it did not compromise the schools security.

Village Sign:  Mr. Chinn has looked at the village sign and advised that he considers most of the sign to be in presently sound condition.  Members are asked to consider if they wish to have an independent opinion sought or review the matter again in a few months time.

Painting of Railings Elizabeth Avenue/Meadow View Play Areas: Quotations were previously sought in the last financial year for the painting of the railings surrounding the play areas in multiple colours.  Members are asked if they wish to re-consider this matter for the 2009/10 precept.

PACT Meetings: The following email has been received from Inspector Oomer with regards to PACT meetings:- “In relation to the PACTs Tutbury have had a trial and they are not running PACTS monthly the next meeting is on the 19th of March, therefore the impact on yourselves should not be too great.  I have said to a number of Parish councils that I have no objection if you require area officers to attend and they are available they can go to the meetings.

PACT Meetings (continued): However I don't want officers to attend every meeting for the sake of it. I appreciate there may be Police issues that need to be raised and I ask they are done at the start of the meeting this then allows the officer to leave before other local business is discussed. If a PACT meeting arises on the same night then the PACT will have to take priority albeit in your area this is likely to be rare. With the introduction of the new PCSOs in the area of Stretton and Rolleston shortly there is more scope for better coverage if they do coincide”.
