JOHN OF ROLLESTON CENTENARY CELEBRATIONS
The following correspondence has been received from Mr. Ian Bateman, for the Parish Councils consideration:-

“I am writing to the Parish Council to keep you up to date with our plans to celebrate a 100 Years of the Sherborne Site on School Lane.  Staff have planned a series of activities connected with the school or its Edwardian past. These activities/ learning opportunities will take place during the month of June.  During the week beginning 29th June all children will experience an Edwardian classroom (provided by a theatre group) as well as having a celebration lunch. On the afternoon/ evening of Thursday 2nd July (3.30pm- 6pm) we will be holding an Edwardian Fayre in the building and grounds of the Sherborne site. There will be side shows/ Edwardian style entertainment from our pupils/ food/ Guisers play provided by RODESC/ an opportunity to see how the school may have changed, by visiting the classes as well as a display of work/ photos/ and artifacts”. 
 “Mr. Peter Traves (Corporate Director for Children and Lifelong Learning) has agreed to officiate and unveil a plaque to commemorate the event. We are also hoping that the Mayor and Deputy Mayor of Burton will be able to attend.  We have made the invitation open to any member of the community who would like to help us celebrate.  The organising committee would like to have a permanent reminder of the centenary by adding a simple sandstone plaque to the front of the building and in a style in keeping with the 1909 plaque already there. Costs are likely to be approximately £500 plus fitting. I am in the process of acquiring 3 quotes from local stonemasons”. 
 “As well as inviting any Parish Councillors to join us at the Fayre, I am asking whether the Parish Council is willing, or able, to contribute to the cost of the plaque as it is such an important event and building within the village of Rolleston.  I would ask the Council to consider both the invitation and the request for a contribution at your next meeting, if possible, as time scales are quite tight.  I thank you for your time and look forward to a positive reply.”
