The Vice-Chairman welcomed every to the meeting and advised that this would be Mr. Taylor’s last Parish Council meeting.  Mr. Fitton thanked Mr. Taylor for his contributions over the last 14 years and concluded that this was a great achievement and that his contribution to the Parish Council would be missed.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

Mr. Martin raised that the grass verges had not been cut at the Brook Hollows entrance (opposite Starbucks).  The Chairman thanked Mr. Martin for raising this and added that Brook Hollows was on the agenda for further discussion later on in the meeting.

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

The minutes of the previous meeting were signed as a true record.

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER

Mr. Fraser did not attend the meeting.

26.
REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mr. Morris did not make a report to the meeting.

27.
PRESENTATION BY MR. HOVERS & MS. LEES, ESBC, NEIGHBOURHOOD WORKING


(Clerks Report, Item 18)

Mr. Hovers advised members that they were here to introduce partnership working to the Parish Council.  Mr. Hovers advised that partnership working was about putting residents at the center of the decision making process which they believe helps to improve services.  Mr. Hovers advised that the partners involved included Staffordshire Police and Fire Service. Mr. Hovers advised that Rolleston came under the rural category and that Ms. Lees had just been appointed the Neighbourhood Co-ordinator for Rolleston.  Mr. Hovers went on to advise that ESBC were looking to establish the picture of information on crime, health etc so that they can get a better idea of local neighbourhood issues.  He advised that the role of the co-ordinator is to get out and talk to the residents.   
27.
PRESENTATION BY MR. HOVERS & MS. LEES, ESBC, NEIGHBOURHOOD WORKING

Members were advised that the Neighbourhood working initiative was very new and had been trialled previously in the “Heart of Burton”.  Mr. Hovers advised that SCC were one of the partners involved in the scheme.  Mr. Hovers went on to explain that role of the Neighbourhood Working co-ordinator is to provide the links into different sources i.e. where they need greater influence, whereas the PACT groups looked at the short term issues.  Miss. Lees advised that her role is to co-ordinate different bodies into getting together and will treat Parish Council issues equally with PACT issues.  

Members thanked Mr. Hovers and Miss. Lees for attended the meeting, but concluded that they still required Sal Khan to attend a Parish Council meeting as members wished to specifically discuss the correspondence exchanged on PACT.  


28. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 

Page 13:7: Mr. Edwards asked if we would need to change the byelaws to include “Tafflands” as the byelaws related to specific areas.  The clerk replied that she would look into this matter.

Page 13:9:  It was confirmed that the recreational sub committee meeting did not take place.

29. CLERKS REPORT DATED 8TH JULY 2009
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-

HO/23069/008/JI Erection of a detached double garage and of a detached single storey building to form ancillary living accommodation, 21 Brookside, Mr. Young.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council objection to this application.  Members would prefer to see the proposals for an attached extension.  Members believe that the proposals are outside of the building line.
LB/14268/014/JI Erection of a 1.8 metre high boundary wall and gates, Wesley Cottage, Chapel Lane,

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this application.  Members believe that the proposals are out of keeping with the area and believe that the hedge should be retained.  We also note that whilst the application states that it is for the erection of a 1.8metre high boundary wall, the Design and Access Statement states it is for a 1.6metre high boundary wall.
HO/14268/013/JI Erection of a 1.8 metre high boundary wall and gates, Wesley Cottage, Chapel Lane,

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this application.  Members believe that the proposals are out of keeping with the area and believe that the hedge should be retained.  We also note that whilst the application states that it is for the erection of a 1.8metre high boundary wall, the Design and Access Statement states it is for a 1.6metre high boundary wall.
TN/03421/022/CEH Removal of three Leyland Cypress Trees, 10 Beech Mount, Beacon Road, Mr. Wilson.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this application. The trees that are proposed for removal provide screening to an adjacent property.  Members believe that an extensive tree survey has been carried out as part of a previous application on this property and the survey did not identify the proposed trees for removal.  Members would also like to advise that a Monkey puzzle tree that was removed at this property has still not been replaced.

Members had no objections to this application.

HO/11382/008/JI Erection of a rear conservatory, Brynwood, Anslow Lane

Members had no objections to this application.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS

Members noted the planning decisions.

