Members agreed that more information was required i.e. a breakdown of labour charges.   Members also stated that the landowners need to agree to this in writing before any action is taken.

YOUTH GRANT(Clerk’s Report, Item 12)


Members discussed this scheme and the following points were agreed: -

Youth Grant Application Guidelines

The Youth Grant is to be made available to existing youth groups and for anyone wishing to start a group for the youth.

The Parish Council would prefer to support well one project rather than to put small amounts into several groups.   The budget limit for this year is £2,000.

YOUTH GRANT  (continued)

The Grant is open to all age groups.   However, the Parish Council would particularly like to support any group that is aimed at children at secondary school.

There will be a time limit of twelve months for successful applicants to spend their funding.

The Parish Council to set up a “Working Group” who will be responsible to vet all applicants and to interview applicants if necessary.   The successful applicants are then to be approved by the full Council.

The Youth Grant must go directly to a group that will benefit the youth of Rolleston.   The group must demonstrate this.  Any project that the Parish Council supports will be regularly monitored on a three monthly basis.

Members supported the action taken by the Chairman in agreeing Mr. Gould’s quotation for the repair of the beaver run in the sum of £5.

Members supported the action of the Chairman in agreeing Mr. Gould’s quotation for the clearance and strimming of the ditch on the field in the sum of £65.00

Members supported the action taken by the Clerk in instructing Hardy Signs to replace the missing dog byelaw sign from Craythorne Field.  

Members discussed the report that was written by the Chairman following the meeting with the Land Drainage Engineer.   Members agreed to wait for the report from  

Mr. Wheeler before any decision can be made.

SEVERN TRENT(Clerk’s Report, Item 23)


Members agreed that a letter should be written to Severn Trent asking for an update.

31.
POST OFFICE – PARKING

Members discussed this item and agreed that the police should be encouraged to book drivers who park on the double yellow lines.

Members agreed that the County Council should be asked to look at the parking situation around the Post Office and Burnside.   It was suggested that a time limit for parking on Station Road be considered and it was also suggested that the Burnside parking restriction be reviewed.   It was agreed that these issues could be discussed when the Chairman and Clerk meet with the Council next month.

32.
BROOKSIDE – SILTING UNDER THE FORD BRIDGE(Clerk’s Report, Item 6)
Members were concerned that the Alderbrook is silting up particularly by the Ford Bridge and that there is a considerable amount of weed growth throughout the brook that requires clearing.   Members agreed that these concerns should be passed on to the Environment Agency.

BIN – BEACON ROAD

Members noted that the Borough Council has erected two new lamppost bins near the entrance to the pubic footpath off Beacon Road.

ELIZABETH AVENUE PLAYING FIELD

Members supported that action taken by the Clerk in instructing Hardy Signs to replace the ‘Dog Ban’ sign that was missing from the children’s play area and DSK in repairing the damaged fencing in the children’s play area.

Members noted the information provided by NALC and agreed to await more details from the Borough Council.

OTHER MATTERS BROUGHT UP BY MEMBERS

a.
Borough Councillor’s Report – Dr. Trelinski reported that a Westbury Homes Sign has been erected in the field opposite their site.   He stated that this has been reported to the Borough Council, as Westbury Homes have no planning permission for the sign.   Dr. Trelinski also reported the publication of the Local Plan has been put back for another year.  He told members that the college playing field at the back of the Westbury Homes site is not in the Local Plan.

b.
Traffic calming measures – It was reported that the County Council were now supporting the use of illuminated speed signs even though only last year they stated that Rolleston could not have these signs for Church Road.

c.
Brookside – Mr. Westwood confirmed that the residents of Brookside adjacent to the blue brick footway do own this path as stated on his deeds.   It was also reported that one of the street lights on Brookside had been repaired with an inappropriate style of fitting.

d.
Westbury Homes – It was reported that the street names for the new development have already been agreed upon.   Concern has been raised for the use of “Street” instead of Avenue, Lane, etc.   Members suggested that this should be confirmed in writing from the Borough Council.

e.
Christmas Lighting – Mr. Hayes suggested that the village should have some Christmas Lighting this year.   The Chairman stated that Christmas Lighting had been abandoned some years ago due to the new legislation that had brought many problems.

f.
Brook Hollows – It was reported that there was a build up of wood by the bottom of the waterfall.

Owing to the confidential nature of the business to be transacted the Chairman moved that the public and press be excluded from the remainder of the meeting.
