There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

The minutes of the previous meeting were signed as a true record.
50.
REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER

Mr. Fraser advised that he was now a Cabinet Member for community health and that he would be looking at drugs and alcohol.  Mr. Fraser added that he did not believe that we had issues with either within the Parish.


Mr. Fraser reported that he attended a meeting last week which highlighted opportunities for the Parish Council to have better liaison with partner groups.


Mr. Fraser asked the Clerk who Bob Marshall was who was opening the playbuilder site as Ms. Hardman SCC had said that she had never heard of him.  The clerk replied that in an email dated 2nd October 2009 she had been told by Caroline Johnson, SCC that Bob Marshall would be carrying out the official opening and added that Ms. Hardman had been copied into the email.  Mr. Fraser asked for the clerk to forward him a copy of the email and advised that he would be carrying out the official opening.

51.
REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mr. Morris reported that ESBC Civil Parking Enforcement operation has a surplus of £100k to be spent on highways/traffic management/transportation schemes.  Mr. Morris added that ESBC would like to introduce one scheme within the Borough that makes a huge impact and promotes the benefits of the civil parking operation.
52.
PRESENTATION BY MR. MILES KING, MIDLAND RURAL HOUSING (Clerks Report, Item 3)

Mr. King introduced himself to the meeting and advised that he had been asked to come and speak to the Parish Council by ESBC as they need to carry out a housing needs survey over the next three years and hoped to carry a survey out in Rolleston by the end of this year.  Mr. King added that the reason for the survey is to see if there is a need for affordable housing within the village and if so then ESBC would look at building an affordable housing site within the village.  
52.
PRESENTATION BY MR. MILES KING, MIDLAND RURAL HOUSING (continued)

Mr. King advised that the survey would be sent to every household in Rolleston and that they would expect a 30% response.  Mr. King would then analyse the results and the Borough Council and Parish Council would be sent a copy.  Mr. King advised that they would try and find “exception” sites on the edge of the village and explained that if an open market housing developed was being built the Borough Council would specify that a percentage has to be affordable.  Mr. King advised that they would look at buying agricultural land and that the housing is subsidised by a Government grant.  Mr. King concluded that he would like to carry out the survey in mid-November.

Mr. Chinn commented that a lot of shift workers have issues getting backwards and forwards to work as a result of the public transport available and that they also found it very expensive.  Mr. King replied that the provision of public transport does come into consideration and that it would have quite a lot of sustainability.  

It was agreed that Mr. King should forward the Parish Council a copy of the letter and questionnaire and the meeting was advised that so far surveys have been carried out in Marchington, Tatenhill and Tutbury.  
Mr. Gawthorpe asked if there were any criteria for sites and Mr. King replied that they are usually sites close to the village amenities.  Mrs. Toon asked Mr. King what amount of housing he was talking about and he replied usually between 6 and 20 properties, although a village the size of Rolleston would likely to be at the top end of this figure although this depended on the results of the survey.

Mr. Winstone thanked Mr. King for attending and advised that members would discuss this item in further detail during the meeting to agree if they are or are not in favour of supporting the survey.

Development of Neighbourhood Delivery Plans: Mr. Winstone advised that himself and Mr. Morris had attended this meeting and that the room had been sub divided into wards and then officers from the County Council had come and asked what the priorities were and how they could be put right.  

Mr. Winstone advised members that it would be beneficial to take a list of issues and priorities to the next meeting.  Mr. Morris added that they would also be introducing a direct number to social services.
Parish Councils Forum meeting:  Mr. Winstone advised members that he attended this meeting and the topics covered included Playbuilder, speed watch and the neighbourhood delivery plans.
Planning Applications, Validation Requirements:  It was commented on that the Rolleston plan doesn’t seem to be adhered to and Mr. Edwards commented that the letter from ESBC to the VDSG with regards to Kelvingrove, South Hill was diabolical.  Mr. Edwards advised that there are National Statutory requirements and that ESBC are saying that they don’t have to adhere to them.  Mr. Morris replied that the Parish Council were in danger of alienating the planners and are getting on the wrong side of the Borough Council as the goodwill was being lost.  Mr. Chinn commented that there is a 21 day consultation period with planning applications and in some cases the plans are not uploaded for up to 5 days reducing the consultation period.  It was agreed that some members should go and meet with Ms. Roebuck and try to exchange dialogue.  Mr.Winstone, Mr. Chinn, Mr. Toon and Mr. Morris all expressed an interest in attending.  It was agreed to contact Ms. Roebuck and see if she would be comfortable meeting with four members.

Mr. Chinn suggested that some money should be set aside in the precept in the Parish Council were considering extending the paths.  Mr. Winstone proposed that the paths should be left as is and the issue re addressed as a problem occurs.

It was agreed that the football club could only be guaranteed sole use of the pitches they had paid for and that unless Rolleston football club pay and pre book then they don’t take precedence over any other teams or clubs.


Mr. Edwards proposed that a penalty charge should be put on people playing a match with permission.  This proposal was seconded by Mrs. Warren and moved on the majority vote.  Mr. Winstone, Mr. Badcock and Mr. Morris abstained from making a vote.  

Members noted that the football club had already asked for an additional grass cut to take place and Mr. Winstone suggested that the Parish Council should pay for this as a goodwill gesture.
