PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 
Midlands Rural Housing: Mrs. Galloway asked if Mr. King had mentioned the ESBC site allocations documents during the presentation he gave at the October meeting.  The chairman replied that no he hadn’t he had given a presentation on low cost housing.
Tafflands Name Board: Mr. Gawthorpe showed members a proposed sketch for a “Tafflands” name board to be created and sponsored by the Civic Trust and added that they would like the Parish Council to agree to the board being installed within Tafflands. CLERKS REPORT DATED 3RD NOVEMBER 2009

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following applications:-

HO/11780/030/CEH Proposed sun room to side elevation, Stud Farm Cottage, Anslow Lane


Members object to this application on the grounds that different materials are being proposed to those on the existing building and that the proposal is not in keeping.

LB/16550/016/JI Installation of three replacement windows to the front elevation, Barn Farm, Chapel Lane.


Members object to the above application on cosmetic grounds.  A recent application for Tudor Cottage was refused due to the proposed windows and members believe that as Barn Farm is within a more sensitive part of the Conservation Area the application should also be refused.
HO/32521/001/CEH Erection of a single storey side and rear extension, 31 Hall Road.

Members object to the above application.  The proposed development breaks off access to the rear of the property and members are concerned about wheelie bin storage.  Members are also disappointed that the proposals increase the size of the property, but reduce car parking.

 

HO/00333/005/JI, Erection of a first floor front extension, two storey side extension and rear dormer extension (revised scheme), 3a Cross Lane.

 
Members do not object to the proposed application.  However, members object to the plans that were produced as they include conflicting drawings.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS


Members noted the planning decisions.
3. MIDLANDS RURAL HOUSING – LOCAL HOUSING NEEDS SURVEY


Mr. Edwards proposed that this survey was not undertaken with the support of the Parish Council.  Mr. Chinn seconded this proposal and the proposal was moved by the majority vote.  Mr. Morris voted against the proposal and Mr. Badcock abstained from making a vote.  It was agreed to contact Mr. King and advise that the Parish Council cannot support the survey.
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4. DOG CONTROL ORDERS


Tafflands Play Area: Mr. Edwards proposed, Mr. Badcock seconded and it was moved that dogs should be on leads.

The Croft:  Mrs. Warren proposed, Mrs. Carlton seconded and it was moved that dogs should be on leads.

Craythorne Field: Mr. Edwards proposed, Mrs. Warren seconded and it was moved that dogs should be on leads.

Craythorne Woods:  Mr. Edwards proposed, Mr. Fitton seconded and it was moved that dogs should not be on leads.

Jinny Trail: Mr. Edwards proposed and it was moved that dogs should not be on leads.

Elizabeth Avenue Play Area:  It was moved that dogs should be excluded from this area.

Meadow View Play Area:  It was moved that dogs should be excluded from this area.

Elizabeth Avenue Playing Fields: It was moved that dogs should be on leads


A resolution was made that there was no support for the orders to be enforced by ESBC and resolved that the byelaws would need to be amended to suit.
5. BEDDING PLANT / WINTER BULB GRANT
Mr. Edwards proposed, Mr. Badcock seconded and it was unanimously agreed to award £60.00 of the winter bulb planting grant to Rolleston Civic Trust. 
6. SCC – VARIOUS MATTERS (Clerks Report, Item 3)
Village Lengthsman Maps: Members noted that Mr. Edwards had now marked up the maps.
Spread Eagle Fingerpost: Members noted that this would be discussed in part 2 of the clerks report.
Brookside Setts: Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.

Knowles Hill speeding concerns:  Members agreed that we should write again to Mr. Rayson and ask for the results from the speed analysis.

Various Matters: Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report and agreed that we should write again to the owners of Cherry Cottage.
7. ESBC – VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 4)

Brook Hollows:  A meeting was arranged for Monday 16th November at 2.30pm.  Mr. Chinn and 

Mrs. Toon agreed to attend on behalf of the Parish Council.

Planning Applications, Validation Requirements:  It was agreed to meet with the planning department on Monday 23rd November at 2.30pm at the Town Hall.  Mr. Morris, Mr. Chinn, Mr. Winstone and Mr. Toon agreed to attend.  Mr. Edwards read through a list of proposed questions to ask the planning department.  Some other questions to be asked were proposed as: - inconsistency, e.g. hedges, Validation, e.g. scale bars, accuracy of plans.  Mr. Edwards advised that ESBC has to comply with the national statutory requirements for the validation process unless the applicant has submitted a written justification as to why the necessary information has not been given.
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7. ESBC – VARIOUS (continued)

Planning Applications, Validation Requirements (continued):  

Mrs. Galloway advised members that she had spoken with English Heritage as she had noticed that UPVC windows had been installed in the cottage along Brookside which is currently undergoing renovation. Mrs. Galloway added that she had contacted ESBC and had been advised by Jonathan Imber that the applicant had contacted ESBC and advised that they couldn’t afford timber windows so that ESBC had given permission for UPVC to be installed.  Mrs. Galloway advised that English Heritage had advised that they were well aware of the difficulties with there being no Conservation Officer for East Staffordshire.


Mr. Chinn advised that it was also taking up to 5 days for plans to be uploaded onto the ESBC website therefore reducing the consultation period.


Shotwood Close Open Space: The clerk advised that she had received the following communication from Mr. Sherratt, ESBC:-

“I have recently spoken to Bellway and it seems unlikely that the work will progress before the New Year.  I think that staff availability is the issue with labour having been cut back to a min. With there now being a slight upturn, the staff that they do have are currently occupied on contract work. I suppose a job of this nature is likely to be used as a ‘hospital’ job using spare labour not currently occupied elsewhere so will have to fit in around other work”.
Members resolved that they were most concerned to hear that the work has been put on a "back burner"  and agreed that we should contact ESBC and advise that as they understand that the wall is considered unsafe they believe that the work should be carried out as soon as possible and not delayed any further.

