MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

The minutes of the previous meeting were signed as a true record subject to the following amendment:-

67. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER
Mr. Fraser did not attend the meeting.

68. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mr. Morris advised that he had attended a briefing meeting and that he had been advised that the planning department is to be reorganised as it is overstaffed and the income to cost ratio is out of balance.  Mr. Morris went on to advise that the Government has said that there should be a light touch approach on simple allocations and that most of the planners work will be spent on place shaping projects.  Mr. Morris reported that the planning department would be reduced from 24.2 to 13.8 members of staff.  Mr. Morris also explained that the planning department would also be starting to charge for advice and pre-application meetings.

CLERKS REPORT DATED 9TH DECEMBER 2009
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following applications:-

TN/07183/007/JI Reduction in height by 50% of 6 Lawson Cypress Trees, Woodlands, 7 Church Road.

Members strongly object to this application.  Members consider this to be a very poor application which fails to come up to requirement.  Members strongly object as the trees cannot be identified from the plans submitted and believe that the removal of the trees will be detrimental on the rural setting of the village.  Members would like to request that the application is not processed until the additional information is submitted to support the application.
HO/32532/001/JI Erection of a 0.4metre high boundary wall, 1 Alders Reach.

Members have no objections in principal to this application.

 

Members were concerned to hear that the reason behind the application was that the "applicant"  only has a 4.4m drive length to the garage doors and would like to enquire as to if the necessary inspections have been carried out ensuring that the development was built to plan.

HO/01730/008/JI Erection of a detached double garage, widening of existing access and erection of front boundary wall and gates, Smallholding, Tutbury Road, Burton upon Trent.

Members object to this application.  Members believe that the development would be detrimental to the rural scene and would like to see the garage situated at the rear of the property.  Members do not believe that the proposals are sympathetic with the adjoining property and were disappointed that the plans do not show the adjoining house and wall.
2. PLANNING DECISIONS

Members noted the planning decisions.

3. SCC – VARIOUS MATTERS (Clerks report, Item 3)
 Finger Post by Spread Eagle:  Members agreed to accept the £500.00 contribution offered by SCC.  Mr. Morris advised that he would also be able to submit an application for a grant towards the project as Borough Councillors were able to bid for any money left over through the WASP scheme.  The clerk advised that she had contacted Councillor Fraser to see if he had any grant money available through the Community Initiative fund but that to date she had received no response. 

Cherry Cottage, School Lane: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Village Lengthsman Map: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
 Knowles Hill Speeding Concerns: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Brookside Setts:  Members agreed that we should write to Mr. Griffiths and advise that it is the setts at the top end rather than the bottom end of Brookside that need replacing. 

Marston Lane passing points:  It was agreed to chase this matter with SCC as they had previously agreed to the formation of some passing points along Marston Lane.  Mr. Edwards showed members a photograph of some tarmaccing that had been carried out in Marston Lane to fill the pot holes.

Various Matters: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and it was agreed to chase 

Mr. Rayson again with regards to the state of Church Road.
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4. ESBC – VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 4)
Brook Hollows:  Members noted the details of the Brook Hollows action plan and it was agreed that we would have to wait and see if the deadlines proposed where adhered to.

Planning Applications, Validation Requirements:  Mr. Winstone made a report on the meeting that had taken place with Ms. Roebuck, ESBC.  Mr. Morris added that the planning officers were open to the Parish Council going in to discuss contentious applications with them and suggested that if the Parish Council had particular objections to an application then they should phone and speak with the planners.  Mr. Morris also added that if the Parish Council were aware of any proposed developments in the pipeline then that was a good time to speak to the planners as that is the time to get things amended. 
The Chairman proposed that we write to Ms. Roebuck and thank her for meeting with us and advise that the Parish Council are particularly interested in applications within the Conservation Area and would like these applications to be given specialist attention.   
Mr. Toon added that he was concerned about the proposed cut backs within the planning department and it was agreed to write to the Chief Executive and raise our concerns.  
Mr. Morris proposed and it was moved that we write to ESBC and advise that we would like to withdraw permitted development rights within the Conservation Area.
The Lawns:  Mr. Morris advised that Mr. Edwards had raised concerns with regards to the proposed drainage for this application and that the planning department were looking into the matter.

