Three members of the public, Councillor Fraser, Rebecca Lees, ESBC, a representative from the Burton Mail and PCSO’s Hardware, Black and Fellows were in attendance.
71.
PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 

There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.

PCSO Hardware introduced herself along with PCSO’s Black and Fellows to the meeting.  She explained that PC Musgrove had taken over from PC Lear in September 2009 and she passed members a copy of a newsletter which provided contact details for the Neighbourhood Policing team.  PCSO Hardware explained that they had been very proactive in December and had completed a leaflet drop and door knocking targeted areas following a spate of thefts from vehicles and outbuildings. She also advised that two police surgeries were being held in January and that a surgery would also be held prior to the March Neighbourhood Watch meeting.  PCSO Hardware explained that the role of the PCSO’s is to offer reassurance and advice including advice on crime prevention.  PCSO Hardware advised that there were always police officers available to come into the village in the absence of PC Musgrove.
The Chairman thanked PCSO’s Hardware, Black and Fellows for attending the meeting and extended an invitation for them to attend the forthcoming Village Liaison meeting.

75. REBECCA LEES, ESBC
Miss. Lees provided members with an update on Brook Hollows, advising that the work on the bridges had been completed and advised that the document was very much work in progress.

Miss. Lees advised members that she would like to hold a small educational event in Brook Hollows on Saturday 5th June, hopefully involving the Scouts, Beavers, Guides, Brownies and other local groups.  She asked for the support of the Parish Council and advised the event would include activities such as bird box building and mini beast activities.  Members offered Miss. Lees their full support for the event and it was agreed that the clerk would forward Miss. Lees a list of contacts.
76. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER
Mr. Fraser advised members that SCC had appointed a new Chief Executive.  
Mr. Edwards passed Mr. Fraser a photograph of some tarmaccing work that had taken place on Marston Lane and asked Mr. Fraser to investigate as to why money and time was being wasted on tarmaccing the verges.

Mr. Fraser was asked to press SCC as to when Church Road was likely to be resurfaced.

Mr. Morris advised that he had been called to an incident on 27th December where a lady had slipped on the ice at the bottom of The Lawns and asked if SCC could supply some grit bins.  Some dialogue took place with regards to the legalities of providing grit but was concluded that Mr. Fraser would raise the question with SCC.
Mr. Edwards advised the meeting that he witnessed someone taking grit out of a grit bin on Anslow Lane and that he had reported the van registration number along with the incident details to SCC.  Mr. Edwards advised that he had spoken to the police but they had advised that it would not become a police matter until SCC reported the theft to them.  It was agreed that Mr. Edwards would pass the reference number to Mr. Fraser and that Mr. Fraser would take the matter up.

Clarence:  The following items were reported to be forwarded to Clarence:  Large pot hole, Anslow Lane, Lamp Post down on Anslow Lane, Large pot hole on Beacon Road, Two drains that have been tarmacced over on Marston Lane.

Community Gangs:  Mr. Edwards asked Miss. Lees if the Community Gangs were still in operation and she advised that they were and that they were due to visit Rolleston towards the end of March.  Mr. Edwards asked if Footpath 1 could be sorted out by the gang and Mr. Chinn suggested that another project could be them sorting out the footpath from the entrance from Shotwood Close to the Cemetery as it is very narrow and only 1ft wide in places.

Brook Hollows:  Members had already discussed this item under the report of Miss. Lees, ESBC.
Shotwood Close Open Space:  Members agreed that the response was not good enough and it was concluded that ESBC should be pursuing this item under judicial means.  
Trees in front of Rolleston Service Station:  Members noted that no response had been received and it was agreed that Mr. Badcock could go and speak to the owners with regards to the matter.

Neighbourhood Priorities Document:  Miss. Lees advised that she had updated the document following the last Parish Council meeting.  Mr. Edwards advised that the Parish Councils priority is the speeding on Knowles Hill.  Miss. Lees agreed to speak to Mr. Rayson with regards to the matter.  It was also suggested that Miss. Lees could take up the matter of the Double Yellow Lines request for Dovecliff Road.

It was agreed to contact Hilton Parish Council as they had recently been in contact with BT following pressure from residents.
