CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

It was necessary to comment on the following applications prior to this meeting.  A planning applications committee meeting was held on Monday 22nd February and the following comments were submitted:-

P/2010/00061/JI Erection of a smoking shelter, Rolleston Club

Members have no objections to the provision of a smoking shelter.  Members object to the proposed location as the proposed shelter will sit adjacent to a Grade 2 listed building.

Members are concerned with the water run off which must go to a soak away.

3. DOG CONTROL ORDERS CONSULTATION
No further correspondence has been received from ESBC with regards to this matter.

4. AMENDMENT TO THE PARISH COUNCIL BYELAWS

The clerk contacted DEFRA with regards to making an additional Byelaw to cover Tafflands Play Area.  DEFRA responded suggesting that the Parish Council liaises with the Local Authority with regards to Dog Control Orders.  In addition, DEFRA have issued a publication on Dog Control Orders, Guidance on sections 55 to 67 of the Clean Neighbourhoods and Environment Act 2005.  Paragraph 23 Other Byelaw-making Powers states the following: - “Other Byelaw-making Powers. Powers to make byelaws affecting dogs can continue to be used but only in relation to offences that cannot be prescribed in a Dog Control Order.

5. SCC – VARIOUS MATTERS
Double yellow lines, Dovecliffe Road:  The Clerk has written to Mr. Rayson and copied in Miss. Lees and Mr. Fraser.   
Cornmill Lane/Church Lane railings:  The Clerk has written to Mr. Rayson and asked for clarification that the railings will be refurbished prior to the Neighbourhood Gangs visiting the village. 

Grit Bins:  The Clerk has written to Mr. Duckitt, ESBC and asked for clarification on the legal position of gritting the footway.  To date no response has been received.
Cherry Cottage, School Lane:  No further information has been received with regards to this item. 

Knowles Hill: The clerk has written again to Mr. Rayson stating that the survey indicates that there constant speeding is taking place along Knowles Hill and has asked for proposals on traffic calming solutions.  The clerk has also written to PC Musgrove advising of the results from the survey and asking for some enforcement to take place. 
Brookside Setts: No further information has been received with regards to this item.
Church Road: No further information has been received with regards to this item.
Marston Lane Passing Points: No further information has been received with regards to this item.
Brookside Bridge No further information has been received with regards to this item.
Safer Routes to School crossing: The clerk has contacted Mr. Rayson with regards to this item and has been advised that the issues sits on Councillor Frasers Divisional Highway Programme and that he will be meeting with Councillor Fraser on the 29th March, where this will be raised as a discussion item.
Footpath from Jinny Nature Trail to Walford Road: The clerk has reported this issue through, SCC Rights of Way Department.  
Staffordshire Freight Strategy, Parish Council Questionnaire:  Attached for members is a copy of a questionnaire that has been received for completion.  A copy of the Local Transport Plan News is also attached.
Quarrying:  Attached for members information is a letter from SCC re Quarrying.  

Potholes:  Attached for members information is a letter from SCC re Potholes following the poor weather.

Community Paths Initiative:  SCC are inviting bids for 2010/2011 for projects to improve the local rights of way network.  The deadline for bids is 30th April 2010.

ESBC – VARIOUS
Community Gangs: The suggested items for completion by the Community Gangs when visiting Rolleston have been forwarded to Miss. Lees.
Brook Hollows:  The clerk has been approached to see if members of the Parish Council would be happy for the Brook Hollows Action plan to be included in the next edition of the Rollestonian (June).  The clerk has confirmed with Ms. Lees that she is happy for the document to be published as she produced the plan.
Wild about Brook Hollows Event:  Attached for members is a copy of the details of the proposed event.  Miss. Lees will run through the details at this meeting.
Shotwood Close Open Space: The following update has been received from Mr. Sherratt, ESBC dated 19th February 2010:- “thought the PC may appreciate an update on the Church Road/Shotwood Close, wall situation. At long last I am expecting to have a meeting in the next couple of weeks with Bellway and a contractor to discuss getting the work to the wall done. It is hoped that the work should be completed by the end of March. As soon as I know more I will be in touch”
The clerk has replied to thank Mr. Sherratt for the update and to advise that following the Parish Council meeting held on Monday 8th February it was agreed to contact the Enforcement Department again with regards to the matter.  The Clerk advised Mr. Sherratt and Miss. Downes that the Parish Council is most dissatisfied with this issue and the time it is taking to resolve.  The clerk re-iterated that it is now nine years since the developers left site and the Parish Council have still not been passed the £10,000.00 payable through the 106 Agreement.  The clerk also advised that Members of the Parish Council understand that a formal complaint is likely to be submitted to ESBC and expressed that they fully support it. 
Trees in front of Rolleston Service Station: Following the last Parish Council meeting the Clerk contacted Ms. Roebuck to see if the Borough Council would be willing to finance the cost of a horse chestnut tree at £112.00 to be planted in Craythorne Woods.  This would be in addition to the smaller one that the Parish Council agreed to finance at the last meeting.  Ms. Roebuck has replied as follows: - “The Parish Council's suggestion seems reasonable if there are no other suitable sites within the village itself. I will consult with colleagues and get back to you as soon as possible given the impending end of the planting season.
14/16 Burnside:  A copy of a letter sent by Rolleston Civic Trust, to SCC Heritage Champion, English Heritage and ESBC has been received. 

