MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

The minutes of the previous meeting were signed as a true record.


93. Miss. LEES,  ESBC, WILD ABOUT BROOK HOLLOWS EVENT
Miss. Lees gave members an overview of the forthcoming Wild About Brook Hollows Event and it was clarified that the event was open to all ages with various activities on offer that would be suitable for all. 

94. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR FRASER
Councillor Fraser did not attend the meeting.

REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Council Tax:  Mr. Morris reported that ESBC had agreed to hold the current rates for the forthcoming financial year.

WASP money:  Mr. Morris advised that the WASP money had been reduced to £1,000.00 per Borough Councillor and that this would be a loss to the village as he secured over £4,000.00 in WASP grants in the 2009/10 financial year. Mr. Edwards replied that an article in the Burton Mail indicated that over £40,000.00 would be available to be bid for by Parish Councils and the Public.

Item 84, Page 72:  The clerk advised that no correspondence had been received from Ms. Realff and it was agreed that this should be followed up. (Clerks Report, Item 5)

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING (continued)
88:1: P/2010/000102/JPM Erection of a two storey side extension, 30 Station Road. The clerk advised that amended plans had been submitted for this application and that as per the Parish Councils response to the original consultation, the extension is now flush with the existing dwelling in terms of front of the extension and the ridge line, and the applicant has also advised that they will paint the extension to match the existing dwelling.

88:7:  Mr. Edwards advised that the steel run backs had now been fitted.


88:7:  Mr. Edwards advised that the posts had now been installed and that a key for the gate had been requested from the football club for emergency use, but not yet received.


88:12: The clerk advised that the Fountains School Duck race had been confirmed as Sunday 25th April and advised that permission had been sought for an advertising banner to be placed by the Brook.  Members agreed that the banner could be erected for the day of the event only.

88:18: It was agreed that Mr. Gould should be asked to cut back the hedge.



97. CLERKS REPORT DATED 3RD MARCH 2010
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS 

Members commented on the following applications:
P/2010/00203/CEH Felling of 3 sycamore and 2 silver birch trees, Land Opposite Norwood Cottage, Hall Grounds.

Members would like this application to be considered by the tree officer.  Members have strong reservations about the trees with the TPO's being removed.  Members would like it to be ensured that any loss of tree is compensated with replacement planting.

P/2010/00210/CEH Raise crown of 1 sycamore and prune 1 sycamore (TPO.No.1), Land Opposite Norwood Cottage, Hall Grounds.

Members would like this application to be considered by the tree officer.  Members have strong reservations about the trees with the TPO's being removed.  Members would like it to be ensured that any loss of tree is compensated with replacement planting.
P/2010/00230/JI Internal alterations to existing staircase and installation of a new staircase to attic, 5 Bladons Yard.

Members had no comment to make on the above application
P/2010/00264/CEH Erection of a rear conservatory, 106 The Lawns. 
Members understand that the property will have been doubled in size since it was originally built.
The Clerk advised members that she had been contacted by Mrs. Allsop who was concerned that not enough consideration was being given to planning application for Orchard Barn, School Lane and that Mrs. Allsop had also raised concerns about Mr. Imber, ESBC who she considered to be a relatively inexperienced Planning Officer. 

Mr. Morris advised members that the application will be considered by Jon Imber, Joanne Roebuck and Tim Furnell and that ESBC were waiting to hold a meeting with the Environment Agency.  Mr. Morris advised that the applicants had submitted a report from a “drainage consultant” but that he had challenged the report. 
Mr. Edwards advised that the Parish Council had recently objected to a wall being built on Chapel Lane, but that the application had been subsequently approved by ESBC.  Mr. Edwards advised members that a fence has now been installed.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should write to ESBC and Mr. Morris also agreed to follow up this matter. (Clerks Report, Item 2)
2. PLANNING DECISIONS

Members noted the planning decisions.

97. CLERKS REPORT DATED 3RD MARCH 2010 (continued)
3. DOG CONTROL ORDERS CONSULTATION (Clerks Report, Item 3)
No further discussion took place with regards to this item.
4. AMENDMENT TO THE PARISH COUNCIL BYELAWS

Members noted the difficulty with trying to amend the current byelaws due to the introduction of Dog Control Orders.  It was agreed that we should write to Janet Dean MP and express dissatisfaction that we were being stopped from putting byelaws on our own land.

