6. YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE’S & YOUTH WORKER PROVISION IN ROLLESTON

Youth Representatives:  Mr. Badcock would like to propose the following amendments to Standing Order 72.

1) The Parish Council shall have a maximum of two Youth Representatives. It will annually co-opt one Youth Representative who will then serve for a maximum period of two years.  

6. YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE’S & YOUTH WORKER PROVISION IN ROLLESTON (continued)

2) The Youth Representatives must have their principal place of residence in the Parish of Rolleston on Dove at the time of co-option and throughout their period of office. If either of the Youth Representatives should change his/her place of residence to a location out of the Parish of Rolleston on Dove, he/she will be required to resign forthwith and the vacancy shall be filled by co-option at a subsequent Parish Council meeting.

3) Youth Representatives must be under eighteen years old and over sixteen years old at the time of co-option. 

4) The Parish Council will advertise vacancies in the Rollestonian, the village web-site and on village notice boards. If no-one is forthcoming it will work in partnership with the principal High School serving the Parish of Rolleston on Dove in order to identify up to two Youth Representatives.  In the event of more than two young people being interested, the Parish Council recommends that an election takes place within the School.

5) Youth Representatives will be invited to all meetings of the Parish Council.  They will have the right to place items on the Agenda, to speak on all items and to receive, in advance of meetings, Minutes and documents for all items.  They will not have the right to vote.

6) A Youth Representative may be removed from office by a majority vote of the Council on a “resolution moved on notice” in accordance with Standing Orders 16-21 and shall be subject to the Council’s Standing Order 31 concerning “disorderly conduct”.

Youth Worker Provision in Rolleston: Mr. Badcock has provided the following update for members:-

“As members are aware, there was no Youth Club on 10th or 17th April.  On the 24th April I understand that the young people supported a charity event in Tutbury with two members of staff.  The Youth Club was due to meet on 1st May, but I was unable to ‘drop in’.  Although we have agreed to support youth activities in the village for six months, no contract has yet been signed.  I have spoken to the Young People’s Service about this and explained that until we can agree a contract the money will not be made available.  I would hope to be able to agree a contract during the month of May (copy of proposed contract attached).  I have suggested to Heidi that she asks a Young People’s Service Representative to meet with her, myself and any other member who wishes to attend during May to finalise contractual agreements.  I understand that some other Parish Councils have just sent the Young People’s Service the money without a contract”.

“I will continue to monitor the youth group and encourage them to improve their advertising within the village, their communication with all relevant bodies, including the Police and increase the number of young people attending”.

7. PLANNING DECISIONS – RE “LIGHT TOUCH” APPROACH

Mr. Wyers has asked for the Parish Council to discuss lobbying on how simple plans are handled when the new 'light touch' regime comes in.  He thinks that Parish Councils could take on some of this.  

8. SCC – VARIOUS MATTERS

Double yellow lines, Dovecliffe Road: No further information has been received with regards to this item.

Cornmill Lane/Church Lane railings: Painting of these railings is underway.

Grit Bins: No further correspondence has been received with regards to this item.

Cherry Cottage, School Lane: The Chairman may wish to update members with regards to this item.

Knowles Hill:  This item has been added to the Neighbourhood Working Document as a priority item and the request for police enforcement has been re-iterated.

Brookside Setts: No further correspondence has been received with regards to this item. 
8. SCC – VARIOUS MATTERS (continued)
Church Road Resurfacing: Mr. Fraser reported at the April meeting that resurfacing works will take place in 2011.
Marston Lane passing points: No further correspondence has been received with regards to this item.
Brookside Bridge, missing brick:  It is understood that this item is in hand with SCC. 
Safer Routes to School Crossing:  It is understood that this item is in hand with SCC.

Footpath from Jinny Nature Trail to Walford Road (Footpath 15): It is understood that SCC has been dealing with the landowner and that the definitive path is to be reinstated.
Footpath 1, Glebe Close to Church Road: No further update has been received with regards to this item.
Footpath 14: It is understood that SCC will be financing the surfacing works proposed by the Parish Council.
Village Lengthsman Payment Periods 3 & 4; This payment has now been received.
Short Cut from Chapel Lane to Station Road:  This item has been forwarded to Mr. Rayson for his professional opinion.
9. ESBC - Various
Community Gangs:  It is understood that they are due to visit Rolleston in June.  The painting of the railings has already commenced. 
Shotwood Close Open Space: No further update has been received with regards to this item.  
Emergency Procedures re Travellers:  To date no response has been received from ESBC with regards to the request for a Principal planner to be made available on an emergency basis in the event of a “stop” notice needing to be issued.

Neighbourhood Forum:  Mr. Winstone, Mr. Badcock and Mr. Morris attended this meeting and will be asked to provide members with an update.
Enforcement Policy Review 2010 Consultation: East Staffordshire Borough Council’s Housing Enforcement Policy was introduced following major changes in housing legislation introduced under the Housing Act 2004. We are now revising the policy to take into account the practical experience of the Council’s Housing Standards Team of using the policy over the last 4 years.   This document sets out the principles of housing law enforcement, the options available and the circumstances in which they will be used. It aims to be a more flexible policy, allowing officers to work with those it regulates on an informal basis to secure compliance with housing related legislation. However, it ensures where this informal approach does not secure compliance the Council will use the full force of law to protect the public and environment.

The activity is a free event open to male & female footballers form the age of U7's to U16's and involves supervised coaching for two hours between 10am and 12noon.  

15. THE CROFT – MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE

At the last Parish Council meeting it was suggested that now The Croft has been registered as a Village Green, a management committee should be formed.

16. ROLLESTONIAN 

Members are advised that due to the retirement of the Mr. Jones the printer, the Civic Trust have been sourcing alternative printers for the Rollestonian.
