It was agreed that this item should be added to the next agenda.

10. MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 12th APRIL 2010
The minutes were approved and signed subject to the following amendments:-
102: PCSO Lesley Hardware, Emerging Crime Trends:  PCSO Hardware advised that if she was given details of the person, then she would be more than happy to follow the issue up should have read: asked if Mr. Chinn would be happy to follow the issue up.
Mr. Fitton replied that they must be purchasing the alcohol from somewhere and whilst in no way was he insinuating it was being purchased from the co-op, asked if the police had been to see them: should have read: asked if anyone had been to see them.  
11. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 
Mr. Fraser did not attend the meeting.
12. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mr. Morris did not make a report to the meeting.
13. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
98.
PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS 
Beacon Road Verges:  The clerk advised that the verges had now been strimmed.
Beacon Road to Elizabeth Avenue Gate:  The clerk advised that she had purchased a replacement lock and key.
Craythorne Road:  The clerk advised that she had reported the potholes through CLARENCE and that surfacing works were taking place.

97:18 Cinder Hill Sub Station:  The clerk advised that she had now submitted the paperwork for the registration of the land.

106:3 The clerk suggested that following the change in Government the Parish Council should write again with regards to not being able to make a new byelaw that could be covered under the new Dog Control Orders.

106:5 Mr. Badcock advised that painting work on the bridges was underway.

106:6 Mr. Edwards asked for clarification on what had been approved.  Members were advised that 

Mr. Underhill’s proposal for the plinth had been approved but that the artwork had not been approved.

106:11 The clerk advised that Mr. Deacon had advised her that one of the railings was broken and had quoted £15.00 to weld the rail.  Members approved this quotation.

106:11 Mr. Chinn advised that there had been instances of anti social behaviour on Shotwood Hill which included BBQ’s and cattle being released.  Mr. Chinn advised that he had informed PCSO Hardware of the incidents.  
Mr. Chinn also advised that there had been a BBQ within Brook Hollows and that some of the debris was still in situ.  Mr. Chinn added that it was understood that it was the same group of people involved in the incidents.
106:20 The clerk advised that she had written to Severn Trent Water.  The meeting was advised that there was a strong stench of sewage coming from the field adjacent to the Scout Headquarters during Sunday’s carnival.

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-

Members object to this application as we are strongly against retrospective planning applications.

P/2010/00517/JI Demolition of existing rear extension to facilitate the erection of a two storey rear extension, alteration to windows on the front elevation and erection of gates, Lodge Cottage, 2 Brookside.

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued)
P/2010/00515/JI Erection of a two storey rear extension, alterations to windows on the front elevation and erection of gates, Lodge Cottage, 2 Brookside.
Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this application. 

  

The size of the proposed development is too large compared to the size of the existing building. The dormer windows to the bedroom of the proposed extension look directly into the front windows of the existing buildings in Alders Reach and are less than 12 metres away. It used to be a requirement that facing windows of principal rooms had to be a minimum of 22 metres apart to give adequate privacy  this proposal does not give any degree of privacy. 

  

The proposal is of red brick whereas the existing building is white rendered. The extension, if permitted, would blend in better with the existing if it was also rendered and painted white.  There is insufficient amenity space for a 3 bedroom house 

  

This application is within the Conservation Area and members would like to see Conservation Advice sought on the application. 

 P/2010/00537/JI, Erection of a rear conservatory, 21 Ealand Street, Rolleston on Dove
Members had no objections to this application.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS & MATTERS

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

Mr. Badcock suggested that in order to save time at Parish Council meetings, the Planning Applications Sub Committee Group should consider all applications and then report back at the monthly Parish Council meeting.  

Mr. Badcock’s suggestion was discussed, but it was concluded that there was no support for his proposal.

3. 2010/2011 CAPITAL EXPENDITURE PROJECTS 

The Chairman went through the supplementary report and members noted that in order to keep the reserve accounts at six months running costs capital expenditure for the year would be £7,892.00.

YEAR END ACCOUNTS
Internal Audit:  Members were advised that the Internal Audit had now taken place.    The clerk advised that the year end figures balanced in accordance with the reports issued at the April meeting. The Clerk advised that the internal audit had highlighted that cheque stubs are not being consistently initialled.  The Clerk advised that several issues had been raised with regards to the payments that had been made out of meetings during the 2009/10 financial year and the way in which they had been documented.  The clerk informed members that Standing Order 53 covered this item.  The clerk advised members that during the 2009/10 financial year VAT had been reclaimed back during the year due to the large amount being paid, and the auditor had recommended that should VAT be reclaimed during the year; the final claim is completed to coincide with year end.  The clerk also advised members that the internal auditor had advised that if large grant payments are received they should not be paid into the current account, as Auditors do not like to see large amounts in the current account.  The clerk advised that at present she enters the accounts onto spreadsheets electronically and manually into the receipts and payments book and she was looking into if the double entry was necessary.  
Interest:  Mr. Edwards asked for the clerk to look into accounts that pay a higher level of interest.
Annual Audit 2009/2010: Members completed the Annual Governance Statement in Section 2 of the Annual Return for the year ended 31st March 2010.

