MINUTES OF PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON

MONDAY 14TH JUNE 2010
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Five members of the public and a representative from the Burton Mail were in attendance. 
The Chairman began the meeting by thanking everyone who had participated in the events that had taken place in the village over the past few weeks.

15. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS
Mr. Gawthorpe congratulated the Parish Council on the recent works that had taken place along the Jinny Trail and asked if there were any further plans to continue along the trail.  The Chairman replied that works were being carried out on a year on year basis due to financial constraints.
Mr. & Mrs. Thorp advised of their concerns with regards to the proposed planning application for outline planning permission for three dwellings at the rear of Rolleston Club.  Mrs. Thorp gave the clerk a copy of their concerns about the development.  The Chairman advised that the Parish Council would be considering the application later on in the meeting. 

16. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mrs. Warren.
17. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Mr. Toon declared a prejudicial interest in planning application P/2010/00657/CEH Outline application to develop land by the erection of three dwellings including access and layout, 15 Burnside, Rolleston Club.
18. MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 10TH MAY 2010
The minutes of the meeting held on 10th May 2010 were signed as a true record.
19. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Mr. Fraser did not attend the meeting.
20. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mr. Morris asked for clarification that members just wished for him to report on issues relating directly to Rolleston.  Members confirmed that this was the case unless any proposals/policy changes would also have an effect on the village.
21. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Page 103, 106:20 The clerk read the following email that was received from Mr. Myles Leslie, Severn Trent Water:-

“I am aware of the issue recently due to a burst rising main serving Rolleston sewage pump station. This originally went in the fields beyond the scout hut, we have two rising mains from this pump station, one is used on a daily basis, the other is there as a back up in case of problems with the first. Whilst we were on re-pairing the first burst the second rising main went. Both have now been repaired and we are out there this week completing the reinstatement of the field”.


“Both the sewage manager for Staffordshire and the regional manager for the area have been to site and discussed this issue with the landowners affected. I think discussions are still ongoing. I know this rising main is on the list to be re-placed, as to when this will be done I am not sure. We currently have engineering looking at this”.
Item 14: 4 Mr. Edwards asked if accounts offering higher levels of interest had been looked into.  The clerk advised that she had nothing to present to members at this stage. (Clerks report, item 16)
Item 14:8 The clerk advised that the Neighbourhood Highway Team would be in Rolleston, Tutbury and Outwoods, week commencing 21st June.  

The clerk advised that the issue of the replacement brick was with SCC Structures Department.

The clerk advised that the issue of the concrete block at the end of footpath 1 had been handed to SCC Rights of Way Department to deal with.

Item 14: 9  The clerk read the following letter which was received from Mr. Bird, Head of Environment, ESBC:- 

(Clerks report, item 15)
“I am writing in response to your email regarding the Parish Councils request for the Borough Council to consider putting measures in place to provide a Principal Planner or Enforcement Officer to be contactable in the event of an emergency out of hours”. 

“The Borough Council operates a Director on Call procedure for out of hour’s emergencies, which is rotated between the Chief Executive, Directors and Heads of Service; this is in addition to the Councils normal out of hour’s emergency arrangements.  This process provides a robust arrangement should an emergency arise, and therefore see no reason at this time to have other named officers available for out of hours emergencies”.

The clerk was asked to raise/clarify the following with Mr. Bird: - Can people on call issue a stop notice? How do we get in touch in an emergency? Do they consider unauthorised development an emergency?

22. CLERK’S REPORT DATED 9TH JUNE 2010
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-
P/2010/00620/CEH Erection of a two storey side extension and a single storey rear extension, 35 Walford Road, Rolleston.

Members are concerned that the development will lead to a significant increase in living accommodation, whilst reducing car parking by two spaces.  From the plans, it is unclear as to if there is any rear access to the property.
P/2010/00657/CEH Outline application to develop land by the erection of three dwellings including access and layout, 15 Burnside, Rolleston Club.

