CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON
MONDAY 9th AUGUST 2010

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

A planning applications meeting was held on Monday 26th July and comment was passed on the following applications:-

P/2010/00812/CEH Felling of 2 yew trees and 1 Conifer (Tree Preservation Order No.1) Birch End, Hall Grounds.

P/2010/00889/CEH Felling of 1 conifer and 1 birch tree and crown reduction of 2 holly trees, Birch End, Hall Grounds.

P/2010/00806/CEH Erection of single storey front extension to existing detached outbuilding to form garage and covered parking area, erection of two storey rear and single storey side link extension, Rednall, 26 Lodge Hill, Tutbury.

P/2010/00924/EW Crown thinning of one Ash tree and crown thinning and raising of two copper beech trees, Rolleston Almshouses, Burnside.

P/2010/00856/CEH Erection of a detached dwelling, Land adjoining 4 Marston Lane, Rolleston on Dove

PA/2029/032/JI Revised Flood Risk Assessment, Orchard Barn, School Lane, Rolleston on Dove

3. PLANNING/ENFORCEMENT MATTERS

The following issues have been raised with ESBC, Enforcements Department:-

Estate Agent Signs: Mr. Malkin, Enforcements, ESBC has been advised of the increase in estate agent signs being erected to street furniture within the village.  Mr. Malkin has advised that the Enforcements Department has recently written to 13 

Chapel Lane Fence:  This item has been chased with Mr. Malkin, ESBC Enforcement Officer.


3. PLANNING MATTERS (continued)

The following issues have been raised with ESBC, Enforcements Department:-

TP/03421/017/JPM Removal of one Araucaria Tree, 10 Beacon Road: This has been chased with Mr. Malkin, Enforcement Officer, ESBC and he has advised that ESBC had approved the replacement tree to be a Cherry sited to the front left of the property as you look at it from the Highway.  ESBC advised that they had not yet been out to check that the tree had been planted but would be doing so. 
P/2010/00664/MA Long Branch, Anslow Lane: The following email has been received from Martin Almond, Planning Officer, ESBC with regards to this application:-
“Thanks for your comments regarding the above address, having visited the site with our Tree officer, the works proposed have been amended to: “Crown thin of secondary growth, selective tip pruning, removal of crossing branches and clearance of branches from around phone lines of one Oak and one Lime tree (Group A4 of TPO No 1)”.  If approved, all works will need to be agreed with us prior to any work starting”
Outline Planning Applications, Conservation Areas:  To date no response has been received to the Parish Councils letter date 20th July.
4. CONDUCT OF MEETINGS

Mr. Winstone has asked for this item to be added to the agenda.

5. OUTDOOR VARIOUS

Sycamore Tree, The Croft/Almshouse Boundary: A site meeting has taken place with a contractor and it is hoped that his quotation will be received in time for the meeting.

Overhanging Branches Sycamore Tree & Self Sown Ash Tree, The Croft Boundary: A site meeting has taken place with a contractor and it is hoped that his quotation will be received in time for the meeting.

Burnside Willow Trees:  A site meeting has now taken place with Councillor Fraser, Rebecca Lees ESBC and Richard Rayson, SCC.  Mr. Rayson suggested that the trees were the responsibility of SCC as the bank supports the highway and also due to the proximity of the trees to the footway and highway.  Mr. Rayson agreed to go back to SCC and ascertain this.  The clerk was offered an apology for the issues experienced.

	Guiding Centenary Celebrations: As part of the Guiding Centenary Celebrations this year, Rolleston Brownies are hoping to hold a picnic on Saturday 11th September 2010 from 1.00pm to 5.00pm.  As Guiding in Rolleston started at St Marys Church, they would like to hold the event on the Croft and have provisionally booked the Old Grammar School Room for the event.  The Guides hope that the Parish Council would have no objection to them using the Croft for the picnic, weather permitting. 

6. SCC – VARIOUS
No further updates are available with regards to the following items:-

Double yellow lines Dovecliffe Road, Grit Bins, Cherry Cottage, School Lane, Brookside Setts, Church Road Resurfacing, Marston Lane passing points, Brookside Bridge, missing brick,  Safer Routes to School Crossing,  Short Cut from Chapel Lane to Station Road.

The clerk has spoke with Richard Collins, SCC Rights of Way who has confirmed that a job sheet has been issued for the removal of the concrete block at the end of footpath 1.

