There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.

Mr. Morris made a report under Councillors reports. 
38. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Page 17, Matters Arising: The clerk advised that no response had been received from ESBC with regards to how they were going to address the issue of outline planning applications being submitted within Conservation Areas (clerks report, Item 3).
Item 5:  Mr. Badcock advised that the next meeting was to be held on Friday 13th August, 9.30am, Old Grammar School Rooms (clerks report, Item 16).

Items 17 & 18:  The clerk advised that no further correspondence had been received from Mr. Griffiths on either of these items (clerks report, Items 3 & 18).

Item 21, Elizabeth Avenue Shelter:  Mr. Edwards advised that he now had a name of the offender (clerks report, Item 26).

39. CLERKS REPORT DATED 2ND AUGUST 2010

1.  PLANNING APPLICATIONS
Members commented on the following applications:-

Application No ES 10/08 Replacement of pre school building with new multi use pre school, family/community learning and health facility at John of Rolleston Primary School, Chapel Lane, Rolleston on Dove.

39. CLERKS REPORT DATED 2ND AUGUST 2010 (continued)
1.  PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued)
Members commented on the following applications:-

Members support in principal this application, but would like to raise the following concerns:  Members would like to see a brick built building as the proposed timber structure is not in vernacular with other properties in the area and they would like to see the building as a permanent structure.  The plans show a timber building in the corner with a canopy, but there is no detail given with this so it is unclear as to what is being proposed.  The proposed development is within the Conservation Area and consideration should be given to this. (Clerks report, Item 3)
P/2010/001007/JPM Application to vary time limit condition relation to planning permission PA/00147/016/JPM dated 08/08/07 for the erection of three pairs of semi detached dwellings, 2 detached dwellings and associated accesses, garaging and car parking (Amended Description 22/06/07) (Amended plans 16/07/07).

Members agreed that they would be happy for an extension of one year to be applied.

P/2010/00988/MW Erection of a part single storey, part two storey front and side extension and a single storey rear extension, 84 Hall Road.

Members object to this application as the proposals are to build right up to the boundary of the property.  Members would have liked to have been able to see a plan showing the front elevations in relation to the neighbouring property.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS
Members noted the planning decisions.

3. PLANNING/ENFORCEMENT MATTERS
Estate Agent Signs: Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report. 

Chapel Lane Fence:  It was agreed to chase this item again. (Clerks report, Item 3)
TP/03421/017/JPM Removal of one Araucaria Tree, 10 Beacon Road: It was noted that a Cherry Tree had been planted as specified by ESBC.  Members concluded that they did not feel that the Cherry was a suitable replacement for an Araucaria tree and agreed that we should write and ask that in future as a precedent if a tree is removed due to disease that it is replaced like for like.

P/2010/00664/MA Long Branch, Anslow Lane: Members noted that planning had now been given for works to the trees, but that the works had been reduced due to the comments submitted by the Parish Council.

Outline Planning Applications, Conservation Areas: This item was raised under Matters arising. (Clerks report, Item 3)

PA/2029/032/JI Revised Flood Risk Assessment, Orchard Barn, School Lane:  Mr. Morris reported that he had emailed Mr. Imber and copied in Miss. Roebuck asking that the Borough Council employ a consultant to look at this and also that the application goes to full planning committee.  Mr. Morris advised that he had received no response so he had emailed Mr. Furnell and also received no response.

The Clerk advised that she had received no acknowledgement of the Parish Councils submission of comments on the application.


4. CONDUCT OF MEETINGS
The Chairman reminded members that if they wished to speak on a matter then they should talk through the Chair.  It was also requested that if members wished to have matters added to the agenda then they were accompanied by some kind of proposal.  

5. OUTDOOR VARIOUS

Croft Trees:  The clerk advised that a quotation was in part 2 for the proposed works to the trees.

Burnside Willow Trees:  It was advised that the Willow Trees were hanging low over the footway, road and Brook.  Mr. Morris advised that the Parish Council had historically taken responsibility for these trees.

