Eleven members of the public and a representative from the Burton Mail were in attendance.

40. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS
Mr. Faulkner asked why the Parish Council wanted to put a footpath at the back of his house.  Mr. Winstone replied that the Parish Council has an understanding that a path has been used there for over forty years and that as the Parish Council has received sufficient evidence to support this they are now following the needs and wants of the residents to have the path added as a recognised public right of way to the definitive map.  Mr. Winstone added that that Parish Council has now submitted an application to SCC for them to determine the application.

Ms. Stone replied that the path has not been used for forty years and added that in her opinion those that have been walking it have been trespassing.  Ms. Stone added that she has spoken to SCC and they have advised that the fingerpost had been incorrectly installed and has now been removed and that SCC have said that if the landowner wishes to put a fence up then they can do so.

Mr. Faulkner asked if SCC had come back to the Parish Council and said that it is not a path.  In response to this a member of public replied that there was some right that if the path had been walked for over twenty years and this could be proven that the path could be claimed and made into a public footpath.  Mr. Winstone replied that there is support both for and against the path and now that the application has been submitted it will be up to SCC to determine the outcome of the application.

Ms. Stone advised that some people don’t stick to the paths and advised that people have been dumping of the land, extending their gardens and burying their dead animals in the field and that when they have approached people in the past they have suffered abuse.  The farmer that the field is leased to advised that the reason the field has been left is as there was a failed crop on there two years ago and that it was recommended by the people that supplied the seed to leave the land dormant for a while.  He advised that the field had been re ploughed and was being sprayed within the next two weeks and would then be seeded.  The meeting was also advised that there was a problem with Quad bikes and people coming off the Jinny Trail and walking through the fields and letting their dogs run wild. The farmer went on to advise that he had had a meeting with SCC who had said that it was not a recognised Right of Way and he advised that the path would be blocked up from now until the matter was resolved.  Mr. Winstone replied that he understood the concerns and concluded that this is why the matter needs to be resolved and it is now up to SCC to resolve it.  
Ms. Stone asked the Parish Council how this issue would now move forward.  Mr. Winstone replied that the application has been submitted to SCC and he understands that it is now up to SCC to resolve the matter and it is regrettable that the landowners had not been contacted in the first instance.  Mr. Morris commented that there seemed to be a lot of issues around irresponsible dog owners and the Parish Council are sympathetic to this as they do also encounter issues on Parish Council owned land.  Mrs. Toon added that the Parish Council cannot control dogs or their owners.

Mr. Toon declared in interest in Item number 1, Planning Application P/2010/01072/CEH Outline application to develop land by erection of three dwellings including details of access, appearance, layout and scale, 15 Burnside
43. MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 9TH & 23RD AUGUST 2010
Minutes of the meetings held on 9th August 2010 and 23rd August 2010 were signed as a true record.
44. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Councillor Fraser did not attend the meeting.
45. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mr. Morris reported that he had attended a briefing meeting two weeks ago on some new planning policy documents and that one of the new documents was on use of rural buildings. Mr. Morris advised that there was an Open Space Provision on how much space should be to development and a policy statement on Brownfield and Greenfield land release.  Mr. Morris advised that Section 3 of the document talks about small developments of less than 10 houses and says that they will use a sequential test and that the first thing will be that Brownfield sites should be developed first, if none available Greenfield site within the development boundary, followed by a Greenfield site adjacent to the development boundary.
Mr. Morris also advised that for large developments if there was to be more than 100 houses within a village the applicant must provide a fund to regenerate inner Burton.  Mr. Morris advised that he had spoken against this and asked members to look at the document.

46. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Item 39:8, The clerk advised that the concrete blocks had been removed and that the fingerpost had been reinstated.  

Mr. Edwards advised that there is still a trip hazard where the concrete blocks have been removed as there is concrete sticking up and that the post was still wobbly.  It was resolved to report the issues back to SCC.

Item 39:10, Mr. Fitton passed the clerk an information pack he had received at the briefing session.

Item 39:11, The clerk advised that the signage was ready for collection.

Item 39:17 overgrown hedge:  The clerk advised that the hedge had now been removed.

Item 39:17 Arriva, The clerk advised that she had written to Arriva but had received no response to date.

Item 39:17 14/16 Burnside, Mrs. Redgrave advised that Mr. Morgan had been in contact again and that the trees from 14/16 Burnside were now hanging into his gutters and that the squirrels were getting onto his roof.

Matters arising from minutes of meeting held on 23rd August 2010:-

Zip Wire Cross Beam:  Mr. Edwards advised that Mr. Underhill had made four end caps for the steel beams.  It was agreed to write and formally thank Mr. Underhill.

Members commented on the following planning applications:-

Members had no objections to the application.

P/2010/01052/CEH Felling of one maple tree, crown lifting and removal of branches of two Sycamore Trees and removal of branches of one Ash Tree, Land Adjacent, Rolleston Almshouses and The Croft, Burnside.

