The condition of the bank under Ford Bridge was discussed and the County Council agreed to pursue the matter.  It was also reported that the pavement on Beacon Drive which has been badly affected by tree roots is still in need of repair.

CONSULTATION IN ADVANCE OF ANNUAL WORKSHOP
