1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

4. CONSULTATION ON THE DRAFT VALIDATION CHECKLIST FOR PLANNING APPLICATIONS
East Staffordshire Borough Council - Planning Delivery invites you to comment on their draft Validation Checklist for Planning Applications. The Governments “Guidance on information requirements and validation” issued in March 2010 now places a duty on all Local Planning Authorities to put in place a Local Validation Checklist which must clearly set out to applicants locally required information to be submitted alongside each type of planning application (in order for it to be regarded as ‘valid’) in addition to the existing national requirements by the end of December 2010.      
 The proposed draft list incorporates both the local and national validation requirements in one single document to ensure that the transition to additional validation requirements can be implemented and managed effectively and provide clarity to all customers submitting planning applications. All comments received will be appraised and the list revised if applicable prior to formal adoption. The final version will then be available to view at www.eaststaffsbc.gov.uk.
The clerk contacted ESBC to see if the list would be mandatory or discretionary and received the following response:-

The National criteria is mandatory, albeit there may be certain circumstances whereby to insist upon a block plan would be too onerous/over the top; for example a change of use application.  The Local list provides some thresholds and will always be applied on the basis of sufficient information required in order to be able to determine the application.  We do apply a level of flexibility dependent upon the application submitted as sometimes adhering to the list rigidly every time may not be appropriate
5. SCC – VARIOUS
SCC Community Focus for Ice Busters:  Attached is a copy of a letter received from Mr. Maryon, Cabinet Member for Highways and Environment, SCC. The empty grit bins have been reported through CLARENCE.  A request has been made for an additional grit bin on the Lawns Bridge/Burnside junction.

Outstanding Traffic Regulation Orders within the village, Brookside Setts, Church Road Resurfacing, Marston Lane passing points, Brookside Bridge missing brick, Safer Routes to School Crossing, Short Cut from Chapel Lane to Station Road, parking area outside of shops, Knowles Hill speeding issue, concerns with regards to The Lawns/Burnside Junction.

11. ELIZABETH AVENUE & MEADOW VIEW ANNUAL PLAY INSPECTIONS
Both of these inspections have now taken place and attached for members review is a copy of the reports.  The clerk has also given a copy of the report to Mr. Deacon and requested a quotation for the minor repair works that have been recommended.

Unfortunately due to an oversight at ROSPA the annual inspection for Tafflands has not yet been completed.  The clerk has chased this and it is due to take place within the next few weeks.
11. ELIZABETH AVENUE & MEADOW VIEW ANNUAL PLAY INSPECTIONS (continued)
Damage to Elizabeth Avenue Shelter: A further act of vandalism took place over the weekend of 30th & 31st October, resulting in a large hole being burned through the middle top panel of the shelter.  Mr. Deacon has cut a hole in the section as he was concerned that there was a safety hazard. This incident has been reported to the police; reference XA-79515-2010.  

12. MEADOW VIEW PLAY AREA

The clerk has been contacted by a Mr. Craig Anderson who has suggested that a concrete table tennis table may be a suitable item to install at Meadow View Play Area.  The clerk has looked into details and the tables cost £1,888 including delivery.  The same company also supply concrete table top football units at a cost of £2,900 including delivery.  Installation costs should also be taken into consideration. There is a table top football table and one of the concrete tables installed in Hanford Park, Stoke and they were both installed around 4 months ago.  Should anyone wish to view some pictures and installation details of either of the units then please ask the clerk.
13. ROLLESTON FOOTBALL CLUB


A meeting took place with Rolleston Football Club on Monday 18th October with regards to the allegation of misconduct against 

Mr. Gould. The Parish Council thanked the Football Club for bringing the matter to our attention and the Football Club advised that they did not wish to take the matter further, but had to inform us that an incident had taken place and it was therefore concluded that the matter was closed.  A payment of £180.00 has been received for match fees up until the end of December 2010.  A request for an additional cut of the pitches was made at the meeting.  The clerk asked Mr. Gould to undertake this at a cost of £170.00.  Thanks were conveyed to the Parish Council for the repair of the goal mouth.


The football club has advised that with the permission of the Parish Council they would be willing to take on some of the responsibility with regards to the grass cutting.  Members are asked to consider this matter.

Serious revamp of Spread Eagle Island unknown, Electrical supply to Spread Eagle Island for Christmas lights unknown
Renew play equipment at Meadow View Play Area £2,000 +, Fingerpost opposite Craythorne Lane £2,500.00
Painting Craythorne Field car park railings unknown, 

Craythorne Car Park, Resurfacing works, In order to obtain quotations for this a specification would need to be drawn up for contractors so that they would be quoting like for like.  Mr. Edwards has suggested that the existing materials should be excavated and removed from site, approx £3,250.00, lay 300 tonnes of MOT Type 1 £3,000, Lay and power roll flat, £2,000, Administration £1,000, contingencies, £2,000.  Total estimated project £11,250.00.
