Six members of the public were in attendance.
The Chairman thanked Mrs. Warren for the work that she put into the Parish Councils display for the advent festival and it was reported that just over £2,700.00 had been raised.

63. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS
Mr. Gawthorpe advised the meeting that the Civic Trust had been looking into projects for the next year and were considering installing tubs of flowers around Burnside, possibly close to the shops and bench etc and that they were asking the Parish Council for ideas and also as to if planning permission would be required. The chairman replied that he was unsure with regards to planning permission but that the Parish Council would support the proposed scheme.
Two residents, one from Bladons Yard and one from Burnside raised their concerns with regards to the suggestion of double yellow lines being installed out the front of Rolleston Club.  They commented that as the properties did not have off road parking, than parking outside the club was the only parking available to them.  The Chairman thanked them for their comments and advised that the item was to be debated later on in the meeting. 

64. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr. J. Morris.
65. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
There were no declarations of interest.

66. MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 8TH NOVEMBER 2010
The minutes of the previous meeting were approved subject to the following amendments:- 

Item 62:9: Mr. Badcock reported in the absence of Mr. Fitton.  He advised that he had attended the Borough wide forum and that Rolleston was on the same table as Anslow and Tutbury.  He advised that the three priorities for Rolleston were:  HGVs using the village, speeding issues on Knowles Hill linked to parking issues outside the shops at the bottom of the hill and the maintenance of Brook Hollows.  Mr. Badcock advised that the issue with HGVs would be passed on to PC Musgrove.  He further advised that volunteers organised by Draycott Parish Council would do some speed analysis on Knowles Hill, and that the consensus was that little could be done about the parking issue around the shops, but that the police would be requested to talk to the Co-op with the aim of amending the delivery times so that the lorries were not parked outside the shops between 8.00 am and 9.00 am.  Finally, he said that Mr. Martin and himself would be attending a meeting with ESBC on Friday 19 November with regard to Brook Hollows.

67. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 
Mr. Fraser did not attend the meeting.
68. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mr. Morris did not attend the meeting.
69. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Page 44:  Mr. Edwards advised that he was unhappy with the figures presented by the police at the previous meeting.  He advised that he had spoken with PC Musgrove as the figures suggested a 625% increase in Anti Social Behaviour and that the incidents were related to the shelter on Elizabeth Avenue Playing field.  Mr. Edwards advised that he had spoken with Mr. Wyers, Chairman Neighbourhood Watch and that he had received confirmation from the Neighbourhood Watch division at Staffordshire Police that only two of the reported incidents related to the shelter.  It was agreed that the clerk should write to the police and question the figures presented as the statistics do not add up.
Item 62:8: The clerk advised that she had not yet replaced the missing lock as she was looking at purchasing a master lock for all of the gates on Parish Council owned land.

Item 62:9:  Semi Rural Action Plan R/SS05, The clerk advised that she had received a copy of the Local Strategic Partnership overview from Rebecca Lees and copies of the overview were issued to members. RO/HO2: Mr. Edwards advised that the HGV parking issue had been documented as an issue of HGV’s parking overnight in the garage and that this was not the issue.  
Mr. Badcock advised that he understood that Mr. Morris had raised this as an issue at the meeting.  R/SS03:  Dealing with high perception of ASB, Mr. Edwards advised that a 625% increase in Anti social behaviour was not a perception.

Item 62:11:  Mr. Edwards advised that he had visited site and confirmed that concrete was exposed and therefore hazardous.  It was agreed that the concrete should be chipped off and top soil installed.

70. CLERKS REPORT DATED 8TH DECEMBER 2010

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-
P/2010/01402/CEH Erection of a single storey rear extension, 33 Knowles Hill.

Members would prefer to see a low pitched tiled roof.

P/2010/01421/CEH Application under Section 73 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 to develop land by the erection of an agricultural workers dwelling without complying with condition 2 of outline planning permission OU/19427/01 dated 13/08/90 relating to the occupation of the dwelling, Cliff House Farm, Dovecliff Road, Stretton

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to the above application.  Members believe that the condition was applied for a reason and should therefore be upheld.  Members also object on the grounds that they believe houses like this should be kept for agricultural purposes.  Members would question that a meat processing unit is not related to agricultural use.  Members believe that the report is factually incorrect in that two opposing statements are given with regards to the attempted sale of the house.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS 
Members noted the planning decisions from the Clerks Report and the clerk advised that the following application had been withdrawn: - P/2010/01282/CEH, Erection of a two storey rear extension, 48 Station Road.
3. SCC – VARIOUS
SCC Community Focus for Ice Busters: The following members agreed to have their names put forward for the scheme:-

Additional Grit Bins: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Traffic Regulation Orders:  It was agreed to go back to Mr. Rayson as the outstanding TRO detailed by him had not been discussed by the Parish Council in recent years and that the Parish Councils number one priority for a TRO was by the Chicane on Dovecliff Road.
 
