9. LANDSCAPING SCHEME, LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND

This scheme was approved by members at the Parish Council meeting held on Monday 8th November 2010 subject to the clarification of the materials to be supplied, and it was agreed that the contract should be awarded to Hornsby Plant Hire.  Following this decision and subsequent dialogue with Hornsby Plant Hire, the contractor questioned if the scheme needed to be DDA compliant. As this issue had not been considered during the planning stages of the project, the clerk contacted Mrs. Harrison, Access Officer, ESBC for advice and a site meeting was held with Mrs. Harrison and attended by several members of the Parish Council on Wednesday 24th November 2010.  As a result of this meeting, the clerk added the item to the December Clerks Report and Agenda for the meeting to be held on Monday 13th December 2010.  The information supplied on the clerks report detailed the advice given and the possible implications on the Parish Council should the scheme go ahead in its agreed format. In addition, a revised DDA compliant plan had been drawn up and quotation sought for member’s consideration.  To date as five members have not been forthcoming in requesting that the original decision is revisited the plan approved is the one that was approved at the meeting on Monday 8th November 2010.
