71. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS
There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.

72. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr. J. Wyatt.
73. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
There were no declarations of interest.

74. MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 13th DECEMBER 2010
The minutes of the previous meeting were signed as a true record. 

75. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 
Mr. Fraser did not attend the meeting.
76. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mr. Morris did not make a Borough Councillors report.
77. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Item 69, Page 44, The clerk advised that she had not received any response from the police with regards to the crime figures (Clerks Report, Item 29).
Item 69, 62:9.  Mr. Edwards advised that he had spoken to the owners of Rolleston garage and that they were unaware of an issue of HGV’s parking up overnight on the garage forecourt.  It was agreed that a request should be made for this item to be removed from the Semi Rural Action plan.

Item 70:3, it was noted that the missing brick had still not been replaced.

78. CLERKS REPORT DATED 5th JANUARY 2011
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-
P/2010/01411/CEH Erection of a two storey rear extension, 48 & 50 Station Road.

Members are pleased that the plans have been changed to make all of the adjacent properties ascetically pleasing.

P/2010/01475/EW Replacement of front windows, Poppies, 3 Brookside.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council accept the appearance of the windows, but would prefer to see individual window panes.

78. CLERKS REPORT DATED 5th JANUARY 2011
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued)
P/2010/01462/MB Erection of a first floor front extension and a single storey rear extension, 198 Station Road.

Members are concerned that the proposed extension, plus the previous extension significantly increases the original footprint of the house.  Members note that there is no garage with the property.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS 
Members noted the details of the planning decisions from the clerks report.

Planning Appeal P/2010/01181 Home Farm Buildings, Appeal Reference APP/B3410/A/11/2143228/NWF.  The clerk advised members of the above appeal and that the Planning Inspectorate would be dealing with the appeal by Informal Hearing and that the objections raised by the Parish Council at the application stage would automatically be sent to the Planning Inspectorate for consideration.

3. ELECTORAL REVIEW OF STAFFORDSHIRE
Members agreed to comment that they would prefer wards with two councillors to be halved.
4. ESBC – POLICY STATEMENT ON GREENFIELD LAND RELEASE IN EAST STAFFORDSHIRE(Clerks Report, Item 5)
Members agreed to submit the following comments on the policy statement, and the clerk advised that the 31st December deadline had been extended to allow the Parish Council to comment.

Policy Statement
 

The words "minimise" and "maximise" are used multiple times in the paragraphs relating to how the council will ensure sustainable development and what they expect all proposals should have.  Members would prefer to see actual figures rather than statements of minimising and maximising.

 

2) Members would like to ask if ESBC could determine what a five year supply is as the PC would like clarification on this statement.
 

4) Members would like to comment that they consider Greenfield sites within the Borough to be very significant and object to any building on Greenfield sites.

 

5 a) Members object to an appropriate financial contribution towards a fund to be used to regenerate inner Burton and believe that money from 106 agreements should go to the specific/affected area.
 

5 h) With regards to the paragraph relating to Extensions to strategic villages.  Members do not wish to see any development within the village.

5. STAFFORDSHIRE WILDLIFE TRUST – MEMBERSHIP RENEWAL

Mr. Edwards proposed, Mr. Fitton seconded and it was moved that the Parish Council should renew its annual membership.
6. STAFFORDSHIRE PLAYING FIELDS ASSOCIATION
Members resolved not to join this association.

7. ESBC RECYCLING TONNAGE

Mrs. Toon proposed, Mr. Toon seconded and it was moved that the money should be donated to Rolleston United Foundation.

8. LOWER RIVER DOVE FLOOD RISK MANAGEMENT SCHEME (Clerks Report, Item 21)
Members agreed to submit the following comments to the Environment Agency:-

Members note that there are proposed works to reduce the flood risk in Scropton, Hatton and Eggington and that improvement are also proposed for Tutbury, but that there are no proposals for works in either Marston or Rolleston.  Members are very concerned that when the flood plains are built up in the other locations, that it will have a negative impact on the village of Rolleston.  Members would therefore ask if you can confirm any implications that the proposals are likely to have on Rolleston and for confirmation that the model has looked at potential implications on the village.
9. LANDSCAPING SCHEME, LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (Clerks Report, Item 17)
An amended scheme was shown to members, Plan PC2010-11 L.  The clerk was presented with a written request signed, by members asking for an extraordinary meeting so that the decision made on 8th November 2010 could be revisited.  It was agreed that the meeting should be held on Monday 17th January 2011, commencing on conclusion of the Village Liaison meeting.

10. ILLEGAL GYPSY CAMPS (Clerks Report, Item 6)
Members agreed that we should write to Andrew Griffiths and Eric Pickles and ask the proposed bill be put in front of parliament as soon as possible. 

11. SHOTWOOD CLOSE OPEN SPACE (Clerks Report, Item 18)
It was agreed to ask ESBC for an update on this item.

12. FLYPOSTING

It was agreed that members did not support commercial businesses advertising on public property, and that commercial advertising should be reported to the clerk who should report the matter to ESBC.  It was agreed that charitable notices were to be reviewed on their own merits.
13. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

Grit Bins:  It was agreed that some guidance with regards to the use of the grit from the bins should be offered by notice in the Rollestonian and by having some signs made up.
Cross Lane Bus Shelter:  It was noted that the bus timetable was still missing.

HGV’s:  Members were advised that details of an HGV seen using Marston Lane had been forwarded to PC Musgrove.

Pre School:  Mr. Morris advised that some coping stones were missing on the wall adjacent to Pre School and the clerk was asked if she could speak to Pre School with regards to this issue.
Parish Office:  Mr. Morris advised that he had spoken to ESBC and that Sport England had looked at the proposals, and that they had responded to say that they would have no objections to the plans.  It was agreed to add this item to the next agenda.

Parking on footways:  Mr. Morris reported that he had received a complaint about parking on the footways and he had spoken to ESBC who advised that if the cars were reported on 508520 or 508511, then if they had someone available they would be sent out to deal with the matter.

Jinny Trail:  Mr. Morris advised that he had been contacted by Mr. Hayward who had suggested that edging boards should have been installed on either side of the path.

Hedges along Craythorne Lane: It was reported that these are very overgrown

Basketball hoop:  It was agreed to look at the costs involved in the purchase and installation of a basketball hoop.

20. ELIZABETH AVENUE SHELTER (Clerks Report, Item 24)
(Damage caused by Youth Offender) Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

Crime Reference XA/90771/2010, Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

The chairman moved that due to the confidential nature of the business to be transacted, the public and press should be excluded from the meeting.

21. NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH CRIME INFORMATION (Clerks Report, Item 29) 
Mr. Wyers, Chairman Neighbourhood Watch advised members that he had recently been spoken to by Sergeant Harris, who had raised issues with Mr. Wyers requesting crime statistics and suggested that unnecessary panic was raised by issuing of the information to members of Neighbourhood Watch. He advised that out of 19 reported crimes, only 5 had been put on the OWL system.  He advised that Sgt Harris had also suggested that the issuing of crime information was also an invasion against the privacy of the victims.  Mr. Wyers clarified that the information given, did not give personal details of the victims.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should write to Sgt Harris and say that we would like to see the continuation of the statistics being given to NHW.  
Some discussion took part with regards to the recent invitation that had been sent via the OWL system inviting all members of Neighbourhood Watch to attend the forthcoming Forum meeting.  It was agreed that either Mr. Fitton or Mr. Badcock should ask at the next meeting if it is appropriate to invite everyone on NHW to the forum.
