CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

MONDAY 14th FEBRUARY 2011
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received and require comment:-
P/2011/00054/MB Erection of a detached dwelling, detached garage to existing dwelling and construction of vehicular access, 224 Station Road.

P/2011/00046/CEH Application of a certificate of lawfulness for the continued use as a private dwelling, Cliff House, Dovecliff Road.

P/2011/00062/MB Crown lifting of two Willow Trees to give 3 metre clearance and removal of a branch from a Willow Tree, Trees located on the bank opposite Rolleston Club, Burnside, Rolleston on Dove Parish Council
P/2011/00071/JI Demolition of existing rear extension to facilitate the erection of a part single storey, part two storey rear extension, alterations to windows on the front elevation and erection of gates, Lodge Cottage, 2 Brookside.

P/2011/00070/JI Erection of a part single storey, part two storey rear extension, alterations to the windows on the front elevation and erection of gates, Lodge Cottage, 2 Brookside.

P/2011/00057/CEH Erection of a two storey front extension and detached double garage with store above, Brantwood, Hall Grounds.

P/2011/00097/MB Infilling of existing covered area to front elevation, Anslow House, Anslow Lane.

Members commented on the following application at the Parish Council meeting held on Monday 17th January 2011:-

P/2011/00024/CEH, Erection of single storey front and two storey side extensions, 

84 Walford Road, Rolleston on Dove.

 
Members are concerned that there is insufficient car parking for a 4 bedroom property.  Members are concerned that there is no rear access to the property.  Members would like to be able to see a plan which shows the whole of the semi.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS 
The following applications have been permitted:-
P/2010/01402/CEH Erection of a single storey rear extension, 33 Knowles Hill.
P/2010/01411/CEH Erection of a two storey rear extension, 48 & 50 Station Road.
The following application has been withdrawn:-

P/2010/01241/CEH Application under Section 73 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 to develop land by the erection of an agricultural workers dwelling without complying with condition 2 of the outline planning permission OU/19427/01 dated 13/08/90 relating to the occupation of the dwelling, Cliff House Farm, Dovecliff Road, Stretton.

3. MIDLANDS RURAL HOUSING / HALLAM LAND MANAGEMENT 
The following email has been received from Mr. Miles King, Midlands Rural Housing:-

“I am writing to update the Parish Council. Unfortunately, there has been little activity since I last wrote to you. Tim Matthews left Trent & Dove Housing in early October and as a result there was some minor restructuring of personnel which led to matters stalling until December. The caseload has now been picked up by Steve McLaughlin who is a Project Manager with Trent & Dove and we are making some progress again”.

 “In the meantime, the changes in Government policy relating to planning issues and housing funding are having an effect, particularly in relation to grant funding which has been substantially reduced”.

 “We recently held a meeting with Steve Payne, the Housing Strategy Officer at ESBC, at which it was agreed to prioritise the site at Station Road, Rolleston, adjacent to the Scout Hut, along with sites in two other parishes. Steve McLaughlin is commissioning architect’s drawings so that we can have more detailed discussions with planners, the landowner and the Parish Council. At this stage these will be in sketch form, giving an indication of the scheme’s design with reference to the highways access, housing layout, car parking and landscaping”.

 “I hope that we will have plans drawn up soon and will contact you again when they are available for discussion”.
For Information, the following email has been received by the Chairman from Mr. David Peck, Principal Planner:-

I am the agent for Hallam Land Management with respect to the land off Meadow View at Rolleston.  This is one of the sites that has been suggested for potential future residential development and is included the Borough Council’s Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment.  I am seeking to ‘get a handle’ on local views on general housing and related community and development issues as they affect Rolleston and any specific views in respect of this site.  I have spoken with Councillor John Morris and he suggested I also contact yourself in your capacity as Chairman of the Parish Council.

 I understand that the Parish Council responded to the SHLAA and so you may be aware of the initial investigations that were undertaken a couple of years ago to help inform what the options for the site could be.  The Parish Council’s (and any other local) response to the SHLAA has not been published.  I’d appreciate the opportunity for an initial chat with you over the phone, and any other persons whom you think it would be of value speaking with.  If helpful, I’d also welcome the opportunity to meet with you (and / or other local representatives) to help best understand and explore pertinent local issues.  In time we’d be happy to present any ideas we have to the Parish Council (or other local forum) to seek feedback, but I’d suggest at this stage such ‘formal’ gatherings are probably not the most appropriate nor necessarily mutually helpful.

 There is no intention at this stage to submit any planning application on the site and we have no firm ideas on what type of development (if any) could go on the site.

