ROLLESTON ON DOVE PARISH COUNCIL
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Six members of the public were in attendance.
79. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS
Lower River Dove Flood Risk Management Scheme:  Mr. Wyers asked the Parish Council if they could approach the Environment Agency with a view to offering advice with regards to flood defences for those properties within the village that are having issues obtaining home insurance as a result of flooding.  The Chairman replied that the Parish Council are currently in dialogue with the Environment Agency and that the item would be discussed later on in the meeting.

Lower River Dove Flood Risk Management Scheme: Mr. Gawthorpe raised concern about the proposed scheme and any negative impact it was likely to have on the village.  The Chairman replied that the Parish Council had now received a response from the Environment Agency and that the matter would be discussed later on in the meeting.

Parish Office:  Mr. Gawthorpe asked for clarification as to where the proposed Parish Office would be located.  The Chairman replied that the proposed location was on the left of Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field if you entered from Elizabeth Avenue.

80. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr. J. Wyatt, Ms. A. Johns and Mr. B. Fraser.
81. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
All members of the Parish Council had a prejudicial interest in planning application P/2011/00062/MB Crown lifting of two Willow Trees to give 3 metre clearance and removal of a branch from a Willow Tree, Trees located on the bank opposite Rolleston Club, Burnside, Rolleston on Dove Parish Council.

Mr. Winstone declared an interest in planning application P/2011/00054/MB Erection of a detached dwelling, detached garage to existing dwelling and construction of vehicular access, 224 Station Road.
Mr. Morris declared an interest in item number 86:19. 
82. MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 10th JANUARY 2011 & 17th JANUARY 2011
The minutes of the meeting held on 10th January 2011 were signed as a true record subject to Mr. J. Morris being recorded as present at the meeting. 

The minutes of the meeting held on 17th January 2011 were signed as a true record.
83. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 
The clerk read the following report that was submitted by Mr. Fraser prior to the meeting:-

“Whilst this is one of the evenings when I cannot attend the parish council meeting, I am keen to report our latest achievements to the parish.  At the meeting of the full council last Thursday, the Cabinet told us that concessionary bus passes would no longer  be restricted to travelling after 9.30 a.m. but would now be available 24/7, that is all day, every day. This means that old people can now use their passes to get to early morning appointments at the Doctor’s, Dentist or Hospital, etc”.

83. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR (continued)

“At the other end of the age scale, a new Young Person’s Pass will allow people up to 20 to travel on any journey in the County for £1, again 24/7, so that they can use the bus for leisure as well as school or employment”.

“Both of these concessions are announced at the same time as the County is keeping the Council Tax rise for 2011/2012 to zero (0%) whilst continuing to keep libraries open and to support front-line services with no large scale redundancies. This means that, in those parishes where the precept has not been increased, and if the Borough maintains their reduced precept, the tax bills will be less that last year’s”.
84. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mr. Morris did not make a Borough Councillors report.
85. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS HELD ON 10TH & 17TH JANUARY 2011
Planters:  It was agreed that a “planters” sub committee meeting between representatives of the Parish Council and Civic Trust would take place on Wednesday 23rd February, commencing at 7.30pm at Mrs. Redgrave’s house. 
Grit Bin Signage:  The clerk confirmed that the signs had been made and were awaiting collection.

There were no matters arising from the meeting held on 17th January 2011.
86. CLERKS REPORT DATED 9th FEBRUARY 2011
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-
Mr. Fitton took the Chair whilst the following application was discussed:-

P/2011/00054/MB Erection of a detached dwelling, detached garage to existing dwelling and construction of vehicular access, 224 Station Road.
In principal no objection to building on this plot. Precedent set with house opposite built in garden of 226 Station Road.

Object to position of proposal being too close to pavement.  Other houses in Walford Road generally set back 6 metres from pavement. If build this development would be as bad, or worse than the houses in Station Road that are part of the College Site development

Design and Access Statement is misleading when it states the proposal is set back 2 metres from the pavement. The drawing shows a dimension of 1 metre.

Size of proposal should be reduced and set back 6 metres from pavement.

Roof pitches should be steeper to match 224 Station Road

Design and Access statement states that windows are “long and narrow” to match 224 Station Road but this is not the case.

