CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received and require comment:-

2. PLANNING DECISIONS

PLANNING APPEAL: P/2010/001181, Appeal against the refusal of outline planning permission for the erection of a farm workers dwelling including details of access and layout, Home Farm Buildings, Church Road.  An informal hearing will be taking place on 5th April 2011, 10.00am, Millers Lane Conference Room, Trent Force House, Millers Lane, Derby Street. As an interested party a representative from the Parish Council may attend the hearing, and at the discretion of the Inspector give the Parish Councils views.
HO/14268/013/JI, Wesley Cottage: The clerk has contacted Jon Imber and James Malkin, ESBC as the fence has not been removed and the brick wall built by the agreed timeline of end February 2011.
3. SCC – VARIOUS
CLARENCE; The CLARENCE service is now called the highways hotline and can be contacted at highways@staffordshire.gov.uk and the new corporate telephone number for all calls including those to this service is 0300 1118000. 

The following email has been received from Mr. Rayson, SCC: - I apologize for the delay in responding, I had forwarded your email to our Highways Hotline team but it seems they did not forward it on. I would comment thus:-

Church Road Resurfacing
The C91 Church Road, Rolleston is in our surfacing programme for 2011/12 and I confirm this will be done using a low noise surface. At present the programme is being finalised so I am unable to give firm dates when it will be done.
3. SCC – VARIOUS (continued)
Traffic Regulation Orders
There has been a significant backlog of outstand traffic regulation order requests across Staffordshire over the past few years and this was one of the reasons the Parking Boards were set up. In this way the Parking Boards prioritise the order they wish outstanding Traffic Regulation Orders to be delivered, but this uses schemes that currently sit on our databases from requests previously received. If the parish no longer supports this amendment to the traffic regulation order on Station road then I am happy to go back to the Parking Board and request its removal from the list. The next meeting will be in April, so I would welcome your views if this is the approach you wish me to take.

 TRO Burnside
 It seems that Mr. Oakley put forward three suggestions to the parish council for parking restrictions at Burnside, none of which gained any support from the parish council and as such they were dropped from our programme due to the number of outstanding requests. If the parish wishes to begin the process again I would be more than happy to meet with you to agree what you would like to see here. I can then submit a report to a future Parking Board for prioritisation.
 
Dovecliffe Road 
 Councillor Fraser prioritised this chicane as part of his Divisional Highway Programme and we are currently looking into the most appropriate solution to resolve this. Double Yellow lines may not be the most appropriate solution as we feel the chicane is inappropriately sited. I shall give the parish an update when available.

 17 Church Road
The verge in this area has always been very narrow and we have installed verge maker posts to deter verge erosion. Unfortunately I can see very little else that we can do to assist this lady. I would however be happy for one of my team to visit her and discuss her concerns. Would this be acceptable?

HGV’s Breaking the Weight Limit:  The following email dated 25th February has been received from Mr. Rayson, SCC:-

“I refer to your email regarding HCV's using the C91 through Rolleston. We have undertaken an assessment of the signing in this area. There currently exists six signs at the Claymills end at Stretton advising of a 7.5t weight limit and there is one sign where the C91 meets the A511 at Tutbury, there is also additional signs advising Nestle vehicles not to use Marston Lane. There is very little else that we can provide to deter these vehicles, which tend to be foreign drivers from using this route. The enforcement of weight limits is either a Police matter or trading standards. Often the difficulty here is having resources to watch a vehicle passing through the weight limit area without stopping whilst accessing premises outside of the restricted area. A weight limit does have an 'except for access' sign which permits vehicles lawfully accessing businesses to pass into the zone.  We do not feel there is a requirement to add additional signs to the existing signs as this merely creates clutter and confusion.”
4. MIDLANDS RURAL HOUSING

The following email has been received from Miles King, Midlands Rural Housing:-

“Many thanks for your response with the link to the previous planning application. I am  aware of the Doctor’s Surgery application although I have not previously seen the planning application documents. I had been led to believe that the surgery application was withdrawn following local objections but not directly as a result of potential flooding issues. The Environmental Agency advice suggests the site is in an area with a low to moderate flood risk between 1 in 75 and 1 in 200 years. I will follow up the points you raise with Steve McLaughlin to ensure that Trent & Dove are fully in the picture.  With reference to East Staffs Borough Council’s view on affordable housing in Rolleston, I would refer you to my email of 21st September 2010”.

