PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PRESENTATION OF PETITIONS

WESTBURY HOME DEVELOPMENT (Clerk’s Report, item 3)


Mr & Mrs. Fisher, 11 Meadow View, said that their home backs onto the new housing estate.  (Plot No 57 adjoins their garden).  Mr & Mrs. Fisher reported their distress with Plot No 57 as it looks onto their property severely.  Mr & Mrs. Fisher invited members of the Council to see the impact this new house has on their home.

The Chairman agreed to visit Mr & Mrs. Fisher later on in the week.  Members agreed that a letter should be written to the Planning Department at the Borough Council asking if Plot No 57 was being built in accordance with the approved plans.

It was reported that the amended Parish Plan had now been forwarded to

  The VDSG had asked whether the Borough Council could provide help with the delivery of the Parish Plan.  It was reported that the Borough Council were prepared to help with the provision of addressed envelopes.

FINGER POSTS (Clerk’s Report, item 10)



The Clerk reported that a quotation is awaited for the supply of a new finger post.  It was also reported that DSK had been asked to look at the feasibility of moving a finger off the post at the end of Craythorne Lane to the post at the Chapel Lane junction.

CHRISTMAS LIGHTING



The Clerk reported that a letter had been received from the Almhouse Trustees detailing costings for the supply of a Christmas tree for the Almshouse frontage.  Members agreed to donate £40.00 towards the costs involved.

REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR


County Councillor Bather made the following report: -

a.
Westbury Homes – It was reported that the section of grassed pavement by Westbury Homes has now been removed and that the surface of the pavement will be addressed soon.

b.
Station Road/Church Road Traffic Calming – County Councillor Bather reported that he had received assurance that there will be no extra cost involved with the removal of the speed humps along Station Road.  He has asked the County Council to look into using the money from the 106 Agreement connected with the Westbury Homes development to finance this project.

c.
Anslow Lane – It was suggested that the Parish Council should contact the County Council to nominate Anslow Lane for consideration under the ‘Quiet Lane SOS’, report.  He stated that this was a useful report and that it covers problems such as speeding on country lane etc.

d.
Fiddlers Lane – It was reported that the County Council would not erect a visibility mirror by the entrance to this lane.  He stated that private individuals could fund the erection of a visibility mirror. 

e.
Fireworks – County Council Bather reported that he is looking for someone who can supply details of a Certificate of Lawfulness that is necessary for the production of fireworks.  He understands that the Fauld Factory who produce fireworks do not require a certificate as they can prove that they have experience with the manufacture of fireworks for over ten years.  He is interested in hearing from anyone who could help him find out more details.

Mr. Taylor asked County Councillor Bather whether the walls on the front of the Westbury Homes Development, along Station Road, are built 18inches over the pavement.    He replied that the County Council is monitoring this carefully.  There is a bond in place with Westbury Homes and the County Council to cover this sort of problem.  The County Council will use this bond if nesseccary.

Mr. Hodson Walker asked County Councillor Bather to look into the position of the  dropped kerb by the new housing estate, as it was considered incorrect.

HO/20117/006 Erection of a part two storey part single storey rear extension and two bridges, 14 & 16 Burnside, for Mr. Scott and Mr. Smith

LB/20117/007 Demolition of porch, lobby and bathroom on the rear elevation, erection of a part two storey part single storey rear extension and internal alterations including installation of new stairs, 14 & 16 Burnside

Members have no objections to the alterations that are planned for 14 & 16 Burnside but object strongly to the plan for two bridges that will cross the brook.  This area is probably the most attractive part of Rolleston particularly the area around the Almshouses – two bridges would severely alter the street scene and after carefully studying the plans members felt that there was no need for a second bridge.

CU/20117/008 Extension and conversion of potting shed to form dwelling and erection of a bridge, 14 & 16 Burnside

LB/20117/009 Alterations and extension to potting shed in association with conversion to dwelling, 14 & 16 Burnside

Members object most strongly to this application along with the third bridge that is planned.  They considered that this is unacceptable infill building on the site of a Grade II listed building.  This is totally unacceptable for the heart of the conservation area.  The planning application is totally against the Village Design Statement guild lines.

Members recalled that many years ago a planning application was submitted for an additional bridge over the brook that was refused even after it went to appeal.

Members noted the planning applications that had been approved.

RURAL STRATEGY FOR EAST STAFFORDSHIRE

The Chairman reported that he had read this document and has made some comments that will be forwarded as soon as possible.

Members said that they were concerned that the consultation period did not allow for Parish Councils that met monthly.

4.
ELIZABETH AVENUE – PLAY AREA

Members noted that Record Play have repaired the  ‘spinner’ on the under twelve’s section of the Play Area on Elizabeth Avenue Play Area at a cost of £120 plus VAT.  Members supported the action taken.

5.
FIDDLERS LANE

Members noted the comments from the County Council regarding the erection of a visibility mirror.  Members discussed possible ways forward.  It was concluded that if private individuals wish to erect a visibility mirror then the landowner consent would be necessary.  It is understood from previous communications that the present landowner would be unwilling to give his consent.

6.
JINNY TRAIL – SUSTRANS (Clerk’s Report, item 9)

Members noted the information about the recent site meeting with Sustrans and the County Council.

Members agreed that a public meeting should be called for after February.  This will allow time to gather all relevant information that then could be presented to the Parish.  In the meantime members agreed to explore all the points that have been raised by Sustrans and the County Council.

7.
JINNY TRAIL – JOINT PARISH COUNCILS MEETING


The Chairman reported on the recent Joint Jinny Nature Trail meeting with Stretton Parish Council.  Stretton Parish Council is still opposed to a cycle way along the Nature Trail.  However, they have agreed to review their position in the next six months.

Members reported that Burton Conservation Volunteers have arranged a guided walk along the Trail.  The walk is to be arranged for Saturday 22nd November commencing at 1.15pm, meeting at the Rolleston end of the Trail.
