87. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS
Estate Agent Signs:  Mr Gawthorpe raised his concerns about the increase in estate agent signs attached to the street furniture along Station Road.  The Chairman asked the clerk to report them to ESBC.

Land for sale:  Mr. Gawthorpe asked if the Parish Council had any information on the land at the rear of Walford Road that had been for sale by auction. The Chairman replied that he understood that the land had not been sold but that it was still open to offers. 
88. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

89. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Mr Wyatt declared an interest in planning application: - P/2011/00224/MB 25 The Lawns
90. MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 14th FEBRUARY 2011
The minutes of the meeting held on 14th February were signed as a true record subject to the following amendments:-
86:1 planning P/2011/00070/JI, “I believe” should have read “we believe”
86:1 planning P/2011/00057/CEH, “If this is case I would” should have read “if this is case we would”
86:5 “land for sale” should have read, “land for sale at the rear of Walford Road”.
91. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 
Mr Fraser did not attend the meeting.
92. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mr. Morris did not make a Borough Councillors report.
93. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING  HELD ON 14th FEBRUARY 2011
86:9 the clerk advised that the new laptop had been purchased and is up and running.
86:10The clerk advised that the padlocks and chain had now been purchased and installed.
86:14 Footpath 5: The clerk advised that SCC had confirmed that the works carried out on Shotwood Hill are complete and the team will not be returning to bed down the stone as over time it should settle naturally. 

86:14 Jinny Trail steps: The clerk advised that she had contacted SCC with regards to the depth between the steps and had been advised as follows:-

“The steps down from the Jinny Trail I have never seen, they have only been inspected by the Rangers. There have been one or two enquiries regarding these, and works have as you say, been carried out. There are no standards with regard to the depth of the treads or rise and fall of the treads with reference to countryside furniture and it will be difficult to address everyone’s concerns. However, when I look at Shotwood Hill I will also take a look at the steps off the Jinny and make an assessment to see if there is a possible solution to this issue”.

93. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING  HELD ON 14th FEBRUARY 2011 (continued)
86:16 the clerk advised that SLCC had agreed to waive the £10.00 joining fee.
86:25 Goal Mouths:  The clerk advised that she had spoken informally with Mr Gopsill who advised that the goal in question had not been used this year by Rolleston Football Club.
86:25 Tutbury Road: The clerk advised that SCC had agreed to get the pile of undergrowth removed from the verge.
86:25 Co-op/Rolleston Service Station:  The clerk advised that she had received the following response from SCC with regards to the installation of bollards: - “You have recently asked about the possibility of installing some bollards on Burnside and Station Road. At the moment due to financial restraints we are only installing them if major damage is being caused to the verge and is becoming a safety issue. Although there is evidence of vehicles parking at these locations, they are only causing minimal damage. Also erecting bollards usually only moves the problem to another verge. So for the time being I am unable to install any bollards but will monitor, especially the verge on Burnside, and if necessary may look to install them at a later date”.

94. CLERKS REPORT DATED 9th MARCH 2011
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-
P/2011/00213/CEH Erection of a single storey rear extension, Arford House, Moseley Mews.

 
Members consider this development to be within a sensitive part of the village and would like to see a pitched roof.

P/2011/0223/CEH Erection of a single storey side extension, 40 Meadow View.

 
Members are disappointed by the drawings.  The drawings do not have scale bars on them and inadequately show the existing & proposed development in relation to the neighbouring properties.
P/2011/00227/CEH Erection of a double garage, Land at Bladons Yard.

Members are disappointed that the plans have been accepted by ESBC.  The plans do not include a block plan or have scale bars on them; the drawings do not show what area of the land is owned by the applicant.  The application does not state who owns the land.  The application form states that a flood risk assessment is required, but it does not appear to have been received.  

 

Members believe that the materials used for the roof should match those on the adjacent properties.  The drawings do not show how the garages are to be accessed.

 
P/2011/00252/CEH Erection of a single storey side and rear extension, 12 Croft Close.

Members are concerned that the proposals include the removal of the garage and will result in the loss of car parking.

