MINUTES OF PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON

MONDAY 11TH APRIL 2011

Three members of the public were in attendance.
95. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME AND PETITIONS
There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.

96. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

There were no apologies for absence. 
97. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Mr Edwards declared an interest in planning application, P/2011/00330/MB.

98. MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 14th MARCH 2011
The minutes of the meeting held on 14th March were signed as a true record.
99. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 
Mr Fraser did not attend the meeting.
100. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Mr Morris advised that the planning application for Tesco’s had been approved by the Planning Committee and it would now be referred to the Secretary of State for approval.
101. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING  HELD ON 14th MARCH 2011
Item 94:3 Church Road.  The clerk advised that she had been contacted by with regards to the works that had commenced on Church Road with concern that the kerb and granite setts were being removed.  She advised that as a result she had contacted 
Mr Rayson to emphasise that the kerb line was an important feature of the Conservation Area.  The clerk advised that Mr Rayson had responded as follows:-
“I have spoken with our Operations team undertaking the works on Station Road, Rolleston. Prior to the scheme being undertaken a full survey of the condition of the kerb line here was undertaken. In this particular area it was noted that the kerbs were predominantly concrete apart from a small section about 140m in length which were of a granite/sett/kerb mix. It was felt that for consistency it would be better to replace these with concrete kerbs. However, we note the parish councils concerns about the conservation area and maintaining the original feel to the village. It is therefore proposed to replace this kerb line with the kerbs that were removed”.
The Chairman conveyed thanks to Mr Edwards, Mrs Toon, Mr Morris and the clerk in their prompt action and getting the matter resolved so quickly.

Item 94:3 Highways:  Mr Edwards advised that the drains on Marston Lane had now been jetted.

Item 94:3 17/21 Church Road:  Mr Edwards asked the clerk to chase some dates with SCC to meet with the residents.

101. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING  HELD ON 14th MARCH 2011 (continued)
Item 94:3 Brookside Bridge:  The clerk advised that the missing bricks had now been replaced and Mr Toon was thanked for carrying out the work.

Item 94:11 Basketball Court:  The clerk advised that works were due to take place 26th, 27th & 28th April.

Item 94:17 Rolleston Almshouse:  The clerk advised that no further correspondence had been received with regards to the “Little Croft”.

Item 94:20 Cinder Hill Substation:  Mr Edwards advised that he had mapped the area to support the Land Registry application and that whilst he was on site; he found that there was enough space for another allotment.  The clerk advised that she had been in contact with Timms Solicitors and that they had requested a letter from the Chairman authorising that the clerk was able to obtain deeds on behalf of the Parish Council and identification of the clerk so that they could look into if they have any of the transfer records in their possession.  
Item 94:21 Parish Council Elections; the clerk advised that she had received a Notice of Uncontested Election for the Parish.  She advised that the Parish Council will be 2 members short of the required number and that the Parish Council may co-opt two people to fill the vacancies.  The clerk advised that the Parish Council must exercise the power within 35 days from the day by which a person elected would have taken up office i.e. Friday 24th June 2011.  She advised that she would add this item to the next agenda.
Item 94:22 Xmas Tree:  The clerk advised that this had been removed by Mr Gould.

Item 94:22 Elizabeth Avenue:  The clerk advised that the broken bins had now been replaced.

Item 94:22 Meadow View:  Mr Edwards reported that the refurbishment of Meadow View Play area was now complete.

102. CLERKS REPORT DATED 6TH APRIL 2011
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-
P/2011/00301/CEH, Erection of single storey front and two storey side extensions (amended scheme), 84 Walford Road
Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this application.  Members believe that the proposals would cause over development and car parking spaces 2 and 3 will impact on the neighbour’s amenity space.

P/2011/00284/MB, Crown reduction and thinning of 1 Cedar tree by 20% and crown reduction and reshaping by 30% of upper crown and by 10% of lower crown of 1 cedar tree, 4 Church Road, Rolleston on Dove

 

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to this application.

P/2011/00336/CEH, Erection of a part single and two storey rear extension, increase the height of part of existing wall on side elevation to 2.7m and installation of solar panels on east facing roof slope,  3 Shotwood Close
Members have no objections to the proposals for the extension.  Members object to the proposals for the solar panels as they are not aesthetically pleasing, and the property is adjacent to the Conservation Area.

P/2011/00330/MB, Removal of three branches from one oak tree, two pine trees, one ash tree and one sycamore tree, Kiln Lodge, Anslow Lane.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council are disappointed with the quality of the plans and are unable to decipher the works to be carried out.  Members would therefore like to request that the application is viewed by the tree officer.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS 
Members expressed disappointment with the approval of planning applications P/2011/00046/CEH, Cliff House, Dovecliff Road, P/2011/00071/JI Lodge Cottage, 2 Brookside & P/2011/00070/JI, Lodge Cottage, 2 Brookside.

