CLERKS REPORT DATED 14TH APRIL 2011

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS
Members commented on the following application:-

P/2011/00408/CEH Crown thinning of one oak tree (A1 of TPO 1), Four Fold, 28 Lodge Hill.

 

Members object to this application.  The tree was the subject of planning application P/2010/01703/EW in August 2010 when the owners of 30 Lodge Hill applied to remove the tree.  This application was refused.

 

The current application is for "crowning and thinning" although the application does not specify what percentage of the tree would be removed by "crowning" nor does is state what percentage of "thinning" is proposed.

 

The application includes an Arboricultural report provided by Royal Sun and Alliance Insurance Company.  The first paragraph of this report that it is an initial appraisal only based on the assumptions that Engineers are satisfied that the current damage is due to clay shrinkage and subsidence attributable to vegetation.  This paragraph also states that the report may have been produced without site investigations.

 

The application is also supported by a letter from the owners of 30 Lodge Hill who state that the kitchen floor may need replacing as a result of the root system of this tree.  In this letter the Applicants neighbour states that their house has been subject to £300,000 worth of repairs due to this trees roots.

 

It would perhaps been relevant to make the claim relating to £300,000 worth of repairs when the owners of 30 Lodge Hill submitted their application to remove the tree last year.  They have not provided any evidence that it is the Oak tree that caused their previous problem nor their current one.

 

The Oak tree is 20 metres away from 30 Lodge Hill and has a spread of approximately 20 metres.
2. RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 9)

Members viewed the various plans with regards to the shape and size of the area to be tarmacced on Elizabeth Avenue to site a basketball hoop.  It was concluded that the size of the area at Tutbury did not meet the needs of the people using it and it was therefore agreed to extend the area proposed for Rolleston from 21sq metres to 27 square metres.  It was estimated based on the previous quotation that this would increase the quotation by approximately £500.00.  Mr Edwards proposed, Mr Wyatt seconded and it was unanimously agreed to proceed with the area on this basis.
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
