1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received and require comment:-
P/2011/00444/JPM Pollarding of 4 lime trees to give 4 metres clearance and reduction in height by 4 metres of one Hawthorn Tree, The Lodge, Chapel Lane.

P/2011/00429/JPM Crown Lifting of one Common Beech tree to provide 4 metres clearance (T1 of TPO 240), The Lodge, Chapel Lane.
P/2011/00490/MB Erection of a single storey rear extension, 57 Knowles Hill.

Planning Appeal:  Notification has been received that the planning appeal P/2010/00181/JPM, Appeal against the refusal of outline permission for the erection of a farm works dwelling including details of access and layout, Home Farm Buildings, Church Road will take place on 17th May 2011.

3. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCIES
The Following letter has been received from Andy O’Brien, ESBC:-

According to my records your council is 2 members short of the required number.  Where an insufficient number of persons are nominated to fill the vacancies in respect of an ordinary election then, provided the number of nominations constitute a quorum, these members may co-opt any person or persons to fill the vacancy or vacancies which remain unfilled.

However, the Parish Council must exercise the power within 35 days from the day by which a person is elected would have taken up office i.e. Friday 24th June 2011.  The new Parish Council takes office with effect from the fourth day after Thursday 5th May 2011 and therefore has until Friday 24th June 2011 to co-opt suitable people to fill the vacancies.  The power for quorate Parish Councils to co-opt members to fill vacancies is contained in S21 (2) (a) of the Representation of the People Act 1985. S21 (2) (b) goes onto provide that we may exercise the powers under S39 (4) of the Representation of the People Act 1983 to fill any vacancies at any time after 35 days from the date of election.

	
	

	
	


4. YEAR END ACCOUNTS

Year End Accounts 2010/2011: Members will be required to complete the Annual Governance Statement for the report to be submitted to the external auditor.  The Internal Audit is currently being carried out by Mr David Phillips.
Garden Rents for the 2011/2012 financial year have been received from both 116 & 118 Walford Road.

5. 2011/2012 CAPITAL EXPENDITURE PROJECTS
Members are asked to consider projects for the 2011/2012 financial year.  It was suggested last year that further works should be carried out along the Jinny Nature Trail.
6. CINDER HILL SUBSTATION
The clerk has located a Land Certificate for the section of land lying to the North West of Cinder Lane.  The land was registered by the Parish Council with Land Registry on 4th October 1961 (Title number SF880).  A copy of the Land Certificate has been forwarded to the solicitors acting on behalf of Eon and a request has been made to them to forward a copy of the proposed lease agreement to the Parish Council for consideration.  A copy of the Tenancy agreement dated 1964 and a copy of the counterpart lease dated 1987 have now been collected from Timms solicitors.
Garden Land:  Mr Edwards reported at the last meeting, that there was space for at least one additional allotment on the section of land at the top of Beacon Road.
7. COMMUNITY DAY
It was agreed at the last meeting that the Parish Council should have a manned stand for Community Day.  Cover for the stand will be required from 11am until 4pm.  Members are therefore asked to put their names forward for time slots.  
8. CROSS LANE BUS SHELTER
It was reported at the last meeting that there is extensive wood rot to the roof boards and rear of this bus shelter and agreed to add the item to the May agenda.
9. RECREATIONAL
Elizabeth Avenue Playground: The following correspondence has been received:- 

“I am writing concerning the swings at Elizabeth Avenue Playground. More often than not there is pigeon poo on them and therefore we cannot use them. Would it be possible for some spikes or some other deterrent be put along the pole to stop the pigeons doing this. There are enough trees around for them and only 4 swings!!!  I know it is a bit of a silly complaint but it's a bit much when you take your children to the park and you cannot use all the playground equipment”.
Basketball Area: Installation of the Basketball area is underway.
10. BROOK HOLLOWS
The following update has been received from Mr. Badcock:-

