12. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 



Mr Fraser did not attend the meeting.

13. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Due to the recent elections there was no Borough Councillor Report.  Mr Edwards congratulated Mrs Toon on her appointment as Borough Councillor.
14. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 11TH APRIL 2011
Page 73, 94:3 Further to the email circulated by the clerk, it was unanimously agreed that the existing granite kerb stones should be reinstated on the corner of the junction between Church Road and Burnside.

102:5 The clerk advised that Stretton Parish Council were meeting on 10th May and the issue of the lock on the boundary gate was on the agenda to be discussed.
102:10 The clerk advised that the planters had been delivered and the liners were due to be planted on 19th May by Paul Steed, ESBC and some children from John of Rolleston School.  She advised that they would then go to the ESBC nursery for two weeks before being installed at the beginning of June.

102:11 The clerk advised that Mr Morris had passed her method statements for the proposed works and that she would enhance on the information received and forward it to the Environment Agency for consideration.

102:13 Mr Edwards asked if the specification with regards to the roles and responsibilities of the Neighbourhood Wardens had been received and the clerk replied that it had not.

102:14 The clerk advised that village clean-up had now taken place and was attended by around 20 volunteers. A thanks was conveyed to those who took part.  Mrs Toon suggested that a second clean up should take place later in the year.

102:16 The clerk advised that the low level fence has now been removed.

102:18 The clerk advised that there was several large signs advertising the car boot sales.  It was agreed that we should ask ESBC to look at the signage to see if they required planning permission.  Some discussion took place with regards to the car boots and the need for a licence.  Mrs Toon was asked to speak to ESBC with regards to the wire fence between the two fields and ask if it constitutes as a boundary. It was suggested that the PCSO’s should be asked to make their presence known at the car boot sales.

102:19 The clerk advised that she had spoken with the homeowner and she had given permission for members to access her garden at the forthcoming footpath walks.

102:20 The clerk advised that she had written to Mr Bateman and forwarded him details of the Neighbourhood Warden for the area.
102:21 Noticeboard:  The clerk advised that the noticeboard had been repaired.

102:21Meadow View Trees:  The clerk advised that some crown lifting of the trees had taken place.

102:21Shotwood Close: The clerk advised that she had received no response from Mr Sharratt, ESBC and that she had sent a drawing of the coping to be made to two contractors, but to date no quotations had been received.

16. CLERKS REPORT DATED 5TH MAY 2011
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following applications:-
P/2011/00444/JPM Pollarding of 4 lime trees to give 4 metres clearance and reduction in height by 4 metres of one Hawthorn Tree, The Lodge, Chapel Lane.

Members object to the pollarding of the lime trees.

P/2011/00429/JPM Crown Lifting of one Common Beech tree to provide 4 metres clearance (T1 of TPO 240), The Lodge, Chapel Lane.

Members had no objections to this application.

P/2011/00490/MB Erection of a single storey rear extension, 57 Knowles Hill.

Members had no objections to this application.

P/2011/00479/MB Widening of existing vehicular access, 16 Station Road.

Members would like to have been able to see the dimensions to support the application for the proposed widening of the existing access.

Mr Fitton declared a personal interest in planning application P/2011/00479/MB.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS 
Members noted the details of the recent planning decisions.

Enforcement Matters:

HO/14268/013/JI, Wesley Cottage: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
Estate Agent Signs: It was agreed that the Borough Council should be asked to take enforcement action against the offenders.
Planning Appeal:  Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
3. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCIES (Clerks Report, Item 3)
Members discussed this item and it was concluded that any interested parties should submit a resume to the clerk and attend the June Parish Council meeting.

4. YEAR END ACCOUNTS

Members completed the annual governance statement to support the Year end paperwork to be submitted to the external auditor.
116 & 118 Walford Road: Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.
5. 2011/2012 CAPITAL EXPENDITURE PROJECTS
It was agreed that further works should be carried out to the Jinny Nature Trail as soon as feasible and that the works to Footpath 14 should also be carried out at the same time.  
Mrs Warren asked for the Spread Eagle Island to be considered as a capital expenditure project.  It was agreed that a project should be considered for the Highways committee and this meeting was scheduled for Monday 16th May, commencing 7.30pm.

Mr Wyatt suggested the installation of display cases at the entrance/exits to the village.  It was agreed that Mr Wyatt should put together a proposal for the next Parish Council meeting.

