CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

MONDAY 13TH JUNE 2011
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received and require comment:-
P/2011/00346/CEH Internal and External alterations to include the removal of an internal wall, replacement of front step and installation of an extraction unit, The Croft House, 11 Station Road.
P/2011/00554/CEH Erection of a single storey rear extension, 75 Meadow View.

P/2011/00566/CEH Erection of a single storey rear extension, Grace Cottage, Anslow Lane

P/2011/00568/CEH Installation of a sun pipe, Bank House, 36 Lodge Hill, Tutbury

P/2011/00628/CEH Erection of three pairs of semi-detached dwellings, two detached dwellings and associated accesses, garaging and car parking (Non material amendment – window and door alterations) (former) Highfield Motor Company, Beacon Road.

P/2011/00547/CEH Outline planning application for the erection of 12 self-build dwellings, Land at Burton Road, Tutbury

P/2011/00546/CEH Erection of 212 dwellings and associated garages, erection of 14 Industrial units and a community building and the provision of public open space, allotments and a sports pitch, including the formation of two vehicular accesses, Land at Burton Road, Tutbury.

A planning meeting was held on 16th May and members commented on the following application:-

Members would like to see a proper brick built bin store.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS & MATTERS
The following applications have been permitted:-
P/2011/00444/JPM Pollarding of 4 lime trees to give 4 metres clearance and reduction in height by 4 metres of one Hawthorn Tree, 

The Lodge, Chapel Lane.

P/2011/00301/CEH Erection of single storey front and two storey side extensions (amended scheme), 84 Walford Road.

P/2011/00227/CEH Erection of a double garage, Land at Bladons yard.

P/2011/00330/MB Removal of branches from two oak trees, two larch trees, one Ash tree and one sycamore tree, Kiln Lodge, 

Anslow Lane.
P/2011/00284/MB Crown reduction and thinning of 1 cedar tree by 20% and crown reduction and reshaping by 30% of upper crown and by 10% of lower crown of 1 Cedar tree, 4 Church Road.
Enforcement Matters:

HO/14268/013/JI, Wesley Cottage: This matter has been chased with ESBC on 1st March, 13th April and 11th May.  No response has been received to any of our correspondence.
Estate Agent Signs: This matter has been chased with ESBC and the following response was received from Ms Downes, Enforcements on 17th May 2011:- “I am awaiting authorisation to prosecute the contraveners.  Once I have received this authorisation, I will let you know”.
Signage for Car boot sales, Craythorne Lane: The clerk contacted ESBC Enforcements with regards to the signage and boundary fence and received a response to ask if anyone was keeping a diary of when the car boots have been taking place and have advised that they will respond to the points raised in due course.
3. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCIES
It was agreed at the last meeting, that anyone interested in becoming a Parish Councillor should submit a letter of intent to the clerk by Monday 6th June, so that their applications could be considered by members at the Parish Council meeting.  To date no applications have been received.
4. JINNY NATURE TRAIL
Mr Edwards has asked for this item to be added to the agenda.
The clerk has been in contact with Stretton Parish Council with regards to the lock on the boundary gate and has received the following response:-

“Stretton did discuss this item and have agreed that they do not want to restrict the access for disabled users but also do not want to leave the gate open and unlocked due to the unrestricted access onto the trial for bikes etc. at the Rolleston entrance. I am currently awaiting some more information on options for the boundary gate and will get back to you once I have more detail”.

5. MEADOW VIEW

The clerk has been contacted by Mr. Underhill with regards to the parking sign which is superfluous now the wooden bollards are in and it actually says "No Barking".  Mr. Underhill has also suggested that the dog sign should be lowered to the level of the bin aperture and the pole sawn off above this.

