1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received and require comment:-
P/2011/00567/CLF Retention of a single storey building housing an outdoor pizza oven and server (amended description) The Jinnie Inn, 177 Station Road.
P/2011/00714/MB Crown reduction of 1 Apple tree by 20%, Cornerways Cottage, 1 Anslow Lane.
2. PLANNING DECISIONS, ENFORCEMENTS, CONCERNS
Enforcement Matters:

HO/14268/013/JI, Wesley Cottage: The clerk has chased this matter with ESBC.  Ms. Downes telephoned the clerk to apologise for the lack of communication with regards to the issue and advised that she would take the matter up with 

Mr. Imber as a matter of urgency.
Estate Agent Signs: The clerk has received confirmation from Ms Downes, ESBC that she is currently preparing the paperwork to take action against John German.  In addition, the clerk has received a further complaint from Mr Gawthorpe with regards to the Nicholas Humphreys sign at the end of Walford Road and has forwarded the complaint to Ms Downes.

Planning Concerns: New Wall 21 Brookside, New Kerb The Spinney Church Road, Picket fence Rolleston Club, New Walls Scout HQ, Grass verge outside 21 Church Road.
3. NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH

Mr Wyers has asked for this item to be added to the agenda so that he can discuss some proposed changes to the Neighbourhood Watch meetings.

4. CONSULTATION ON NEW SCHOOL(S) IN BURTON

Mr. Bateman has asked me to bring to the Parish Council’s attention the ‘Proposals to create new Primary school places for Burton on Trent’. The County Council is consulting on the above. Links at www.staffordshire.gov.uk/burtonplaces. One of the proposals is to build a new Primary school on the County Farms site off Tutbury Road. Mr. Bateman hopes that the Parish Council could look at the documents and consider the implication if a new school was built on that site. Potentially it would split John of Rolleston’s catchment and possibly the numbers would drop. Mr. Bateman feels that this would not be a good thing for the village.

A hard copy of the consultation is attached for member’s consideration.
Schools Consultation on Foundation Status: A Public Consultation is currently underway for John of Rolleston School to change to Foundation School Category and Acquiring a Charitable Trust.  Copies of the booklets and the Response from can be obtained from the School website or downloaded from www.burtonco-operativelearningtrust.org.  The closing date of the consultation is Monday 11th July 2011.
5. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
It was agreed at the last meeting that this item should be added to the July agenda.  It may be beneficial to set up a subcommittee to take this item on.
6. SEMI RURAL NEIGHBOURHOOD FORUM

An election of a Chair and Vice Chair is due to take place at the next Neighbourhood Forum meeting.  The clerk has asked Ms Lees, ESBC for a copy of the candidates details so that they can be considered by the Parish Council.
Neighbourhood Funding Panel:  Mr Edwards has asked for this item to be added to the agenda.

7. RECREATIONAL

Paint on Jeans: A complaint has been received from Mrs Butler from Beacon Road who got paint on her jeans after the benches were recently painted within Elizabeth Avenue Play Area.  The benches both originally had signs on them saying wet paint, but one had been removed.  Mrs Butler did however touch the seat before she sat down and the paint appeared to be dry.
Rolleston Football Club:  No communication has been received from Rolleston Football Club in recent months.  The clerk is therefore not aware of when the pitches are being used and what fees, if any are outstanding.
Burton Albion Supporters Club: An interest was shown by Burton Albion Supporters Club to use one of the football pitches on 16th July.  However, as they did not have their own pitch marking equipment, they were not able to proceed with the booking.
8. BROOK HOLLOWS
Mr Edwards will be invited to update members with regards to this item.
9. PARISH ROOM
It was agreed at the May meeting to defer this matter for two months.  The item has therefore been added to this agenda.

10. MEETING WITH ENVIRONMENT AGENCY - PROPOSED WORKS TO BROOK
A copy of the notes made at the meeting with the Environment Agency is attached for consideration.  Members are advised that Environment Agency consent has now been received for the proposed works along Burnside and at the far end of Brookside.
11. ALLIANCE OF PARISH COUNCILS
A meeting of the strategic villages took place on Monday 27th June.  
A meeting has now been arranged for representatives from the Alliance to meet with Mr O’Brien, Chief Executive and Representatives from ESBC on Tuesday 26th July, 6.30pm, The Maltsters.
12. ROLLESTON VILLAGE COUNTRY GALA
A letter has been received from RODSEC asking if the Parish Council would be willing to sponsor class/classes at the forthcoming Country Gala.  The Parish Council made a donation of £50.00 towards sponsorship last year.
13. BT PAYPHONES – ADOPT A KIOSK PROGRAMME
Attached for members consideration is details on this scheme.
14. ANNUAL FOOTPATH WALKS
The Annual Footpath Walks have now been completed. SCC has been advised of the following issues identified during the walks and a meeting has been arranged with Richard Collins, Rights of Way Officer, SCC for Tuesday 12th July, 11.45am:-

Footpath 3, 4, 7 the stiles are considered to be too high.

 

Footpath 5, the stone on the steps has bedded down and is considered to be a trip hazard. 

 

Footpath 8 (Fiddlers Lane section) is overgrown.

 

Footpath 15 the depth between the steps on the Jinny Nature Trail is very big, and causes 
difficulty for users.

15. JINNY NATURE TRAIL

Joint Meetings: Stretton Parish Council is due to discuss the resurrection of the joint meetings at their next Parish Council meeting to be held on 19th July.
Boundary gate: Stretton has advised as follows with regards to the lock being removed on the Boundary gate to allow for disability access: “In the meantime, we have put a radar padlock onto the boundary gate so that disabled users can open the padlock and get through.  This is not an ideal solution.  The main concern for Stretton is the misuse of the trail by cycles and horses which can gain access at the Rolleston end quite easily and therefore are not willing to remove the gate completely.  Would Rolleston Parish Council be willing to contribute to a new disability friendly boundary gate/fence?”
16. LAND OFF BEACON ROAD
Beacon Road:  The clerk has received the following correspondence: 
“I have been passed your details from Alex and Martina Thorp with regards to contacting you about the former waste dump on Beacon Road. I understand that Martina has already spoken to you about your plans to have the waste cleared from the area, and has informed you that I may be interested in assisting with this as myself and several of my friends collect and research Victorian and Edwardian bottles, which are reclaimed by digging out old dumps.  I thought it would be best if I provided you with further details of who we are and how we could assist you. I run a bottle club called the North Staffordshire and South Cheshire Bottle Club, which brings together like minded collectors, and also helps to co-ordinate digging for members who actively dig for bottles”. 
“The majority of members will dig in a team with people who live local to them; I myself dig with two other club members who live in the Uttoxeter area (from Kingstone and Marchington), and we travel to many parts of the country to dig.  A lot of the time we will dig by hand, but in the situation such as yours where you have a larger area that needs clearing in a shorter period of time we can hire a suitable excavator (and if necessary an operator) to 'machine' the dump out. It would be beneficial if there is somewhere local that you want the waste to be transferred to and we can work with you to help co-ordinate this.  Prior to commencing the clearance, we would need to assess the area to determine that the dump is of an age that would be of interest to us, to do this we would hand dig two or three test holes to get an idea of the types of bottles and pots in the dump”.
