6.
LYCH GATE 


A letter has been received dated 26th November from C.W Roofing, the contractors who were doing the repairs to the Lych Gate.  It is with regret that I have to report that they have withdrawn their quotation.


The Clerk met with another contractor, Mr. Patrick, on Tuesday 2nd December.  It was explained to Mr. Patrick the Parish Council's position.  Mr. Patrick has in the past worked for the National Trust working on places such as Sudbury Hall and Calke Abbey.  Mr. Patrick is keen to be given the opportunity to work on the Lych Gate project.  He is aware that the Parish Council is meeting this Monday and has said that he would try and submit a verbal quotation by then.


Mr. Edwards, Borough Council's Conservation Officer, has suggested that if the quotation is acceptable, Mr. Patrick be asked for a portfolio and he is prepared to do the necessary checking of his references.

ALMSHOUSES CHRISTMAS TREE

8.
CRAYTHORNE FIELD


At the last meeting your Chairman had obtained details from Stretton Parish Council to about the architect they have used in the design of the new stake boarding area.  A meeting has been arranged with Mr. Smithyman the Director of Pleydell Smithyman Ltd, for Friday 19th December, the Chairman and Clerk to attend.


A letter has been written to the two football teams that are using Craythorne Field as their home pitch.  A response is awaited from both teams.  It is understood that another unknown team have been using the field on a regular basis.  Every effort is being made to try and find out who they are.


It has also been pointed out that the football teams are trespassing if they play on the college field.


The hedges to Craythorne Wood, Field and Wagon Lane have now been cut.  Mr. Hayward, Rolleston Plant Hire, has supplied a quotation for the clearance of the ditches by Craythorne Wood, Field and Wagon Lane. After the hedges had been cut it became urgent that the ditches were cleared.  Members are asked to support the Clerk in the action taken in agreeing to Mr. Hayward’s quotation of £300.00 plus VAT.


A site meeting has been requested with the County Council to discuss flooding issues that affect Craythorne Field.

9.
JINNY TRAIL


The new access and bin cover have now been completed by JPM Services.  This work has been paid for with WASP funding.


A meeting has been arranged with Mr. Ballard, the Interpretation Board Designer, for Thursday 15th January.

10.
FINGER POSTS


DSK have now completed repairing the finger post on Shotwood Hill and they have refurbished the damaged finger post on Marston Lane.  


The finger post on the Chapel Lane junction has been carefully looked at.  The fingers on the post by the Craythorne Lane junction are of a different style of writing and they have details of the road mileage.  The fingers on the Chapel Lane junction have no road mileage on them and the writing is more ornate.  


DSK have highly recommended a company called DKT Group who specializes in conservation work.  DKT have been asked to supply a quotation for the repair and refurbishment of the finger post on the Chapel Lane junction, the Jinny Nature Trail sign and the green fingerpost by the entrance to Brook Hollows that has been missing for some time.

14.
FLOODING


A Flood Wardens meeting was held on Tuesday 2nd December.  In attendance were 

Sam Probert and Nicky Langton, Environment Agency, Owen Core, Peter Cotton, Alan Boast,

Stuart Brown, David Hickman and the Clerk.  David Hickman is the latest volunteer to join the team; he will cover the Anslow Lane area.


The Environment Agency has produced a draft Parish Flood Plan to aid the Flood Wardens.  The Plan will be a useful document as it has all emergency contact numbers for the relevant services and it has sensible suggestions to help residents before, during and after a flood.


It was suggested that a Flood Fair be organized to allow residents the opportunity of meeting their Flood Warden and residents would be able to obtain relevant information.  It was also suggested that we contact various companies who manufacture flood defense products to attend the fair and offer demonstrations.


It was suggested that not all resident would be able to attend a Flood Fair so the Environment Agency are going to provide a leaflet to be distributed to the affected houses.  The Flood Wardens have agreed to deliver the leaflets in their area.


The Borough Council have said that they are willing to provide a ‘sand bag’ bin but would appreciate any help the Parish Council could make.  A bin will cost £80.  If the bin is to be provided, consent from neighbouring homes will be required for this to proceed.


The Flood Wardens have been given a copy of all Parish Councillors telephone numbers and a copy of the Parish Councils Flood Prevention Action Plan.  All Flood Wardens were given a fluorescent jacket with Flood Warden imprinted on the back.  The jackets were provided by the Environment Agency.


The Flood Surveys are slowly being returned.  Once all have been returned the comments will be collated and the Environment Agency will record this.  Early indications show a strong support for the scheme and comments are regularly written that the brook requires clearing of vegetation.


A copy of a letter has been received from Mrs. Burton, 37 Beacon Road, which she has written to the Environment Agency.  Mrs. Burton is passing on her concerns with the amount of vegetation within the brook.  Mrs. Probert at the Flood Wardens meeting talked about this letter and again the Parish Councils concerns were put forward.  She agreed to look into this again.  There is a great deal of public opinion that is coming through from the surveys for the about the amount of weed growth within the brook.


A complaint has been received from Mr. Brooks, Brookside, for the partial blocking of the brook near to the Eggington Pumping Station.  He said that the blockage could have an effect on the village if the brook floods.  Mrs. Probert agreed to look into this and to contact Mr. Brooks.  

Mr. Brooks was advised to contact Eggington Parish Council.

FIDDLERS LANE


Fly tipping has been reported to the County Council on Fiddlers Lane.  This is the second amount of tipping in the last month. 


It was also reported to the police a residents concerns that there is evidence of drug taking on Fiddlers Lane.

23.
FOOTWAYS


It has been reported to the Borough Council the amount of leaves on the footways from Burnside, Station Road and Chapel Lane.  The Environment Officer has been regularly sweeping leaves off the footways on Burnside and Marston Lane junction.

24.
TRAFFIC REFLECTOR


It had been reported to the County Council that the traffic reflector on the road narrowing section on Station Road is missing.  This has since been replaced.

25.
THE CROFT


The Environment Officer has repaired three wooden bollards that had been vandalized.


Mr. J. Croxall who did the tree work on the Croft has pointed out that one of the Ash trees on the Croft is in a dangerous condition.  He considers the tree to be hollow and claims that the branches will start to break and fall which could result in injuries.


The Tree Officer has been asked to look at the tree and report back to the Parish Council with his comments.


Mr. Croxall has supplied a quotation for the removal of the Hawthorne on The Croft.  The quotation is in the confidential section of the Clerk’s Report.  Members may wish to discuss whether they wish to proceed with the project of the replanting of the Croft.  It has been suggested that a tree with highly coloured foliage throughout the autumn be used.

26.
KNOWLES HILL


It has been reported to the County Council that a grid on Knowles Hill has become blocked and was overflowing will foul water.  The County Council agreed to contact Severn Trent if it seemed necessary.


Vandalism to a lamp post at the top of Knowles Hill has also been reported to the County Council.

27.
YOUTH DISTURBANCE


It was reported by Mr. Hayes that a gang of youths were causing a disturbance outside the post office and on the Spread Eagle Bridge.  A section of the footway on the bridge was vandalized with the kerb and tarmac section being thrown into the brook.  The youths also caused damage to the telephone box outside the post office.


The incident was reported to the police and the County Council has repaired the footway.

28.
COUNTY COUNCIL


A site meeting has been requested with the County Council to discuss parking issues outside the post office and traffic calming measures along Anslow Lane.  A response is awaited.
