1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received and require comment:-
P/2011/00968/CEH Erection of a single storey rear extension, Woodlea, 18 Lodge Hill.

P/2011/00959/CLF Crown Thinning of one Copper Beech tree by 50%, 19 Station Road.
P/2011/01022/CLF Crown Reduction of 1 Apple Tree by 30%, East Lodge, 9 Church Road.

A planning applications meeting was held on Tuesday 30th August, members commented on the following applications:-

P/2011/00942/CLF, Felling of 2 Poplar Trees, St Marys Close, Church Road, Rolleston

 
Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to the proposed loss of the trees.  Members are however disappointed with the quality of the plans and how the application has been handled.

P/2011/00874/JPM Installation of solar panels, 7 Shotwood Close

 

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this application.  Members believe that ascetically the panels are unacceptable and believe that they could be installed at low level as to not have any visual impact on the surroundings.

P/2011/00876/CLF Erection of a rear single storey extension with associated demolition,  

39 Beacon Drive, Rolleston on Dove.

 

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to this application.

P/2011/00918/CLF Installation of replacement windows, 16 Shotwood Close

 

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council object to this application.  The Design brief for Shotwood Close very specifically stated wooden windows and members believe that this condition should be kept.  There are no plans showing the proposed windows in situ.  The photograph of a window shows an opening top light and there are presently no top lights.  There are curved infill’s on top of the present windows; these are not shown on the proposals.  The application for the replacement windows is not like for like.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS, ENFORCEMENTS, CONCERNS

P/2011/00567/CLF Retention of single storey building housing an outdoor pizza oven and server, The Jinnie Inn, 177 Station Road.

3. PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCIES

It is understood that there are now two people interested in filling the vacancies on the Parish Council.  Advice has been sought from Society Local Council Clerks who have advised that the vacancies must first be advertised for a period of 14 days and if after this time there is no call for an election, and then the Parish Council can co-opt people to fill the positions.  

4. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND

Attached for members is a copy of all correspondence received on the Spread Eagle Island.  Also attached for consideration is a proposal that has been put forward by Mr Edwards.

5. TRANSFER OF ALLOTMENTS FROM ESBC TO PARISH COUNCILS
Having recently sought Legal advice on a potential allotment transfer, it has come to the Borough Councils attention that allotments and responsibility for them should be vested in Parish Councils. This is a legal obligation.  
Mr. Hovers has advised that at present ESBC gives a small annual grant to the Allotment Society so that they can be run at a low cost.  Should the Parish Council take over the Allotments this grant would no longer be available from ESBC.  The clerk and Mr. Edwards have met with Mr. Hovers and have asked for information on the value of the grant currently provided, the last few years maintenance costs and terms of the current leases etc.  Mr. Hovers has also been asked to ascertain the position with regards to the suggestion that some allotment space may need to be made available in the future for cemetery use.
6. SIGNAGE FOR VILLAGE GATEWAYS
Mr Wyatt and Mr Morris have both submitted their apologies for the meeting, so this item will be deferred until the October meeting.
7. PUBLIC OPEN SPACE SHOTWOOD CLOSE
At the last meeting Mrs Toon was asked to take this matter up with the Borough Council and will be invited to report back to the meeting.
8. RECREATIONAL

Shelter: Two more panels on the shelter have now been cracked. All four remaining panels are now cracked or have holes burned through them.  Members are asked how they would like to deal with this issue.

Elizabeth Avenue Play Area Railings:  Mr Deacon has now removed another railing has been twisted and left in a dangerous state.  It is the fourth occasion this year that the railings have been vandalised.
Skate Ramp Graffiti:  The newly painted skate ramp has been daubed with graffiti.  The clerk has reported the vandalism to the police reference 621, 30th August 2011.
Burnt out Mattress, Elizabeth Avenue:  Mr Deacon has removed the burnt out mattress from Elizabeth Avenue as reported by Mr Fitton at the last meeting.  The Fire Response Team has been advised of the incident and has agreed to increase their profile within the area.

Drinking on Elizabeth Avenue:  There has been a lot of evidence of drinking taking place on Elizabeth Avenue, PCSO Hardware and PC Musgrove has been made aware of this.
