MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON

MONDAY 14TH NOVEMBER 2011
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Mr Ian Bateman, Mr Andrew Bailey and three members of the public were in attendance.

61. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME & PRESENTATION OF PETITIONS

There were no public questions or presentation of petitions.

62. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

There were no apologies for absence

63. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Mr Wyatt declared a personal interest in P/2011/01256/CLF
64. MR IAN BATEMAN & MR ANDREW BAILEY, RE JOR FOUNDATION STATUS

The chairman advised that Mr Bateman and Mr Bailey had been invited to discuss with members the schools new foundation status and Mr Bateman was asked to give an overview of the benefits of becoming a foundation school.  

Mr Bateman replied that no one was sure what the County Council would be like in a few years’ time so the school had decided to be proactive and look at the opportunities available to them.  He added that having looked at the options, including becoming an Academy school it was felt that the best option was to become a foundation school as it would strengthen the already close bond with De Ferrers and that they liked the structure of the cooperative movement.  Mr Batmen advised that he felt that the school were in a much stronger position now as they are in control, rather than being controlled by the authority.  Discussion took place around the concerns about if the school was to close whilst being part of the foundation status.  Mr Bateman advised that he felt that there would be more consultation if this did ever happen and that the trust would also have to go to SCC and the Secretary of state to get approval. He added that if the school was set for closure under SCC control then he felt that there would be a lot less consultation.  He added that the land and building ownership was not a prime consideration when the change to foundation status was considered.
Mr Edwards advised that his personal concern was that the last school was given away and he didn’t like what had happened as a result.  He also advised that Mr Bateman had made the Parish Council aware of his fears about a new school being built within the area and that in the evenings Burton Mail there was a public notice about a consultation for a new school to be built off Tutbury Road which appeared to be in addition to the proposed new school within the Beam hill development.  Mr Bateman replied that the school has been told that there is a need for the new schools due to the number of places required, but that ultimately the local authority would decide.  Mr Edwards suggested that neither of the proposed schools were in the “bulge areas” and raised that if both schools were built, the figures for John of Rolleston could drop significantly leaving one of the existing JOR schools surplus to requirements.  Mr Bateman advised that any new school would have to be an academy and added that academies do not have catchment areas.  He also added that the group of heads from the co-operative group were very much against a new school (s).  

Mr Bateman advised members that the figures would have to drop significantly to have to close one school.  He added that the School still get funding from SCC.  He advised that he felt that the children would benefit from the collaborative working with other schools.  Mr Bailey advised that one of the benefits of the collaborative working was the purchasing power that the school now had and Mr Bateman added that although the School currently buy into some of the SCC services they may be able to get better quality services through other organisations.  He added that SCC are making cuts and are losing some services, using the loss of the ground services as an example.  Both Mr Bateman and Mr Bailey reiterated that at a meeting held of the head teachers and Chair of Governors they were told to be proactive.

64. MR IAN BATEMAN & MR ANDREW BAILEY, RE JOR FOUNDATION STATUS (continued)
Mr Morris added that whilst he thought that it was sensible of the school to be proactive he had concern that if a developer come along with a view to developing the former college playing field and made a good offer for the school to relocate he would be concerned about the existing school sites.  Mr Bailey replied that the people who run the trusts do so with a view to helping the schools develop and it is impossible to say what would happen should that situation arise.  Mr Bateman added that the only people who could decide would be the Trust and that if the school had of remained with the Local Authority then they could have made that decision anyway.  Mr Bateman added that any proposal would have to be considered and would be consulted on.  He added that he hoped he had reassured members that there is no hidden agenda and should any proposal ever be made then they would talk and consult to the parents and electorate.
The Chairman thanked Mr Bateman and Mr Bailey for attending the meeting.

REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mrs Toon reported that the Borough Council were hoping to demolish Bargates by the end of 2011 and that the Borough Council were hoping to get the money back that had been deposited in Icelandic banks.  Mr Edwards asked for confirmation that 100 new homes would be built within the Bargates Development.  Mrs Toon advised that she was unable to confirm this but understood that the development would be built within the next five years.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 10TH OCTOBER 2011
· Page 33, Matters Arising: Mr Edwards advised that he thought the planters along Burnside looked very good.

