APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from: - Mrs S Redgrave, Miss. A Johns.
2. TO AGREE RESPONSE TO SCHOOL APPLICATION

Mr Edwards advised the meeting that when you submit a comment on the planning application, you get an automated response saying that the application will be considered by two members or the planning committee.  He advised that a Borough Councillor can ask for a planning application to be considered by the planning committee and asked Councillor Fraser if he would ask for the planning application to be put to the committee for consideration and added that he believed the school places could be met without the proposed school being built on Tutbury Road.

Councillor Fraser replied that he would not be willing to call the application in as he believes that Councillor Staples has investigated all of the options.  Mr Edwards replied that at the Cabinet meeting on 21st December, Phillip Atkins stated that the County Council is not selling County Farms.  Councillor Fraser replied that it was not a County Farm it was land rented by the Council.  He added that if this application went ahead than an equal amount of land would be allocated elsewhere within Staffordshire as a County Farm.  Councillor Fraser added that he understood that the farmer had accepted his compensation and sold his cattle.

Councillor Fraser stated that he was not invited to the exhibition that was put on by SCC with regards to the proposed school and housing development and stated that he had not seen a copy of the master plan that had been produced by SCC.  He added that he was extremely concerned by the application and was trying his best.  He suggested that the only thing that would happen by him calling in the application was that it would be delayed.  He added that he would speak to Councillor Staples as to why he was not fully consulted on the proposals.

Councillor Fraser was asked why so much land was being allocated to the development when only a fraction of that would be required for the school.  Discussion took place around the Transport Assessment, which Councillor Fraser advised he was not aware of.  Councillor Fraser was again asked to call the application in and replied that he was of mind to call it in.  Discussion took place about the application being called in by the Scrutiny committee.  Councillor Fraser advised that he would see if there were other people in support of the application being called in.  It was questioned as to if it was appropriate for an application of this size to be considered by delegated powers.  

It was agreed to ask for an extension of 7 days to the consultation period as the Freedom of Information Request was due to be completed on 9th February.


It was unanimously agreed to object to the application, using the comments circulated by Mr Edwards to formulate the objection letter.  Comments on the Transport assessment were put forward by Mr Wyatt and it was agreed that everyone felt that this application was part of a larger strategy for the area.  
3. TO DISCUSS CREATION & ISSUE OF FLYER TO RESIDENTS ADVISING THEM OF THE PROPOSALS

It was agreed that the clerk and Mr Edwards should draw up a flier for email circulation and that an update should be made on the Parish Councils Facebook page and also issued to the webmaster.  It was agreed that Mr Toon would liaise with the Burton Mail to try and get an article/letter published.
4. TO DISCUSS PROPOSALS FOR COLLEGE FIELD

Members discussed the proposal shown by Mr Diffey and agreed that they were against the proposed plans to build 120 new dwellings.
5. TO AGREE RESPONSE TO BURTON COLLEGE
