1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr B Chinn, Mrs B Toon and Mr J Wyatt.

2. LOWER DOVE FLOOD ALLEVIATION SCHEME, OVERVIEW & EFFECTS, 

MR MARK SWAIN, ASSET SYSTEM MANAGEMENT TEAM LEADER, ENVIRONMENT AGENCY

Mr Swain advised members that the proposed scheme had been rolling on for approximately the last 10 years following the floods in 2000 where 180 plus properties in Hatton were flooded.  He explained that research showed that 1600 properties had a 1% chance of flooding, whilst in Scropton there was a 5% chance of flooding in the 20 year period.  He advised that these statistics had attracted funding from Government and as a result the Environment Agency had put together a business case and consultation.  It had been approved to spend 7.6 million on the project, with Nestle contributing 1.65 million towards the project. 

He advised that a planning application had now been submitted to South Derbyshire and that the Environment Agency were negotiating with landowners in terms of design.  He advised that the Environment Agency were hoping to award the contract at the end of May. 
Mr Swain explained that the impact of the proposed scheme had been looked at for various locations, including Tutbury, Scropton and Rolleston.  He advised that impacts are at very infrequent floods, with the flooding in 2000 being classed as an infrequent flood, which is a 1 in 55 year flood.  He advised that if flooding occurred at the same level as 2000 it would have no additional impact.  

He advised that there are currently 19 properties in the flood plain in Rolleston and that as a result of the proposed scheme an additional 50 properties would be brought into the flood plain.

He advised that the Environment Agency had some money towards mitigation for the properties that are currently at risk.  

It was agreed that the EA should investigate the following:-

· The feasibility of an embankment (or a series of short embankments) parallel to Station Road. 
· To provide the Parish Council with Matt Bulzacchelli, Flood Risk Manager, Staffordshire County Council’s contact details, as Matt is currently compiling problem areas for his records to see if he can identify solutions.
· To provide the Parish Council with a list of all the addresses of properties identified as at risk from flooding. 
· To look into the accuracy about the National Property Data Set. 

· To look into the desilting of the bank adjacent to the Brook House Hotel. 

· To investigate the bank erosion along the bank at Marston lane.
The Chairman thanked Mr Swain for attending the meeting.

3. ES 12.02

It was agreed that Mr Edwards should send a letter of concern on behalf of both himself and the Parish Council outlining concerns with regards to the proposed new school and how the consultation process has been undertaken.  It was agreed that the letter should be sent to the Leader of SCC, the Chief Executive of SCC, Councillor Fraser and Mr Andrew Griffiths, MP.

4. PROPOSED JUBILEE ORCHARD

Mr Edwards gave members an overview of a proposed list of works that he believed would need to be undertaken to create a Jubilee Orchard.  He advised that Mrs Sanderson was investigating a grant towards the project through the Civic Voice.
