CLERK’S REPORT TO MEETING TO BE HELD ON

MONDAY 12TH MARCH 2012
1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

The following applications have been received and require comment:-
Rolleston Co-Op: The Licensing Office has received six applications from Midlands Co-operative Society Limited to vary the premises licences for some of their stores, namely:

The applications have been submitted to extend the hours permitted for the sale by retail of alcohol to enable alcohol sales to be available at the premises between the hours of 07:00 and 22:00 on all days to bring them in line with the current opening hours of the stores.

 

Any representations (from interested parties/responsible authorities) to the applications must be made under one or more of the licensing objectives (Prevention of crime and disorder, Public safety, Prevention of public nuisance and Protection of children from harm).  The last date for representations to these applications is: 20 March 2012.
College Field:  The clerk received a telephone call from Mr Diffey on Monday 5th March, advising that he has been instructed by the College to submit a planning application for 120 houses on the college field at the end of April.  Mr Diffey has requested a Public meeting with the Parish Council sometime during April so that he can present the revised plans, which will have a different layout and additional public open space. 5. LOWER RIVER DOVE FLOOD ALLEVIATION SCHEME
The following email has been received from Mr Swain, following his meeting with the Parish Council on 27th February 2012.  The email and attachments have been circulated to members for consideration.
Thank you for inviting me on Monday night. I felt it was a very constructive meeting although I recognise there are problems for us to overcome. With respect to my actions:

 

5. LOWER RIVER DOVE FLOOD ALLEVIATION SCHEME (continued)
1) I have asked a graduate engineer to undertake preliminary survey and services searches to investigate the feasibility of an embankment (or a series of short embankments) parallel to Station Road. I'll ask him to make contact when he has scheduled the work. I will also inform Matt Bulzacchelli from Staffs County Council. Matt is Staffordshire CC's Flood Risk Manager who also happens to have a Highways background so he may be able to advise on this if local highway kerb raising may assist.

2) Matt's contact details are listed below. At the end of this e-mail I will paste an image of the area that I believe you were identifying as a problem from surface water flooding. (SK 2396, 2763 - junction of School Lane and Chapel Lane) I know Matt is compiling problem areas for his records and to see if he can identify solutions. I will copy this e-mail to Matt too, if you could provide further information to Matt that would be useful.

 3) A colleague has tried to identify all the addresses of properties identified as at risk from flooding. Several of the buildings are outbuildings connected to other properties, so I believe the total number of households affected is lower than I suggested at our meeting. For example a large detached house that has a separate double garage and an outbuilding in the rear garden can be picked up as 3 separate properties on our list. Please see the attached excel file. Entries written in red refer to outhouses to properties; entries written in blue refer to property we were not able to identify. 

 

4) I have enquired about the accuracy about the National Property Data Set. I am awaiting a definitive answer, but an experienced colleague believes that the maps you saw (attached) identify properties within the floodplain and the depth of flooding at that point rather than the depth of flooding in the property. I know we have data on property thresholds and this may identify that although houses have water around them, it doesn't actually get inside. We will need to do further work on this and I will keep you posted.

 

5) I have asked my colleague Dave Trubshaw to investigate whether this desilting is required. He will be happy to accompany a member of the parish council if that is helpful. If you can supply details of the relevant person, Dave will give them a call and arrange a time to meet.

 

6) Dave (mentioned above) did investigate this bank erosion. Sorry we didn't get back to you. As I suspected, it is an old agricultural bank which may provide benefit to farmers, keeping water of their land, but provides no flood defence benefit. If that bank was repaired it would not make any difference to flood risk in Rolleston.

6. DIAMOND JUBILEE

Jubilee Orchard: Following agreement at the last meeting to create a Jubilee Orchard at the land adjacent to the substation on Beacon Road, Mr Edwards has completed the following plan for works that need to be undertaken.
Schedule of works

· Remove dead trees

· Cut off overhanging branches from trees on boundary

· Reduce width of roadside hedge from inside

· Cut trees in roadside hedge to same height as hedge

· Trim top of hedge

· Clear existing vegetation

6. DIAMOND JUBILEE (continued) 

· Weed treat existing nettles etc.

