Four members of the public, County Councillor Fraser and a representative from the Burton Mail were in attendance.
103. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME & PRESENTATION OF PETITIONS

River Dove Flood Alleviation Scheme: Mr Gawthorpe asked if the Parish Council knew how close to Station Road the proposed dwarf banks would be.  Mr Edwards replied that the Parish Council were yet to see the proposals; but that he understood that a bank about 1ft high was being proposed at the back of the houses on Alderbrook Close and along the kerb of Station Road.


104. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Mr J Wyatt, Mr A Fitton and Mr J Toon.  The meeting was advised that Mrs Toon would be joining the meeting later on, due to her commitment at another meeting.
105. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Mr Morris declared an interest in P/2012/00286/CLF Felling of one Holly Tree, 20 Station Road.

106. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 13TH & 27TH FEBRUARY 2012


The minutes of the meeting held on 13TH & 27TH February were signed as a true record subject to the following amendments:
Item 102:18 should have read: - Footways:  Mr Chinn advised that he had been asked why the footways around Stretton had been cleared of snow, but not in Rolleston.

107. REPORT OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR 

Councillor Fraser did not make a report to the meeting.

108. REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR

Mrs Toon did not make a report to the meeting.

109. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS 13th FEBRUARY 2012
Page 58 Diamond Jubilee Legacy: The clerk advised that she had spoken again with Western Power, who had asked her to send a location map and a request to meet onsite in writing, which she had done, but to date received no response.

Page 58, Recreational:  It was suggested that the shelter should be offered to other Parish Councils.

109. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS 13th FEBRUARY 2012
Page 58 Recreational:  The clerk advised that she had received no correspondence from Sgt Crinson and was asked to chase for a response.

Page 59, Item 101, RE Freedom of Information request:  Mr Edwards confirmed that a letter had been sent to Councillor Staples raising concern with regards to the information put forward by SCC following the FOI request and the amount of time that the request had taken.

Page 62, Item 18 Councillors Reports:  Zip Wire Seats, Mr Edwards advised that the hub cap proposal had proved unsuitable, and that two seats had now been purchased from B&S Chains.  He advised that B&S chains have modified the seats and that they now sell them separately.

110. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 27TH FEBRUARY 2012


There were no matters arising from the minutes of the meeting held on 27th February.

111. CLERKS REPORT DATED 5TH MARCH 2012

1. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Members commented on the following planning applications:-
Rolleston Co-Op: Members had no objections to this application.
Mr Morris declared a personal interest in the following application and left the room whilst the application was discussed.

P/2012/00286/CLF Felling of one Holly Tree, 20 Station Road.

Members had no objections to this application.

P/2012/00267/JPM Felling of one Elm Tree, two Juniper trees and two Lawson Cypress trees, Spread Eagle Island.

Members noted the details of this application.

P/2012/00273/SS Crown raising by 4 metres and reduction of north and south sides of canopy by 1.5 metres and east and west sides by 1 metre of one Copper Beech tree (T48 of TPO24).

Members agreed that as this tree was covered by a TPO, it should be considered by the tree officer.

College Field:  Members agreed that they were disappointed that the college had decided to proceed with a planning application and concluded that it was not the Parish Councils responsibility to facilitate a public meeting, so that Mr Diffey could present the plans.
2. SPREAD EAGLE MEETING ROOM

This item was moved to Part 2 due to its financial nature.

3. NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN

Mr Morris advised that Rolleston was one of 11 Councils in East Staffordshire who had been awarded a Front Runners grant to undertake a Neighbourhood Development Plan.  He advised that he was unable to confirm at present how much had been awarded as ESBC would need to determine how much they needed to hold the referendum and for staffing etc.  He advised that it was hoped that the plan would be with ESBC sometime at the beginning of July.  Mr Morris explained that the Questionnaire was currently being developed, and a draft had been sent to Chris Bowden for comment.  Mr Morris confirmed that the next NHD Steering Group meeting was being held on 22nd March.

4. SPREAD EAGLE ISLAND

Members noted that the Notification of Tree Works was currently out for consultation.  It was noted that there was a quotation in part 2 for consideration.

5. LOWER RIVER DOVE FLOOD ALLEVIATION SCHEME

Members noted the details of this item from the Clerks Report.  The Chairman advised that the Environment Agency had been asked for School Lane, Chapel Lane and Burnside to be looked at.

Mr Morris and Mr Edwards agreed to meet with Mr Trubshaw with regards to the eroded bank at Marston Lane and the overgrown bank adjacent to the Brookhouse Hotel.