3.
SCC – VARIOUS MATTERS (Clerks Report, Item 5)
SCC: Spread Eagle Fingerpost:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
SCC: Footway outside Cherry Cottage: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
SCC: Knowles Hill Speeding Concerns: Members concluded that SCC had spent money over and above what was needed as they have brought the cameras and are now not using them.  Mr. Fitton advised that Mr. Rayson had advised at the recent forum meeting that the data was 2 to 3 % out.  Members agreed that we should go back to Mr. Rayson and state that we wanted data on Knowles Hill as residents were concerned and that if he is not willing to give the Parish Council the data then they would like some rubber strips to be put in.  It was concluded that the Parish Council wanted a survey to show what speed is going on.
SCC: Double yellow lines Dovecliff Road: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
SCC: Village Lengthsman Maps:  Mr. Edwards advised that it was impossible to identify the areas that we are responsible for as detailed on the grass cutting schedule.  It was agreed that we should contact Mr. Rayson again and ask for an electronic version in AutoCAD 2002 and state that we do not have the facilities for marking up the map that was provided.
SCC: Clarence Service: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
SCC: Church Road: Mr. Taylor advised members of a website called “fix my street” where you can email highway issues for your area.  Mr. Taylor advised that he had been on and uploaded pictures of Church Road and that the website forwards details to the local highways authority.
SCC: Brookside Setts:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
SCC: Marston Lane, Installation of passing points: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Safer Routes to School:  The clerk advised that she had not heard back from Mr. Cope, SCC.  Mr. Morris reported that he had met with Mr. Fraser after the last Parish Council meeting and that he had said he would take the proposals back to SCC.  It was agreed to contact Councillor Fraser to see if he had any further information on this matter.
4. ESBC – VARIOUS MATTERS (Clerks Report, Item 6)
14/16 Burnside: Mr. Morris advised that he had spoken with the developer and that they had been having problems with the Environment Agency re the bridges.  Mr. Morris reported that he had since spoken with the Environment Agency and that they had said as long as a proposed bridge is better than the existing bridge, then they won’t have a problem.

4.  ESBC – VARIOUS MATTERS (continued)
Brook Hollows:  Members agreed that we should speak to ESBC and ask them to make the Parish Council an offer for Brook Hollows.  It was agreed that it would need to be identified who would be responsible for de-silting etc.  It was agreed that Mr. Morris could speak to Mr. Cowie with regards to this matter and get the item on the table.
Shotwood Close Open Space: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Winton Hall Grounds: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Land adjacent 4 Marston Lane:  Members resolved that they were not happy with the site and were concerned about the land.  It was agreed that ESBC should be contacted and advised that the Parish Council would like to see the whole of the site tidied up.
Litter Sign, Meadow View:  Members agreed that we should contact ESBC again and ask them to remove the sign.  
Cemetery:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Forum meeting:  Mr. Fitton advised that there was a presentation on Neighbourhood Working and it was agreed that the Parish Council should send any outstanding issues with regards to both ESBC and SCC to Ms. Lees to see if any progress can be made.
Conservation Area Appraisal: Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.
Electronic Consultation – Planning Applications: Members agreed that we should contact Mr. Short and ask that if it now means that we can electronically measure from ESBC and if so if we can download a free package via the ESBC website.  It was agreed that if this facility was not yet available that we should ask for hard copies until the facilities are available.  It was agreed that it should be added to the next agenda to look at the purchase of a laptop and projector with regards to being able to view the applications at Parish Council meetings.
5. ALDERBROOK CLOSE FLOODING (Clerks Report, Item 7)
 

Flood Risk Management – Information Resource: Members were advised that there had been a meeting with Severn Trent Water and that they had said that they would re-seal the manhole covers as they believed that this was what had been causing the problems with the surcharging of the water around Alderbrook Close.  Members were advised that at this moment in time a meeting was scheduled for 24th July between Severn Trent Water, Environment Agency and representatives from Alderbrook Close and the Parish Council.
6. COLLEGE FIELD (Clerks Report, Item 8)
It was agreed to contact Duncan Cowie as recommended in the correspondence from Sport England.  Mr. Morris proposed and it was unanimously agreed that the Chairman should seek informal talks with the college to see if it could be ascertained what they are proposing for the field.
7.
TAFFLANDS – PLAYBUILDER PROJECT (Clerks Report, Item 11)
Opening: Members agreed that this item should be discussed by the recreational sub committee and some ideas for the opening were punch & Judy, face painting, refreshments, ice cream van etc.  It was agreed that some costs should be investigated and a budget set as the event would need to be funded by the Parish Council.
Expenditure to date: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

8.
OUTDOOR VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 12)
The Croft – SCC: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
The Croft: Members noted that at the present time the small triangle of land was in the hands of the Almshouse Trustees.  Mr. Fitton proposed, Mrs. Redgrave seconded and it was agreed that the Parish Council should discuss the possibility of taking over the ownership and responsibility of the land.
The Croft, Trees: Mr. Taylor suggested that where the Hawthorns had been taken out the area needs flattening out, the hawthorns transplanting and suggested the possibility of planting a mulberry tree in the area.  It was agreed to ask Mr. Gould to move the hawthorns closer to the boundary and that once the land had been registered as a public open space then it should be celebrated with the planting of a mulberry tree.  