8. TREES IN FRONT OF ROLLESTON SERVICE STATION (Clerks Report, Item 4)
Mr. Morris advised that on Saturday 24th October he noticed J.A. Croxall carrying out some tree works at Rolleston Service Station.  Mr. Morris approached Mr. Croxall and Mr. Croxall advised that he had permission in the form of an email from Michael Brown, ESBC to remove the trees.  Members noted that this permission should not have been granted as Rolleston Service Station is within the Conservation Area.  Mr. Morris had contacted ESBC and been advised that the planning officer had looked at the wrong computer and that permission had been given in error.  It was resolved to write to ESBC and express how disappointed we were by the error and request that replacement planting of mature trees is carried out at the expense of ESBC.

9. DONATIONS


Royal British Legion Poppy Appeal: Mrs. Toon proposed, Mr. Morris seconded and it was unanimously agreed to donate £50.00 to the 2009 Poppy Appeal.
Mr. Winstone declared a personal interest in the following item:-

RSPCA: Mr. Edwards proposed, Mr. Chinn seconded and it was unanimously agreed to make a £25.00 donation to the RSPCA.
10. DECK THE HALLS – ADVENT
Mrs. Warren advised that Parish Council that she does not charge for doing the Parish Councils display for the “Deck the Halls” project, but that she would like propose that the Parish Council sponsors a Christmas Tree at a cost of £30.00 to be placed on the path adjacent to the Church and Old Grammar School rooms.  This proposal was unanimously agreed.
11. COUNCILLOR WORKSHOP (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Members resolved that they would like to meet PC Musgrove and that an invitation should be sent via Ms. Lees for him to meet with the Parish Council.  Members agreed that they did not feel monthly meetings would be necessary but maybe quarterly attendance would suffice.  It was agreed to ask PC Musgrove if he could produce a monthly report to go on the village website as it was noted that PC Wood completed a monthly report for Stretton Parish Councils website.
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12. SCOUT CARNIVAL 2010

Members agreed for permission to be given to Rolleston Scout Group to use Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field for car parking for the 2010 carnival.  Members agreed to sponsor one of the prizes with a donation of £100.00.  It was agreed that we should also ask the Scout Group to tone down the flyposting.  
13. 2010/2011 PRECEPT (Clerks Report, Item 8)
The following projects were suggested for consideration when setting the 2010/11 precept:-

Further tarmaccing of Craythorne Car Park, Shelter Elizabeth Avenue, Improvements to Spread Eagle Island, Jinny Trail, Painting of railings from Village Sign (Cornmill lane end) into the village, it was agreed to add this item to the next agenda.  Changing Facilities/Toilets for Tafflands/Craythorne.  Refreshments for Parish Council meetings.
14. FLYPOSTING


It was agreed that we should write to The Lawns and advise that unless the sign is removed from the bridge on a permanent basis then we will pass the matter to ESBC Enforcements Department.

15. CRAYTHORNE WOODS & TAFFLANDS (Clerks Report, Item 9)
Burton Conservation Volunteers:  Mr. Morris proposed and members voted in favour of Burton Conservation Volunteers coming to spend a day in the woods to carry out thinning of trees that are not doing anything and crown raising of trees that run adjacent to the paths.

Mr. Deacon: Mr. Edwards proposed that Mr. Deacon be employed to look after Tafflands and the picnic area for 2 ½ hours per week which equates to £1950.00 per annum.  Members agreed that this contract should run until April 2011.  Mr. Morris seconded the proposal and it was moved.  
Tafflands Sign:  Members unanimously agreed that they supported the provision of a Tafflands Sign as proposed by Mr. Gawthorpe during the public questions and petitions sections of the meeting.

Anti-Social Behaviour:  Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.
It was agreed to suspend standing orders at 9.30pm.

RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 10)
Shelter, Elizabeth Avenue:  Mr. Edwards proposed that quotations should be sought for a metal shelter with Perspex sides as this would be more in keeping with the existing play area.  Members unanimously agreed that quotations should be sought for the next meeting.
Outdoor Exercise Equipment:   Mr. Morris had no update with regards to this item.
Basketball Wall:  Mr. Winstone had no update with regards to this item.
Request for us of Craythorne Football Pitches:  It was agreed that permission would be granted for use of the pitches on the provision that proof of insurance was presented to the clerk prior to use.

62. CLERKS REPORT DATED 3RD NOVEMBER 2009
24. QUOTATIONS FOR FINGERPOST RESTORATION

The Clerk advised that she had contacted Fitzpatrick Woolmer with regards to providing a quotation but that they had advised that they did not undertake restoration work and that she had also contacted Broxap and that she had received communication from them advising that they did not wish to participate in the quotation process.
Mr. Edwards proposed, Mr. Morris seconded and it was unanimously agreed to proceed with the following quotation which was provided by Signpost Restoration in 2008 and which they have agreed to honour:- 

“The post is identical in style to that restored for the parish council last year but has a slightly different collar arrangement which you will see from the casting diagram.  I have included for a new spigot (central core) as I have found that all of this style of post have a steel spigot which is badly corroded and too weak to provide lasting service. The new spigot will be cast iron like all other components”.
“To: Dismantle all components, grit blast post, remove to workshop all other components and grit blast as required.  Manufacture 2 no. new castings, to replicate missing finger/collar assembly, and one new spigot (assuming existing is defective), in cast iron, drill and tap and fit new stainless steel fixing screws where necessary, repaint all components with primer, 2 base coats and 3 coats of anti-corrosion paint to traditional black and white colour scheme for Staffordshire finger posts, erection of fully restored components. £2,759.68 + vat