Church Road Wall:  Mr. Morris advised that the homeowner has been advised to cease work on the wall.

Orchard Barn:  Mr. Morris advised that the decision had been deferred with regards to this application.

Shotwood Close Open Space:  It was agreed that we should chase this matter again with the Enforcements Department and advise that it is completely out of order that a 106 agreement has still not been put into affect despite it being eight years since the developers left site.

Trees in front of Rolleston Service Station: It was agreed that the Parish Council should write to Rolleston Service Station and ask if they would be prepared to have some trees replanted on site at the expense of ESBC.
5. NEIGHBOURHOOD PRIORITIES DOCUMENT
Members were issued with a copy of the updated version of the Neighbourhood priorities document and it was discussed that this was a working document and Ms. Lees should be a useful resource.  Mr. Edwards advised that there were several inaccuracies with the document, e.g. the Doctors Surgery, Speed watch and the need to identify a venue in Rolleston for Youth provision.  It was agreed to submit the updates to Ms. Lees.
The Clerk advised that Ms. Lees had requested to attend the January meeting to discuss a mini project with the Parish Council that she would like to bring to the village.  Members agreed that they would be happy for Miss. Lees to attend the meeting and it was agreed that the meeting should commence at 7.15pm.
The clerk read the following email which had been received from Rebecca Lees, Neighbourhood co coordinator, ESBC: -  “PC Musgrove is not on shift to allow him to attend the Parish Council meeting on Monday however he and PCSO Hardware have agreed to provide the Parish with a monthly update. As they are responsible for several Parish’s they plan to send the information through to me and I will pop it in a similar format to the one used by PC Wood in Stretton and forward it to the Parish for information”.

“Obviously the timescales for an update to be provided for Monday’s meeting is unrealistic as PC Musgrove is on rest days however I will ensure that a December update is provided for your January meeting. I have also given the details of the meeting to PC Musgrove and he will let me know if either he or PCSO Hardware is able to attend”.
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5. NEIGHBOURHOOD PRIORITIES DOCUMENT (continued)
The Clerk advised that Ms. Lees had also sent correspondence asking if the Parish Council would like to set up a Community Speedwatch within the village. It was resolved that members were not interested in resurrecting the speed watch scheme.
6. PLANNING DECISIONS MADE OUT OF MEETINGS
The way in which planning applications were commented on when they required comment between Parish Council meetings was discussed and it was resolved that Standing Order 1A caters for the situation but that it has never been adhered to.  It was resolved that the planning applications committee should therefore meet on the fourth Monday of every month to comment on applications that required comment prior to the next meeting.

Mr. Morris asked that an item with regards to electronic communications is added to the next agenda for discussion. (Clerks Report, Item 5)
7. ESBC, EMERGENCY PROCEDURES RE INVASION OF TRAVELERS
Members agreed that Ms. Realff should be invited to attend the February Parish Council meeting and that the meeting should commence at 7.15pm.

8. 2010/2011 PRECEPT (Clerks Report, Item 15)
Mr. Winstone proposed, Mr. Fitton seconded and it was moved not to increase the precept for the 2009/10 financial year and for it to remain at £43,450.00. 
9. CRAYTHORNE WOODS & TAFFLANDS