Neighbourhood Priorities Document:  Members are asked to consider if they have any additional items to be added to this plan.
Recycling Incentive Scheme:  A BACS payment of £24.00 has been received for tonnage recycled in the area during April 2009 – September 2009.  Members are asked to confirm if they wish to donate this to the Methodist Chapel.  The previous payment was made to St Marys Church.

ESBC Standards Committee: A position has arisen on the East Staffordshire Borough Council Standards Committee for a Parish Council Representative.  The position would involve attendance at meetings at the Town Hall, in addition to attending training sessions on ethical standards issues.  Nominations need to be submitted by 31st March and if you would like further information on the vacancy, please contact either David Duckitt (Monitoring Officer) or Andrea Costley, Senior Democratic Services Officer.

RECREATIONAL 
Elizabeth Avenue:  Two complaints have been received via ESBC with regards to smashed glass on the play area.  On both occasions Mr. Gould was advised and the rubbish and glass removed.  On the second occasion 3 and a half bags of rubbish was recovered which included bottles, cans, two syringes and lots of smashed glass.  The Clerk has contacted PCSO Hardware who has advised that they will keep an eye out.  In addition PCSO Hardware has asked that we advise residents that if they have any problems with youths on the park, drinking etc to ring in to the Police on the Non-Emergency telephone number 0300 123 44 55 as there is a dedicated ASB car on most evenings, where by the officers responded to the ASB complaints coming in on the same evening.
Elizabeth Avenue Shelter:  This has now been installed.
Outdoor Exercise Equipment/ Trim Trail:  Your Chairman may wish to make a report on this item.   
Rolleston Football Club:  The clerk has contacted the football club to remind them that fees are payable for matches played in February.
A complaint has been received that a large amount of drinks bottles and cans are being left behind the goals on Craythorne Field after matches/training has taken place.

YOUTH REPRESENTATIVES  & YOUTH WORKER PROVISION IN ROLLESTON
Youth Representatives:  Mr. Badcock has submitted his apologies for this meeting so it is understood that he will provide an update at the April meeting.
Youth Work in Rolleston: The following correspondence was sent to members from Mr. Badcock via email:- 
“On Monday 15 February I had a very useful meeting with: Di Needham  (Staffordshire Youth and Community Service), Deb Bacon    (De Ferrers Community and Learning Partnership) 

Rebecca Lees   (Neighbourhood Working, East Staffordshire Borough Council)”

YOUTH REPRESENTATIVES  & YOUTH WORKER PROVISION IN ROLLESTON (continued)
“The following developments are already taking place: 

  

“A Youth Club will open on Saturday 21 February for the 13-19 age group in the Rolleston Club.  The Youth and Community Service have been working for some time with a group of Rolleston young people that they have met during their outreach work in Stretton.  These young people are keen to have a Youth Club in Rolleston.  They have met with the committee of the Rolleston Club, made posters advertising the Youth Club and given out flyers”.  

  

“For equipment/activities they will use a Wii game (Councillor Fraser has given money for a flat screen TV), the Youth and Community Service will provide craft type activities and do teambuilding work etc.  In addition, the Youth Service is organising trips to “The Works” in Sheffield to do indoor rock climbing and other  activities, and to Tamworth for ice skating”. 

  

“They have no storage facilities at present, but the Rolleston Club has indicated that they could use a garage if they could find the money to replace an asbestos roof.  Two qualified youth workers are going to run the group.  Their funding ends on 31 March.  From 1 April the Youth Service could provide one youth worker, provided money is found to provide the other one.  This is how the new funding pot works, 50%-50% match funding.  Di Needham (Youth Service) is going to ask Heidi if she can come to the next Parish Council meeting on 8 March to ask the Parish Council to consider giving a grant to the Youth and Community Service of between £1,500 and £2,000 so that they can provide a second youth worker for a year (52 weeks) and trigger the funding for the first one..  She cannot be more precise on the amount required until an appointment is made as the actual amount of funding required will depend on the qualifications of whoever is appointed. If the existing workers continue, as they are qualified, £2,000 will be required”. 

  

“If this is agreed and the Youth Club continues throughout the rest of 2010 and into 2011, then there are a number of funding sources available to the young people.  These include “Youth Bank”, “Consolidated Charities” and “Burton Breweries Charitable Trust”.  If all goes well, the young people supported by their youth workers will apply for additional funding for equipment, etc for the Club. At all times the club will be run in accordance with established and approved Youth and Community Policies e.g. health and safety”. 