5. SCC – VARIOUS MATTERS (Clerks Report, Item 4)
Double yellow lines, Dovecliffe Road: It was agreed to chase this matter again and to put pressure on our County Councillor to help resolve this issue.  Miss. Lees advised that the work plans should be on the SCC website by the end of April.
Cornmill Lane/Church Lane railings: Miss. Lees advised that work had started on the refurbishment of the railings.
Grit Bins: Mr. Morris advised that he had spoken with ESBC and they had advised that the Parish Council should speak to the County Council solicitor.
Cherry Cottage, School Lane:  No further update was available on this item.
Knowles Hill:  Miss. Lees advised that requests for traffic calming solutions would need to go through our County Councillor.  Miss. Lees advised that the police have been out and issued warnings to speeding drivers. 
Brookside Setts: Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.

Church Road: Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.
Marston Lane Passing Points: Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.

Brookside Bridge:  Miss. Lees advised that this item had been passed to the bridges and structures department to deal with. 
Safer Routes to School crossing: Miss. Lees advised members that Mr. Fraser was due to meet with Mr. Rayson on 29th March to prioritise the work for his area.  Miss. Lees emphasised the need for the Parish Council to contact 
Mr. Fraser.
Footpath from Jinny Nature Trail to Walford Road: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Staffordshire Freight Strategy, Parish Council Questionnaire:  Mr. Morris & Mr. Fitton handed completed questionnaires to the clerk for submission to SCC.
Quarrying: No discussion took place on this item.
Potholes:  No discussion took place on this item.
Community Paths Initiative:  Members suggested that an application should be submitted for the Jinny Nature Trail.  The clerk advised that she did not think that the Jinny Nature Trail would qualify for the grant as the public footpath only crossed the trail.    

County Councillor Priorities: The priorities agreed to be submitted to Mr. Fraser were: - Safer Routes to School proposal, Resurfacing of Church Road, Double Yellow Lines – Dovecliff Road.

6. ESBC – VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Neighbourhood Gangs: Miss. Lees advised that the gangs had been taken off the scheduled works and are dealing with potholes as a priority.  Miss. Lees advised that this meant that the gang was now not scheduled to visit Rolleston until week commencing 21st June.
Brook Hollows:  Members concluded that they were happy for the Brook Hollows Action plan to be included in the next edition of the Rollestonian.
Wild about Brook Hollows Event:  This item was discussed under item agenda item 93, Report from Miss. Lees, ESBC.
Shotwood Close Open Space: Members agreed that the following specifications should be submitted: - Far end coping to be replaced with stone, Pier Cap required on end pier, Tree stumps to be dug out and to state that, members understand that the original landscaping plan specified that along the driveway a 6inch square trip rail should be installed and this was never completed so members would therefore like to see this work carried out. Coping to be changed on low level wall.
Trees in front of Rolleston Service Station: Members noted that ESBC had agreed to finance the purchase of a Horse Chestnut tree at a cost of £112.00 to be planted in Tafflands.  It was agreed that the larger tree should be planted where the straw bale play area was sited on the opening event.  It was agreed that Mr. Morris and 
Mr. Winstone should find a suitable location for the smaller tree.
14/16 Burnside:  The Clerk issued members with a copy of the following email which had been received by the Civic Trust, from Mr. Paul Freeman, Senior Enforcement Officer, ESBC;-
“Cllr Mrs Lamb has forwarded me your email and letter of 12th February 2010 expressing the Rolleston Civic Trust’s concern about the lack of progress in restoring the above property. The Planning Department have been monitoring the condition of these properties for some years following the approval of planning and listed building consent in June 2005 to extend and convert them. Over recent months a number of local residents have expressed their concern about the property and as a consequence I arranged to view it with the owners last Friday 12th, accompanied by the Council’s conservation adviser”.
“We were pleased to note that despite the long period that they have been left empty, the cottages are quite dry inside, with no evidence of further deterioration. The owner has carried out like-for-like repairs to the structural timbers under the tarpaulin at the front of the properties and there is no immediate cause for concern. The only issue requiring immediate attention was a roof light with the glazing missing on the rear roof slope. I requested that this was attended to and the owner agreed that he would cover it. I would add that the open first floor front window and the slipped sheeting on the front gable were attended to as soon as officers drew the owner’s attention to them”.
“The reasons for lack of progress appear to be both financial and failure to reach agreement with the Environment Agency on the design for a vehicular access bridge over the brook course. The Borough Council cannot unfortunately assist with either of these issues; it can only continue to monitor the building and give consideration to the service of an urgent listed building repair notice, should its condition deteriorate”.
Neighbourhood Priorities Document/Neighbourhood Forum:  The details of the forthcoming meeting were noted and it was agreed that Mr. Winstone, Mr. Morris and one other member from the Parish Council should attend the meeting.  It was agreed to add this item to the April Agenda so that the Parish Council could prioritise outstanding issues to be included on the plan. 
Recycling Incentive Scheme:  Mrs. Toon proposed, Mr. Chinn seconded and it was unanimously agreed to donate the money to Rolleston Methodist Chapel.
ESBC Standards Committee: Mr. Chinn agreed to stand on this committee.
7.
LANDSCAPING SCHEME, LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (Clerks Report, Item 6)
Railings:  Members unanimously agreed that the painting of the railings should be carried out as soon as possible by Industrial Coating Services.