5. LANDSCAPING SCHEME, LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND  (Clerks Report, Item 4)
The scheme and the cost of the proposed scheme was discussed and Mrs. Toon proposed and it was moved that in the short term period the area is smartened up with some summer planting and grants are applied for to finance the original proposals.  It was agreed that Mr. Underhill would need to be asked to supply the cost of the plinth and that the drawings and quotations would need to be altered in conjunction with Mr. Underhill’s plinth.  A Highways meeting was arranged for Monday 24th May to discuss the scheme and grants that may be available towards the project.
6. YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE’S & YOUTH WORKER PROVISION IN ROLLESTON (Clerks Report, Item 7)
Youth Representatives:  The clerk was asked to seek clarification on the legal position with regards to Youth Representatives being allowed in part 2 of the meetings. 
Youth Worker Provision in Rolleston: Members approved the draft agreement that had been proposed by 

Mr. Badcock. It was agreed that if SCC did not agree with the proposed agreement, then it would need to be brought back to the Parish Council before any amendments were made.
7. PLANNING DECISIONS – RE “LIGHT TOUCH” APPROACH

Mr. Morris advised that he had emailed ESBC Planning Department twice with regards to this item and was awaiting a response.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should lobby Mr. Griffiths with regards to this item.

Mr. Edwards advised members that the planning application that had been recently considered by the Parish Council for 50 & 52 Station Road had submitted amended plans to ESBC which had subsequently been approved without the Parish Council being reconsulted.  Mr. Morris had spoken with ESBC with regards to this and advised that it is up to the discretion of the planning officer as to if a re consultation takes place.

8. SCC – VARIOUS MATTERS 
Double yellow lines, Dovecliffe Road: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Cornmill Lane/Church Lane railings: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Grit Bins: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Cherry Cottage, School Lane: Mr. Winstone advised that he had not progressed this item.
Knowles Hill:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Brookside Setts: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Church Road Resurfacing: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.  Mr. Chinn advised that he had received several complaints that resurfacing works of minor roads had been taking place at various locations within the village whilst Church Road was considered to be in the worst state.  Mr. Chinn advised that he was aware that someone had written to the Chief Executive of SCC and he had insinuated that the Parish Council were aware of all the scheduled works within the village.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should write to SCC and make a complaint.
Marston Lane passing points: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Brookside Bridge, missing brick:  The clerk was asked to follow up this item with Ms. Lees.
Safer Routes to School Crossing:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Footpath from Jinny Nature Trail to Walford Road (Footpath 15): Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Footpath 1, Glebe Close to Church Road: The clerk was asked to follow up this item with Ms. Lees.

Short Cut from Chapel Lane to Station Road: The clerk advised that she had received a response from Mr. Rayson to say that he was investigating this item and that Mrs. Powell had also reported the matter directly to SCC via the CLARENCE service.
9. ESBC – Various (Clerks Report, Item 9)
Community Gangs:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.  The clerk was asked to move this item back into the SCC section of the report.
Shotwood Close Open Space:   Mr. Morris advised members that he had asked at a full meeting of ESBC why this matter has still not been resolved after nine years.  Mr. Morris added that he was advised that a full report would be made.
Emergency Procedures re Travellers: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and discussed the recent newspaper article relating to Solihull District Council and the action that they had taken.  
Neighbourhood Forum:  Mr. Winstone replied that this was a reporting back meeting and that there was no opportunity to raise new issues.  Mr. Winstone advised that he did have the opportunity to speak to someone with regards to the speeding issue on Knowles Hill and advised that they were trying to promote speed watch.  Mr. Winstone advised that he had replied that there is a recognised speed issue on Knowles Hill and that it should be police enforced. 
Enforcement Policy Review 2010 Consultation:  Members resolved that they had no comment to make on the consultation.
10.
AGENDA ITEMS

It was agreed that ESBC and SCC should be reported on at alternate meetings, unless there was any important and specific updates available.  It was concluded that the meetings should be allowed to run their course.

11. VILLAGE TRANSPORT FESTIVAL
Mr. Morris asked for permission for use of The Croft for the forthcoming festival and for use of Elizabeth Avenue Playing Fields for car parking.  Members agreed unanimously agreed that permission should be given.  Mr. Morris also advised that he may require use of the generator and plastic fencing.

12. VDSG

It was agreed that the Parish Council should write to both John Underhill and Val Galloway and thank them for the time they put into the group.  It was suggested that the money could go towards a plaque should the item with regards to the circular seat around the Millennium Oak be progressed.

13. VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 5)
The Croft tree:  Mr. Winstone suggested a sweet chestnut would be an appropriate tree, Mrs. Redgrave suggested that a Horse chestnut may be appropriate.  Mr. Morris suggested a Cedar of Lebanon and Mrs. Toon suggested an English Oak.  It was suggested that one member presents the Parish Council with details of the four proposed trees and proposed locations for the next meeting.
The Croft Rhododendrons: It was agreed that this item should be left and considered by The Croft Management committee once it had been established.
14. CLERK’S REPORT DATED 5TH MAY 2010 (continued)
13. VARIOUS (continued) (Clerks Report, Item 5)
The Croft, Overhanging Tree:  It was agreed that a planning application should be submitted by the Parish Council for the necessary tree works and that the works should be carried out by a contractor at the Parish Councils expense.
Almshouse Plants: Mr. Morris, Mrs. Toon and Mrs. Warren declared an interest in this item.  It was agreed that the Almshouses should continue to finance their own plants as the grant received from ESBC was already paid out to the Civic Trust and to Andy Starbuck for the planting of the village gateways.
Spread Eagle Island Railings: It was suggested that an article should be placed in the Rollestonian asking for people’s opinions as to of the railings should be removed or kept in situ.  It was suggested that a vote could also be set up on the website with a Vote button of Yes or No.
Strip of land on Knowles Hill:  It was concluded that this land was owned by SCC Smallholdings who lease it out to Field Grove Farm and it is part of their tenancy agreement to maintain the hedges and fences.
Tafflands expenditure:  Members unanimously agreed that Mr. Deacon should be supplied with a float of £100.00 for the purchase of items for Tafflands.
Walford Road Garden Rents:  The clerk advised that garden rents had now been paid for both properties.
Spread Eagle Fingerpost:  The clerk read the following email from David Gosling, Signpost Restoration-
“Pictures attached of the Spread eagle post which we finished last Friday. Whilst we were there we witnessed many motorists using the pub car park cutting the corner and getting dangerously close to the wall - and that's with us working around the post at the time! This means that the Tutbury finger is in danger of being hit by vans or trucks that may cut the corner”.

“With this in mind I have left a little 'play' on the central core so that if the finger is hit this allowance for movement should prevent the finger from being broken and an alteration to the finger orientation will indicate that the finger has been hit.  If this turns out to be a real issue I can shorten the finger to reduce this risk but this will leave the post looking a little unbalanced”.

 

“I hope you parish councillors are happy with the finished result and should you require the finger shortening just let me know and I will fit the work in when I am passing close by so that it can be done at no cost to the PC”.

14. RECREATIONAL 

Rolleston Football Club: Members agreed for use of Craythorne Playing Fields for the forthcoming Training session and agreed that no charge would be made for use of the pitches.  It was agreed that the field could be used for overflow parking if required, but that the whole of the car park should be opened up in the first instance. The Chairman advised that a key had now been received for the gate.  
Elizabeth Avenue Play Area gate:  The clerk advised that the gate was broken and Mr. Deacon had quoted £30.00 to weld the gate.  Members approved this quotation.
Wild play in the Woods: Members unanimously agreed use of Craythorne Woods for a Summer Wild play session on 17th August.
15. THE CROFT – MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE
It was agreed that the management of The Croft should come under the remit of the recreational sub committee.
16. ROLLESTONIAN 

Members agreed to the revised costs for the Parish Councils contribution to the Rollestonian.

17. ROLLESTON PRE-SCHOOL
It was agreed that the Parish Council should write to Rolleston Pre School and advise that members had no objections to an area being sectioned off whilst the area was in use, but that the fencing would have to be removed at the end of each day.
18. ROLLESTONIAN OF THE YEAR
Members resolved that the eligibility requirements for the award should not be changed. 
19. CRAYTHORNE WOODS (Clerks Report, Item 8)
Mr. Morris was given permission to arrange for a wildlife survey to be carried out in the woods.  

Mr. Edwards advised that the mower for Tafflands has a mulching kit and suggested that when the mowing contract is next reviewed the Parish Council asks for the grass on Elizabeth Avenue and Craythorne Playing Fields to be mulched.

Mr. Edwards proposed, Mr. Morris seconded and it was unanimously agreed to relax the standing orders at 9.30pm.

20. COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Church Rd Hedges:  Mr. Morris advised that he had received 2 complaints about the height of the hedges opposite the Hall Road junction.  Members agreed that the Parish Council should write to Mr. Thompson and make him aware of the complaints.

Gas Pipeline:  Mr. Chinn advised members that he was aware of proposals to run a new gas pipeline through the village and that it would cut across two public footpaths.

Footpaths 4 & 5:  Mr. Chinn advised that he was meeting with Mr. Collins, SCC Rights of Way on 11th May at 10am with regards to a complaint that had been made directly to SCC with regards to the two paths and them not following the definitive route.

Village Clean up:  Mr. Winstone commented that it was nice to see youngsters from the Youth Club in attendance at the event.

Cross Lane Bus Stop:  Mr. Winstone advised that the paint had now been cleaned up from the footway and highway.