Members objected to this application for the following reasons:- Overdevelopment of the site, Insufficient amenity space for the properties, Insufficient space for vehicle manoeuvring, Garages too close to unit 3, Concerns that emergency vehicles will have sufficient access to the properties, Concerns that loss of car parking space will cause hazard.

P/2010/00665/MA Removal of three Alder  trees and one Elm tree, crown reduction of one Cherry tree by 50% and one Alder tree by 40% and reduce one Alder tree in height by 7 metres (Group W24 of TPO No 1), 2 Lodge Hill, Tutbury. 

Members had no comment to make on this application.

P/2010/00664/MA Crown Reduction of one oak tree by 20-25% and one Lime tree by 30% (Group A4 of TPO No 1), Long Branch, Anslow Lane.

Members object to this application. Members consider that the house was built to close to mature trees and that the trees should not be interfered with.

22. CLERK’S REPORT DATED 9TH JUNE 2010 (continued)
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued)
P/2010/00689/MB Erection of a single storey side and rear extensions, formation of a pitched roof over flat roofed garage, erection of a lean to greenhouse and new garden wall, 30 Church Road, Mr & Mr. Jordan.

Members fully support this application. Members consider the plans to of been very well thought out and very much in keeping with the existing dwelling.
P/2010/00709/MB Erection of a single storey rear extension, 60 Station Road.

In principle members have no objections to the application however members would like to see a drawing on how the proposed extension blends in with the neighbouring property.

P/2010/00471/JI Lane End Farm, 
Mr. Morris advised members that the planning officers were not happy with the application and that the planners were given a different reason for the hand drawn plans to that given to the Parish Council.  Members were also advised that the planning department have decided that as the wall is adjacent to another structure it is not classed as adjacent to the highway and therefore does not require planning permission.  


It was agreed that the Parish Council should write and state that the Borough Council should never have accepted the plans as they were not up to standard.  It was agreed that it should also be added that we note that the planning department is overstretched and that as we note the number of planning applications has greatly exceeded what the Borough Council predicted ask if they will be reviewing the current staffing levels.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS

Members noted the planning decisions.
3. ROLLESTON SCOUT GROUP

Members agreed that we should write back to the Scout Group and advise that they are happy for a notice to be erected a few days prior to the carnival or when there will be disruption to the Highway.

It was agreed to ask the police what their position and or recommendations are in order to avoid Rolleston Scout Group being criticised in the future.
4. LANDSCAPING SCHEME ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (Clerks report, Item 3)
Mr. Edwards proposed Mrs. Toon seconded and it was moved that the proposed landscaping scheme at a cost of £8470 excluding VAT should go ahead on the condition that grants of £1,500 from Councillor Fraser and £2,000 through the ESBC Neighbourhood Working Fund are secured.  It was also agreed to ask the contractor if he would be willing to reduce his quotation.  

It was agreed that the Parish Council should continue with progressing the noticeboard and that this should be installed when funds permitted and if necessary to allow for it under capital expenditure in the 2011/12 budget. 
5. OUTDOOR VARIOUS (Clerks report, Item 4)
Croft Tree: Mrs. Toon proposed, Mr. Chinn seconded and it was moved that an English Oak tree should be planted on The Croft, along the corner boundary by the Almshouses.

Circular Seat:  It was agreed not to proceed with this proposal.
Refurbishment of Bus Shelters:  Mrs. Toon proposed, Mr. Toon seconded and it was moved to go ahead with the following quotation for the refurbishment of the bus shelters: - Apex Home Maintenance & Decorating Service £850.00 including labour and materials.

Spread Eagle Bus Shelter:

Remove all traces of ivy from inside and outside of bus shelter.

Wood preservative – dark brown – inside and outside of bus shelter.

5. OUTDOOR VARIOUS (continued)

Refurbishment of bus shelters: (continued)

Cross Lane Bus Shelter:

Remove all ivy and vegetation from both inside and around the back of the bus shelter.

Prepare surface and paint inside of bus shelter with brown wood preservative.