7. POLICE MATTERS
Knowles Hill Speeding Issue: Following the last meeting the clerk has contacted PCSO Blanksby to thank him for carrying out the initiative and has asked for further enforcement to take place.  Both PC Musgrove and PCSO Hardware were copied in on the email.  Additionally, the clerk has contact Mr. Rayson, SCC and copied in County Councillor Fraser advising of the results from the speed laser initiative and asking what action they intend to take now that it is proven that there is a speeding issue on Knowles Hill.  The following response has been received from PCSO Blanksby:- 

“Firstly I have passed on your regards to Special Police Officers that took part in the initiative. Although we didn't have long, I'm sure that us being there acted as much as a deterrent than anything.  I have included PC Musgrove & PCSO Hardware to this email as they are the area officer's and will be able to give you more advice on future enforcement measures. I will be including the area in future initiatives and will be sure to keep you updated regarding the results. These maybe used as evidence when dealing with Staffordshire County Highways. I will have an account of all results”.

To date no response has been received from any of the other parties.

Vandalism: “Bandstand” Tafflands, Oak Tree, Tafflands: - A floorboard of the bandstand was vandalized on Monday 26th July and a small Oak Tree near to the Climbing Cube has been snapped in half.  The incident has been reported to the police, Reference Number XA-54204

It was reported to the clerk via Mr. Martin that some vandalism took place at the allotments overnight on Monday 26th July.  Mr. Martin reported the incident directly to the police.

Police Reports:  The clerk has contacted PC Musgrove, copying in Rebecca Lees, ESBC as no police updates have been received since the end of April.

HGV’s in the Village:  The following email has been received from PC Musgrove following the question raised at the last meeting:- 
“I personally haven’t seen any H.G.V.'s contravening the weight restrictions in Rolleston but I will keep this in mind when in Rolleston. If you can obtain any registration numbers, times and day / dates I will follow them up and deal with them”.

Scout Group; Mr. Edwards was contacted on 29th July and advised that around 40 pigeons had been be headed and dumped in the car park of the Scout Headquarters.  The clerk made contact with Mrs. Barnett from the Scout Group to see if they needed any assistance.  
Mrs. Barnett confirmed that the police had been contacted and that ESBC were coming out to remove the pigeons.

8. PUBLIC FOOTPATHS 4, 5, 15 & 18
Footpath 18:  The evidence forms have been sent to approximately 30 people with a return date to the clerk by 9th August.  The main application form will then be completed by the Clerk and submitted to SCC Legal Services.  The clerk has been advised that the application may take many months to process.  

The clerk has spoken to Mr. Collins, SCC Rights of Way who has advised that if the landowner is not against the use of the path, an application could be made for a Permissive route.  This would involve the landowner having to make a statutory declaration to SCC and the route to be closed once a year (usually Christmas Day) which protects the landowner from having future claims being made against them.  Having looked into this, the clerk would still advise that a Section 53 application is made to have the path added to the definitive right of way.  This should avoid any issues in the future.  

Footpath 15:  The steps and handrail have been reported to SCC.  It was agreed at the last meeting to add this path to the agenda with regards to the route that is walked at present.

Footpaths 4 & 5: The clerk has spoken to Mr. Collins, SCC Rights of Way who has been liaising directly with Mr. Thompson following a complaint that was made to SCC with regards to these footpaths.  It is understood that the paths being used are not following the legal line.  Mr. Collins has advised that to re route the paths it would cost a lot of money and although the paths are not following the legal line, he would like to keep as is.  Mr. Collins has also advised that he would like to carry out some works to the steps and has suggested that he has a group of volunteers that would be capable of doing this.  Mr. Collins has enquired as to if there would be anyone within the village willing to assist the volunteers if a work day was organized.  The clerk advised that if Mr. Collins passed on details of any proposed work day, then she could advertise, but could not guarantee how many volunteers would attend.   

9. VERGE AREA OPPOSITE SHOPS
	The clerk has spoken to Mr. Rayson, SCC with regards to this item.  Mr. Rayson advised that the suggested scheme was looked into in detail a couple of years back by SCC but proved to be unfeasible due to financial restrictions.  Mr. Rayson has advised that if the Parish Council would like this item to be revisited then they need to forward the item to Mr. Fraser.

10. RWE NPOWER
Mr. Fitton attended this meeting and will be asked to make a report.

11. TAFFLANDS / CRAYTHORNE
Mr. Gould has asked if it would be possible to purchase a “No parking in front of the gate” sign for the gate onto Craythorne Field.