Guiding Centenary Picnic:  Members unanimously agreed that permission should be given for the Croft to be used for the Guiding Centenary picnic.
39. CLERKS REPORT DATED 2ND AUGUST 2010 (continued)
6. SCC VARIOUS (clerks report, Item 4)

Members noted the various outstanding items with SCC.


Traffic Regulation Orders:  Mr. Edwards advised members that he was given the impression by Mr. Rayson that all outstanding Traffic Regulation Orders would be completed this year using the money collected from parking fines.  It was agreed to write to 
Mr. Rayson and ask for confirmation of this.
7. POLICE MATTERS (clerks report, Item 5)
Knowles Hill Speeding Issues:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Police Reports:  It was noted that no report had been received since April and agreed to ask the police to report in person at the next Parish Council meeting.
Elizabeth Avenue Shelter:  Members noted that a hole had been burnt in the side of one of the newly replaced panels and that an attempt had been made to burn a hole in the rear of the shelter.  The Clerk advised that she had reported this to the police, Reference Number XA-57621-2010
Mr. Edwards advised that Mr. Deacon had told him that when he picks the letter he regularly picks up an average of 6 “Deal bags” on both Craythorne and Elizabeth Avenue.

OWL Updates:  The clerk advised that Mr. Wyers had spoken to her as he was concerned that OWL updates were not being received in relation to incidents reported within the village.  Mr. Wyers had requested that he was copied into any incident reports so that he could monitor the situation in order to pursue it with the police.

8. PUBLIC FOOTPATHS (clerks report, Item 6)
Footpath 18:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.  The clerk reported on correspondence that had been received from Mr. Faulkner.
Footpaths 4 &5:  It was concluded that members supported SCC decision to keep the status quo with regards to the routes.  It was concluded that the steps were in better repair than those on the Jinny Trail.
Footpath 1:  Mrs. Warren advised that the fingerpost from Glebe Close to Church Road was very wobbly.
Footpath 15:  It was agreed to follow up the Parish Councils complaint to SCC with regards to the poor repair of the steps and handrail.
Email from Mr. Underhill:  It was agreed to add this to the next agenda for consideration.
9. VERGE AREA OPPOSITE SHOPS
Members noted that at the appropriate time this item could be added to Councillor Fraser’s list of priorities for the village.

Mr. Morris reported that several years ago an engineer from the Borough Council looked at this and concluded that the scheme was not feasible.

10. RWE NPOWER
Members noted the details of Mr. Fitton’s email and it was agreed that any conditions with regards to Plant Vehicles etc should be commented on at planning stage.

11. TAFFLANDS/CRAYTHORNE (clerks report, Item 12)
Parking in front of gate sign:  Mr. Edwards proposed, Mr. Morris seconded and it was moved to purchase a “keep clear of the gate” sign.  It was agreed to speak to Mr. Gould about a specific day for cutting.
Contact Details; It was agreed to purchase a sign displaying contact details for the clerk in the event of vandalism etc.  It was agreed that this could be erected to the front face of the climbing cube.

Vandalism:  It was agreed to purchase signage advising, that all damage caused intentional or otherwise must be paid for.

Tafflands sign:  Members agreed that they supported the provision of additional signage and the clerk was asked Mr. Underhill to come up with a proposal for the next meeting.
39. CLERKS REPORT DATED 2ND AUGUST 2010 (continued)
12. PARISH COUNCILLOR RESIGNATION
Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report. It was agreed that a formal thank you letter should be sent to 
Mr. Chinn thanking him for his contributions to the Parish Council and village over the past three years.

Mrs. Toon proposed, Mrs. Redgrave seconded and it was moved to keep the position vacant until the elections.  
13. BROOK HOLLOWS (clerks report, Item 19)
It was reported that it was still very overgrown at the frontage opposite the shops.  Mr. Edwards reported that towards the back of the Brook, the nettles were 6ft high and the paths completely overgrown.  It was agreed to chase this matter with Trudi Joyce and Rebecca Lees, ESBC.
Theft of fish/ducks:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

14. EMERGENCY PROCEDURES IN THE EVENT OF TRAVELLERS (clerks report, Item 17)
Mr. Morris advised that he had taken this matter up with the Chief Executive and he had asked for the clerk to be issued with mobile numbers for the Senior Planners, out of hours in the event of unauthorised development. It was agreed that this item should be added to the next agenda.