Members noted the details of this application.
P/2010/01047/CEH Raising of ridge height of existing double garage, 107 Knowles Hill.

Members had no objections to the application.

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS(continued)
P/2010/01072/CEH Outline application to develop land by erection of three dwellings including details of access, appearance, layout and scale, 15 Burnside.

Members objected to this application on the following grounds:-

· The application is over development of the site

· No provision for storing wheelie bins

· Wheelie bins will have to be wheeled metres to the Highway for collection

· Insufficient amenity space especially to unit 1

· Access gate in wall of Unit 2 could be rendered useless if car parking spaces in car park used.

· Insufficient manoeuvring space for vehicles to Unit 3

· Part of the application falls within the Conservation Area therefore details of materials for walls, windows, roof, doors, boundary treatment, landscaping and lighting should not be reserved for later agreement.

· This proposal will mean that Rolleston Club will lose 45 car parking spaces, 9 in the front car park and 36 in the rear car park.

P/2010/01073/EW Felling of one oak tree (T1 of TPO No 1), Four Fold, 28 Lodge Hill, Tutbury.

Members object to this application and consider that the application must be reviewed by the Tree Officer
P/2010/01144/JI Erection of part two storey, part single storey side and front extensions, 24 Beacon Drive.

Members are pleased with the external changes that have been made to the re-submitted application.  Members are concerned that the proposed development comes right up to the property boundary
P/2010/01138/MB Erection of a single storey front extension, 62 The Lawns.

Members had no objections to the application.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS 

Application No ES 10/08 Replacement of pre school building with new multi use pre school, family/community learning and health facility at John of Rolleston Primary School, Chapel Lane, Rolleston on Dove.  It was agreed to write to SCC and advise that the Parish Council were very disappointed to see that works had started on the Pre School less than seven days from the Parish Council submitting comments on the application, suggesting that the application was pre determined.

3. PLANNING/ENFORCEMENT MATTERS (Clerks Report, Item 3)
Outline planning applications within Conservation Areas: It was agreed to write again to ESBC with regards to this matter.
Wesley Cottage, Chapel Lane: It was agreed to write again to ESBC with regards to this matter.
14/16 Burnside:  This item was discussed under matters arising.
Light Touch approach to planning applications:  Members noted the details from the letter received.
4. SCC – VARIOUS (Clerks Report, Item 4)
No further updates were available with regards to the following items:-

Double yellow lines Dovecliff Road, Grit Bins, Cherry Cottage School Lane, Brookside Setts, Church Road Resurfacing, Marston Lane passing points, Brookside Bridge, missing brick,  Safer Routes to School Crossing,  Short Cut from Chapel Lane to Station Road, parking area outside of shops.

Marston Lane Potholes:  The clerk advised that works were due to be carried out on 9th September.  The clerk was advised that these had not taken place and was asked to follow up the matter with SCC.

HGV’s using Church Road; Members noted the details of the email received from Mr. Rayson.
Burnside Willow Trees:  Members noted the details of the email received from Mr. Rayson.

5. POLICE MATTERS (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Knowles Hill Speeding Issue: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Police Reports:  Members noted the correspondence received from PCSO Hardware and agreed that the police should be asked to attend the Quarterly Village Liaison meetings and make reports at this time.  It was also agreed that we should contact them again and reiterate the request for Monthly reports.
Neighbourhood Watch:  The clerk advised members that there was 43 reported incidents to the police, between May and August which included 16 Anti Social Behaviour, 10 Suspicious incidents, 8 Criminal damage, 5 theft, 1 public safety, 1 burglary, 1 firearms incident and 1 incident of vandalism.

6. PUBLIC FOOTPATHS

Footpath 18: This item was discussed under Public Questions.
Footpath 15:  Members voted in support of Mr. Underhill’s proposal, but agreed to suspend any action at this time.
Jinny Trails Steps & Handrail:  Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.
7. 2011/2012 CAPITAL EXPENDITURE PROJECTS (Clerks Report, Item 12)
Capital Expenditure Projects: It was agreed to defer this item to the October Agenda.

Weir: Mrs. Toon advised that she would like to see another sleeper added to the Weir.  It was agreed to ask the Environment Agency to come and have a look at it. (Clerks Report, Item 13)
Parish Room:  It was agreed to add this item as a separate agenda item for discussion at the next meeting. (Clerks Report, Item 7)
8. SEMI RURAL NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM (Clerks Report, Item 9)
Mr. Winstone proposed, Mr. Fitton seconded and it was moved on a majority vote that the Parish Council is the democratic voice of the village and their views should take precedence.  Mr. Morris voted against this proposal.

Priorities were agreed as follows for the October meeting:  Brook Hollows to be continually maintained, Knowles Hill speeding issues, HGV’s using the village, Double Yellow Lines.  