Marston Lane passing points: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
 Church Road Resurfacing: It was agreed to ask Mr. Rayson to confirm that the surface will be a low noise surface as it is the main road through the village and that low noise surfacing was a priority of the Parish Councils in the Parish plan.
 Brookside Setts: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
 Brookside Bridge, missing brick: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
 Knowles Hill speeding issue: It was concluded that the survey passed to us by SCC demonstrated a speeding issue.
3. SCC – VARIOUS (continued)
Parking, pull in area opposite shops: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Grit Bins:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Safer Routes to School Crossing, Beacon Road:   Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Short Cut from Station Road to Chapel Lane: - Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and Mr. Wyatt agreed to try and identify the actual road name.
4. ENVIRONMENT AGENCY – IMPROVED FLOOD WARNING SERVICE
Members noted the details of the information received from the Environment Agency.

5. BURNSIDE WILLOW TREES

This item was discussed in part 2 of the clerks report.

6. STORAGE OF PARISH COUNCIL RECORDS
Members agreed for the minute books and all applicable documents to be stored at the Stafford Archive offices.

7. PRECEPT REQUIREMENTS & COUNCIL TAX BASE FOR 2011/2012
Mr. Edwards proposed, Mr. Winstone seconded and it was moved that the precept for the 2011/2012 financial year should remain at £43,450.00.
8. LANDSCAPING SCHEME, LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (Clerks Report, Item 9 & 22)
Members noted the information provided on the Clerks Report with regards to the advice given by ESBC and the Legal implications should the scheme go ahead in its proposed format. Members were all given the opportunity to speak on the scheme in both its current format and the revised scheme that would satisfy DDA requirements. It was resolved that as the standing orders dictated that a decision should not be revisited unless requested to be done so by five members in writing that no vote could take place on the amended scheme.
9. SHOTWOOD CLOSE OPEN SPACE (Clerks Report, Item 11)
Members agreed that they would be willing to adopt the land on the provision of receiving the money from the 106 agreement.

10. DOUBLE YELLOW LINES OUTSIDE ROLLESTON CLUB

Members resolved that they did not support the suggestion of double yellow lines being installed outside of the club.
11. FLYPOSTING (Clerks Report, Item 12)
In Mr. Morris’s absence this item was deferred until the January meeting.
12.  RECREATIONAL SUB COMMITTEE MEETING – MEADOW VIEW PLAY AREA

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
13. ANNUAL PLAY SAFETY INSPECTION – TAFFLANDS
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

14. BROOK HOLLOWS

Mr. Badcock made the following report:- 

Routine Maintenance: A map of the official paths has now been located. The paths will be kept clear throughout the year. Unofficial paths will be allowed to be reclaimed by nature.  The area between The Lawns and the footbridge in Brook Hollows will be strimmed and cut to as near to the river bank as possible. This will be done on the same regular basis as the grass is cut at present.

 

14. BROOK HOLLOWS (continued)
The area between the watercourse and Brookside opposite the Co-op shop will be cut from Whitsuntide (after daffodils have died down); it will then be routinely maintained with the regular routine maintenance.  Trudi Joyce to pass onto Rebecca Lees a copy of the 2011 maintenance schedule so that she can inform the Clerk of the Parish Council.

 

Capital Projects: The worn bank to the north-west of the footbridge could be raised to prevent flooding into The Lawns road. Impossible to agree any timescale because of financial constraints.  The island could be made into a haven for birds to nest and safely raise their young. Possible Burton Conservation Volunteers Project, ESBC unable to fund.

 
The Watercourse: The weeds/plants slowly choking the brook between the footbridge and The Lawns Bridge, and the logs blocking one of the channels alongside the island will not be removed by ESBC. They are the responsibility of the Environmental Agency. Mr. Martin pointed out that the plants/weeds would eventually completely block the watercourse. The Parish Council representative pointed out the dangers to young people of the log bridge onto the island. The ESBC representative disagreed that this was a safety hazard. ESBC to contact the Environmental Agency to see what help they are able to offer.

15. FUNDING FOR PARISH ROOM


The clerk advised that funding is available towards a parish room as long as it can be proved that there is a need and that the room would be open to multiple organisations.

16. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

14/16 Burnside:  Mrs. Redgrave advised that a group of youths had been seen entering the property on more than one occasion. 
 It was agreed that any unauthorised access was trespass and that it should be reported to the police.
Home Farm: Mrs. Toon reported that she had been contacted by Mr. Thompson as his cows had been let out and that he was upset that the Parish Council had objected to his recent planning application.

Basketball Hoop: Mr. Docksey suggested that a basketball hoop should be considered for Meadow View play area.

HGV’s: It was discussed that the 7.5 tonne weight limit sign by the church was misleading as HGV drivers believe that only Marston Lane has a weight limit on it.  Mr. Wyatt advised that he would look at HGV sat nav.

Brook Hollows: Mr. Wyatt advised that the litter bins and life rings had been removed and thrown in Brook Hollows.  The clerk advised that she had reported the matter to ESBC and the police and that they were dealing with the incident.