4. LOCALISM BILL & PARISH PLAN

Mr. Morris will be invited to speak on this item.  Attached for members is a copy of the Parish Plan published in January 2004.
5. GREENFIELD LAND RELEASE / LAND FOR SALE
Greenfield Land Release: Mr. Edwards and Mr. Morris would like this item to be discussed.
Land for Sale:  Correspondence has been circulated by Mr. Edwards about the sale of the 18.5 acre site of the land off Craythorne Road (rear Walford Road). The sale is by Public Auction on Wednesday 2nd March at 3pm, The Platinum Suite, Uttoxeter Racecourse at a price in excess of £7,000 per acre. 
6. ILLEGAL GYPSY CAMPS
Responses have been received from Rt Hon Eric Pickles, MP and Andrew Griffiths, MP on this subject.  Attached are copies of the responses.

7. PROPOSAL FOR PARISH OFFICE
At the January Parish Council meeting, Mr. Morris reported that he had received the following response from Sport England with regards to the proposed development:-


“E3 The proposed development affects only land incapable of forming, or forming part of, a playing pitch, and does not result in the loss of or inability to make use of any playing pitch (including the maintenance of adequate safety margins), a reduction in the size of the playing areas of any playing pitch or the loss of any other sporting/ancillary facilities on the site”.
It was therefore agreed that the item should be added to the February Agenda for consideration and members are asked to consider how they wish to proceed with this item.
8. PARISH COUNCIL ACCOUNTS – QUARTER 3 

Attached is a copy of the accounts for the first three quarters of the 2010/2011 financial year.
9. PARISH COUNCIL COMPUTER

The Parish Council computer is in need of replacement as both the sound and the colour have gone. The current PC was purchased five years ago.  £400.00 is allocated within the budget for replacement and the clerk would prefer it to be replaced with a laptop.  Members are asked to consider this item.

10. MASTER LOCK FOR GATES

For 10 keyed alike Master Locks, the cost will be approximately £300.00 + V.A.T.  The locks proposed are from www.discountlocks.co.uk and are an open shackle padlock.  A similar style of lock but in a closed shackle lock would be suitable for the Craythorne Height Barrier.  Members are asked to consider this item.
11. RECREATIONAL
Basketball Hoops: Basketball hoops are available from £550.00 plus V.A.T and installation costs.  Stretton Parish Council purchased their hop from Wicksteed Leisure as part of a larger project so were unable to provide specific costs with regards to installation and tarmac.  
Meadow View play area:  The painting of the railings and swing frame is due to take place week commencing Monday 7th February.  The replacement swing seats and chains have now been purchased.

Mr. Deacon advised the clerk that he was approached by someone on 28th January advising that their child had slipped on the algae on the surface of Meadow View Play Area.  Members are advised that there were no concerns raised by ROSPA with regards to algae on the surface on the annual play inspection report.

Taffflands:  New D links are required for the swinging beam as they are beginning to wear.  Mr. Deacon is organizing their replacement.  An animal possibly a dog has gouged the swing and Zip Wire seats.  At this stage they are not considered to be dangerous or in need of replacement.  Mr. Deacon has advised on several occasions that one of the bins on Tafflands is not being regularly emptied.  On each occasion the clerk has taken this up with Rainbow Waste and has submitted a formal complaint to them.  Disciplinary action has now been taken against one of their drivers as a result.
12. STAFFORDSHIRE CARES – NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM

The following email has been received from Rebecca Lees, ESBC:-

In the very first Neighbourhood Forum Rolleston Parish Council raised the following action: “Social Care and Health need to better communicate the services on offer e.g. anyone can refer incidents to Social Care & Health.”
 The Neighbourhood Working Team have received the following information from Staffordshire Cares: “Staffordshire Cares is the new vision for adult social care in the future which will provide easier access to information, advice and support to enable people to live the life they choose.  It provides a gateway and signposting service for the whole adult care sector.  We have been asked to identify suitable information points in the communities in which we support and engage with them to promote the Staffordshire Cares vision through a branded poster and a few branded leaflets.   Ideally we could do with a list of suitable locations which could be a parish hall, church, pub and other community venues.  Ideally, I suppose we want Parish Councillors to commit to supporting the project and would be grateful if you could engage on our behalf.”  If the Parish Council would be interested in supporting this project then please let me know and I can get more information for you and/or pass on your contact details.   The initiative will be launched in April and as such we are hoping to receive a presentation at the Borough wide Neighbourhood Forum in April 2011. 
Neighbourhood Forum:  Mr. Badcock and Mr. Morris attended this meeting and will be invited to update members.  Copies of the minutes have been circulated via email.  Should anyone wish to receive a hard copy then please ask the clerk.