Design and Access statement  states “The village of Stretton has a Junior School and the village of Rolleston a Senior School which serve the areas within 10 –15 min walking distance ” this is not true

Mr. Winstone resumed the position of Chairman for the rest of the meeting.
86. CLERKS REPORT DATED 9th FEBRUARY 2011 (continued)
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued)
P/2011/00046/CEH Application of a certificate of lawfulness for the continued use as a private dwelling, Cliff House, Dovecliff Road.

Why is there a copy of the Outline Planning Permission and not a copy of the full Planning Permission?
When this planning Permission was granted it created 2 separate farm holdings, therefore conditions were imposed on each holding and they are not dependant on each other.

There is no justification for the statement that ESBC were aware of the non compliance issue when it granted consent for the meat processing unit at the farm buildings. Meat processing is a farm related activity.

There is no justification for the statement “The condition can not be enforced because non-compliance has taken place for substantially more than 10 years” There is no requirement for ESBC to check if agricultural activities are taking place on an agricultural holding.

It cannot be right that someone can buy a house with an agricultural occupancy condition with no intention of ever complying with it. This action allowed them to gain a pecuniary advantage over other people who believed the condition had to be complied with. If the condition is now lifted it means the house can immediately be sold for an increased price.

There is a need for this type of property with agricultural occupancy conditions at the right price.

Mrs Johnson should be asked to comply with the condition or forced to move out.

P/2011/00062/MB Crown lifting of two Willow Trees to give 3 metre clearance and removal of a branch from a Willow Tree, Trees located on the bank opposite Rolleston Club, Burnside, Rolleston on Dove Parish Council
The Parish Council has a Prejudicial Interest in this application and made no comment.

P/2011/00071/JI Demolition of existing rear extension to facilitate the erection of a part single storey, part two storey rear extension, alterations to windows on the front elevation and erection of gates, Lodge Cottage, 2 Brookside.

Object to the demolition if it is conditional on the proposed extension being permitted. However if the existing lean to extension is demolished to reinstate the originality of Lodge Cottage then no objections.

P/2011/00070/JI Erection of a part single storey, part two storey rear extension, alterations to the windows on the front elevation and erection of gates, Lodge Cottage, 2 Brookside.

The proposed development will totally change the subservient relationship between Lodge Cottage and The Dower House thereby affecting the character of the Conservation Area.

The size of the proposed development will totally change the character of Lodge Cottage. Lodge Cottage is a very small servant’s type dwelling and needs to be kept as such.

The proposal will double the size of Lodge Cottage which is against Council policy.

The proposal looks like a smaller version of Lodge Cottage being shoe-horned in between the Dower House and Lodge Cottage which significantly affects the setting of The Dower House.

Part of the character of Lodge Cottage is achieved by its bay windows to the front elevation we object to these feature windows being replaced with flush windows.

It is not acceptable for the notes relating to the change in style of the front windows is written so small (approx 0.5mm high when the drawing is printed at A1)

The internal walls and stepped floors should be preserved.

A fairly unique feature of Lodge Cottage is the very low ceiling heights to the ground floor. The proposal has ceiling heights approximately 300mm higher which will always be at odds with the original character of the existing building.

The proposal introduces 5 roof lights in the extension, none of the adjacent existing buildings have roof lights therefore features that are not of the vernacular are being introduced.

86. CLERKS REPORT DATED 9th FEBRUARY 2011 (continued)
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued)
P/2011/00070/JI Erection of a part single storey, part two storey rear extension, alterations to the windows on the front elevation and erection of gates, Lodge Cottage, 2 Brookside.

There will be insufficient private amenity space commensurate with a three double bedroomed house.

Query whether Certificate A is appropriate (no purchaser indicated on property sales database, I believe that Lodge Cottage was bought as part of The Dower House)

Lodge Cottage is a very unique building which eloquently illustrates the conditions working people used to live in and one could argue that it should be restored as a permanent record of this.

Bluebell associates purchased? Lodge Cottage knowing it was a protected building and should not be allowed to irrevocably change it.

P/2011/00057/CEH Erection of a two storey front extension and detached double garage with store above, Brantwood, Hall Grounds.