5. JOURNAL OF LOCAL PLANNING
The following email has been received with regards to the cost of an annual subscription:-
“A subscription would cost £50 per year for four issues. This would also get you access to Navigus Planning’s services at preferential rates. If you feel that the cost is too much, we would be amenable to you sharing a subscription with another parish council. If you confirm that you are interested, we will send you an email invoice with options of how to pay. Just so you are aware, you would download each issue using a secure password. An alert would be sent to your email address when it is published. The next issue will be in late-February (but I would be prepared to release it to you in advance of payment). It will contain lots more about the Localism Bill”.
6. LAND FOR SALE
It was agreed at the last meeting to add this item to the March Agenda so that a long term plan could be agreed with regards to the purchase of land.
7. GREENFIELD LAND RELEASE CONSULTATION 
The Parish Council submitted comments on this consultation at the January Meeting.  In our response to ESBC the Parish Council asked for an explanation as to how the 5 year housing supply is calculated. A response to this request was received from Glenn Jones, Principal Planning Officer (Policy) on 16th February.  A copy of the response is attached for member’s consideration.

The following email has been received from Rebecca Lees, ESBC:-

“Unfortunately the housing developments refer to issues with the planning department and are outside the remit of the Neighbourhood Team. I am therefore unable to call a meeting of the four Parishes, however would be happy to pass on the contact details for each of the Parish clerks for you to contact and arrange an appropriate time to meet. I have passed the concerns you raised about potential housing developments on to Phillip Somerfield who has responsibility for planning relating concerns”. 

As a result of this email Mr. Badcock contacted Ms. Lees expressing his disappointment that the NHWT would not get involved in planning issues.  The following email has been received in response:- 

“I have passed your below comments to Phillip Somerfield, Head of Regulatory Services, and the planning team who will be contacting you via email shortly to clarify the processes by which communities will be involved in planning related decisions. I understand that this is yet to be finalised as the Localism bill will be instrumental. The agenda for the July 2011 Local Neighbourhood Forum can include an item on the subject of Greenfield Land and planning concerns of the four "strategic" villages you have mentioned. Representatives from the planning team have agreed to attend this meeting, and an invitation can be extended to representatives of the Rural Neighbourhood Forum from Rocester. This is where the Neighbourhoods Team can help facilitate discussions between communities and service providers”. 

“Should Rolleston Parish Council wish to meet with the three other mentioned villages prior to the Neighbourhood Forum in July, I am more than happy to pass on the contact details for the Parish Clerks. I hope this, and the response from our planning team addresses your concerns”.

8. NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM – TERMS OF REFERENCE

The following email has been received by Rebecca Lees following concerns raised at the last meeting:-

“We do hope to have a resident Chair and Vice Chair in post at the July 2011 local Neighbourhood Forum. The team felt that there were insufficient numbers of residents attending the January Forum to appoint at this time. I did have informal discussions with resident members of the Semi-Rural area and it became clear that at this stage (Jan), no nominations would have been made. We are still keen to involve more residents prior to appointment of a Chair and Vice Chair in July and have embarked on a resident recruitment drive across the Borough. Nominations for chairing the Forum should be made no later than the end of April 2011. Unfortunately, to date we have had no nominations for the Semi-Rural Forum”. 

“I understand the concerns of the Parish, with regards to the Chair and Vice Chair positions being only for residents and not elected members or parish representatives. However, these positions were never intended to be held by elected representatives and this has always been explained at Forum meetings. To clarify, we have amended the Terms of Reference and these changes were agreed at the Jan 2011 Forum meetings. We had to wait until all the local Forums had agreed the changes before putting the document on our website. I attach the updated Terms of Reference for your information. I will ensure these are added to the website this week”. 