 

P/2011/00224/MB 25 the Lawns, Rolleston on Dove

 
Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to the proposals but are concerned by the quality of the drawings.  The drawings refer to a flat roof but call it pitched.  Members feel that it will be difficult to match the roof tiles due to the proposed pitch of the roof.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS 
Planning Appeal P/2010/001181: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
HO/14268/013/JI, Wesley Cottage: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
  
Estate Agent Signs:  The clerk reported that she had received a complaint from Mr Hamilton with regards to the number of large unsightly John German Estate Agent's signs that are suddenly appearing on Station Road.  It was agreed that the complaint should be referred to ESBC Enforcements.
P/2011/00024/CEH 84 Walford Road: Mr Morris advised that this application had been refused as it failed to provide adequate provision for the parking of vehicles.
 
3. SCC – VARIOUS

CLARENCE; Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Church Road Resurfacing: - Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Traffic Regulation Orders, Station Road: It was agreed that the Parish Council still supported this TRO.
Burnside:  It was concluded that there was no support for a scheme in this location.
 
Dovecliffe Road:  It was agreed that members still considered this item to be a priority.  

 17 Church Road:  It was agreed that a meeting should be arranged.
HGV’s: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.  Mr. Morris advised that the service station had showed him evidence that HGV’s were using the garage.
Brick on bridge:  It was resolved that members were most disappointed that the brick had still not been replaced and agreed that the Parish Council should purchase the bricks and arrange for their installation.
3. MIDLANDS RURAL HOUSING

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and it was agreed that it was wrong for affordable housing to be allowed to be built on an exception site.

4. JOURNAL OF LOCAL PLANNING
It was agreed to take out an annual subscription at a cost of £50.00 and to speak to Tutbury Parish Council to see if they would like to share the membership.

5. LAND FOR SALE
It was agreed to defer this item to the new Parish Council.

6. GREENFIELD LAND RELEASE CONSULTATION (Clerks Report, Item 15)
It was agreed that Rolleston Parish Council should try and arrange a meeting between the four strategic villages.
7. NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM – TERMS OF REFERENCE
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and Mr. Edwards commented that he felt that it was a breach of human rights by disallowing certain people to be allowed to stand.
8. LOCALISM BILL & PARISH PLAN (Clerks Report, Item 13)
Mr. Morris advised that Mr. Somerfield had suggested that it was too early for the Parish Council to be considering carrying out a Neighbourhood plan.  It was also reported that the neighbourhood plan has to fit in with ESBC Core Strategy which is currently on hold.  Mr. Edwards advised that the Journal of local planning offered some advice on the process of applying as the appropriate body to complete the plan and it was agreed that the Parish Council should make the necessary application.
9. LOWER RIVER DOVE FLOOD RISK MANAGEMENT SCHEME
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.  It was agreed that an overview of the recent correspondence between the Environment Agency and the Parish Council should be detailed in the next issue of the Rollestonian.

10. VERTI DRAINAGE – CRAYTHORNE FIELD (Clerks Report, Item 3)
It was agreed that we should speak to the football club to see if they are suffering as a result of the waterlogged field and to obtain a quotation for a verti drain to be carried out.  Mr. Morris advised that he had submitted a WASP application for £750.00 towards the verti drain of the field and it was due to be determined on 15th March.

11. RECREATIONAL

Basketball: Members noted that quotations were in part 2.  Mr Edwards asked if a need for a basketball area had been determined.
Off Road Bike Track: It was agreed to write to Sam and thank him for his letter and advise that unfortunately nowhere in Rolleston was deemed suitable, but to try and refer him to some local facilities, e.g. The Link.

12. DAMAGE TO ELIZBETH AVENUE SHELTER (Youth offender)
Due to the issues surrounding the appointment of a litigation friend it was agreed to drop the case and reapply when the offender turns 18.

13. SMARTWATER SCHEME (Clerks Report, Item 9)
It was agreed to speak to Sgt Harris at the forthcoming meeting with the police.
14. JINNY NATURE TRAIL (Clerks Report, Item 5)
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

15. ROLLESTONIAN OF THE YEAR  / ROLLESTONIAN 
Rollestonian of the Year award: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and Mrs. Warren asked for the item to be discussed in part 2.