The clerk advised that the following applications had also been approved:-

P/2011/00057/CEH, Erection of two storey front extension and detached double garage with store above, Brantwood, Hall Grounds.

P/2011/00171/MB, Widening of existing access, 19 Station Road.

Enforcement Matters:  The clerk was asked to chase Wesley Cottage with the Enforcements Department.

Estate Agent Signs:  The clerk was asked to chase this matter with the Enforcements Department, ESBC.

3. VERTI DRAINAGE – CRAYTHORNE FIELD 

This item was discussed in part 2 of the clerks report.

4. YEAR END ACCOUNTS


Year End Accounts 2010-2011 Financial Year:  Members noted the details of the year end accounts for the 2010/2011 financial year.  

Internal Audit:  Members agreed that Mrs Woodbine should be asked to carry out the internal audit at a fee of £150.00
5. JINNY NATURE TRAIL


Members unanimously agreed that the lock should be removed from the gate to allow access.  It was agreed to contact Stretton Parish Council with regards to the matter.


Although members agreed it was a worthy project it was resolved that there would not be sufficient time to appoint a contractor and have a project plan drawn up by the end of April in order to submit a grant application.  It was agreed that the steps should be looked at on the footpath walks so that a plan could be drawn up for the future.

6. LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND & VILLAGE SIGN


Planters:  It was agreed that £100.00 should be allocated towards the cost of plants.  It was agreed to pay Mr Gould £25.00 per annum to water the planters, which would take place at his discretion.  Members agreed that black chains should be installed between the posts.
Railings:  It was noted that the railings had been chipped and the Clerk advised that she had contacted Industrial Coating Services who advised that the coatings which were used were High Performance Epoxy/Polyurethane type (all two pack materials for professional use), but that it was suggested that if its only minor chips that require making good then ordinary gloss type paint would be okay.

Mr Edwards was formally thanked for the work he had carried out, including the installation of the posts, construction of the planters, watering of the grass and staining of Mr Bradley’s memorial bench.
Village Sign: It was agreed to ask Mr Deacon to turn the sign as Mr Marshall was out of the Country.
7. RECYCLING INCENTIVE SCHEME (RISES) – FOR INFORMATION
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
8. VILLAGE EVENTS
FOJORPS – School Community Day: It was agreed that a donation of £150.00 should be made towards one of the day’s attractions.  Members agreed that Elizabeth Avenue could be used for car parking.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should have a manned stand on the day. 
Legion in the Community Day:  It was agreed that permission should be given for use of The Croft and Elizabeth Avenue Playing Fields for car parking.  Members agreed to have a stand and display the old village photographs.
Village Gala: It was agreed that permission should be given for use of Elizabeth Avenue Playing Field for car parking.
9. MEETING WITH STAFFORDSHIRE POLICE & SMARTWATER SCHEME
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
10. PLANTERS
The clerk advised that delivery of the planters was expected around the end of April.  Mrs. Redgrave advised that she had been liaising with Mr. Bateman with a view to a group of school children helping with the planting.  Members approved Mr. Gould’s quotation of £75.00 per annum to maintain and water the planters.   
11. THE BROOK – PROPOSED WORKS 
It was agreed that the two projects should be separated so that a Method Statement could be submitted for the works at the far end of Brookside.  It was agreed to contact the Environment Agency so it could be determined exactly what information they required.
12. BROOK HOLLOWS (Clerks Report, Item 10)
Mr. Badcock advised that the maintenance schedule was still to be finalized by Trudi Joyce, ESBC and that once it was a copy would be sent to the clerk.  He advised that one work day had already been carried out by BCV and a second work day would take place in the Autumn and would once again be funded by ESBC.  He advised that ongoing negotiations re the long term future of Brook Hollows from an Environment Agency were still taking place.  Mr. Badcock advised that ESBC would continue to pursue this item as long as the Parish Council continued with Brook Hollows as a priority on the Neighbourhood plan.  
Members discussed the report which had been forwarded by Miss. Lees, ESBC from the Environment Agency and agreed that Miss Lees must be informed that the initial thoughts of the Environment Agency are unacceptable to the Parish Council and that the water must continue to flow.  Mr. Badcock advised that he had forwarded Miss. Lees details of an Environmental Engineer Consultant as requested. 
13. ESBC NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN / NEIGHBOURHOOD WARDENS

Neighbourhood Plan: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Neighbourhood Wardens: Members noted that the following email had been received from Rebecca Lees:- 

“I am awaiting some clarification from the supervisor of the Warden Service but I believe they have powers for littering and dog fouling and the aim is that they will be known in their areas and able to link in with local people, including Parish Councils, to look at low level issues and report back on their findings. They have been referred to as Environmental PCSO’s however this term is used loosely. I also believe that they intend to contact the Parishes in their area and wherever possible make themselves available to attend Parish Council meetings. Hopefully I will be able to forward you their official remit in due course”.