“You may have noticed that the work to repair the eroded bank opposite to the lawns had been commenced. This has now been finished. In my opinion they have done a really good job. It looks a bit stark at present but it will blend in as nature and usage weathers it. I hope that it will re-assure the residents that spoke to you regarding the water that broke the bank at that point. I would be grateful if you could point the new Parish Council into the direction of writing to Lawrence Oates and thanking him officially for getting this work done and the earlier clear up day done by the Conservation Volunteers. I believe that if we are to make progress with Brook Hollows we need a collaborative approach with the Borough Council, The Environmental Agency, groups like Burton Conservation Volunteers, all the village organizations and interested residents. We need to view it in two ways. Short term clean/tidy/improvements, and the longer term aim of a plan, agreed by as many organizations and people as possible, on the de-silting issue. I shall in a limited way continue to pursue this through the N.M.P. and working with Rebecca and Lawrence”.   
10. BROOK HOLLOWS
“I would be grateful if you could keep my in touch with any major decisions agreed by the Parish Council on this area. In the meantime have you received the maintenance plan for the year from Trudy. As they have given the grass a cut they must have agreed something. Please ask Rebecca directly if you have not got it yet, I know she has been asking for it. Finally please remember that the Conservation Volunteers have agreed to do another clean up in the autumn. Lawrence will need to be contacted well in advance as they have terrific demands on their limited time”.
In addition, Mr. Badcock has copied the clerk in on the following email which he has submitted to Rebecca Lees:-

A number of residents have spoken to me about a new log bridge which has been built from the main area of Brook Hollows to the island. I have been round and looked at it. It is well constructed and is holding back both water flow and slit. My first impression was that this created by was adults and not children. However I had a conversation with a fisherman who was adamant that it was children. This is a pain!! Lawrence and the team removed two of these log bridges recently, and to have another one so soon is annoying. Is there any chance you can get Trudy to ask the contractors to remove it next time they do the routine maintenance? In my opinion it is something of a safety hazard. If children are playing in the wood, as they do, and going over to the island, there is a risk that a young child following an older sibling could fall in. If they were not confident in water they would struggle to get out as the slit is around 5 foot deep. In addition there are lots of birds nesting on the island including swans and they do not want children or fishermen disturbing them. Perhaps some warning notices placed in the island facing the main wooded area could be considered in the future to try to minimize this becoming a reoccurring problem.

Miss. Lees has replied to say that Mr. Oates has asked contractors to remove the bridge and that it should take place week commencing 1st May.

A report has been submitted by Mr. Chinn on Brook Hollows and is attached for members for consideration.
11. SCC
The following correspondence has been received from SCC:-

As you know the Neighbourhood Highway Teams were suspended earlier in the year to assist with the large amount of potholes throughout the County, as a result of the severe winter weather that we encountered.  The good news is that the crews will be back with us from May and each Parish will be receiving two visits between now and December. The dates for Rolleston on Dove are as follows: - 17th May for 2 days and 20th September for 2 days.  The following works are scheduled for the visit:-
1 - Anslow Lane - Clear off all gullies, clean any signs and cut back any overgrown vegetation from highway

2 - Church Road - From Cornmill Lane to Shotwoodhill Lane - Clean off footway, remove any weeds etc.
3 - Station Road - Clean verge master posts and any signs

4 - Brookside - footbridges, tidy areas, cut back any overhanging vegetation

5 - Anslow Lane - opposite property called Southlands, cut back large growth of Brambles

17 Church Road:  A meeting with the residents and Mr Rayson has been arranged for 8th June. 
12. COALITION OF PARISH COUNCILS
Dates need to be proposed for a joint meeting to take place.  Mrs Toon has advised the clerk that Outwoods Parish Council had asked why they hadn’t been invited to attend the meeting of the Parish Councils.  The clerk advised that the meeting was originally being planned for the strategic villages and as Outwoods was not one of these they had not been invited but were welcome to join.  The clerk has therefore sent a formal invite to the Clerk for Outwoods.  To date no response has been received from them.