6. CINDER HILL SUBSTATION (Clerks Report, Item 14)
Cinder Hill Substation:  It was agreed to carry on with the registration of the land and that Mr Edwards would look at the conveyance and registration documents that were held by the clerk.
Allotments:  It was agreed that the Parish Council should meet with Mr Martin, Chairman of the Allotment society with regards to two possible allotments that were available.
7. COMMUNITY DAY
Mr. Wyatt agreed to complete the display for the Parish Councils stand. Members agreed to man the stand as follows: - 
Mr. Wyatt  11am-noon, Mr. Fitton 12noon – 1pm, Mr. Toon1pm -2pm, Mr. Morris 2pm -3pm, Mrs. Warren 3pm-4pm.  It was 
agreed that a suitable prize should be purchased for the winner of the competition.
8. CROSS LANE BUS SHELTER
It was concluded that the bus shelter did not require replacement.
9. RECREATIONAL (Clerks Report, Item 8)
Elizabeth Avenue Playground: It was agreed to purchase a deterrent to go at the top of the swing frame to prevent the issues being caused by the pigeons.  
Basketball Area: It was reported that the ground works were complete, but that as the extending arm was missing from the delivery, the installation of the hoop had been delayed.  It was agreed that when the installation was complete a photograph and article should be forwarded to the Burton Mail.
10. BROOK HOLLOWS (Clerks Report, Item 10)
Members noted details of the correspondence on the clerks report and the report that was compiled by Mr. Chinn.  It was agreed to speak to Taberners with regards to the de silting of the lake and for the Parish Council to consider taking on Brook Hollows from ESBC.
11. SCC
Neighbourhood Highways Teams:  Members noted the works scheduled for the visit on 17th May
15, 17, 21 Church Road:  Members noted that a meeting had been scheduled for 8th June at 11am between the residents and Mr Rayson with regards to the dangerous exit to the properties.  The clerk advised that Mr Fraser had also been invited to attend the meeting. 

12. COALITION OF PARISH COUNCILS (Clerks Report, Item 13)
It was noted that there were initially five strategic villages named and agreed that Abbotts Bromley should be invited to attend the coalition of Parish Councils.  Mr Edwards advised that should the number of homes to be built be dropped to 10,000 then there would be sufficient Brownfield sites available to meet supply.
12. COALITION OF PARISH COUNCILS (Continued)
Mrs Toon was asked to clarify with ESBC if the Growth point status is still current.  Mr Morris replied that it isn’t but it is a target of ESBC.  It was agreed that members wanted all Borough Councillors representing the strategic villages to oppose developments in their village.

It was agreed that a meeting of the strategic villages should be called for Wednesday 25th May, commencing 7.30pm.

13. PARISH ROOM
It was agreed to defer this item to this item for two months and concluded that it should be added as an early agenda item to allow for adequate discussion.

14. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

Jinny Nature Trail & Footpath 18:  Mrs Toon advised that she had been approached by Mr Faulkner with regards to the amount of bikes using the Jinny Trail & Footpath 18 and the amount of dogs that were not on leads.  Mrs Toon advised that she and 
Mrs Warren had carried out a site visit and some properties backing onto the field were having to replace their hedges due to the dogs jumping in them.  It was agreed that some signage could be put up, but that the landowner should not remonstrate with the owners of dogs that were not on leads, as the law states that dogs should be kept under control.
14/16 Burnside:  It was reported that the hedges at this property were becoming very overgrown.

Anslow Lane; It was reported that a good job had been made of the road, but that there was still a large pothole outside of “Red roofs”.
Overgrown hedge:  It was reported that the boundary hedge from Station Road to Chapel Lane was overgrown.

Elizabeth Avenue Play area:  It was reported that some painting was required at Elizabeth Avenue and agreed to add this item to the Recreational Sub Committee meeting to be held on Monday 16th May.
Tafflands:  Mr Edwards reported that the swinging beam had been wedged between its posts and that him and Mr Deacon had fixed the issue.  It was also reported that one of the safety mats had been ripped up from the top of the slide.

Mr Edwards asked for the recreational subcommittee to consider the erection of some steps up to the slide.

Height Barrier Sign: It was agreed to purchase a new height barrier sign for Craythorne.

Dogs on Leads signs: It was agreed to purchase some new dogs on leads sign for Tafflands onto Craythorne Field and for Meadow View.

Tutbury Public Meeting:  Mr Edwards reported that himself, the clerk, Mr Morris and Mr Chinn had attended the Public Meeting held by Tutbury Parish Council with regards to future developments within the village and that the meeting had been attended by 300-400 people.

Standing orders were suspended at 9.30pm.