6.  LAND ADJACENT SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND
Mr Morris has asked for this item to be added to the agenda.
The bin is now in place and has been added to the emptying schedule with Rainbow Waste and Mrs Toon and Mrs Warren have planted up the planters.  
7. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND
Mr Fitton, Chairman of the Highways committee will be asked to update members with regards to the committee meeting that took place on 16th May.  Following the meeting on 16th May a site meeting has taken place with Peter Eastaugh, ESBC Open Spaces and Trees.  The previously unidentified tree has been identified as an Ashleaf-maple (Boxelder) and the tree has no significant value.  Mr Eastaugh has also suggested that the Elm tree next to it, due to its size will soon attract the dark beetles which fly at a height of approximately 20ft.
Mr Eastaugh advised that if and when a planning application is submitted, he will have no objections to removal of any of the trees within the Island.  With regards to the Blue Cedar, at a minimum the tree needs some crown lifting work to be carried out.  Mr Eastaugh is of the opinion that the Blue Cedar has no value and is not a good tree to have adjacent to a road, due to their history of shedding.  
A replacement tree was recommended of either an Oak or sweet chestnut.  
A site meeting has taken place with a tree contractor and it is hoped that a quotation will be received in time for the meeting.

A site meeting has also taken place with regards obtaining a quotation for the painting of the railings and it is hoped that this will be received in time for the meeting.

8. RECREATIONAL
Mrs Warren, Chairman of the Recreational committee will be asked to update members on the committee meeting that took place on 16th May.  Following the Recreational meeting on 16th May a site meeting has now taken place with Seddon and it is hoped that a quotation will be received in time for the meeting.

Graffiti:  Some disturbing graffiti on top of the climbing cube has been reported by Mr Deacon.  Due to the nature of this it has been reported to the police, crime reference FZ345652011. Some offensive graffiti has also been painted on one of the goal posts at Craythorne and Mr Edwards has painted over this graffiti.
Rolleston Football Club:  The clerk has sent a request to the Football Club to ask that all outstanding fees are paid ASAP as no payment has been received from them since October 2010.
Annual Playground Inspections:  An order has been placed with ROSPA to carry out the annual playground inspections for Elizabeth Avenue, Meadow View and Tafflands.  These will take place in August.
9. OVERWEIGHT LORRIES
Mr Edwards has asked for this item to be added to the agenda.

10. BROOK HOLLOWS
The clerk was contacted by a concerned resident with regards to the grids that are usually erected to prevent the signets from falling into the waterfall.  She took the matter up with ESBC and advised that the Civic Trust erect the boards.  She has therefore asked the Civic Trust to carry out this task.  Mr Barnett has replied to say that he will ask Mr Carlton to do this, however, looking to the future, the Parish and Borough need to decide if they are going to deal with this problem as The Civic Trust is not now responsible for the maintenance of Brook Hollows.

A copy of the maintenance plan for Brook Hollows has been received for member perusal.  Miss. Lees has advised that this document is not for the public, rather for the Parish Council to have as information. The document includes only grounds maintenance and has no information on any works needed to trees or the waterflow as this cannot be predetermined. 
A site meeting has now taken place with Tom Taberner of Inland Dredging Services.  A copy of the notes taken at the meeting is attached for member’s consideration.

11. GARDENS SUNDAY – JULY 3RD 2011
Permission has been requested for a small marquee/gazebo to be sited on the land behind the Old Grammar School on garden Sunday.

12. INSURANCE RENEWAL
The Parish Councils insurance policy is up for renewal.  The current provider has not been reviewed for several years.  The clerk is therefore sourcing a second quotation.  It is hoped that this will be received in time for the meeting for consideration.
13. ALLIANCE OF PARISH COUNCILS
A meeting of the five strategic villages took place on 25th May and an Extraordinary meeting of the Parish Council took place on 1st June in order to agree the Parish Councils position on the matter.  The next meeting of the Alliance of the Parish Councils is scheduled for Monday 27th June, commencing 7.30pm, Old Grammar School Rooms.
14. LAND OFF BEACON ROAD
Cinder Hill Substation:  Attached for members consideration is a copy of the Lease Plan and proposed lease agreement.  The necessary paperwork has now been submitted to the Land Registry for the First Registration of the land.  
Beacon Road Allotments: A site meeting has taken place with Mr Martin, Chairman Allotments society with regards to the area of disused land. Mr Edwards will be invited to report on this meeting.