· Item 60:7: The clerk advised that she had raised the remainder of the money for the coins, through donations from Civic Trust, RODSEC, FOJORPS, Rolleston Kindergarten and Rolleston preschool.  It was agreed that 600 coins should be ordered and a notice placed in the Rollestonian asking that if people would like a coin for their child and they were up to the age of 11 and did not attend Rolleston Kindergarten, Rolleston Pre School or John of Rolleston School to contact the clerk.
· Item 60:9 The clerk advised that she had received written confirmation from ESBC that the Parish Council was the accredited body to undertake a Neighbourhood Development Plan.
· Item 60:10 Mr Edwards advised that he had looked at some of the issues and would write a report on some for the next meeting, and also produce risk assessments on the remaining items for the next meeting.  Mr Gawthorpe agreed to ask Mr Underhill to have a look at the Tafflands sign which was loose in its base.  Mr Edwards advised that cable ties had now been erected to the top of the swing frames to act as pigeon deterrents.

· Item 60:17 Mrs Toon was asked to chase with ESBC if planning permission was required for the concrete verge outside of The Spinney, Church Road.

· Item 60:17 The clerk was asked to chase SCC with regards to 21 Church Road and ask when the works are likely to be undertaken.

· Item 60:17 The clerk read a letter which had been received from Mrs Wain.  It was noted that Mr Gould had not applied the weed killer as suggested and agreed to write back to Mrs Wain and advise that we note the contents of her letter.

· Item 60:23 Mr Wyatt advised that the School no longer needed a Local Education Authority Governor due to the change to Foundation status. Mrs Toon advised that this was due to an existing parent governor becoming a trust governor.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 31ST OCTOBER 2011

· Page 1, Item 2: Mr Edwards advised that he had spoken to ESBC two weeks ago who had advised that they were currently undertaking a review of the 5 year supply.  He had now chased a response and had been advised that the review was likely to take another two weeks, and would then need to be presented to the leaders for review.  Mr Edwards advised that he had not yet spoken with Hallam land management as he was hoping to get confirmation of the five year supply before he spoke to them.    Mr Morris advised that he was meeting with Glen Jones on Thursday 17th November and offered to try and get a reply from him at the meeting.

· Page 2, Item 3: It was noted that the advertisements with regards to the renewal of the Mowing & Environmental Contracts was in the Burton Mail on Monday 14th November and was also on display in the village noticeboards.

CLERK’S REPORT DATED 7TH NOVEMBER 2011:- 

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following applications:-
P/2011/01253/CLF Installation of solar panels on flat roof of existing detached garage, Rosemount, 28 Church Road.

Members would like to see the fascia built up with a small screen.

P/2011/01256/CLF Erection of single storey side and rear extension and a single storey front extension, 45 The Lawns.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to this application.

P/2011/01251/CLF Erection of single storey rear extension, 31 Beacon Road.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to the above application.

P/2011/01267/CLF Erection of a pitched roof over existing flat roof on south and west elevations and alterations to windows, Faversham House, South Hill.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to the above application and feel that the proposals ascetically improve the property.

P/2011/01274/CLF Erection of a part single storey, part two storey rear extension (Amended Scheme), Kavanagh House, 56 Beacon Road.

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to this application.

P/2011/01308/CLF Erection of a part one and a half storey and single storey front and side extension (Amended Scheme), 109 Knowles Hill

Members of Rolleston on Dove Parish Council have no objections to the above application.

P/2011/01323/CLF Felling of 2 ornamental cherry trees, 18 Church Road.

Members object to this application as they are against the loss of trees.  If felling of the trees is permitted, they would like to see replacement planting take place.  Members would also like to ask that it is ensured that location plans are submitted with applications.

2. PLANNING DECISIONS, ENFORCEMENTS, CONCERNS
Members noted the details of this item from the clerks report.  It was noted that the fence at the front of Wesley Cottage was currently being taken down and replaced with a wall as per the planning conditions.
3. DCLG – NEIGHBOURHOOD PLANNING REGULATIONS CONSULTATION

It was agreed that the only concern was on the timing of the referendum as it could be delayed by up to six months.  It was agreed that the clerk should submit this comment to DCLG.
4. BEACON ROAD SUB STATION

The clerk advised members that she had received the following the email with regards to the cables on the proposed lease plan:-

“Since my email of 13 October I have located a colour copy of the 1987 lease plan and my client has compared the cable easements on that plan against those shown on the new lease plan.  I am informed by my client that the cables shaded yellow on the attached plan are copper and therefore will have been in place since the 1960s. The cables shaded green are aluminium and are therefore likely to have been in place for thirty years or less. My client does not have a record of exactly when the cables were installed or the circumstances surrounding this.  My client informs me that the new lease plan gives an accurate view of the situation”.