· Introduce new top soil and batter site to uniform slopes

· Lay stone path to electric sub station

· Fence off existing allotments
· Install a 10’ – 0” wide timber gate

· Install a 3’ – 6” wide timber gate

· Remove all rubbish from site

· Prepare and set grass seed to whole site

· Plant approximately 40 cultivar dwarf fruit trees*

With some voluntary help it is anticipated that the foregoing can be achieved for approximately £2,000.  
* It is understood that cultivar dwarf fruit trees grow between 8’ – 0” and 10’ – 0” high and are spaced between 7’ – 0” and 11’ – 0” apart

Jubilation Banner:  Details of this have been circulated to members for consideration.

8. COMMUNITY ICE BUSTERS

The following email has been received from SCC following a request for an additional grit bin on Dodslow Avenue:-

Regarding your recent request, sent through to Staffs Highways, to see if a grit bin can be supplied and located on Dodslow Avenue.

Unfortunately this road does not qualify for a grit bin. However, as your request is for the footways to be treated, and not the road, this location would be ideal for the Ice busters Initiative. Are you aware of this? Perhaps this is something the Parish Council could consider for next winter?

Supporting Local Communities in Self Help - Footway Treatment 

8. COMMUNITY ICE BUSTERS (continued)
What is Ice Busters? 

· Ice Busters is a County Council highways initiative supporting self-help groups by providing them with advice and grit/brine to treat locally important footways and pedestrian routes during the winter months keeping them clear of snow and ice. 

· The initiative is aimed at Parish Councils and residents associations who are able to mobilise dedicated volunteers to treat the footways during periods of prolonged cold weather and clear snow over the winter. 
· The treatment options include the application of grit or a brine solution which will be provided by Staffordshire’s Highway Teams. 

· The amount of grit or brine provided should reflect the extent of the areas being treated. Depending on the severity of the winter, stocks may need to be replenished. 

· The initiative also offers a structure for the groups to extend the self-help to other, non-highway areas by supplementing the highway resources. Highway Teams may be able to assist with this. 

How do we get involved? 

To become involved you’ll first need to contact your local Community Highway Liaison team on 0300 111 8000. begin_of_the_skype_highlighting     

With the support and direction of the Highway Teams an action plan will need to be drawn up and agreed. The plan should include information on:- 

· Contact details 

· Which footways are to be treated and under what conditions they will be treated 

· How the decision is made to treat 

· The chosen treatment 

· How it will be applied and storage details. 

We understand that self-help groups need to make fully informed decisions and on top of providing the grit, practical advice is offered on treatment options, storage, planning gritting activities and updates on weather conditions. An action plan detailing how the service could be delivered locally can then be developed and agreed. 

One area of concern raised by Parish Councils interested in joining the initiative has been the potential legal implications. The advice that we give is to follow the principals of Lord Young’s paper ‘Common Sense, Common Safety’. This paper can be found on the internet (http://www.number10.gov.uk/wp-content/uploads/402906_CommonSense_acc.pdf|); however the most pertinent section of particular interest reads as follows: 

Good Samaritan clause 

One of the great misconceptions, often perpetuated by the media, is that we can be liable for the consequences of any voluntary acts on our part. During winter 2009/10, advice was given on television and radio to householders not to clear the snow in front of their properties in case any passerby would fall and then sue. This is another manifestation of the fear of litigation. In fact there is no liability in the normal way, and the Lord Chief Justice himself is reported as saying that he had never come across a case where someone was sued in these circumstances. 

8. COMMUNITY ICE BUSTERS (continued)
Yet this belief is particularly pernicious, as it may deter people from engaging in organised voluntary activities in the mistaken belief that they can be sued should anything go wrong. People who seek to do good in our society should not fear litigation as a result of their actions.