6. DIAMOND JUBILEE

Jubilee Orchard: The meeting was advised that a grant application was being submitted by the Civic Trust for funding towards both the Jubilee Orchard and the Spread Eagle Island.  Mr Sanderson advised that the cost of the proposed projects together was just over £3,000 and the grant awarded may be up to 75% of the total.  It was agreed that there was no objections in principle to people sponsoring the trees on the Jubilee Orchard.  
It was suggested that should the grant application via the Civic Trust be unsuccessful, that applications should be made to Councillor Fraser and to Biffa.

Jubilation Banner:  It was agreed that the Parish Council should participate and for the item to be added to the next agenda.
Jubilee Medallions: It was noted that these had now been received and had been funded via the Parish Council, RODSEC and the Civic Trust.  It was agreed to try and arrange for the medallions to be presented to the pupils of JOR via a School assembly the week prior to the commencement of the National Celebrations.
7. COMMUNITY PATHS INITIATIVE 2012/2013

It was discussed that the stiles on the footpaths within the village, failed to meet British Standards because of their height, but that SCC had advised they did not have the finance to install additional steps on them.  It was agreed to speak to Paul Rochfort as to the cost of a step kit and to apply for £2,000 towards the installation of extra steps.
Mrs Toon and Councillor Fraser joined the meeting.

8. COMMUNITY ICE BUSTERS

It was agreed to advertise this in the next edition of the Rollestonian.

9. ESBC CONSULTATIONS

Members noted the details of the consultations.  It was agreed that Mr Edwards would look at the Waste Storage and Collection Guidance for New Developments and submit a response on behalf of the Parish Council.

10. STANDING ORDERS

38b:  Mr Sanderson proposed, Mr Davies seconded and it was unanimously agreed to adopt the amendment to standing order 38b.  

38e: Mr Davies proposed, Mr Chinn seconded and it was unanimously agreed to add standing order 38e to the Parish Councils standing orders.

11. CLEAN NEIGHBOURHOOD AND ENVIRONMENT ACT 2005 – DOG CONTROL ORDERS

It was unanimously agreed that the Parish Council did not wish to adopt either of the two dog control orders.
12. ROLLESTON ALMSHOUSE CHARITY – NOMINATED TRUSTEES

Mrs Toon proposed, Mrs Redgrave seconded and it was moved that Mrs Warren be elected to represent the Parish Council as an Almshouse Trustee for a further four year term.

The clerk read the following letter that had been received from Rolleston Almshouse Charity:-

12. ROLLESTON ALMSHOUSE CHARITY – NOMINATED TRUSTEES (continued)
“As you are aware the Trustees are investigating sources of finances for a major renovation project for the Almshouses at Burnside”.  

 “In this regard the Trustees would be pleased if the Parish Council would promote the project to potential developers within the area and support its inclusion in any Section 106 agreement made under the Town and Country Planning Act 1990”.

It was agreed that in principle members could see no reason as to why the Almshouses couldn’t be included in any future 106 agreements.  It was noted that clarification on the Community Infrastructure Levy should try and be ascertained at the next meeting with ESBC. 

13. PLANTERS

It was agreed to defer this item to the April agenda so that it could be considered for the 2012/13 financial year.

14. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

· Mrs Redgrave reported that she had received a complaint about the overflowing skips on the Spread Eagle Car Park.  It was agreed that Mr Davies would speak to the landlord.
· Mrs Redgrave reported that she had received a complaint that it is not possible to get a wheelchair over the footway on the Spread Eagle Bridge.  It was agreed to forward this item to Mr Rayson, SCC.

· Mr Sanderson reported that the road sign at the end of Walford Road had slipped to the bottom of its post and needed refastening.  It was agreed to report this to SCC, Highways.

· Mr Edwards reported that the resurfacing works were underway on Craythorne Car Park.

· Mr Edwards reported that he was in the process of ordering the materials for the replacement weirs on Burnside and it was agreed that a fish pass should be installed as part of the works.

· Mr Edwards advised that a visit had taken place to the ESBC Exemplar Property and that Mr Wyatt had agreed to write a report and an article to go in the Rollestonian advising people what they can do to help protect themselves and their properties.

· Mr Edwards advised that himself and Mr Chinn had attended a public meeting at Victoria Primary School which was confirmed as not being part of the schools consultation but a vehicle for informing local people what the County Council was doing and how it would affect them.  Mr Edwards advised that a second meeting had been organised for Tuesday 20th March, 6.00pm at Outwoods Primary School and urged people to attend.  A full copy of Mr Edwards report on the meeting will be held in the minute book for future reference.
· Mr Edwards asked that if anyone has concerns about St Modwens Primary School being relocated, that there was still time to respond to the consultation as it closes on 19th March.

· Mr Edwards advised that the Alliance was meeting with ESBC on Wednesday 28th March.