Jinny Nature Trail including ditches: It was suggested that in the short term the issue of muddy patches could be resolved by putting stone in and raising the path by 50mm.  It was agreed that Mr. Chinn and Mr. Morris would look at the level of the ditches and Mr. Chinn suggested that some of the water flows towards Stretton.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should contact Stretton Parish Council about the ditches.  Members noted that the trees proposed for removal also needed to be marked out.
Bus Shelter, Rolleston Club: It was agreed that the Parish Council should ask Rolleston Club to either apply for permission for the shelter or have it removed.
Dog bag dispenser, Almshouses: Members resolved that the dispenser should stay in its current location.
Spread Eagle Island Bench:  Members noted the details of this item. 
Disabled access, Craythorne Field:  It was agreed to defer this item until the next meeting and to ask Mr. Winstone to clarify who had made the complaint about access.
Area around Football Club Portacabin: It was discussed that members were very disappointed with the way that the Football Club maintain the area and that they would like the recreational sub committee to get them to do something.  It was also agreed that the football club should also be asked to open the gate when they have matches on to allow for additional car parking.  Members noted that the car park had now been stoned and that there should be a more substantial fence erected now that the top soil had been removed.  It was also agreed that the Parish Council should ask the football club if there is any way in which we can help them with their application for chartered status.  It was agreed that some terms and conditions should be drawn up between the Parish Council and Football club, i.e. picking up litter after matches etc.
Grass Cutting: Mr. Chin advised members that the Thompson’s had been maintaining the grass verge on the right as you enter Shotwood Close and that they were no longer in a position to do so.  Mr. Chinn advised that Mr. Gould had since cut the area although it wasn’t within his remit.
Summer Wildplay: Members had no objections to Staffordshire Wildlife using Craythorne Woods for their August Wildplay session.  Members noted that the grass within Craythorne Woods was very long and that the annual cut usually took place in September.  It was agreed to ask Staffs Wildlife if they would prefer the grass to be left long or cut prior to their session.

COUNCILLORS REPORTS 
Camp Out: Mr. Edwards advised members of the proposed campout for Friday 24th July, due to take place on Craythorne Field which was being advertised on facebook via a student of De Ferrers.  It was agreed to contact the police and ask them to visit the instigator of the event.  Mr. Edwards advised members that he had recently collected glass bottles lying by the goalposts and that he had collected dozens of empty tins and cans that had been left in Craythorne Car Park.  It was agreed that as many members as possible should meet on 24th July at 7.45pm to turn people away if the message had not got through.  

Brook Hollows: It was reported that there was Himalayan Balsam in Brook Hollows.
Brookside:  It was agreed that the Parish Council should contact the Environment Agency and ask if they are going to cut the banks along Brookside as they are very overgrown and members noted that it had been said that the Environment Agency were not prepared to do any more works on the brooks etc if the weir collapses.

Dog Fouling Signs: Mr. Chinn reported that he had erected some more dog fouling signs up.

Standing Orders were suspended at 9.15pm.

CRAYTHORNE SEWAGE

Mr. Edwards declared a personal interest in this item.


Mr. Chinn made the following statement:-

“Thank-you for delaying your discussion on the letter from Mr. Wright in order to give me the right to reply to his accusations.  The letter mentions my name, but also complains of the “pontification” of the Parish Council, and also the actions of A N Other (Councillor Edwards).  All members are aware of the actions taken to rectify the complaints, and I can fully justify my own actions, but as I was acting in the capacity of a Parish Councillor, this is not a personal issue and I do not wish to reply personally – therefore I propose that a reply from the full Parish Council would be more appropriate”.

Mr. Chinn concluded that he did not wish to reply personally to Mr. Wright’s letter and added that Mr. Wright should not try and involve the Parish Council with any dispute that he has with the adjacent landowner.  
Mr. Jennings advised members that he had spoken to Mr. Short and was submitting a full report to him.  It was agreed that the Chairman should respond to Mr. Wright’s letter.