Burton Conservation Volunteers: Members agreed for Burton Conservation to carry out some work in the woods at a cost of £210.00.
Wildplay: Members agreed to allow Staffs Wildlife to use Craythorne Woods as a venue for their February Wildplay session.
10.
RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 6)
Shelter, Elizabeth Avenue playing field:  Mr. Toon proposed, Mr. Chinn seconded and it was moved to purchase and install a Perspex shelter for Elizabeth Avenue playing field.
Outdoor Exercise Equipment:   Mr. Morris advised that this item had not progressed.
Basketball Wall:  Mr. Winstone advised that he did not believe that this will occur now as he does not feel that a wall would be appropriate.
Graffiti, Elizabeth Avenue Play Area: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.  Members noted that the replaced railings would need painting.  
Request for goal nets, Elizabeth Avenue Playing Fields:  Mr. Winstone proposed and it was moved that nets be purchased for the Elizabeth Avenue goal posts.
ROSPA: Checklists and risk assessments:  It was agreed to contact ROSPA and request our money back for the checklists and risk assessments as we have still not received them.
Rules of use Craythorne Field: It was agreed to purchase a notice board at an approximate cost of £320.00 + V.A.T and noted that installation would be likely to cost around £100.00.
Access to Craythorne Field:  The provision of kissing gates was discussed and concluded that these also excluded wheelchair and buggy access.  Members noted that there was already access onto the field via a stile.  Members noted that the football club do also hold a key for the main gate onto the field.
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10.
RECREATIONAL (continued) (Clerks Report, Item 6)
Rolleston Football Club:  It was agreed to invoice the football club as they had not yet paid any match fees.  The Clerk advised that Mr. Gould had provided a quotation of £45.00 for just a cut of a football pitch.  It was agreed to advise them that the Parish Council cannot fulfil any further grass cutting requests until match fees are settled.
Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field:  The clerk advised that Mr. Gould had contacted her and advised that there had been an increase in smashed glass on the playing field and that although he always attempted to remove it all he was concerned that due to the length of the grass there was some glass that was not visible.  The Clerk advised that Mr. Gould had already carried out an additional cut of the field and that if the Parish Council wanted another cut it would be £70.00.  Members agreed that another cut should be carried out on the grounds of Health & Safety.  
11.
OUTDOOR VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 7)
Environmental & Mowing Officer: It was agreed that an Environmental & Highways meeting should be held prior to the Village Liaison meeting on 25th January.  It was agreed that the quotations for tender should be reviewed at this time and that the new contracts should be amended to reflect the grass cutting requirements.
Bridge adjacent to Brookhouse Hotel:  It was agreed to contact Mr. Griffiths, SCC and ask him to look at the replacement of the missing brick when he looked at the setts along Brookside.
Landscaping, adjacent to Spread Eagle Island:  It was agreed that the proposals should be discussed in greater detail by the sub committee.
Mulberry Tree, The Croft: It was agreed that Mr. Badcock should contact Bluebell Nurseries and ask for a general view on what type of tree would be suitable to plant on The Croft.  
12.
SUSPENSION OF STANDING ORDERS (Clerks Report, Item 8)
Members agreed that Standing Order 73 should remain so that the principal of finishing a meeting within 2 hours was in place.

Mr. Fitton proposed, Mr. Edwards seconded and it was moved that Standing Order 6 should read as follows:-

YOUTH REPRESENTATIVES (Clerks Report, Item 9)
It was agreed that a notice should be put in the notice boards and Rollestonian advising that we are still looking for two youth representatives.

14. DONATION TO BLUE CROSS CENTRE
Mr. Chinn proposed, Mr. Morris seconded and it was moved to donate £100.00 to the Blue Cross Centre as a thank you for their contribution of top soil to the playbuilder project.
15. BYELAWS CHANGE (Clerks Report, Item 10)
The clerk advised that the byelaws dated 2002 already stated that Dogs should be on leads on The Croft, so Tafflands Play Area would be the only amendment to the Byelaws.
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16. JINNY NATURE TRAIL
Mr. Morris clarified that the support of the Parish Council was being sought in order to set up a working group to investigate putting signs up about what the station was.  Mr. Morris advised that they would like to put a notice up saying that the investigations are supported by the Parish Council and that leaflets would be sold at £1.00 each to raise funds.  Mr. Morris added that the group would be a formal group with Chairman, treasurer and committee and that they would also have a bank account.  Mr. Morris advised that the vision is to have between 1 and 3 information boards erected along the trail.  Mr. Morris proposed that a working party be allowed to set up, Mr. Badcock seconded the proposal and it was moved to allow a group to be formed.