  
“Please remember that youth provision is NOT a statutory service.  The County Council does not have to provide any youth provision by law.  In fact, I am hearing rumours that Youth Service provision may be contracted out over the next few years!! There is also a possibility of a Club for 8-13 year olds in the Church hall.  Rebecca Lees is going to arrange a meeting with the Rev Ian Whitehead to discuss the way forward.  Deb Bacon (De Ferrers Community and Learning Partnership) thinks she can provide some funding and the Youth Service are prepared to offer basic training, if necessary, to any worker appointed”. 

  

“All in all – very positive, Yes, not straightforward, and hurdles to be overcome, but certainly a step in the right direction. I hope that you all will feel that you can welcome Di to the meeting on the 8th, and support her attempts to get some youth provision going in the village.” 

Subsequent email dialogue took place between members and it was suggested that a meeting separate from a Parish Council meeting with Ms. Needham would be beneficial.  Members are asked to consider a meeting to be held on Monday 22nd March so that the matter can be discussed in greater detail at the April Parish Council meeting.

THE CROFT – RECTIFICATION OF TITLE 
Rectification of title: The clerk has written to the Almshouse Trustees advising that in principal the Parish Council have no objections to the statement proposed for Draft at the last Parish Council meeting. 

Registration of open space as a Village Green: Mr. Gillott, Solicitor (Highways and DS), SCC has advised that the Parish Councils  application will be heard before the Countryside and Rights of Way Panel on 16 March 2010.  Mr. Gillott has apologized for the delay in processing the application which was submitted to SCC in April 2008.

Changing facilities for Tafflands/Craythorne:  Members were issued with a report compiled by 

Mr. Badcock at the last meeting.
13.
MIDLANDS RURAL HOUSING – HOUSING NEEDS SURVEY
Members were forwarded a copy of the survey sent to the clerk on 16th February 2010.  The report indicated that the Parish Council supported the survey by stating on Page 1 that it was carried out in partnership with East Staffordshire Borough Council, Trent & Dove Housing, and Rolleston on Dove Parish Council.  
On page 18 under section 12. Acknowledgements the following statement was included:-

“Midlands Rural Housing would like to thank Mr. J. Winstone, Chair of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council and Heidi Light, Clerk to Rolleston on Dove Parish Council, for their time and help in carrying out this Housing Needs Survey”.
The clerk, Mr. Winstone and Mr. Chinn contacted Midland Rural Housing and asked for both the partnership statement and the acknowledgements to be removed from the report as it was felt that the acknowledgements gave more credibility to the report.  The clerk liaised with Ms. Alison Clamp, Area Manager, Midland Rural Housing.  The report has subsequently been amended with the references to Rolleston on Dove Parish Council being removed.  Ms. Clamp advised that the report had only been circulated to East Staffs, the parish council and Trent and Dove Housing for initial comment and that it had not been widely published.  Ms. Clamp advised that she would make Trent and Dove aware of the amendment and the Parish Council's viewpoint.  The clerk has been copied into the amended report sent by Ms. Clamp to Steve Payne, ESBC.  
The following email was sent by Mr. King dated 1st March 2010:- 

“I gather there was a bit of unrest about my acknowledgement to the Parish Council in my report. Many apologies if it caused any offence, it wasn't meant to imply the PC's support of the survey, but merely acknowledge that we had consulted. I trust the amended report is satisfactory, but let me know if there are any other concerns. I would prefer to work through yourself and the Chairman rather than individual Councillors, then I can be sure I am getting the Parish Council's view”.

 

“I understand the Parish Council's stance on supporting further housing development in the parish and can see that this subject may cause some conflict. I will be happy to attend a future meeting to talk to the Council again. I look forward to hearing from you”.

PARISH COUNCIL VACANCY

A notice of Vacancy is on display in the noticeboard.  The Parish Council will be notified after 11th March whether there will be an election or whether the Parish Council may co-opt to fill the vacancy.  Members are advised that to date one person has shown an interest in becoming a Parish Councillor.  The lady lives just outside of the village and the clerk has confirmed with ESBC that it is not necessary to live within the Parish to become a Parish Councillor but within a 3 mile radius.

ROLLESTONIAN OF THE YEAR – FOR INFORMATION

An article has been placed in the Rollestonian with regards to this, and notices have also been placed in the village notice board.

BURTON CONSERVATION VOLUNTEERS – FOR INFORMATION
A clean up will be held in Craythorne Woods on Sunday 21st March from 10.30am until 4pm led by Burton Conservation Volunteers. Notices have been placed in both the Village notice boards and an article has been placed in the next edition of the Rollestonian.  Mr. Oates has confirmed that the cost of the work day is broken down as follows:-
“Your £210 will get you a core group of volunteers (we usually average over 10 volunteers inc. first aiders and first aid kits) with plenty of tools, a £5,000,000.00 public liability cover for all people taking part in the event, not just BCV members, a written tool talk and safety plan based on a written risk assessment and a written task report summarising the work day.  You also get an experienced volunteer leader (that’s me) and organisations like Staffordshire Wildlife Trust value the leader alone at £250.00 per day.”

Mr. Oates has also advised that if the Parish Council would like to have a site meeting beforehand to discuss specific jobs then he would be happy to attend.