Bollards:  It was proposed that Oak Bollards with carved tops should be installed.
Quotations:  The clerk advised that two quotations had been submitted and were in part 2 for consideration.

Information Board:  It was agreed that the sub committee should meet again on 22nd March to discuss the proposals submitted by Mr. Underhill and the alternative types of board available.

RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 15)
Elizabeth Avenue:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Elizabeth Avenue Shelter:  Members noted that the shelter had now been installed.
Outdoor Exercise Equipment/ Trim Trail:  It was resolved that there was no support for the provision of a trim trail and agreed to remove this item from the agenda.
Rolleston Football Club:  Members agreed that the football club should be contacted again and a key requested for the gate.  It was also noted that no fees had been paid and that there had been a complaint of rubbish being left behind the goals.  Mr. Chinn proposed that the Parish Council takes sanctions if the football club don’t start paying.  Mr. Winstone replied that he understood that the situation isn’t satisfactory, but asked for the issues to be left with him and that he would talk again to the Chairman of the football club.
9.
OUTDOOR VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 16)
The Croft trees:  Some discussion took place with regards to a Heritage tree being purchased and some amongst the suggestions were a “Copper Leaf Beech and a Moseley Oak”.  It was agreed to ask Mr. Martin’s advice on a suitable tree and for him to liaise with Mrs. Toon.
The Croft Rhododendrons:  Members agreed that a distinctive plan should be drawn up and that a specific site meeting should be scheduled.
Spread Eagle Island:  It was agreed that some summer planting should take place.
Spread Eagle Fingerpost:  Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.
Refurbishment of bus shelters: Members noted that the clerk was due to meet with a contractor week commencing 15th March and members noted that the woodwork needed painting on the Spread Eagle Bus Shelter and the brick needs cleaning down where the ivy had been stripped from it.
Craythorne Woods Paths: Mr. Edwards suggested that a further 104 metres of footpath 14 should be surfaced and that this led from the tractor and trailer to the kissing gate and that it would cost around £1,500.00 to £2,000.00 including labour.  Mr. Winstone proposed, Mr. Chinn seconded and it was unanimously agreed that this work should be carried out.  It was agreed that the earth removed should be spread round the wood.

Youth Representatives:  No further discussion took place on this item.
Youth Work in Rolleston: Members agreed that a meeting should take place with Ms. Needham on Monday 22nd March, commencing at 8.30pm.  Mr. Morris advised members that the Nintendo Wii had been purchased through ESBC money.

Projects to be considered:-
Provide a Bus Shelter at Hall Road/Church Road junction: Mr. Chinn showed members a proposal for a shelter for the junction opposite Hall Road.  It was agreed that quotations should be sought.
Craythorne Car Park: The clerk advised that she had received a quotation for additional works.
Refurbish and repaint the railings at Craythorne Car Park: It was agreed to defer this item.
Planters: Some discussion took place with regards to installing planters on the Lawns Bridge.  Mr. Morris proposed, Mr. Chinn seconded and it was agreed to allocate £1,500.00 towards planters in the precept.
Changing facilities for Tafflands/Craythorne:  It was agreed that this project was not feasible at this time and that the item should be removed from the agenda.
13.
MIDLANDS RURAL HOUSING – HOUSING NEEDS SURVEY (Clerks Report, Item 14)
It was agreed that the Parish Council should write to Mr. King and outline the following observations that have been drawn as a result of the report: - A majority of the replies were against further low cost housing, there will always be a need, not a self sufficient community, already sufficient affordable housing within the village, house cost survey seriously flawed, low cost in Rolleston will always be expensive.  Refer Paragraph 3 “shortfall” pre determined.  Midland Rural Housing vested interest as they manage 1200 houses.  PC conclusion that they do not feel that there is a want from villagers for low cost housing.  It was agreed that the clerk should draft a letter and circulate it to members for agreement.

It was agreed that Mr. Morris would liaise with Mr. Oates.

It was agreed that Mr. Fitton should find a suitable beneficiary for the collection money as the Parish Council had never been invoiced for the cost of the poll.