Wood preservative on all outer cladding of shed.

Walford Road Bus Shelter:

Remove all vegetation inside and outside of shelter.

Reline damaged ply board from the sides of the shelter.

Wood preservative inside and outside of bus shelter – dark brown.

Knowles Hill Bus Shelter:

Remove vegetation from inside of bus shelter.

Prepare and apply dark brown timber preservative on inside of bus shelter

Prepare and apply dark brown timber preservative on outside of bus shelter (where possible).

It was agreed to ask for a supplementary quotation for the ply line of the Knowles Hill shelter.
Spread Eagle Fingerpost:  It was agreed to ask Mr. Deacon to straighten the post but to ensure that the bolts are not tightened.

Croft Post:  The clerk advised that the post had now been replaced.

Craythorne Railings:  It was agreed to proceed with Mr. Deacon’s suggestion to put a steel bracket at the bottom of the posts.

Fauld Explosion: Mr. Chinn proposed, Mr. Morris seconded and it was agreed to offer Hanbury Parish Council a donation of £100 towards the granite memorial.

Tafflands Incident:  Members noted the details of this incident from the clerks report.

Tafflands Mower:  Mr. Edwards proposed and it was unanimously agreed to have the mower repaired.

RWE NPower:  Members agreed that this item should be added to the next agenda.

Village Gateways:  It was concluded that members were unaware as to who had carried out the planting of the village gateways.

6. 2012 COMMUNITY GAMES

It was agreed that this matter should be considered by the new Parish Council next year.  It was agreed that in the meantime the details should be forwarded to RODSEC for consideration.

7. YOUTH REPRESENTATIVES  & YOUTH WORKER PROVISION IN ROLLESTON (Clerks report, Item 5)
Mr. Badcock proposed and Mr. Winstone seconded that the amendment detailed on the Clerks Report should be made to the Standing Orders.
Youth Provision:  Mr. Badcock advised members that there was now a new Young People’s service and that the Youth Club in its current format had been suspended.  Mr. Badcock advised that there was to shortly be a meeting with regards to the Junior Youth Club being held in the Old Grammar School Rooms on a Wednesday evening, followed by the Senior Youth Club from 7.30 – 9pm.  Mr. Badcock advised that De Ferrers would be contributing £2,000 to the provision and that the church had already agreed to match this so that it would be likely that he would be approaching the Parish Council shortly with either a proposal for the £1,000 to be used in another way or for it to be put back into Parish Funds.

8. CRAYTHORNE WOODS

Mr. Morris advised that Natural England would be happy to carry out a survey but that the best time for this would be in September.  Mr. Morris suggested and it was moved that the play areas and paths should be mowed, but that in the meantime no mowing should take place between the trees.

Footpath 14:  Members noted that the surfacing works had now been completed.

9. ESBC VARIOUS

Fishing Pegs:  It was discussed that people often fish near the bench and that the discarded wires cause hazards to the ducks and pedestrians and therefore suggested that the pegs are installed on the opposite side of the Brook.

10. COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Wild about Brook Hollows Event:  It was agreed that the Parish Council should write and congratulate 

Miss. Lees on the success of the event.

Brookside Banks:  Mr. Toon reported that these had not been strimmed and were quite overgrown.

Parking around shop area:  It was agreed to add this item to the next agenda (Clerks report, Item 10).

Anslow Lane Potholes:  The clerk was asked to report these through CLARENCE.

Marston Lane Potholes: The clerk was asked to report these through CLARENCE.

Cemetery:  It was agreed to contact ESBC with regards to the turning circle which is badly deteriorated.

Elizabeth Avenue Hedge:  It was reported that the hedge had overgrown the footway and the clerk was asked to report it through CLARENCE.
Elizabeth Avenue Shelter: It was clarified that members were happy for Mr. Edward to pursue the police for the defendant’s details and that an invoice should be sent for the cost of a replacement panel once the details had been obtained.

Grass Verges:  It was suggested that the amount being cut is decreasing.