Mr. Underhill has asked if the Parish Council would like any signs pointing to “Tafflands” constructing.

It would be prudent to have a sign with the clerks contact details at Tafflands, in order for people to report damage etc.

12. PARISH COUNCILLOR RESIGNATION
The clerk has received formal notification of Mr. Chinn’s resignation from the Parish Council.  Members are asked to consider if they wish for the necessary advertisements to be made, or if they wish for the position to be left vacant until the elections.

13. BROOK HOLLOWS
It was agreed at the last meeting to add this item to the August Agenda.

The clerk has reported the overgrown paths to ESBC.  The alleged theft of Ducks and fish by the Eastern Europeans has also been reported to ESBC and PC Musgrove for investigation.  

14. EMERGENCY PROCEDURES IN THE EVENT OF TRAVELLERS
The following response has been received from Mr. Bird, ESBC:-
1.       The emergency number is 01283 517111.
2.       The personnel on call are not able to issue a stop notice.
3.       If the unauthorised development was posing or had the potential to cause a threat to public health, then yes it is an emergency.
“I hope this helps. For your information the Council is currently restructuring its senior management team, therefore any future correspondence on this issue should be directed to Philip Somerfield”.
15. BANK INTEREST
Bank Interest: The clerk has a meeting with Lloyds Bank on Monday 9th August.
16. SEMI RURAL NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM
Mr. Fitton attended this meeting and will be invited to make a report.

17. COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Members will be invited to make a short report on any items that they have either dealt with or been approached with regards to since the last meeting.  

18. MIDLANDS RURAL HOUSING
The following email was received from Mr. Miles King, Midlands Rural Housing on 8th July and circulated to members with a view to the item being added to the August agenda for discussion:-
“I am writing to update the Parish Council on progress.  I have had a meeting with the Housing Strategy Officer at ESBC this week. He tells me that he is recommending to the Council that they accept the recommendations in the HNS report for Rolleston, with the exception that the number of 1 bed properties should be reduced. The Council will meet later this month to consider his recommendations. I'm not sure if this means the number of properties will be reduced or that they will be developed as 2 bed properties. I will keep you informed of the outcome”.
 “In the meantime, following on from the village walk that I carried out with Parish Councillors recently, I have now had a meeting with the relevant Planning Officer at ESBC and Tim Matthews, Head of Business Development, Trent & Dove Housing. The Planning Officer has examined the shortlist of potential sites and has ruled several out on various planning grounds. As a result, there are two main areas she believes are feasible. These are (a) the site on Station Road adjacent to the Scout Hut, and (b) sites in various ownerships off Craythorne Lane. In the first instance we intend to pursue the site on Station Road and Tim Matthews will be following this up”. 
“Again, I will keep you informed of progress and, should matters progress, Tim and I will be happy to meet with Parish Councillors to discuss any proposals”.
19. ROLLESTON FOOTBALL CLUB
The following email was received from Mr. Hickman, Rolleston Football Club when he submitted his apologies for the Village Liaison meeting:-

“The points which Rolleston FC wanted to raise were mainly around trying to undertake some remedial work to the pitches at Craythorne in particular the goalmouths. As the goalposts are concreted in to the ground the goalmouth area tends to be probe to a lot of wear.  We would like to look in to the feasibility of replacing the fixed posts with removable in the long term and in the short term look at patching up the existing goalmouths and possible relocating them. We are more than happy with the quality and frequency of the grass cutting at present. However the car park is starting to pot hole once again”.

20.  LANDSCAPING SCHEME, LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND  
The grant application for £2,000 through ESBC has been declined.  The grant application through SCC for £1,500.00 was successful.  The clerk has submitted an application for £4,000 from the Staffordshire Environmental Fund.  This application is due to be determined at the end of September.

22. CORRESPONDENCE RECEIVED
Battery Recycling: The clerk was asked to contact ESBC with regards to providing a facility for battery recycling.  The following response was received from ESBC: - “Unfortunately this is not a service that we can provide at the current time.  We do not have a contract in place or the vehicles to collect this type of material.  It is the manufacturers and retailers that have a duty to provide collection points for batteries.  There are a number of facilities throughout the borough where batteries can be taken for recycling, for example Sainsburys in Burton upon Trent have a battery recycling bank within their car park and Byrkley Garden Centre have a battery recycling bin at the exit to their shop.  If you would like more information on battery recycling there is a website you can visit which is www.batteryback.org the site also contains a link to local recycling points for batteries”.