15. BANK INTEREST (clerks report, Item 10)
The clerk advised that this meeting had not yet taken place.

16. SEMI RURAL NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM (clerks report, Item 8)
It was agreed to defer this item until the next meeting when Mr. Fitton would be present and able to give a first hand report.
17. COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Borough Councillor Report:

Mr. Morris advised that he had received the new management structure for ESBC.
Mr. Morris advised that he had around £600.00 left to bid for, for village projects.

Mr. Morris advised that the Government had scrapped the Local Development Agencies and that they were to be replaced with Local Enterprise Partnerships.  Mr. Morris advised that the Borough Council were currently considering which enterprise to join as they had three options, Birmingham, Derbyshire/Notts or Stoke/Staffordshire.

14/16 Burnside: Mrs. Redgrave reported that the adjacent property to 14/16 Burnside was still experiencing issues with the overgrowth.  It was agreed to forward this matter to ESBC Enforcements Department. (Clerks report, Item 3)
Overgrown Hedge: It was reported that a bush opposite Westfield House, Burnside had overgrown the footway.

Cross Lane Bus Shelter:  It was reported that there was no timetable in the bus shelter.
Arriva Buses:  It was reported that Arriva were sending Double Decker buses through the village and resolved to contact Arriva.
Civic Trust Award:  It was reported that the plinth displaying the award had now been erected.

Anti Social Behaviour Knowles Hill; Mrs. Warren advised that garden pots had recently been swapped round at properties along Knowles Hill.

Jitty Dodslow Avenue to Beacon Road:  It was reported that the hedge was very overgrown.  The clerk advised that she had already reported this to Trent & Dove.
Graffiti, Elizabeth Avenue:  Mr. Edwards advised that he had been given the names of the perpetrators and they had admitted their guilt to the police.  It was agreed to ask PC Musgrove to pursue this issue. (Clerks report, Item 26)
Nestle Sign, Church Road:  Mrs. Warren reported that the sign had been turned the wrong way round, but that she had reported it to SCC and it had been turned back into the right direction.

39. CLERKS REPORT DATED 2ND AUGUST 2010 (continued)
18. MIDLANDS RURAL HOUSING
Mr. Morris advised that he had received a copy of the report and that although Midlands Rural Housing had recommended that nine new affordable homes be built, it had been concluded that the substantial number of existing social rented bungalows in Rolleston can probably meet the need for that type of accommodation if local people are given priority and therefore it would be recommended that six new affordable homes are built. The Parish Council concluded that Rolleston homes should be made available as a priority to Rolleston people.  Mr. Morris agreed to circulate the report to members.

19. ROLLESTON FOOTBALL CLUB (clerks report, Item 11)
Members noted the details of the email from Mr. Hickman Rolleston Football Club.  It was agreed to ask Mr. Gould for a quotation to fill in the damaged goal mouth considered to be in the worst condition with turf and to water and maintain it until it is established.  It was agreed that should the quotation come in for less than £200.00 for the clerk to instruct Mr. Gould to undertake the works as soon as possible.

Members agreed to maintain the status quo with regards to the goal posts and review the matter again next year.

The clerk advised that one football match had taken place on 5th August and a further one was due to take place on 14th August.  She advised that the matches had been organised by a Mr. Higginson and that booking forms and payment had been received for both matches. 

20. LANDSCAPING SCHEME, ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (clerks report, Item 14)
The clerk advised that acknowledgement had been received for the submission of the grant through the Staffordshire Landfills.  Members discussed that it would be necessary to begin now to source funding for the proposed signage. Mr. Morris reported that there was evidence of tyre marks on the soil.