9. AUDIT COMMISSION – ANNUAL RETURN FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31 MARCH 2010


Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.

10. HIGH INTEREST ACCOUNTS
Mr. Edwards proposed, Mrs. Toon seconded and it was moved on a majority vote to deposit £15,000.00 into a High Interest Account on a 12month fixed term.

11. ROLLESTON FOOTBALL CLUB

Repair of goal mouths: Members noted that a quotation for the repair of the goal mouth was in part 2 of the clerks report.
Rolleston Football Club:  Members noted the details of the correspondence between the clerk and Rolleston Football Club.  
Mr. Winstone proposed, Mr. Fitton seconded and it was moved that Rolleston Football Club should not pay for training sessions and pre season matches.
Craythorne Car Park:  Mr. Winstone asked for this item to be added to the next agenda. (Clerks Report, Item 8)
12. TAFFLANDS
Members noted that following the meeting held on 23rd August, the Zip Wire Cross Beams had now been replaced.  The Chairman formally thanked Mr. Edwards for carrying out the work.

13. LANDSCAPING SCHEME, LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (Clerks Report, Items 10 & 11)
Staffordshire Environmental Fund: The clerk advised that herself and Mr. Edwards had met with Mr. Williams from Staffordshire Environmental Fund and that he was concerned that the scheme did not meet the criteria for funding on three counts but that he had taken some photographs and would now go back to his Chief Executive with his report.  It was agreed that an alternative scheme should be considered for proposal at the October meeting, should the grant application be unsuccessful.
Brookside: Members noted details of the letter received from Mrs. Thompson and it was agreed to contact the Environment Agency with regards to the banks under the bridge.  Mr. Morris advised that he would like some enhancements carried out to the area and it was agreed to add the item to the next agenda.
14. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND BULB PLANTING

Mr. Winstone proposed, Mr. Edwards seconded and it was moved to set a £50.00 budget for the bulb planting to be carried out by Mrs. Toon and Mrs. Warren.  It was noted that the grass needed cutting in Spread Eagle Island.
15. YOUTH PROVISION (Clerks Report, Item 14)
Members noted the details from Mr. Badcock’s report.  Mr. Docksey advised that he was unaware of the Youth Club but would be willing to put some information out around De Ferrers.  It was agreed to contact Rebecca Lees and ask for the relevant notices so that they could be erected by Mr. Docksey.

17. EMERGENCY PROCEDURES IN THE EVENT OF TRAVELLERS


Mr. Morris advised members that he had now been to see Mr. O’Brien and that although he had been provided with Mr. Furnell’s and Ms. Roebuck’s mobile telephone numbers, the planners had advised him that in order to supply a stop notice, there needs to be planners, enforcement and legal team representatives available and that the Town Hall needs to be open.

21. TUTBURY ECOGROUP

It was moved by a majority vote that the Parish Council agreed for a feasibility study to be carried out.

22. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

Blocked Drains:  It was reported that the following drains appeared to be blocked: - Burnside (opposite Club), Church Road (end of footpath 1), Chapel Lane, School Lane, Church Road (drain in footway near vicarage).

Anslow Lane Potholes: It was reported that these were very bad again.
Height Barrier Sign: It was reported that the sign on the gate is broken. 

Xmas Tree Festival:  Mrs. Warren asked for £15.00 for the purchase of the Parish Councils Christmas Tree for the festival.


Sewage: Mr. Toon reported that there was a strong smell of sewage and appeared to be an obnoxious substance coming from the Spread Eagle into the Brook from a cast iron pipe.


Burton Mail:  It was asked if the PC had a policy with regards to making statements to the press.  It was agreed that if individual members were contacted and wished to speak to them then they could, if not they should be referred to the Chair who would be happy to make a statement.


Shotwood Close:  Mr. Edwards advised that works had started on the wall.


Fingerpost:  It was noted that the fingerpost outside the Spread Eagle had been twisted again.


Westbury Homes Notice board:  It was reported that there were some out of date notices in it.  The clerk replied that the barrel of the lock had been removed and that the keys were currently with a handyman for repair.

24. CORRESPONDENCE RECEIVED
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
25. ITEMS FOR THE NEXT AGENDA (Clerks Report, Item 17)
Double Yellow Lines:  Mr. Fitton requested that this item be added to the agenda.

26. ELIZABETH AVENUE (Clerks Report, Item 25)
Damage to Shelter: Mr. Edwards advised that PC Musgrove had advised that payment had been made but that the Parish Council had not yet received it.  It was agreed that it should be chased in the first instance with PC Musgrove and if necessary with a more Senior Officer.
Damage to Shelter (Youth Offender): It was noted that two pieces of correspondence had been sent to the parents of the offender but that no acknowledgement had been received from them.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should now contact the police and ask for an address so that the Parish Council can pursue a County court claim.