13. SCC – VARIOUS
A letter was sent to Mr. Rayson, SCC on 13th January with regards to the following items: - Church Road Resurfacing, Traffic Regulation Orders, including TRO Dovecliff Road and TRO Burnside. HGV’s using the village.  To date no response has been received. 
Neighbourhood Highways Visit:  The Neighbourhood Highway Team is due to make their third visit of the year to Rolleston on Dove Parish week commencing 21st February. However due to the recent period of bad weather the crew are behind with the programme, and they have also been busy assisting with the refilling of grit bins.  Therefore they may not be able to carry out as much work on this visit as they would normally undertake. However if there are any particular issues that the Parish Council may have then we need to advise SCC and the crew will try their best to carry out the work.
HGV’s:  The Clerk reported an HGV using the village to PC Musgrove and received the following response:-

“Thanks for the details of this vehicle I am in the process of speaking with the transport manager at Nestle's and will update both yourself and Barry Edwards. I did mention to Barry that it is likely that these lorry drivers are following their Sat Navs and upon passing through the Clay Mills junction it shows the 7.5 ton weight restriction for Tutbury, Rolleston and Stretton but also states accept for access. It's possible that they believe that they have legitimate access. Also another thing that is not helping is that approx. 75 metres Tutbury side of the Spread Eagle is a sign directing H.G.V.'s to Nestle's and another doing the same at the junction of Rolleston Lane and Cornmill Lane. 
I'm not sticking up for these drivers at all and I am sure that most know exactly what they are doing but if I am going to lay the law down at Nestle's and their suppliers, we need to have our facts and figures correct. I also mentioned to Barry that a sign at Clay Mills to accompany the weight restriction sign stating NO ACCESS TO NESTLE'S FACTORY would be helpful to our cause, then there would be no excuse. There is one of these signs in position at the junction of Marston lane and the old road that used to lead into the rear of Nestle's that is now closed”.   

The clerk has forwarded PC Musgrove’s email to Mr. Rayson, SCC and asked for his comments with regards to the signage.
Invoices have been submitted to SCC for Quarters3 & 4 of the Village Lengthsman and Grass Cutting agreements for the 2010/2011 financial year. 
14. FOOTPATH 14 / JINNY NATURE TRAIL

Footpath 14:  Mr. Edwards has asked for this item to be added to the agenda.

Jinny Trail Steps:  Works have now been carried out to the steps and handrail by SCC.

15. BROOK HOLLOWS

Mr. Badcock has asked for this item to be added to the agenda.

16. SLCC – ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP

Mr. Badcock has suggested that it may be beneficial to rejoin the SLCC as they offer independent legal advice to the clerk on Parish Council matters.  The Annual Membership cost is £106.00 plus a £10.00 joining fee.  They have confirmed that they have an advice hotline for members to call and an advice email address if you need any assistance if they can’t help you are referred to specialist advisors, Legal, HR and Finance.

17. LANDSCAPING SCHEME, LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND
Hornsby Plant Hire has been advised that they have been awarded the contract and works are scheduled to take place in the first three weeks of March.  Mr. Morris has put in a grant application for £1,000 towards this project and this is due to be determined on 15th February.

18. SHOTWOOD CLOSE OPEN SPACE 
The clerk has chased this item with ESBC, but to date no response has been received.
19. ROLLESTON CHARITY TRANSPORT FESTIVAL 
Mr. Morris would like to request the permission of the Parish Council for use of The Croft and Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field for car parking for the Village Transport Festival to be held on Monday 30th May 2011.

20. ROLLESTON SCOUT CARNIVAL

The following letter has been received from Rolleston Scout Group:-


“The Rolleston Scout Carnival is on Sunday 15th May 2011.  In the past the Parish Council has been generous in sponsoring the prizes. We are therefore hoping that they would be willing to do so again this year.  In the past there has been little use of the Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field for car parking.  However, we do need to offer somewhere to discourage parking on the road near the Scout HQ.  Therefore we are requesting this use again.  We do appreciate the Parish Councils support of this event, which benefits the village and the Scout Group”.
21. LOWER RIVER DOVE FLOOD RISK MANAGEMENT SCHEME
As agreed at the last Parish Council meeting, the clerk has written to the Environment Agency with regards to the above scheme.  She has received acknowledgement to say that our communication has been received and they will be in contact in due course.