This application states that the proposal is for a 2 storey extension to the front of the property which means that the access from Hall Grounds is the “street scene” If this is case I would again ask for a street scene to be provided indicating the proposal and adjacent properties. From the submitted drawings it is impossible to determine what effect the proposed double garage would have on the aesthetics of the area as adjacent garages are not indicated.

If this was a proposal on an adopted road it would not be allowed with the front of the garage positioned so close to the road.

P/2011/00097/MB Infilling of existing covered area to front elevation, Anslow House, Anslow Lane.

No objection.

P/2011/00117/MB Removal of 1 Ash tree, Rolleston pre school, school lane.

No objection.

The following proposal is out for consultation from 24th January 2011 to 21st February 2011. Pirelli Factory Development Brief and it can be viewed on:-

Members felt that as this development lies within the Parish of Stretton than it is up to Stretton Parish Council to comment on the development proposals.  Members believe that the proposed development will have an effect on both the volume of traffic passing through the village of Rolleston and will also have an impact on the intake of children at the village schools. They would therefore like to request that the Highways Authority carry out any necessary studies with regards to this.

Planning Meeting:  The clerk advised that notification had been received of two additional applications for consideration but that the plans were not yet available online.  A Planning Meeting was therefore arranged for Monday 28th February, commencing 7.30pm in the Old Grammar School Rooms.
Mr. Morris advised that a revised scheme had been submitted for the following application and that he would be submitting an objection. P/2011/00024/CEH, Erection of single storey front and two storey side extensions, 84 Walford Road.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS 
Members noted the details of the planning decisions from the clerks report.

3. MIDLANDS RURAL HOUSING / HALLAM LAND MANAGEMENT (Clerks report, Item 4)
Midlands Rural Housing:  Members noted the details of the email received from Mr. King and agreed that we should write and raise an objection to low cost housing being built in the village as ESBC have said that there is sufficient low cost housing.  It was also agreed to refer them to the planning application for the Doctors Surgery in which it was made clear that the Environment Agency would never give permission for planning on the section of land adjacent to the Scout Headquarters.
Hallam Land Management:  Mr. Winstone advised members that he had replied to the email and advised that the Parish Council was not in support of any development within the village.
4. LOCALISM BILL & PARISH PLAN (Clerks report, Item 9)
The meeting was advised that if the proposed localism bill was passed it would give the Parish Council the power to carry out services, including planning which are currently carried out by the Borough Council.  Members were further advised that if the Parish Council did decide that they would like to take a leading part then decisions would need to be based on both the VDSG plan and the Parish Plan. Mr. Morris advised that the Parish Plan is not a legal document and that it would need to be brought up to date as a “Neighbourhood Plan” which is drawn up inline with the Borough Councils strategic plan. There was a question as to when the Borough Councils Strategic plan would be set and if the Parish Council would find themselves bound by the Regional Spatial strategy.  It was agreed that a meeting should be arranged with Ms. Roebuck and Mr. Somerfield, ESBC to discuss this item in further detail. It was agreed that Mr. Morris, Mr. Edwards, Mr. Toon and Mr. Badcock should attend the meeting with ESBC.
5. GREENFIELD LAND RELEASE / LAND FOR SALE (Clerks Report, Items 6 & 7)
Greenfield Land Release: Members discussed the recent consultation and the article in the Burton Mail which stated that there is not a sufficient supply of Brownfield sites available to meet the Borough Councils target of development of 13,000 new homes.  It was agreed that the Borough Council should be asked to reduce the figured proposed from 13,000 to 7,500 new homes. 
It was agreed to ask Rebecca Lees to call a meeting of the strategic villages affected by the proposed development of 13,000 new homes and agreed that if Ms. Lees was unable to call a meeting then the Parish Council should do so.
Mr. Edwards referred members to the Journal of Local Planning which indicated that Borough Councils would receive money from the Government under the “New Homes Bonus Scheme”.
Land for sale:  Members discussed that this was one of the fields that had been identified by ESBC as suitable for development.  It was concluded that there was no support to look into the feasibility of purchasing the land for sale, but agreed to add the item to the next agenda so that a long term plan can be agreed with regards to purchasing land for sale. 

6. ILLEGAL GYPSY CAMPS
Members noted the details of the two letters received.
7. PROPOSAL FOR PARISH OFFICE
It was agreed to defer this item until the June Parish Council meeting.