 “Also, it is worth mentioning that the role of the Chair and Vice Chair of the Neighbourhood Forums will be independent of the area in which the residents live. The two appointed positions will concern themselves with the whole Semi-Rural area and not give precedence to the ward area they reside in. This will no doubt be a difficult task, however will allow elected members to discuss the particular issues affecting their own locality and not remove them from this by taking up post across the whole Neighbourhood area”.
9. LOCALISM BILL & PARISH PLAN
A meeting was held with Philip Somerfield, ESBC on Tuesday 1st March and attended by Mr. Morris, Mr. Toon, Mr. Badcock,   Mr. Edwards and the clerk.  Mr. Morris will be invited to update members with regards to this item.
10. LOWER RIVER DOVE FLOOD RISK MANAGEMENT SCHEME
Attached is a copy of a letter received from Jane Carbray, Environmental Project Manager, Environment Agency with regards to the Lower River Dove Flood Risk Management Scheme Public Drop in Session.
11. VERTI DRAINAGE – CRAYTHORNE FIELD
Mr. Edwards has asked for this item to be added to the agenda.  The field was last verti drained in 2006 at a cost of £814.00.

13. DAMAGE TO ELIZBETH AVENUE SHELTER (Youth offender)

14. SMARTWATER SCHEME
It was agreed at the February meeting to add this item to the March Agenda.
15. JINNY NATURE TRAIL
The clerk was contacted by Ms. Emery on 22rd February who alleged that her dog has cut all four of its paws on 21st February whilst walking down the Jinny Trail.  She was unable to say exactly where the incident happened, or indeed identify which end of the trail it happened on but stated that there had been a significant increase in litter and broken bottles over the last 18 months.  She stated that there also seemed to be a problem with the ring pulls off cans being discarded on the path that runs adjacent to the trail, (Dovecliff Road end).  She confirmed that it is not her intention to take the matter any further but to advise us of the incident.
Following the concern regarding the dangerous condition of the Jinny Trail Mrs. Warren and Mr. Wyatt walked the length of the Rolleston end of the trail and could find no serious cause for concern. They retrieved around half a bag with four or five cans, and five or six plastic or glass bottles. They could find no broken glass or "ring pulls" from cans. All the litter was retrieved from the verges and not directly on the path.
16. ROLLESTONIAN OF THE YEAR  / ROLLESTONIAN
Rollestonian of the Year award: Nominations for this award are to be submitted to the clerk by Monday 4th April and will be voted on at the Parish Council meeting to be held on Monday 11th April.  A Nomination box will be in Starbucks News for the duration of March.  An article has been placed in the Rollestonian with regards to this, and notices have also been placed in the village notice board.
Rollestonian: The following email has been received from Mrs. Lord, Civic Trust: 

“You may know that A.E.Jones Printers retired in the Spring of 2010 and this necessitated us getting another printer for the Rollestonian magazine. Tom Martin contacted several Companies, all of whom were more expensive than Mr. Jones.  However we selected the most appropriate one for our needs but this inevitably resulted in increased costs.  You may have already noticed that the Village Directory was more expensive for the Parish Council this year as the invoice was for £154.00 and we passed this cost on directly to the Parish Council”.

“I have been asked to write to you to inform the Parish Council that the 4 page insert is currently costing Rolleston Civic Trust £104 per quarter, therefore an annual cost of £416.00.  The current payment from the Parish Council is £270.00 and we have been happy to cover the differential for 2010.  However it will not be possible to cover this cost on an indefinite basis and we would like to know whether the 
Parish Council wish to continue with the insert at the new printing costs?”

A meeting took place on Wednesday 23rd February between Mrs. Toon, Mrs. Redgrave, Mrs. Warren and representatives from the Civic Trust. Those who attended the meeting will be invited to provide an update to Parish Council members at this meeting.
18. ROLLESTON ALMSHOUSE CHARITY – TRANSFER OF “THE LITTLE CROFT”

19. BROOK HOLLOWS
Mr. Badcock has submitted his apologies for this meeting, but has advised that he will issue a written report on the meeting that he attended with the Environment Agency on 23rd February for reference.
20. LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND

Works are due to take place week commencing 14th March and take approximately 1 week to complete.  A £1,000 has been awarded through the Borough Councils WASP scheme towards the project.

A copy of the original lease taken out in 1985 between the two parties has been located and the clerk has contacted Wragge & Co Solicitors to see if they will accept this.  It is understood that the Parish Council should now register the land with the Land Registry.