Rollestonian: Members agreed to proceed with the insert at the additional cost.  Mr Wyatt asked for the Facebook advert to become a permanent feature.
16. PLANTERS (Clerks Report, Item 10)
Mrs Toon advised that a meeting had taken place with Amberol and that they were looking to install 4 troughs along Burnside and a half barrel type container on the verge opposite the co-op.  Mr Gawthorpe advised that he had obtained a quotation for up to 7 troughs and the estimated cost for these along with brackets, delivery, liners and plants etc. would be approximately £1,500.00.  
Mr Gawthorpe confirmed that the Civic Trust would be willing to invest up to £750.00.  
Mr Gawthorpe advised that the discussed barrel was £75.00 + V.A.T but that it was deemed that the proposed location may not be suitable at present due to the wearing of the verge.  Mrs Toon proposed, Mrs Warren seconded and it was moved that the Parish Council should also contribute £750.00 towards the scheme.  It was agreed that Mr Gould should be asked to provide a quotation for the weekly watering of the troughs.  
17. ROLLESTON ALMSHOUSE CHARITY – TRANSFER OF “THE LITTLE CROFT” 
Mr. Martin, Chairman Almshouse Trustees advised that the letter was not what he had asked the solicitor for and asked for the matter to be deferred for a month so that he could arrange for the letter to be withdrawn.

18. BROOK HOLLOWS (Clerks Report, Item 12)
The clerk provided the meeting with the following update that was supplied by Mr  Badcock on the Burton Conservation Volunteers work day that took place on Sunday 13th March 2011:-


“There were 25 volunteers present throughout the day. The youngest was 14 the oldest well into their 60s.  They have: 
Cleared the channel between the main area of woodland and the island. This had two very well established log bridges built by young people to give access to the island. Slit had built up behind them. The logs were so large that in some cases they had to be winched out.  Cleared some snowberry (this is so invasive and needs a much greater effort).  Pulled out the litter bin and the lifebuoy that had been in since the lake was frozen, pulled a number of large logs out from beneath the waterfall.  Cut up and removed a number of willows which had broken and were overhanging the water.  Cleared much of the blockage to the watercourse near to the Lawns Bridge.  Tidied and removed broken trees and overhanging branches on the Lawns side of the lake.  The skip on site was more or less full. Some of the logs were just too large and too heavy to get into the skip. They have been dragged away from the water and left in piles. I have to say that I fear some of them might be returned to the water. A power saw would have been useful”.

All charges came from a Neighbourhood Management Partnership Funding application written and submitted by Rebecca. There is enough money to pay for a further day in the autumn after the nesting season is over.
It was agreed to add Brook Hollows to the April agenda when Mr Badcock would be present.

19. LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (Clerks Report, Item 6)
The meeting noted that the contractor works had commenced and are likely to take one week.  It was resolved to order the sleepers from UK sleepers and agreed that Mr Edwards had authority to arrange for their purchase and installation.
20.  CINDER HILL SUBSTATION 
It was agreed that the land should be registered with the Land Registry and that Wragge & Co should be advised that although the Parish Council are not in possession of the conveyance documents or deeds we do have copies of lease documents dating back to 1964.
21. PARISH COUNCIL ELECTIONS

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.

22. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

Benches:  Mrs Toon advised that they had not been painted yet this year.
Litter Knowles Hill:  It was reported that there was a large amount of litter at the top of Knowles Hill.

Knowles Hill Bus Shelter:  It was reported that the felt had lifted off the roof during the recent high winds.

Xmas Tree Croft:  It was reported that there was a discarded Christmas tree on The Croft.

Grit Bins:  Mrs Toon advised that thanks had been passed to the Parish Council for obtaining additional grit bins for the village.

Royal British Legion:  Mrs Warren questioned if permission had been obtained for the event being advertised on The Croft for 9th July.

Elizabeth Avenue Bins:  It was reported that both of the bins were damaged and without lids and required replacement.

Craythorne:  It was reported that some excavations had taken place to the traveller owned field on Craythorne lane and that the matter had been reported to ESBC Enforcements department for investigation.  The meeting was advised that any activity on the field should be reported and members were asked to be extra vigilant.
Meadow View:  Mr Edwards advised that the works to the climbing frame would be taking place on 15th March.

Bus Services:  The clerk advised that Mr Badcock had contacted her as he had been approached by a resident with regards to additional bus services being planned by Trent Villager through the village.  The clerk advised that she had contacted Villager and received the following response:-

“I am not sure where you got this information from, but at the moment I can confirm we have no plans to change the villager route through Rolleston. Sorry for any confusion. I can confirm our team has not been posted to the area to ask such questions so am not sure how this could have come about.  We run a frequent service to Derby and Burton through Rolleston and feel the current provision is well-matched against demand and are pleased with the current performance and support we get from local residents”.
The clerk advised that following an article in the Burton Mail with regards to Arriva increasing the bus service through the village she had contacted them for verification on this but was still awaiting a response.