14. VILLAGE CLEAN UP

It was agreed that the clean-up should focus on the centre of the village, including the digging out of the silt in the brook adjacent to Jamie’s Garden, the clean-up of the Brook adjacent Burnside, the washing down of the railings and a general clean up around The Croft.  It was agreed to publicise the event on the School Newsletter asking for adult helpers and to also forward details of the clean up to the Scouts, Football Club and Youth Club.  It was agreed that soft drinks should be purchased for the volunteers.
15. COALITION OF PARISH COUNCILS (Clerks Report, Item 12)

Public meeting Tutbury Parish Council:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report and it was agreed to try and arrange the meeting of the four parish councils at the meeting.
16. ANTI VANDAL PAINT – ELIZABETH AVENUE


Members agreed that the painting of the fence was unacceptable and that the Parish Council should contact Orbit Housing and request that it is removed.  

17. CAMPAIGN TO PROTECT RURAL ENGLAND – APPEAL / COMMUNITY COUNCIL OF STAFFS MEMBERSHIP

CPRE:  Mr Fitton proposed, Mr Morris seconded and it was agreed to make a donation of £50.00.

Community Council of Staffordshire: Members agreed not to join this association.
18. DEVELOPMENT OF FIELD – CRAYTHORNE LANE

Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.  Mr Jennings advised members that he had, had to apply for planning permission from change of use as agriculture to carry out similar works on his field.

19. HAWTHORNE HEDGES – BOUNDARY OF MEADOW VIEW OPEN SPACE

Mr Morris advised that he had visited the neighbouring property.  Whilst it was agreed that the residents could clip back any branches that were overhanging their gardens, it was resolved that no works should be carried out at this time due to the bird nesting season.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should visit site on the footpath walks in June.

20. PARKING PETITION – JOHN OF ROLLESTON PRIMARY SCHOOL

Members resolved that they had sympathy with the issues surrounding parking around school pick up and agreed that 
Mr Bateman should be forwarded details of the Neighbourhood Warden.
21. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

Graffiti, Knowles Hill Bus Shelter: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Vandalism to Noticeboard: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Cross Lane Bus Shelter:  It was agreed that this item should be added to the next agenda.
Meadow View Trees: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Annual Parish Meeting: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Cold Callers:  Mr Fitton advised that he had been approached about the amount of cold calling taking place within the village.  Mr Wyers was asked to obtain some signs saying “We do not deal with cold callers” and for them to be made available on the Parish Councils stand for School Community Day.
Woodlands, Hall Grounds; It was suggested that some trees had been unlawfully felled at this property.

Shotwood Close Open Space:  It was agreed to chase this item with Mr Sharratt, ESBC.

Dogs on Tafflands:  The clerk advised that she had been contacted on Friday 7th April about the amount of large dogs off loads on Tafflands play area.  The clerk added that she had been at Tafflands on the afternoon in question and that one gentleman had four dogs, including a Rottweiler and that three of the four dogs were off leads and running around.

26. QUOTATION FOR VERTI DRAIN 
The clerk advised that she had received the following quotation from Talbot Farm Landscapes:-
1. Playing surfaces are quite bobbly and this will affect playability and ball roll, Remedy: Roll using flat ballast roller. Quotation To roll the playing surfaces using flat roller with a tractor with low ground pressure turf tyres £450.00
2. Verti-Drain to help relieve compaction and help shatter the profile and therefore surface drainage. Quotation To verti drain playing surface using specialist equipment £875.00
3. Weeds there are a large amount of weeds in the sward, these will gradually take over from the grass and because they are annual weeds, die back in the winter will occur therefore leaving a very open sward with bare soil present.  This is in time will lead to churning up of the surface. Quotation: selective weed control to playing surfaces to be carried out by competent, qualified person, £300.00
4. Following on from a weed treatment, an overseed then is required to replace weeds with grass.  This will be beneficial due to it resulting in a denser sward throughout the playing season.  Quotation to overseed areas using professional over seeding and see suitable for winter sports. £1,600.00
Subtotal £3,225.00 + V.A.T

It was concluded that if only a couple of games had been called off and that the football club had not requested the Parish Council to consider carrying out works to the field, then no works should be undertaken at this time.

27. ANNUAL INCREMENTS – MOWING / ENVIRONMENTAL CONTRACTS

Members agreed that as per their contracts of employment both contractors should be awarded an annual increase at the rate of RPI, with effect from 1st April 2011.  The rate of RPI as of 6th April 2011 being 5.5%.

The chairman asked for it to be recorded that the Parish Council were happy with the work that had been completed by both contractors since the contracts commenced on 1st April 2010.