The word “lawful” in the third schedule was questioned.  Members did not agree with “to be determined at expiration of the lease”
5. SPREAD EAGLE INN – PARISH ROOM

Mr Edwards advised that himself, Mr Davies, and the clerk had gone back and had a further look at the vacant room and that 
Mr Davies had taken some measurements with a view to making an estimate of the repair costs to the roof and floor.  Mr Davies advised that the floor was likely to cost around £7,000.  It was suggested that unless a grant could be obtained towards the refurbishment of the room than it was unlikely to be feasible.

6. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND (Clerks Report, Item 10)
Mrs Warren, Mrs Toon and Mr Wyatt agreed to join a subcommittee with representatives from the Civic Trust so that a programme could be agreed for the Spread Eagle Island.  They were advised that a maintenance plan needed to be drawn up so that it could be added to the Environmental/Mowing officer’s contracts which were currently up for renewal.  It was agreed that the plan needed to be ready for ratification at the December Parish Council meeting.
7. RECREATIONAL

Mound at Tafflands: Members discussed the information that had been circulated by Mr Davies, along with some other suggestions.  Mr Davies proposed and it was agreed that Mr Wyatt should obtain six car tyres at no charge to the Parish Council and it could be trialled to see if the mound could be made up/strengthened with a tyre structure.
Pigeon Deterrents: It was noted that the deterrents had now been erected.
8. JINNY TRAIL

It was agreed that the County Council should be asked to undertake a risk assessment on the steps and that Staffordshire Wildlife should be contacted and asked if they could make any recommendations as to how the trail could be improved.  

Mr Edwards advised that he would look at the options for a radar gate before the December Parish Council meeting.
9. CRAYTHORNE WOODS
It was agreed that the woods should be looked at again in the Spring.  It was reported that there was a Blackthorn hedge on the boundary by the picnic area and that it was encroaching onto the woods.

10. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN (Clerks Report, Item 12)
Mr Morris advised that he was going to see Mr Jones and Mr Harley, ESBC on 17th November and advised that Mr Bowden, Planning Resolved was coming on 15th November to talk to the steering group about undertaking a Neighbourhood Development plan.  He also added that the questionnaire subcommittee group would be meeting on Thursday 17th November.  Mr Wyatt suggested they take a look at www.surveymonkey.com

11. RWE WILLINGTON C POWER STATION GAS PIPELINES – PARISH COUNCIL BRIEFING SESSION

Mr Toon and Mr Chinn agreed to attend this meeting.

12. ROYAL BRITISH LEGION POPPY APPEAL
It was unanimously agreed to make a donation of £90.00 towards the RBL Poppy Appeal.
13. VILLAGE PANCAKE RACES
It was unanimously agreed to give permission for use of The Croft for the 2012 pancake races.
Standing orders were suspended on a majority vote at 9.30pm.  Mr Morris objected to the suspension of the standing orders.

14. QUEEN ELIZABETH II PLAYING FIELDS – FIELD IN TRUST INFORMATION
It was agreed not to take part in this initiative.

15. ALLIANCE OF PARISH COUNCILS
Mr Edwards advised that there was a meeting on 15th November and that the group were currently working on a response to be submitted to ESBC.

16. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

· Ms Johns advised that she was still trying to help find a second Youth Representative.
· Mr Chinn advised that the footpath sign near Shotwood close needed replacing and suggested that SCC be asked to replace it with a wooden one.  He added that there was also one missing from Craythorne Woods adjacent to the tractor and trailer.

· Mr Chinn advised that there were four posts on The Croft that needed replacing and suggested that sleeves be made for them.

· Mr Chinn advised that he would like to see SCC undertake a safety check on the steps on footpath 5 as the gravel was starting to move around.

· Mr Chinn advised that the stile on footpath needed a second step.

· It was reported that the ground was broken away by the fingerpost on school lane and was likely to get worse in the winter.

· It was reported that a complaint had been received about the former recreation area on Marston Lane Caravan Park.

· It was reported that one of the bollards adjacent to the garage on Brook Hollows had gone rotten and required replacement.