8. PARISH COUNCIL ACCOUNTS – QUARTER 3 

Members noted the details of the accounts to date for the 2010/2011 financial year.
9. PARISH COUNCIL COMPUTER

The clerk was given permission to purchase a new laptop and appropriate software up to the value of £750.00.
10. MASTER LOCK FOR GATES

It was agreed to purchase the locks proposed on the clerks report.
11. RECREATIONAL (Clerks report, Items 12 & 27)
Basketball Hoop: It was agreed to obtain quotations for the two following sized areas:-
 

1 area of 21 square metres. 
1 area to be 50' - 0" x 30' - 0" (this would allow enough space for players to practice throwing 3 point balls)
Meadow View play area:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and members were advised that the child had slipped on ice.  Members were advised that the painting of the railings and swing frame was now complete.
Taffflands:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
12. STAFFORDSHIRE CARES – NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM (Clerks report, Items 8 & 14)
Staffordshire Cares:  Members agreed to participate in this scheme.
Neighbourhood Forum:  Mr. Badcock gave members an overview of the Smart Water Scheme which he considered the most important item that was discussed at the recent Neighbourhood Forum meeting.  Members discussed their concerns as to how you determine which properties are selected for the scheme.  It was agreed to add the item to the next agenda (Clerks report, Item 14).

Terms of Reference:  Mr. Edwards raised his concerns with regards to the terms of reference for the Neighbourhood Forums and it was agreed that the Parish Council should object to the rules being changed (Clerks report, Item 8).
13. SCC – VARIOUS (Clerks report, Item 3)
Neighbourhood Highways Visit:  The clerk advised members that the forthcoming works were planned for the NHW Team Visit.
Replace missing bricks from end of wall at Brookside Bridge, Anslow Lane, clean signs and cut back any overgrown vegetation away form roadside, Church Road, clean signs, tidy areas by traffic build outs, edge off footway from Shotwood Hill Lane to Cornmill Lane, Station Road, clean verge master posts and any signs

HGV’s:  It was agreed to write to SCC and advise that the Parish Councils supports the suggestions made by PC Musgrove.  
Grass Cutting & Lengthsman Payment: The clerk confirmed that a payment of £2,518.45 had been received for quarters 3 and 4 of the Grass Cutting and Village Lengthsman agreements.
Potholes:  It was reported that both Anslow Lane and Beacon Road had a large amount of potholes along them.
14. FOOTPATH 14 / JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerks report, Item 15)
Footpath 14:  Mr. Edwards advised members that he would like the two paths in Craythorne Woods to be joined.  It was agreed that this should be carried out and Mr. Edwards was given authority to arrange for the works to be carried out.
Jinny Trail Steps: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and it was concluded that they were disappointed that the rise between the steps had been kept the same.
Footpath 5:  Mr. Edwards advised that works had been carried out and it was agreed to write and thank them for carrying out such a good job.  It was agreed to ask them to clarify if they would be returning in the near future to bed down the stone.
Standing Orders were suspended at 9.30pm.

15. BROOK HOLLOWS (Clerks report, Item 19)
Mr. Badcock reported that a work day would be carried out by Burton Conservation Volunteers on 13th March.  He advised that Miss. Lees had submitted a grant application for the cost of the skip and Burton Conservation Volunteers work day. He also reported that Mr. Oates had advised that the raising of the bank adjacent to The Lawns would be carried out by the end of the financial year.  Mr. Badcock advised that Mr. Martin and he would be attending a meeting with the Environment Agency on 23rd February with regards to the de silting of the brook.
16. SLCC – ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP
It was agreed to renew the SLCC Membership but to ask them to consider waiving the £10.00 joining fee.

17. LANDSCAPING SCHEME, LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (Clerks report, Item 20)
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
18. SHOTWOOD CLOSE OPEN SPACE 
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and Mr. Edwards advised that he had drawn up the coping stones that needed replacing so that some could be made.

19. ROLLESTON CHARITY TRANSPORT FESTIVAL 
Members agreed for permission to be given for use of The Croft and for Elizabeth Avenue for car parking for the Village Transport Festival.

Members agreed for permission to be given for use of The Croft for the Village Gala taking place on Monday 29th August.

20. ROLLESTON SCOUT CARNIVAL
Members agreed for permission to be given for the use of Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field for car parking during the event.  It was agreed to make a donation of £150.00 towards the event.


21. LOWER RIVER DOVE FLOOD RISK MANAGEMENT SCHEME (Clerks report, Item 10)
The clerk advised that the following email dated 14th February had been received from Jane Carbray, Environmental project manager in response to the Parish Councils letter with regards to the Scoping Consultation Document:-

“Thank you for your response to the Scoping Consultation Document for the Lower River Dove Flood Risk Management Scheme”.
 
21. LOWER RIVER DOVE FLOOD RISK MANAGEMENT SCHEME (continued)
“We note the concerns raised by members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council”.
 
“Following national government guidance (DEFRA) to address flood risk, both now and in the future, we have to take a strategic approach to ensure that a case for investment is feasible, affordable and sustainable.  Flood risk management policies are developed through Catchment Flood Management Plans (CFMP). The Trent CFMP is made up of a number of policy units.  Policy unit 5, which includes the Lower Dove, has an action plan and the first point in the action plan is “investigate schemes in Hatton and Scropton”, so this was a priority.  Egginton became part of the project when it became apparent that it was cost-effective to do so.  Smaller settlements that aren’t included in the proposals have too few properties at risk of flooding to pass the economically viable threshold”.   
 
“The model for the Lower Dove has assessed the potential implications on the villages of Rolleston and Marston and the proposed works do not put any additional properties at risk.  However, for properties that flood presently, the project has made some provisions for individual property resilience measures, subject to funding being available and a survey of properties as part of a later stage.   In the meantime advice is available on the EA website and from local Flood Wardens.  We would be pleased to further discuss the situation at Rolleston with the Parish Council to gain a better understanding of the views of Rolleston's residents if wished”.
It was agreed to publish the response in the next issue of the Rollestonian. 
22. DATES FOR 2011

Members noted the details of the proposed dates for 2011.  Mrs. Toon advised that she and Mr. Toon would not be available on Village Clean up day.

23. COMMUNITY PATHS INITIATIVE 2010/2011
Fiddlers Lane:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

Brook Hollows: It was agreed to spend the remainder of the money cutting back the undergrowth on footpath 9 and cutting back of the undergrowth on the stiles on footpath 19.
It was agreed to contact the landowner to see if he would allow some stone to be laid on the section of footpath 14 that runs between the houses and if so an application for funding to be submitted for the 2011/2012 grant.  

24. DAMAGE TO ELIZBETH AVENUE SHELTER (Youth offender) (Clerks report, item 13)
Mr. Edwards advised that as the offender is classed as a “Minor” it has been necessary to appoint a litigation friend and that a revised claim has been submitted detailing his mother as his litigation friend.

25. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

Potholes:  Mrs. Toon reported that there were a lot of potholes on the village roads.
Dog Fouling:  Mrs. Toon reported that there seems to of been a significant increase in dog fouling.

Litter:  Mr. Badcock advised that there was a lot of litter along Craythorne Lane.

Old Dove:  Mr. Edwards reported that a lot of old trees had been felled by the Old Dove and he understood that the works had been carried out by the National Forrest.
Goal Mouths:  Mr. Edwards advised that the recently repaired goal mouth on Craythorne was churned up and it was agreed to speak to the football club to see if they could flatten out the goal mouths after use.

Church Road Verge:  Mr. Edwards reported that the grass verge outside of 21 Church Road had been eroded by HGV’s and advised that the resident was having a problem coming out of her house.  It was agreed to write to SCC and ask for the grass verge to be reinstated or them to consider verging outside the property.

Journal of Local Planning:  Mr. Morris asked if the clerk could find out subscription costs (clerks report, item 5).

Elizabeth Avenue:  Mr. Morris reported that the gate post needs replacing as it is rotten.

Trees:  Mr. Morris advised that the tree felling that had taken place along Station Road (opposite Rolleston Garage) was legitimate. 

Tutbury Road:  It was reported that the Highways Department have been clearing the footway by the row of cottages and that all the undergrowth had been thrown onto the grass verges making them look unsightly. 

Co-Op:  It was reported that the grass verge outside of the co-op was being eroded by cars parking on it.  It was agreed to ask SCC if they can install some bollards on it and for the bollards on the grass verge outside of Rolleston garage to be reinstated.
